A university stands for humanism, for tolerance, for reason, for the adventure
of ideas and for the search of truth.  It stands for onward march of the
human race towards ever higher objectives.  If the universities discharge
their duties adequately, then it is well with the Nation  and the People.

The above visionary statement by the  first Prime Minister of Independent India on the occasion
of the diamond jubilee of  Allahabad  University  held on 13 December, 1947,  reflects the great
importance that Nehru attached to the university education in India.  Nehru  firmly believed that
universities could play a crucial role in not only shaping the life of a nation but also strengthening it
by inculcating among young students the cardinal virtues of humanism, tolerance, reason, and breadth
of vision and in imbuing the students with the fervor of imaginative ideas and quest for truth.

As a fitting tribute to the visions of such   a great statesman,  the Jawaharlal Nehru University
was established in 1966 under the JNU Act, 1966 (53 of 1966); indeed it was a  National Memorial to
Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru.  As a mark of further respect, the  University was formally inaugurated by the
late Sh. V. V. Giri, the then President of India, on the birthday of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru on 14
November 1969  which also coincided with the birth centenary year of Mahatma Gandhi.  The
University’s objectives are:

to disseminate and advance knowledge, wisdom and understanding by
teaching and research and by the example and influence of its corporate life
and in particular to promote the study of the principles for which Jawaharlal
Nehru worked during his  life-time, namely National integration, social justice,
secularism, democratic way of life, international understanding and scientific
approach to the problems of society.

Towards this end, the University was entrusted with the task of :
- fostering the composite culture of India through the establishment of such departments or

institutions as may be required  for the study and development of the languages, arts and
culture of India;

- taking special measures to encourage students and teachers from all over India to join the
University and participate in its academic programmes;

- promoting an awareness and understanding of the social needs of the country in the students
and teachers and prepare them for fulfilling such needs;

- making special provision for integrated courses in humanities, science and technology in
the educational programmes of the University;

- taking appropriate measures for promoting interdisciplinary studies in the University;
- establishing such departments or institutions as may be necessary for the study of languages,

literature and life of foreign countries with a view to inculcating in the students  an
international understanding and a holistic perspective; and

- providing facilities for students and teachers from various countries to participate in the
academic progammes sand activities of the University.

The uniqueness of JNU is evident from its basic  philosophy, policies and major programmes
that are clearly spelt out and embodied in the University Act itself.  Accordingly, the University has
always strived to evolve such policies and programmes of studies that would be a qualitative and
distinct addition to the national resource base in higher education instead of reflecting mere quantitative
expansions of the existing facilities. The University thus has been concentrating on programmes that
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are of relevance to national progress and development.  In this regard, the University has taken the
following initiatives:

>> A conscious effort has been made to promote ideas of national integration, secularism, a scientific
outlook, a cosmopolitan and a humanistic approach towards life.

>> The national character of the University has been maintained by selecting students and faculty
from all regions of the country.

>> Interdisciplinary approach to teaching and research has been  promoted in recognition of the
fact that knowledge is indivisible and accordingly a structure of Schools and Centres of teaching
has been established.

>> The emphasis on teaching and research in non-conventional  areas has ensured that duplication
of facilities available in other universities is avoided as far as possible.

>> Care has been taken to establish a model School of language teaching and research both in
Indian as well as foreign languages with well-equipped modern language laboratories and
centres where the study of literature, culture and  civilization of the countries concerned becomes
feasible and effective.

>> A system has been evolved whereby main academic decisions such as the courses to be taught,
precise contents of those courses and the methods of evaluation are taken by the teachers
themselves.  The teachers adopt the system of continuing internal evaluation with the grading
system which promotes understanding.

>> Admissions to different programmes are made entirely on merit basis through an open all
India Entrance Examination, held at more than 60 different centres spread over the country
and two centres abroad.

>> In accordance with the policy of the Government of India,  the University provides reservations
both at the levels of students admission and faculty recruitment.

>> There is a  liberal provision for merit-cum-means scholarships/fellowships, and students as
well as faculty members are provided with financial support to undertake field trips in connection
with their research both within the country and abroad.

>> Participation in Cultural Exchange Programmes with Universities/Institutes abroad is being
encouraged to promote international understanding.  The University has signd Memoranda of
Understanding with a large number of Foreign  Universities and Institutions.

>> A Grievance Redressal Committee has been set up to promote cordial relations between the
students and the University administration.

>> In order to create the right social ambience and to meet the security concerns of the JNU
community, the University has established a Gender Sensitization Committee against Sexual
Harassment (GSCASH).

>> A number of Chairs like B.R. Ambedkar Chair, Nelson Mandela Chair,  Appadorai Chair,
Rajiv Gandhi Chair, RBI Chair, SBI Chair, Chair in Greek Studies and others have been
established.

>> A Committee of Advisors has been set up to look into the academic/financial concerns of the
Dalit Students of the University
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>> Giving weightage to OBC candidates seeking admission to various programme of study, in the
entrance examination was a significant step which the University took in 1995.

>> The University has been holding quite successfully the combined Biotechnology Entrance
Examination for admission to – M.Sc. in Biotechnology, M.Sc. in Agriculture Biotechnology,
M.V.Sc. (Animal) Biotechnology and M.Tech. Programme in Biotechnology of over 33
participating universities for a number of years and the entrance examination is conducted all
over the country.

The University was envisioned as essentially a post-graduate teaching and research institution.
The Academic Advisory Committee of the University had originally envisaged that the University
would be broadly structured into nine Schools:

1. School of  Language, Literature and Culture Studies

2. School of Social Sciences

3. School of  International Studies

4. School of Life Sciences

5. School of Environmental Sciences

6. School of Computer & Systems Sciences

7. School of  Physical Sciences

8. School of Arts and Aesthetics

9. School of Information Technology

Of these the first four Schools of Study started functioning in New Delhi in 1971.  In 1974 and
1975 respectively, the School of Environmental Sciences and the School of Computer & Systems
Sciences were established.  In 1986, the School of Physical Sciences started functioning.  In 2001, the
School of Arts and Aesthetics and the School of Information Technology became operational.

Further, in 1972, the Centre of Post graduate studies was set up at Imphal (Manipur).  This
Centre finally formed a nucleus of a University, the Manipur University in 1981.

During the period under report, the university offered Ph.D., M.Phil./Ph.D./M.Tech./Ph.D
and MCH/Ph.D in 59 disciplines; Advanced (PG) Diploma in Bioinformatics, M.Sc./MCA in 05
disciplines; Master’s programme in 23  disciplines; and Under-graduate courses in 09 foreign languages.
In addition, it also offered Certificate, Diploma and Advanced  Diploma courses in various languages.

Through the teaching and research programmes offered by various Schools and Centres
and formulation of curricula for these programmes, the University endeavors to evolve policies and
programmes which will make it a distinct addition to the national resources in higher education
rather than a mere quantitative expansion of the facilities already available. The University has
sought to achieve these objectives within the resources available to it, both financial and physical.
The following programmes of study were offered  by different Schools/ Centres during the period
under report.

>> M.A.:   This 4 semester programme focuses on theoretical and critical study of
visual and performing arts.

>> M.Phil./Ph.D. :  This programme focuses on different aspects of Computer Science.

>> M.Tech/Ph.D. (Computer Science and Technology) :  This 3-semester  programme
has been designed to impart advance knowledge in the field of Computer Science
and Technology. With the successful completion of  M.Tech. programme, candidates
become eligible to register themselves for  Ph.D programme.

>> Master of Computer Applications (MCA) : This 3-year programme has been
designed  to provide the  necessary theoretical background as well as practical
experience in Computer Applications in Science  and Engineering to meet the
growing manpower requirement in data processing.

>> M.Phil./Ph.D.:Research facilities were made available in four broad areas mentioned
in the Chapter.

>> M.Sc. in Environmental Sciences : This 4-semester  programme is concerned with
the major aspects of environment, with some specialization in the atmospheric,
earth, pollution and biological sciences.

>> M.Phil./Ph.D : Course work and research facilities were made available in the
following areas:  International Politics, International Organization, Political
Geography, Diplomatic Studies, International Legal Studies, International Trade
and Development, Disarmament Studies, South Asian Studies, Southeast Asian and
Southwest Pacific Studies, Central Asian Studies, Chinese Studies, Japanese and
Korean Studies, West Asian and North African Studies, Sub-Saharan African Studies,
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American Studies, Latin American Studies, West European Studies, Canadian Studies
and Russian and East European Studies.

>> M.A. in Politics (with specialization in International Relations):  This is a 4-
semester programme which combines studies in International Affairs, Area
Politics, Political Theory, Comparative Politics & Economic Development to
enable the students to receive all-round exposure in various fields of
study.

>> M.A. in Economics with specialization in World Economy:   This is also a  4-
semester  programme, which offers sound theoretical background in the principles
of economics and equips the students with analytical tools for understanding the
evolution of the world economy.

>> Advanced (PG) Diploma:  This one year diploma programme focuses on
Computational  Approaches to Genome Sequence Analysis and Molecular
Modeling.

>> Ph.D in, Japanese  and Philosophy (Modern Western Philosophy only)

>> M.Phil./Ph.D. in  Arabic, English, Semotics French, German, Hindi, Hindi
Translation  Linguistics, Russian, Chinese, Persian  Spanish and Urdu.

>> M. Phil in Portuguese

>> M.A. in Arabic, Chinese, English, French, German, Hindi, Japanese, Linguistics,
Persian, Russian, Spanish, and Urdu.

Magnetism, and Nonlinear Optics.

>> M.Sc. in Physics : This 4-semester  programme is open to the candidates from
Physics, Chemistry or  Mathematics streams.

>> M.Phil./Ph.D. Research facilities are made available broadly in the following
subjects/disciplines:

Economic Studies and Planning; Educational Studies;  Historical Studies; Political
Studies; Regional Development (Geography, Economics, and Population  Studies;
Social Systems;  Social Medicine and Community Health;  Science Policy; and
Philosophy

>> Master of Community Health (M.C.H.)/Ph.D. : The programme covered three
major areas, viz.: Social Medicine, Community Health and Community Health Nursing.

>> M.A.: It is a 4-semester programme offered in Economics, Geography, History,
Political Science and  Sociology.

>> Ph.D. : The programmes of the Centre are  inter-disciplinary in nature. Course
work and facilities were offered in the following areas:

Protein Engineering, Prokaryotic/Eukaryotic gene expression, Molecular
biology of Infectious Diseases, Molecular Immunology, Protein Stability,
Conformation and Folding, Bioprocess scale up and Optimization,  Transcription
of Eukaryotic gene

>> M.Sc. in Biotechnology : This 4-semester programme was so designed as  to expose
candidates to recent developments in genetic engineering and biotechnology and
their exploitation in industry, agriculture and medicine.

>> Direct  Ph.D. Research activities of the Centre are in Methodology, Governance I
– Theories & Concepts, Governance II – The Legal Dimension.

>> M.A. :  This 4 semester programme focuses on Indian Intellectual Traditions,  Sanskrit
Linguistic Tradition, Introduction to Computational Liguistics and Sanskrit Literature.

>> Ph.D Research activities of the Centre focuses on Molecular Medicine and is pursuing
teaching and research activities in Metablic Disorder, Infectious Diseases and
Diagnostics.
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The JNU Entrance Examination for admission to various programmes of study was conducted
by the University on May 20-23, 2003 at  50  Centres located in  various  States/Union Territories
i.e. Andhra Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Chandigarh, Chattisgarh, Delhi, Gujarat, Goa, Himachal Pradesh
Jammu & Kashmir, Jharkhand, Karnataka, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Manipur, Meghalya,
Nagaland, Orissa, Pondicherry, Punjab, Rajasthan, Tamilnadu, Uttaranchal, Uttar Pradesh and West
Bengal and   centres 02 at abroad in Kathmandu and Dhaka.

1) As against  50,834  application forms sold  44,433  completed application forms were received
from the intending candidates. Based on the options exercised by the applicants, the total
number worked out to  59,996 options exercised by candidates in the entrance examination for
various disciplines/ subjects/programmes of study.

2) Based on the performance of the candidates in the entrance examination and the merit lists
prepared in accordance with the provisions of the University’s admission policy, 1823  candidates
were offered admission to various programmes of study,   out of  which  1318  candidates
joined.

3) As against the statutory requirement of 22.5% (15% for SC candidates and 7.5% for ST
candidates), 24.48% (15.94%  for SC  category and 8.54% for ST category) candidates belonging
to these categories joined the University.

4) Of the total of  1318  candidates admitted to various programmes of studies:

>> 538 were admitted to M.Phil /Ph.D, M.Tech/Ph.D., MCH/Ph.D. and  548  to M.A./
M.Sc./MCA,  the remaining  232  were admitted to B.A. (Hons.) in foreign  languages
programmes;

>> The break up of men and women candidates was  871 and 447   respectively;

>> A total of   415  candidates (i.e. 31.50% candidates) belonging to OBCs and those who
passed their qualifying examination from backward districts, were the beneficiaries of
deprivation points as against 374 during  2002-2003.

>> A total of 249 OBC candidates i.e. around 19% were selected for admission to various
programmes of study.

(5) The candidates admitted to various programmes of study passed their qualifying examinations
from  138  Indian Universities /Institution /Boards.

6) Of the total    1318   candidates,  594   came from the lower and the middle income groups
whose parents’ income was less than Rs. 6000/- pm and  724   from the higher income group
with an income over Rs. 6000/-p.m.  As regards the rural-urban composition of the students
the ratio was  456:862.  Further, only  354 candidates had their schooling in public schools and
964 came from municipal and non-public schools.

7) In addition to  1318  candidates admitted to various programmes of study,  169   candidates
were also admitted to various programmes of study under the following categories:

As in the past, this year also the University conducted the combined Biotechnology entrance
test on 23 May, 2003 at  50 centres all over the country for admission to M.Sc. (Biotechnology),
M.Sc. (Agri) /M.VSc. (Animal Biotechnology) and M. Tech (Biotechnology) programmes on behalf
of 33 participating universities including JNU.

A total number of 462 completed application forms were received for admission to part-time
Diploma/Certificate programme of study in the School.  Of these, 155   joined these programmes:
112 for COP, 11  for DOP, and 32   for ADOP.

The total strength of full-time students on rolls of the University as on 1.9.2003 was  4857.
Their break-up for various programmes indicated that 2719 students were doing research, 1368 were
pursuing post-graduate studies, i.e. M.A./M.Sc./MCA, 756 were pursuing  under-graduate studies
including part time and 14 P.G. Diploma in Bioinformatics.

During the year under report, 2312  students were awarded degrees by the University after they
had successfully completed the programmes for which they had registered themselves at the University
or at its Recognized Institutions:

Admission to various programmes of study in the University is regulated by an admission
policy and procedure   approved by the Academic Council of the University from time to
time.

Approximate number of seats available in each programme of study  (including M.Phil./
Ph.D. programmes) is decided by the Academic Council on the recommendations of the Centres/
Schools concerned. The intake of candidates considered for direct admission to the Ph. D.
programme is over and above the intake prescribed by the Centres/Schools for M.Phil./Ph. D.
programmes.

Reservation in Admissions:  The University provides reservation to students belonging
to SC and ST i.e. 22.5% of seats (15% for SC and 7.5% for ST interchangeable if necessary) and
3% of seats for the physically challenged  are reserved for candidates belonging to these
categories. Over and above the intake fixed for each programme,  10% of seats in each
programme of study are also reserved for foreign nationals. Out of this quota of 10%, upto 5%
of seats are reserved for  those appearing in entrance examination and the rest 5% for candidates
aplying from abroad whose cases are considered in absentia. The ratio is interchangeable, if
necessary.

The notice regarding admission is published all over India through
advertisement in the leading newspapers in different regions of the country around the second week
of February every  year.

The written test for admission to various programmes of study is held at various
identified centres all over the country  in the third week of May every year. A separate question
paper of three hours duration is set for each programme or each set of programmes of study. The
tests are spread over three days with two sessions of  three hours on each day. Admission is made
purely on merit  basis, taking into account candidates’ performance in the written examination and
the viva-voce, wherever prescribed.  The written test wherever viva-voce is prescribed carries 70
marks.

 The eligibility criteria (both
for candidates belonging to general categories and reserved categories) for appearing in the entrance
examination are formulated  as per the guidelines laid down by the University in this regard.  The
candidates who are due to appear in their respective qualifying examinations prescribed as eligibility
for admission to a particular programme are also permitted to appear in the entrance examination.
However,  in the event of selection, their admission is subject to their passing and  securing the
prescribed percentage of marks in the qualifying examination and submission of all documents,
including the final marksheet  of the qualifying examination at the time of  admission.  The last date
for seeking admission to any programme of study is 14 August of the year, with conditions, and no
admission is permitted thereafter.

- The candidates seeking admission to M. Phil./Ph. D./Pre-Ph. D.
programmes and IV year of Five-Year integrated M. A. programmes in foreign languages (other than
the English language) are required to appear for viva-voce examination which is assigned 30%
marks.  Only those candidates are considered eligible to be called for viva-voce examination for
admission to M. Phil/Ph. D./Pre-Ph. D. and M. A. (IV year in foreign languages) programmes of
study who have secured a minimum of 35% and 25% marks respectively in the written test.  The
percentage of marks is, however, 10% less in respect of candidates belonging to SC, ST and PC
categories. The maximum number of candidates to be called for the viva-voce examination in each
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programme of study is normally not more than three times the number of seats  (intake) approved by
the Academic Council.

Separate merit lists are prepared for  general category, SC,  ST,  PC
candidates and foreign nationals for each course/programme of study. Final selection of candidates is
made on the basis of their inter se merit in their  respective categories based on their performance in
the written test and viva-voce examination (wherever prescribed) and the score of deprivation points
(wherever applicable).

The candidates who are selected for admission are required to complete all
registration formalities within the time schedule drawn by the university each year.

The Universty has certain regulating bodies responsible for its functioning which include the

University Court, the Executive Council, the Academic Council  and the Statutory Committees, like
the Finance Committee.

University Court
The Court is the supreme authority of the University and meets once a year on a date fixed by

the Executive Council and considers a report of the working of the University during the previous
year together with a statement on the receipts and expenditure, the balance sheet as audited and the
budget for the next financial year.  The Court is vested with the powers to review the acts of the
Executive Council and Academic Council (Save when these authorities have not acted in accordance
with the powers conferred upon them under the Act, the Statutes and the Ordiances) and to exercise
the powers of the University not otherwise provided in the Act or the Statutes.

The last annual meeting of the University Court was held on 8 January, 2004.  It received the
Annual Report on the working of the University for the period 1 April 2002 to 31 March 2003 with
a statement of receipts and expenditure and statement of assets and liabilities as audited for the
financial year 2001-2002 and the budget for the financial year 2003-2004. It also received the non-
plan maintenace budget  of the University.  The Vice-Chancellor during his presentation, apprised
the Court of the various activities and developments, the important ones being as under:

a) The plan of the University to start teaching of Tamil for which a lum-sum grant of Rs. 50 lakhs
has been received from the Govt . of Tamil Nadu.

b) Provision of DELNET connections to the academic community of the University.

c) Constitution of a ‘Gender Sensitization Committee Against Sexual Harassment’ (GSCASH)
consisiting of representatives of JNU Teachers Association, JNU Students Union, JNU Officers
Association, JNU Staff Association  and representative from NGO.

d) Setting up of an Equal Opportunity Office to look after the interests and problems of Dalit Students.

e) Strengthening of the existing infrastructure, construction of new hostels and academic buildings,
viz. 200 seated Tribal Hostel,  180 seated North East Hostel, Post Doctoral Hostel (Phase II),
Transit House Phase III, Academic Staff College, Institute of Advanced Studies, and a  mini
shopping Centre near Tapti Hostel Complex.

f) Plans for establishment of a Knowledge Park capable of providing the University students
opportunities of internship and short term employment.

g) Steps that been taken to have a Convention Centre having a conference complex with the state
of the art facilities, public telephones, public conveniences, medical store, coffee shop, a large
book shop, a large computer shop/cyber café, a large food court having multiple cuisines, a
departmental store and a craft bazar.

Executive Council
Executive Council is the executive body and is interalia vested with the powers to make

appointments of the members of the faculty  and other group ‘A’ officers on the recommendations
of the Selection Committees, to fix their emoluments and to define their duties.  The Executive
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Council is also vested with the powers to  confer discipline amongst the teaching and non-
teaching employees in accordance with the provisions of Statutes and Ordinances  and to
manage and regulate the finances, accounts  and other administrative affairs of the University.
During the period under report in its two meetings held on 30 May, 2003 and 16 October,
2003, the Council delibrated upon various administrative and academic matters and took
important decisions.  Besides,  the Council also considered and approved the action taken by
the Vice-Chancellor on the matters of urgent nature in exercise of the powers conferred upon
him in terms of Statutes/Ordinances.  The Council also approved the  action taken by the
Vice-Chancellor in approving the  recommendations of various Selection Committees for
faculty and non-faculty appointments.  Some of the important decisions taken during the
period are listed as under:

a) Approval of the recommendations of the committee appointed to frame GSCASH Rules and
Procedures.

b) Establishment of the Welfare Funds for the teachers, the students and the non-teaching employees
of the University.

c) Approval of the recommendations of the Standing Committee for academic collaboration of
JNU with foreign Universities/Institutions.

d) Acceptance of donation of Rs. 9,49,352 from his Majesty’s Government, Sultanate of Oman to
promote the Studies of the Arabic Language and Gulf Region History and Culture – in particular
Oman Studies, in the academic field through the encouragement of Research and Seminars and
to enrich the Libraries of the Centre for West Asian and African Studies, School  of International
Studies and Centre for  Arabic and African Studies, School of Language, Literature and Culture
Studies with books and documents in Arabic Language and information of Oman and the Gulf
Region.

e) Formation of Alumni Fund for the Academic Staff College.

f) Approval of the revised rates of honorarium payable  to the M.Phil/Ph.D external examiners,
outside experts/Visitor’s nominees on Selection Committees, external members on statutory
and other committees as well as non-salary payments to members of faculty and other guests of
the University etc.

g) Approval of the revised  Ordinances  (I) Ordinance relating to the scheme of revision of pay
scales  (1996) minimum qualifications and Career Advancement of teachers  (ii) Ordinance
relating to conditions of service of appointed teachers of the University and (iii) Ordinance for
regulating leave to teachers of the University.

Academic Council
The Academic Council is the academic body of the University and is interalia vested with the

power to propose establishment of Department, Special Centres, Specialised laboratories to the
Executive Council.  The Academic Council is also vested with the powers to recommend to the
Executive Council the creation and abolition of teaching posts, their classifications, draft ordinances
on admissions and examinations, appointment of examiners and fixation of their fees, conferment of
honorary degrees and to propose  institutions of fellowships, scholarships etc.   The Academic
Council is further vested with the power to recognise diploma and degrees of other Universities/
Institutions, to appoint  Committees for admission to the university, to make arrangements for the
conduct of examinations and fix dates for holding them and declare results of various University
exams etc.
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During the period under report the Academic Council in its meetings held on 2 May, 2003 and
24 November, 2003, co-opted members of the Council from various institutions, nominated faculty
members/experts on the Boards of Studies/Special Committees of the various Schools/Special Centres,
proposed amendment to the Clause 11(5) of the Ordinance relating to the award of M.Phil degree
etc.  and noted the factual data of the admissions 2003-2004.  The other decisions/recommendations
of the Academic Council during the period of report are as under:

j) Recommended to accept the donation of Rs. 9,49,352 from his Majesty’s Government Sultanate
of Oman for the encouragement of research and seminars as well as Libraries with books and
documents of the Centre for West Asian and African Studies, School of International Studies
and Centre for Arabic and African Studies, School of Language, Literature and Culture
Studies.

k) Recommended to accept  the lum sum grant of Rs. 50 lakhs from the Tamil Nadu Government
for the study  and development of Tamil languge.

Finance Comtmittees
The Finance Committee is a statutory body of the University.  It considers the Budget and

Expenditure proposals, all proposals for new/additional posts, accounts of the University, the Audit
Report and all other financial and accounting matters.  Its recommendations go for approval of the
Executive Council.

In its meeting held on 17 November, 2003., the Finance Committee approved the Revised
Estimates of the University for 2003-2004 at the level of Rs. 7933.68  lakhs net on ‘Maintenance
Account’.

The School of Arts and Aesthetics is one of very few places in India that offer post-

graduate degree courses in the theoretical and critical study of visual and performing arts.
Moreover, it is the only place in India where performance and visual studies are offered in one
integrated programme that allows students to understand a particular art in a broader cultural
context.

The study of art has in recent years been enriched by methods and insights from many fields:
sociology, linguistics, cultural studies, political science, economic history, semiotics and feminist
studies to name a few. It no longer suffices to study a work of art as an ‘object’ in isolation, apart from
the social forces that shape it, and the social meanings that it creates. The School’s outlook has been
formulated in response to new ways of thinking about culture, using a diversity of critical and
theoretical approaches.

Within a short span of time, the School has assumed a unique position in India, as it became the
centre for promoting interdisciplinary research into rich art theories and practices in India, both
traditional and contemporary.

The School of Environmental Sciences, established in 1974, is the oldest department of its kind

in the country.  It was the first to offer a M.Sc., and a M. Phil., programme in Environmental
Sciences.  The School is truly multidisciplinary in character and focuses on all aspects of physical,
chemical and biological components of environment.  Accordingly, the teaching and research
programmes of the School have components of such diverse disciplines as physics, chemistry, geology,
hydrology, meteorology, mathematics, statistics, biophysics, biochemistry, molecular and cellular
biology, ecology and environmental monitoring and management.

The School offers a M.Sc., and a M.Phil./Ph.D. programme.  The M.Sc. programme is divided
into two streams based on Physical and Biological Sciences to suit the background and needs of
students with their bachelor’s degree in different disciplines. The M.Phil./Ph.D. programme includes
extensive course work followed by a dissertation which leads, upon successful completion, to the
M.Phil. degree. However, with higher CGPA in course-work, the student can register for direct Ph.D.

Established in 1955, the School of International Studies is the oldest school of the University.

During the forty eight years of its existence, the School has established itself as one of the premier
institutions in the country for the study of international relations and area studies.

The School has made pioneering contributions in promoting the study of international relations
as an academic discipline in India and in advancing knowledge and understanding of international
affairs in an inter-disciplinary perspective. The School is also the first institution in the county to
promote “Area Studies” and to develop expertise on various counties and regions of the world. It has
also acquired an international reputation as a center of advanced learning.

Almost every State Government has instituted a fellowship (in some cases more than one) to be
awarded to students meeting the criteria of domicile status in the state concerned. As for the output
of the School, it may be noted that, as on January 2003, 586 scholars have been awarded Ph.D. and
1840 M.Phil degrees.

In recent years, several Chairs have been instituted in the School. These are Appadorai Chair,
Nelson Mandela Chair, State Bank of India Chair and Chairs in Environmental Law and Space Law.

The School also holds a series of extension lectures every year on a theme relating to contemporary
international relations. Pursuant to a decision of the Academic Council in February 1989, these
lectures are now known as “Hriday Nath Kunzru Memorial (Extension) Lectures on International
Relations”. Under an endowment funded by Asia Publishing House, Bombay, it holds lectures in
memory of the great poet and patriot, Sarojini Naidu and invites a distinguished scholar or statesman
to deliver the memorial lecture.

The School has decided to launch a new programme on Comparative Area Studies. It would
promote through well conceived, time bound projects, rigorous Comparative Research on specific
issues/area and problems that transcend particular areas. The idea is to develop research agenda that
would build thematic bridges across area specilities.

The School publishes a quarterly journal, International Studies. Founded in July 1959, this
journal has acquired an international standing as the leading Indian academic journal in the field. It
publishes original research articles on issues and problems, including problems of theory of
contemporary relevance in the broad field of international relations and area studies.

The School of Information Technology which was established in the University in 2001, consists

of the Bio Informatics Centre (BIC), the Computer Centre and the Communication and Information
Services (CIS).   The focus of the School is on the use of information technology on education and
research, and on the study of how the increased availability of information in all spheres of enquiry,
be it biological information, geological information, economic information, etc. can be most effectively
utilized in an academic context.

The BIC has been running a one year post-graduate diploma programme since 2000.  This is
one of five such programmes within the country and is completely funded by the Dept. of Biotechnology.
The research of this Centre is focused on Computational Approaches to Genome Sequence Analysis
and Molecular Modeling.  The Ph.D. programme of School of Information Technology started in the
year 2001 with the admission of students to a direct Ph.D. in Bio-Informatics.  From the year 2002
courses are being floated within the SIT which are accessible to the entire JNU student community.

The Computer Centre provides all students of the University access to computers and the
internet.  These facilities are extensively used.  Short-term training courses for JNU administrative
staff are also conducted by the Computer Center.

The School, which is still in its initial stage of development, is charting out a course of action
to make a role for itself in the academic framework of the University.  The major teaching and
research programme at present is in the BIC.  Expansion into the use of Information Science in other
branches, especially in the Social Sciences are among the short-term plans of the School.  In addition
to the core faculty, faculty members from other Schools hold concurrent appointment in BIC.  The
research and training activities of the School are increasing steadily.  The faculty has been publishing
research papers conducting seminars, training programs, etc.  The DBT has recently funded  BIC as
one of five Centres of Excellence in Bio-Informatics in the country.

The School runs, in addition to its post graduate diploma and Ph.D. programme, a vibrant
summer school which is attended by undergraduates from institutions from all over the country.
Our research activities in the BIC are in the areas of Genomics, DNA  analysis, structural biology
and molecular modeling.

The BIC operates and runs the Plant Genome Mirror Website in addition to the north India
Regional Molecular Modeling Centre.  The Bioinformatic Centre has several high-end workstations
with considerable storage capacity processing capabilities, and are available for the user community.
Similarly CIS has a large number of servers and computers that are necessary for efficiently running
the network and email services.  The Computer Centre has a set of 30 computers that are available
for students to access the internet; this is to be upgraded shortly.

Apart from managing the JNU’s Campus-wide-Network and providing Internet access facilities
CIS completed successfully many tasks to provide more facility to the network user community
during 2003-04.

The major tasks that this Centre had completed are briefly as given below :

1. Under UGC Infonet JNU acquired 2 Mbps of Internet bandwidth from Ernet.  In this connection
CIS coordinated with Ernet for setting up additional router, establishing linkage and integrating
it with STPI link for seamless use of both the bandwith.  Now JNU is one of the most privileged
universities in India, which has a dedicated bandwidth of 4 Mbps for Internet access (2 Mbps
through STPI and 2 Mbps through Ernet).
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2. JNU has signed a MoU with Ernet India for the expansion of the JNU Network.  The initial
phase of expansion has started.

3. CIS facilitated admission branch for publishing JNU Entrance Examination’s result online.
This facility of checking their results through Web site by querying made searching examination
result easy for the applicants.

4. Internet access services has been available to the university community all 24 hours, as CIS
decided to keep its network equipment operational 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, and through
out the year.

5. As a regular feature, upgraded the Trend Micro Anti Virus Software.

6. Procured SPSS Software for the benefit of the user community.

7. Setup a New Mail Server on Novell Platform for smooth and efficient functioning of Mail
Services.  A separ‘ate Mail Server for Research Scholars is also working on the same platform.

8. CIS has organized a training programmes on SPSS for faculty, students & staff members for
how to use SPSS software for their research oriented problems.

9. CIS organized a regional training workshop on “Use of Electronic Media in Science Teaching”
from October 7 to October 14, 2003.  The workshop was attended by a number of faculty
members from India and abroad.  UGC Chairperson was on the panel discussion on the
concluding day of the workshop.

10. CIS got a project from UNESCO for developing CBT (computer based Teaching) material on
Renewable Energy.  The final version of this CBT will be handed over to the UNESCO
representative shortly.

11. Organized presentation on Office Automation Software, which was attended by Senior
Administrators of the University and staff members.

12. Conducted “IT 503 course/Application of IT for Data Analysis in Research” for the non-IT
students of post-graduate and M.Phil. level, to acquaint themselves with the statistical packages
such as SAS and SPSS, for data analysis purposes.

13. Firewall was setup at the gateway to protect the JNU Network from hackers.

The School has  extensive collaborations,   both within the  University  and outside the University.
As already mentioned several faculty of SIT have concurrent appointment in other Depts. such as
School of Physical Sciences, School of Life Sciences, School of Environmental Sciences.  The teaching
programme of the BIC draws on faculty from CBT, SC&SS, SCMM as well as from the Indian
Statistical Institute, the National Institute of Immunology, I.I.T. and other institutes in Delhi.

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The future plans of the School:

1. CIS has been providing necessary services for computerization activities of the university’s
finance department.  CIS has already prepared a draft proposal for an integrated approach for
automation of the university’s administrative activities.  Under this proposal all the administrative
activities are grouped into four modules viz. (i) Human resource information management, (ii)
Financial information management; (iii) Students information management; (iv) Physical
resources information management, and (v) Library information management system.

2. CIS has plans to acquire technical expertise to take lead in organizing national/international
seminars/workshops related to different aspects of IT that are of immediate concern to educational
institutions.  Some such topics are for example, eSecurity, eGovernance, Cyber Laws, setting
up compus-wide networks.  It has plans to organize such seminars/workshops periodically.

3. Upon the requests of faculty members, setting up of a video conferencing facility in the JNU
Campus was initiated by CIS and is also on the advance stage.

4. On behalf of JNU, CIS is negotiating with STPI to procure additional 2 Mbps from them.
This will be materializing soon.

Established in 1971, the School is considered one of the  premier institutions in the
country for the study of Foreign languages, literatures and cultures.  Its reputation in the
teaching of Foreign languages is recognised all over India.With the change in the name
of the School from School of Languages to School of Language Literature & Cultural
Studies the focus is no longer on the teaching of Foreign Languages alone but also on the
studies of various aspects of Language,Literature and Culture.  The School  also encourages
comparative and constrastive studies of different languages and literatures and is actively
involved in inter disciplinary studies.  The School offers Undergraduate, Postgraduate
and Research programmes of study in various foreign languages and literatures.  Apart
from Foreign Language Centres , postgraduate and research programmes are also offered
by the Centre of Indian Languages the Centre of Linguistics and English and the Group
of Philosophy . The School also offers Certificate and Diploma courses in several
languages.

Besides teaching and research activities carried out by different Centres, the School also brings
out a Journal   ( Journal of the School of Languages).

Centre of Arabic & African Studies
The Centre is planning to introduce optional courses in Arabic language for the students of the

School of Language, Literature and Culture Studies.  One tool course in Modern Hebrew language
is also expected to be introduced shortly subject to the availability of teachers.

Centre for French & Francophone Studies
The Centre continues to work towards strengthening its on-going academic programmes in

Francophone Studies and Translation and Interpretation programme.

Centre of German Studies
The Centre continued to develop its interdisciplinary perspective on teaching and research

programmes concerning German Studies as an integrative part of Culture Studies. This includes
comparative and contrastive studies between German Speaking Countries and India in the area
of Culture, Translation, Methodology of Teaching German as a foreign language with Applied
Linguistics and attention to new fields such as media studies emerging out of changes in socio-
political activities.

The Centre does not have any formal agreements with other universities in German speaking
countries, but over the years interaction has taken place with the universities of Salzburg, Graz,
Vienna (Austria), Gottingen, Berlin, Duisburg & Konstanz (Germany) and areas of interaction have
been worked out.

The Centre of Indian Languages was established with a view to undertaking socially

relevant and intellectually provoking research and higher studies in various Indian
Languages.  An implicit benefit of having such a Centre was to promote the interdisciplinary
approach and comparative perspective in accordance with general orientation of JNU and
SLL&CS.

The School of Life Sciences (SLS) came into existence during 1970-71. Since its inception, it has

been a premier multi-disciplinary research and teaching department in the country.  The School has
followed innovative teaching and research programmes in different areas of modern biology.  It has
reputed research programmes on Plant Molecular Biology, Genetics, Cell & Molecular Biology,
Neurobiology, Biochemistry, Immunology, Radiation and Photo-biology, Cancer Biology,
Microbiology etc.    The future plans and projections of the School are to develop centralised
facilities for studies on Neurobiology, Molecular Biophysics, Structural Biology, Genomics and
Proteomics.  Facilities for intensive research and teaching on genetic technologies (transgenomics,
genetic variability etc.) involving plants, animals and microbes have to be strengthened.

Since its establishment in 1986, the School of Physical Sciences has grown to become one of the

leading centre of teaching and research in physics.  Over the years, the School has successfully
implemented a dynamic teaching programme at M.Sc. and pre-Ph.D. levels comprising a variety of
novel and non-conventional courses.

The School started admissions for doctoral program from the Monsoon Semester of 1987, and
so far about 46 students have been awarded the Ph.D. degree.  The M.Sc.(Physics) program started in
Monsoon 1992.

The School has made substantial contribution in many thrust areas of Physics as well as in
interdisciplinary areas of chemical physics and biophysics.  The UGC also gave recognition to the
research activity of the School by granting it a DRS scheme in 1994, which has now been upgraded
to a higher level, and augmented by the COSIST scheme which is in operation for the years 2000-
2004.  Recently, the School has got substantial  financial support from DST in the FIST programme.
It is also worth mentioning that faculty members from  the School of Physical Sciences have attracted
considerable support from the National Nano-science and Technology initiative being pursued by
DST.

The School organized a two-day seminar which is annual feature of the School  on March 4-5,
2004 on “Low Temperature Physics” where many eminent academicians from outside the University
delivered lectures to a large number of participating students of the School.  A symposium was also
held on March 9, 2004 in the School on “Recent Trends in Theoretical Physics” in honour  of  Prof.
R. Rajaraman on his attaining the age of 65 years.

The research activities are primarily in the theoretical areas of classical and quantum chaos,
computational physics, condensed matter physics, disordered systems,  quantum field theory, quantum
optics, and statistical mechanics, and in the experimental areas of chemical physics, biophysics,
polymer physics, semiconductor physics, material science  complex fluids,  and nano-science and
technology.

The materials laboratory at SPS has embarked on the task of preparation of magnetic alloys
and study of their properties (resistivity, thermopower, magnetic susceptibility, etc.) – both at room
temperature and far below it – using a closed-cycle Helium refrigerator and a 2-Tesla magnet.  A
precision low cost vibrating sample magnetometer  has   been  designed and fabricated in the
laboratory.  A Mossbauer set-up provided the microscopic details of dynamics of lattice and hyperfine
interactions in the solid state.  Using facilities at the nearby Nuclear Science Centre, the National
Physical Laboratory and the Solid State Physics Laboratory, the exciting field of ion-beam interaction
with solids and surfaces, the processes of electronic energy relaxation and atomic motion are studied.
In the semi-conductor physics laboratory, optical and transport properties of technologically important
low-band-gap semi-conductors are studied, along with semiconductor devices, thin films and hetero-
structures.  A recently commissioned scanning probe microscope consisting of an atomic force
microscope and a scanning tunneling microscope will provide details of topography and eletronic
properties of materials at the atomic level.

A major SPS objective has been to focus research activities in areas interfacing physics and
chemistry.  The problems of interest in the School are the physical characterization of bio-polymers,
colloidal and micelle phenomena, dynamics of sol-gel and glass transitions, study of micro emulsions
and other complex fluids.  The research laboratories are currently equipped  with a diode pumped
solid state  laser (ND:YAG) a piezo-electrio  driven multi-pass Fabry-Perot interferometer; a digital
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correlator, a digital scanning calorimeter,  and a dielectric relaxation apparatus with required
accessories.  A static light scattering goniometry designed and developed in SPS has been in use
since 1994.  The design for this instrument is now being replicated by the IUC-DAE Centre at
Mumbai for their use.  The soft condensed matter group has a strong collaboration with Bhabha
Atomic Research Centre, Mumbai, and uses the small-angle neutron and X-ray scattering facilities
there.  In addition, there is an active collaborative research programme with CBT and NII to develop
a laser-based biosensor for immunoassay.

The experimental facilities of the School are being routinely used by scientists from outside
universities and institutes i.e. the laser light scattering facility by M.S. University, Baroda, G.N.D.
University, Amritsar, Delhi University, National Institute of Immunology, New Delhi and IUC-
DAE, Mumbai.  The  APM facility by SSPL, Delhi, IIT, Delhi, RRI, Bangalore, N.S.C, New Delhi,
and Delhi University, Delhi apart from groups within the University.

Refresher Course:  The School has been organizing refresher courses in Physics starting from
1999 on an yearly basis.  The 5th  Refresher Course was held in February 2004, which was co-
ordinated by Dr. S. Sarkar.  All the Faculty members of the School took active part in delivering
lectures and interacting with participants.

The School of Social Sciences is the largest post-graduate School in the University.  It admits

more than  500 students every year to M.A., M.Phil./Ph.D. and direct Ph.D. programmes of its
various Centres.  It has no undergraduate programmes of its own,  even though it offers a few under-
graduate courses for students of other Schools.  The total strength of its faculty has been approximately
125 at the end of the year 2003-2004.

It has nine Centres, apart from a special UGC-supported programme on Women’s Studies and
a special Adult Continuing Education & Extension Unit.  It also houses the Archives on Contemporary
History and the Education Research Record Unit.  The nine Centres are:

1. Centre for Political Studies (CPS)

2. Centre for the Study of Social Systems (CSSS)

3. Centre for Historical Studies (CHS)

4. Centre for Economic Studies and Planning (CESP)

5. Centre for the Study of Regional Development (CSRD)

6. Zakir Husain Centre for Educational Studies (ZHCES)

7. Centre of Social Medicine and Community Health (CSM&CH)

8. Centre for Studies in Science Policy (CSSP)

9. Centre of Philosophy (CP)

While all the Centres other than the Centre of Philosophy (which is a very recent addition)
have students enrolled in the M.Phil./Ph.D. and direct Ph.D. programmes,  five of the Centres offer
M.A. programmes.  These are:

1. Centre for Political Studies (CPS)

2. Centre for the Study of Social Systems (CSSS)

3. Centre for Historical Studies (CHS)

4. Centre for Economic Studies and Planning (CESP)

5. Centre for the Study of Regional Development (CSRD)

The School has a lively academic ambience.   Individual Centres have their own regular academic
seminars (usually once or twice a week).   In addition there are occasional School-level seminars
given by distinguished visiting scholars.  The School of Social Sciences also organised a three day
seminar on “The Changing Social Formations in India” on April 24-26, 2003.    There were other
conferences/seminars organised by the different Centres of the School during this year.  There were
also three memorial lectures organised by the different Centres of the School in this year which
deserve special mention.

1. The Krishna Bhardwaj Memorial lecture organised by the Centre for Economic Studies and
Planning.

2. The P.C. Joshi Memorial Lecture organised by the Archives on Contemporary History.
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3. The Moonis Raza Memorial Lecture organised by the Centre for the Study of Regional
Development.

The School of Social Sciences has been contributing  over half of  the recorded  publications of
all the schools devoted to the social sciences and the humanities. During this year, the SSS faculty
has  generated over 185 publications as books, chapters in books and research articles. A number of
research students of the School have also contributed to national and international professional
journals and a number of high quality doctoral theses have been published.

The teaching and research programmes in the School have certain innovative elements.  While
ensuring  rigorous discipline-oriented training in each Centre, interest is generated in multi-disciplinary
study and research, by encouraging students to offer courses in other Centres depending upon their
aptitude as well as the relevance of the courses to their main disciplines and areas of research interest.
Students have regularly taken advantage of this opportunity, especially at the M.Phil. level;  research
activity consequently has been greatly enriched.

Centre for Economic Studies and Planning
 The Centre for Economic Studies and Planning is a centre of active research which is combined

with an innovative teaching programme. Research undertaken by faculty and students covers a wide
range of areas in Economics.

Over the course of this year, the M.A. (Economics) Programme was completely revamped. The
number of compulsory courses was reduced from 12 ( of 4 credits each) to 8, with a view to allowing
students more choice. A number of new optional courses was also introduced.

The M.Phil courses are constantly revised and updated to reflect new developments in the
discipline. CESP is especially proud of the Ph.D programme.

The RBI cell was created by the RBI through an MOU with the University. Dr Subrata Guha
has been appointed as Assistant Professor in this cell.

Centre for Historical Studies
The Centre for Historical Studies conducts an M.A. programme and an M.Phil/Ph.D. Programme

in three different period specializations.  The Period specializations offered are Ancient, Medieval
and Modern History.  The Centre also conducts teaching and research in Contemporary History.  An
innovation that has been allowed in recent years is to allow students to choose thematic specialization
as well, by doing a minimum of four courses on the theme chosen. The themes offered at the moment
are economic history, social and popular movements, state and power, and ideology, culture and
society.  While period specialization is compulsory, theme specialization is not.

The Centre has a very active faculty seminar programme, and many scholars from Indian and
foreign universities have spoken under its auspices.  A workshop on ‘Teaching History: Past and
Future’, was also organized by the Centre under the DSA programme.  One of  the student received
the newly instituted ‘Jawaharlal Nehru Young Leaders Fellowship’, and another the ‘Jai Surendra
Fellowship’.

Centre for Political Studies
The Centre for Political Studies has been engaged largely with the study of Indian government

and politics. The focus has been on the study of Indian polity in its    many dimensions. The Centre
has made a contribution to research in the field of processes of political and social transformation:
state and development, the political role of diverse social groups; federalism and centre-state relations;
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bureaucracy and public policy; secularism; multiculturalism and minority rights; civil society and
human rights.The new thrust areas of research of the centre:

>> Political Institutions and Public Policy in India

>> Social Justice and Governance in a comparative framework: Policies and Perspectives

>> Cultural Nationalism and Democracy in India

Centre for the Study of Regional Development
The Centre for the Study of  Regional Development came into existence in the year 1971 with

a vision of evolving an inter-disciplinary programme of studies for teaching and research with a
focus on regional development in India.  The faculty comprises of a team of scholars drawn from
Geography, Economics, Population Studies and allied disciplines like Geology and Statistics.  Human,
institutional, technological, infrastructural and environmental factors in regional development and
their complexities has been kept as the focus of teaching and research.  Attempts have been made to
evolve appropriate paradigms and tools of analysis in research and teaching.  The M.A. curriculum
in Geography is a judicious blend of classical and modern approaches as well as specific theoretical
and practical components.  Here two compulsory courses are on physical and socio-economic field
work.  The Centre has evolved a multi-disciplinary approach thereby enriching the interfaces with
other allied branches of knowledge.    The Department of Special Assistance  Programme of the
UGC in this Centre has been elevated  since April 1, 2003 to that of Centre for Advanced Studies in
Geography.

The Centre offers programmes at the Post-graduate level i.e. M.A. in Geography; Master of
Philosophy (M.Phil.) in Geography, Population Studies, Economics; Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.)
and Optional Geography at the under graduate level.  The courses offers during 2003-04 at the under
graduate level include Physical Geography, Human Geography, Cartography and Regional Geography
of East Asia.

The thrust areas identified by the Centre include Institution and Agricultural Development;
Regional Dimension of Agricultural Development; Fertility, Mortality and Migration; Regional
Dimension of Industrial Development; Population, Environment and Settlement Studies,  Regional
Geography Planning/Regional Development; Ecology, Resource Development and Management;
Social Geography/Gender Studies/Geography of Health and Education and Studies on Transport
Economics.  During 2003-2004 in accordance with the thrust areas the specialisations offered by the
Centre were: Agricultural Geography, Geomorphology, Population and Settlement Geography,
Regional Planning and Development and Social Geography.

Centre for the Study of Social Systems
The Centre for the Study of Social Systems was established in 1971 for undertaking teaching

and research in a comparative perspective in the two basic areas of sociology :(1) social structures
and (2) social processes. The Centre was needed to encourage interdisciplinary approach to the study
of social systems taking into consideration social, economic, political, religious and other such sub-
systems.  The mandate was to evolve comparative perspectives for studying social system and its
sub-systems at both macro and micro levels.

In pursuance of its mandate, the faculty, students and research staff of the Centre have,
over the years, made valuable contributions in the following thrust areas, such as, modernization
and development, professions, social stratification, social movements, marginalized groups,
tribes and ethnicity, education, knowledge, gender relations, Indian diaspora, relations and
culture.
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The research work and publications undertaken by the Centre reflect Centre’s continued
engagement in these areas with the emerging societal issues at local, national and global levels.  The
Centre has made efforts in evolving innovative courses and research programmes to address some of
these issues but these efforts need to be strengthened further by augmenting academic resources of
the Centre.  The study and research in other areas as given here need further consolidation.  These
areas are sociological theory, qualitative methods, social demography and psychology, historical
anthropology, social ecology, globalization, media studies and modern Indian social thought

Zakir Husain Centre for Educational Studies
The Centre’s mandate to pursue research and teaching in education within a multi-disciplinary

social science perspective since its inception in 1973 is, in fact, unique in comparison with the other
conventional education departments in other universities. The Centre was given the status of DSA
(Department of Special Assistance) by the UGC in 1993 which was renewed in 1999.

The thrust areas are as follows, (i) policy, planning and management of higher education, (ii)
role of education in knowledge generation, dissemination and skill development, (iii) equity and
excellence in education, and (iv) education, culture and society in historical perspective. The areas
reflect Centre’s commitment and growing strength in interdisciplinary teaching and research. The
canvas has been widened to include issues relating to social and cultural dimensions of science and
mathematics, multi-culturalism, individual cognition and social responsibility.

What is noteworthy is the ability of the Centre’s faculty to combine research and action growing
out of a belief that theory and action are symbiotically linked. The research ranges from an individual
faculty member’s library based work to empirical projects such as poverty, social discrimination and
schooling of dalit children in Rajasthan: human rights education; non-formal education, social and
cultural aspects of science education, history of education, its administrative and social dimensions,
return of human capital; the second generation effects of brain drain, financing of secondary education
in India, universities in India, etc.

Centre for Studies in Science Policy
During the academic year 2003-04, the Centre has continued with the existing coursework

evolved in the recent past. The expansion of the Centre during this year is expected to add
vigour to its commitment to strengthening the existing areas and fields of teaching and
research.

In near future, the Centre is planning to extend its interdisciplinary research base to the following
areas of research and teaching also:

>> New Technologies, Globalisation and Development

>> Management of National, Regional and Rural Innovation Systems

>> Science and Technology Policy for Development and South-South Cooperation

>> History of Science & Environment

>> Science and Ethics

>> Scientometrics,  Bibliometrics,  and Evaluation of S&T Potential

The Centre offers a programme leading to M.Phil. / Ph.D. degrees as also a direct Ph.D.
programe.  The coursework for the M.Phil. / Ph.D. has been designed so as to serve a variety of
purposes.  It exposes students to the interactions between science, technology and society and at the
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same time seeks to develop an understanding of social and economic problems and their S&T policy
implications.

Centre of Social Medicine and Community Health

The Centre has been engaged in consolidating its ongoing research focus and teaching
programmes as well as developing new areas. It has been reviewing its course structure
in light of the experience over the years and plans to restructure them in the light of
evolution of disciplinary perspectives. The challenges for public health in the 21st century
arising out of the transitions in international and national economic, social, cultural,
and political order as well as changes in environmental conditions are being given special
attention.

Besides the internal strengthening, initiatives at building collaborations with other leading
academic institutions and efforts at dissemination of the Centre’s academic work to feed into public
discourse and policy formulation have also been advanced.

Building upon the theoretical and methodological approaches developed at the Centre, the
Centre plans to develop further collaborative links for strengthening interdisciplinary work. The
new areas in which work has been initiated are:

>> Democratisation and decentralisation as strategies for planning and  implementation of health
care

>> services and programmes

>> Health economics

>> Health legislation

>> Bio-ethics

>> Interdisciplinary approach to health technologies

>> Indigenous systems and Primary health care

>> International trade, legislation and health.

Women’s Studies Programme

Teaching Activities of the WSP:

Centre of Social Medicine and Community Health
The Centre faculty have jointly coordinated a collaborative project over the past 3 years

on Monitoring Shifts in Health Sector Policies in South Asia. The collaborating partners are
health research institutions from Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Nepal, Pakistan, Kerala and Andhra
Pradesh in India, Belgium, Finland and England funded by the European Commission. It has
attempted to analyse national data sets of the region to study the impact of structural adjustment
and Health Sector Reforms on health status, health services and health planning processes in
the region.

Two collaborative linkages have been formalized for faculty exchange, sharing of
information, and joint research with the Global Social Policy Programme (GASPP) based at
the University of Sheffield and STAKES, Finland as well as with the University of Heidelberg,
Germany. The Centre’s collaboration with other academic institutions as well as as with non-
governmental civil society organizations based in India and other countries led to its active
participation in the International Health Forum and World Social Forum.

The M.A. III semester physical field work of course No. RD 415 was conducted in a glacial
environment between 4200 m. to 4800 m. above sea level by Dr. Milap Chand Sharma and Dr.
N.C. Jana.  Thirty-three students had visited the Batal Glacier in the Chandra Valley, Chandratal
Kunzun Pass and Baralacha Pass to study the glacial features and processes.  They had also conducted
socio-economic survey of the high altitude villages at Sissu and Shashin to evaluate man-nature
interaction.
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Socio-Economic field work  (Winter  Semester, December 2003)   :  RD 413

The M.A. II semester socio-economic field work of Course No. RD 413 was conducted in
Chharba village of Sahaspur tehsil in Dehradun District of Uttaranchal, under the supervision of
Prof. P.M. Kulkarni, Dr. Sucharita Sen and Dr. N.C. Jana.  The 35 students involved in this field work
had done an indepth study of the village in the following areas: 1) designing survey instruments, 2)
house-listing with settlement mapping of the village, 3) selection of households through stratified
random sampling, 4) detailed questionnaire survey, 5) focused group discussion, 6) organization and
processing of data and 7) analysis and report preparation.

On completion of the DSA programme on 31.3.2002 the Centre had submitted the final
report to the UGC requesting to upgrade the programme to the Centre for Advanced Studies in
Regional Development.  The thrust areas identified are: 1)Sustainable Development and
Management of Natural Resources; 2) Urbanization and Regional Development Process; 3) Key
Population Issues of the 21st century, 4) Regional Development Process and Social/Gender
Differentiation and 5) Globalization and its Impact on Regional Socio-Economic Development.
The UGC Review Committee on its visit to the Centre on September 29 – 30, 2003, had placed
its appreciation and had submitted its recommendation.  Finally in February 2004 the UGC had
sanctioned Centre for Advanced Studies in Geography to CSRD.  CSRD has achieved this status
from UGC first time in India.

During 2003 – 2004 the total number of books with CSRDs documentation unit was
4500.  The total collection of documents during the above mentioned period was 2666.  Out of
these there were 1833 books: 6 under DSA Programme; 60 journals of EPW; 63 received
Gratis by faculty and 10 other journals.

The  present volume running into 467 pages contains 188 meticulously edited documents
connected with the ideas of the nationalist educational leaders of modern India. The documents are
arranged under ten sections and are prefaced by a scholarly ‘Introduction’. The volume is the outcome
of painstaking research of the ERRU research team comprising of Professor Sabyasachi Bhattacharya,
Honorary Director, Dr. Joseph Bara, Editor and Dr. Chinna Rao Yagati, Research Officer, who are
also the editors of the book.

The faculty
of the Centre are engaged in research in diverse areas starting from Immunology, Molecular
Biology of Infectious Diseases, Molecular Biology & Genetic Engineering, Transcription Control
& Gene Regulation, Biophysical Chemistry, Optimization of Recombinant Protein Production,
Structural Biology, Molecular bioinformatics, and Biochemical Engineering. The grant received
under the FIST and SAP programmes will help in the research activities of the Centre. The
Centre is continuously upgrading the teaching programme with addition of new courses and its
teaching programme is considered to be one of the best in the country. The Centre has also
received Rs.15 lakhs from Dept. of Biotechnology, Govt. of India to organize Refresher Courses
for three years for teachers of institutions where MSc (Biotechnology) programme is supported
by them.

The Centre for the Study of Law and Governance was established as JNU’s response to the
increasingly important area of interdisciplinary focus on issues related to the study of law and
governance.  Governance issues have policy implications in terms of the reform of public institutions;
the creation and establishment of procedures and rules that lead to greater efficiency, transparency
and accountability; and the challenge of making governance more inclusive and participatory, through
the strengthening of democracy and civil society.  Governance is also increasingly taking place at
many levels simultaneously, from the local to the global.

While the Centre’s academic programme aims  at developing a body of scholarly research that
contributes to ongoing debates and issues in academic publications, it also seeks to cultivate a
practical orientation so as to act as a catalyst for change.  Given the diverse actors in the policy
domain, the Centre aims at briding the gap between academics and practitioners – administrators,
policy planners, market and civil society actors.  Its effort is to act as a platform for dialogue between
the academy, government, civil society and NGOs at various levels of governance, from the local to
the national.

Semester 2004, it is also offering an M.Phil. Programme in Law and Governance.

The Centre has a Visiting Fellowships programme, under which visiting
scholars can spend a period of six months to a year, pursuing research in the broad areas of the
Centre’s concerns.  The areas on which work has been completed or is ongoing include “Decentralized
Governance in Natural Resource Mangement:  Exploring Legal Spaces for Inter-relationships between

The tenure of Fellowship is one to two years and the Fellow is expected
to develop research programmes, or carry forward existing ones, in a way that builds expertise in the
centre.

The discipline of ‘Molecular Medicine’ is a newly emerging area of biomedical sciences

contributing to the understanding, prevention and cure of human diseases. The Special Centre
for Molecular Medicine (SCMM) at Jawaharlal Nehru University is the first of its kind in
India.

The objective of the SCMM is to foster teaching and research activities in the study of human
diseases with application of advanced tools of molecular and cell biology. The SCMM has started the
academic programs to play a major role in training young scientists, clinical and non-clinical, keen
to pursue careers in basic medical research. The training program has been designed to create
essentially two types of scientists who can contribute to the continuing progress of Medicine. Type
one is the first and foremost a clinician with a basic clinical degree, but one who is familiar with and
understands the essence of modern biology at the molecular level as applied to medicine. The second
is a modern biologist, but one who is sufficiently knowledgeable in medicine to deal productively
with the medical problems so that they would be able to deliver product or processes to the society.
For successful implementation of these objectives, SCMM has started the following programs of
study.

To encourage the medical graduates and students from basic sciences the centre has introduced
Pre-Ph.D. and Direct Ph.D. Programmes in Molecular Medicine and is pursuing teaching & research
activities in the following thrust areas.  Tweleve students were selected for admission during the year
under report.

A. Metabolic Disorders (diabetes type 2, cardiovascular diseases, reproductive disorders, steroid
receptors and cancer, parkinson’s disease).

B. Infectious Diseases (Malaria, hepatitis C, Leishmaniasis, Helicobactor pathogenesis, Candidiasis).

C. Diagnostics (Genetic profiling of pathogenic fungus and development of genetic tools to identify
pathogenic organisms).

The College also organised a pilot course in Information technology (Orientation Programme)
for the Directors of Academic Staff Colleges from various universities in the northern region. On the
basis of the experience of the course, ASC, JNU made various suggestions to the UGC and the all-
India co-ordinator of the programme.

A sum of Rs. 1,43,900/-  was disbursed to needy students out of the Students-Aid-Fund during
the period 1.4.2003 to 31.3.2004.

The Yoga Kendra completed 5 years of its existence in February 2004.  The activities of the
Yoga Kendra are getting very popular and more and more people in and around JNU are getting
attracted to it.  The membership has crossed 600 and this UGC sponsored scheme has now been
taken over by the University.

During the year the Yoga Kendra organised a number of  Courses and Camps relating to Stress-
Relieving, meditation and Kaya Kalp.
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The Volleyball team reached upto the Quarter Finals in the North-Zone Inter University Volleyball
Tournament 2003-04.  The team also emerged winner in the super-league competitions organized by
the Jamia Hamdard.

The Mountaineering & Trekking Club, which is another very active and popular club conducted
its annual Desert Trek from 23-31 January 2004, to the Great Indian Thar Desert.  The trek comprised
10 students and took in the sights at Khuri, Sudasiri Desert National park and Sam. The trek lasted
nine days and caught the sand dunes on three out of the four days.  The team rounded off its trip with
sightseeing excursions in Jaisalmer and Jodhpur.

The Club also organized a three-day rafting trip organized through the National Adventure
Foundation (NAF) at Shivpuri, Rishikesh.  A group of 40 odd students took on the river rapids from
their base at Snow Leopard camp from 27-29 February, 2004.

Kamala Kumari, one of the most active members the club has ever produced was specially
felicitated on the occasion of the Annual Presentation. Kamala, who has completed every
Mountaineering Course conducted in the country with top grades started her association way back in
1998 and is today considered as one of the most promising young mountaineers in the country.  She
has taken part in dozens of programs, both with the JNU Mountaineering Club and also outside.
Kamala has served as an ‘Instructor’ in the Adventure Course of NIM in October 2003.

In January 2004, Kamala was a member of the Indo- Nepal Chulu-Massif Winter Expedition at
the height of 21,182 ft. in Annapurna Range in Nepal. She had successfully summited the peak.
Considering her excellent overall performance the sports fraternity feted her on the occasion.

Other sports clubs were also quite active during the year.

The Annual Sports Presentation Function was held on 25 March 2004,in which nearly 350
prizes/certificates were distributed by the Chief Guest, Ms. Rachel Thomas, a internationally renowned
sky diver.

The University Health Centre started working as a medical care unit in 1973 for students. Soon
all sections of the community including faculty, staff and others residing in the campus started
availing the facility of the Health Centre for consultation, investigations and treatment purpose.  The
primary aim of the Health Centre right from its inception has been to provide Comprehensive
Health Care i.e. preventive, curative and promotive under one roof.

The Regular and part-time doctors, paramedical staff and other supporting staff provides
the services in the OPD from 8 A.M. to 2 P.M. and 4 P.M. to 9 P.M. from Monday to
Saturday. Health services are also provided on Gazzetted holidays between 8 A.M. to 2
P.M.

In all 46,625 patients visited at the Health Centre during the year 2003-2004 in morning/
evening and Homoeo clinic.

Upto 31.3.2004, the number of retired beneficiaries went upto 636 approximately who got
themselves registered with Health Centre for Medical facility. All the drugs required/prescribed to
the retired employees were provided from the Pharmacy of the Health Centre, or if not available,
procured from local chemist and issued to them.

Ambulance services were provided free of cost to transport the sick persons (all residents,
students and staff of the JNU) to hospital.
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During the period from 1.4.2003 to 31.3.2004 tests were conducted in both the Labs for 9282
patients.

There was no out break of any diseases on the campus except 35 cases of Chickenpox,  1
Mumps, 2 cases of Malaria, 68 cases of Hepatitis  and 18 cases of Dengue  positive  were
reported during the year under report.   The Health Centre participated in the National Pulse
Polio Programme run by Govt. of India and  children from 0-5 years were immunized on the
Campus.

The Health Centre collected a total revenue of Rs.189983.00 during the year:

In collaboration with AIIMS and Students of Harmony the Health Centre Organized Blood
Donation Camps.

The Cultural Activities Committee co-ordinates Cultural Activities among the student community
in the campus.   These activities are promoted through various cultural clubs namely Film, Photo,
Drama, Music, UNESCO, Debating, Literary, Natural & Wild Life and Fine Art.

Mr. Kamala Kumari Ph.D. Scholar has participated in the expedition to chulu massif
in annapurna region at Nepal.  Programmes were organized called  “Mushaira” and “Talent 2004 on
the occasion of Republic Day on 17 January 2004 by SFH with the collaboration of Chairman CIL
and from 5-19 February, 2004.

A cultural & sports festival called “Summit” 2004 was organized on 27-28 February 04 by the
School of International Studies.  A programme called “Kalrav” was organized from 8-10 March
2004 by the IPTA group of JNU.

A Litrary & Cultural Festival organized w.e.f. 22-30 March 2004 by the students & Faculty of
School of International Studies & Social Sciences

A University Utsav 2004 was organized on 29 March 2004 by SFH with the Faculty, Students
& Staff of the University.

The NSS Unit undertook various activities including the organization of a workshop on
HIV/AIDS and the organization of a Blood Donation Camp.  A number of teachers, students
and members of the staff participated in seminars, workshops and similar activities outside the
University.

The University has a cell called the SC/ST Cell to ensure the implementation of reservation
policy  and its guidelines issued by the Government of India from time to time. The SC/ST Cell
came into being in March 1984.  The Cell monitors, evaluates and suggests measures for ensuring
effective implementation of the reservation policy and its guidelines and suggests follow-up measures
for achieving the objectives and targets laid down by the Government.

Based on Government of India policy, there is a provision for reservation for SCs/STs in the
allotment of houses.  Ten percent houses in categories  type I & II are reserved for SCs/STs and in
type  III & IV the reservation is 5%.  There is no reservation for SCs/STs in type  V & VI.

Reservation of seats for admission to each programme of study is 22.5% i.e. 15% for Scheduled
Castes and 7.5% for Scheduled Tribes. The SCs/STs are eligible to take the Entrance Examination of
the University (for admission) irrespective of the percentage of marks secured in their qualifying
examinations.  In the current academic session i.e. 2003-2004, 24.27 percentage of SC/ST students
were admitted in various programme of studies in the University.

As regards admission to hostels 15% seats are reserved for Scheduled Castes and 7.5% for
Scheduled Tribes students.  In case students belonging to the category for which such accommodation
is reserved are not available, the reserved seats are interchangeable among the SCs/STs vice versa.
The University has constructed a 100 room-hostel for SC Boys and a 100 room-hostel for SC Girls
under the centrally sponsored programme of the Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment.  All the
SC boys and SC Girl students are accommodated in the hostels.

The University continues to run special remedial courses for SC/ST students of the weaker
section of the Society to make up their deficiency in English and core courses in each School/Centre.
The coordinators of each School/Centre  also identify students who need personalized remedial
assistance.

The University devised a special scheme for SC/ST and economically weaker sections of society
to help them prepare for entrance test for admission to various programmes of study at JNU.   Under
the scheme, a nucleus has been set up to provide guidance, information and assistance including
financial help to SC/ST candidates for entrance examinations of JNU.  A faculty advisor has also
been appointed for SC/ST students.  In fact, it is precisely due to the continued efforts made by the
University in this direction that the University was successful in  fulfilling its commitments to
achieving  the full representation of these categories in to the admission of the University.

The University has  set up an office called  “Equal Opportunity Office”. This kind of an
Office is perhaps first  of its kind in universities in India.  The following are the objectives of this
office:

>> to devise suitable programmes/schemes including ‘Remedial Courses’ with a purpose to assisting
the SC/ST/PH students to  improve further their academic performance at the undergraduate,
postgraduate, M.Phil/Ph.D. levels and also supervise the implementation of the programmes/
schemes;
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>> to establish coordination with the Government and other funding agencies to mobilise financial
and other academic resources to provide assistance to the Dalit Students in the University;

>> to provide information and act as Counselling Centre with respect to academic, financial and
other matters;

>> to help create socially congenial atmosphere for the growth of healthy interpersonal relations
among students coming from various social background;

>> to help develop helpful inter-personal relationship between teachers and Dalit students for
academic interaction; and

>> to oversee and help Dalit Students to overcome problems relating to discrimination, if any.

Remedial Coaching: The Remedial coaching scheme was offered in English and core subjects
separately.  The Office has requested each Chairpersons of Centre of study and Deans of School of study
to nominate a co-coordinator for remedial scheme and the co-coordinators have to identify students who
need remedial assistance and will arrange additional academic assistance through personalized remedial
assistance. The scheme has such teaching aids such as TV, VCR, Computer, Photocopy Machine and
Recorder. The Centre of Linguistics & English is running  “A course in Remedial English”

This office has also undertaken a UGC- sponsored project entitled, “Higher Education For
Persons (disabled) with Special Needs (HEPSN).  The objectives of this venture are:

>> Create awareness among functionaries of Higher Education about specific educational needs
of persons with disabilities.

>> Equip the institution with facilities to provide access to disabled persons.
>> Assist disabled individuals to increase their sustainability in higher education.
>> Explore possibilities for suitable placement for disabled graduates.

Ramps:  In order to provide for better mobility and to make the University campus disabled
persons friendly, the University has constructed 20 ramps. The University has also  planned to
construct more ramps to facilitate  the physically challenged peoples.

The annual meeting of the JNU Court, the Supreme authority of the University was held on 8

January, 2004 under the Chairmanship of the Chancellor, Dr Karan Singh.  It received the Report on
working of the University and audited statements of Receipts and Expenditure as well as the Balance
sheet of the University for 2003-2004.  The Non-Plan Maintenance Budget of the University was also
presented.

The Executive Council of the University met 02  times during the period.  In its meeting held
on 30 May, 2003 and 16 October, 2003, the Executive Council deliberated upon a number of agenda
items and took important decisions on administrative matters.

The Academic Council had its meetings on  2 May, 2003 and 24 October, 2003 and took
important decisions including those to be placed before the Executive Council. The Finance Committee
at its meeting on 17 November, 2003 approved Revised Estimates for 2003-2004 and Budget Estimates
of the University for 2004-2005 and some other  important financial matters.

A number of Selection Committee meetings were convened for recruitment of teaching and
non-teaching staff during the period under report.  41 teaching appointments were made during this
period, Professors  07,  Associate Professors  09  and Assistant Professors  25 and 28 non-teaching
appointments were made in various cadres.

A total of  29 teachers were granted Sabbatical Leave/EOL/Study Leave or Extension of Leave
as they proceeded on leave for various purposes to complete their doctoral research/accept
employment/fellowships elsewhere etc. 06  teachers were re-employed or given extension in their re-
employment during the period. A total of  27  faculty members retired from the services of the
University during the period.

Three meetings of the House Allotment Committee (HAC) and seven meetings of Campus
Development Committee (CDC)  were held during the period under report.  During this period, no
new houses were constructed.  However, vacant houses were allotted to eligible faculty and other
staff members by the House Allotment Committee (HAC).  The following buildings were taken over
by the Estate Branch during the period under report.

i) Academic Staff College

ii) Science Centre ( Jawaharlal Nehru Institute of Advanced Study)

iii) Post Doctoral Research Scholar Hostel

1v) Transit House, Phase III

The Horticulture Department under the Estate Branch planted a large number of saplings
through special drives and took an initiative  for improving the looks of surroundings of academic
and administrative blocks through planting of ornamental and floral plants.

The Estate Office outsourced the House Keeping  job in the School of Life Sciences Building.
The outsourcing of the House Keeping work has already been done in the Library and in certain
hostels of the University. The Estate office issued liveries/uniforms to the eligible staff of the
University during the period under report.  Physical Verification in respect of few Schools/Special
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Centres/Other Departments has been conducted  and of other departments shall be completed
soon

During the period under report the University took up various construction works of hostels,
Transit Houses, Post Doctoral Fellows Hostel and other development works.  The Building of Academic
Staff College has been taken over and is in use.  Five new Building works viz. School of Physical
Sciences, Centre of Biotechnology, Archives Centre, Additional Floor at Sanskrit Centre  and Language
Lab. Complex are likely to start in Financial year 2004-05. One Overhead tank of 7 lakh litre
capacity is likely to be taken up in Financial Year 2004-05.

The Public Relations Office of the University issued a number of press releases on  various
acitvities, forwarded press clipping and other reports/information pertaining to JNU appearing in
the press as feedback to the University authorites and issued appropriate clarifications/rejoinders,
wherever necessary.  It also responded to the public queries relating to academic as well as
administrative matters and received important visitors and delegations to the University.  Replies to
written queries were sent to those who sought information regarding various aspects of the University
functioning.

A bi-monthly journal JNU News is brought out by the Public Relation Officer. It is edited and
published by PRO on behalf of the University.  The journal serves to bridge the information gap and
tries to initiate and encourage a constant dialogue between various constituents of the University
community as well as with the rest of academic world.  Annual Report of the University was also
prepared and  published both in English and Hindi by the PRO Office.

JNU’s three guest houses – Aravali, Aravali International and Gomti, provided accommodation
to more than  4200  guests during the year under report.  They included teachers and research
scholars who came to Delhi from various universities and educational institutions from India and
abroad for collection of research material or other academic pursuits.  Official guests of the University,
guests of faculty/staff, parents of students and UGC guests were also provided accommodation for
varying short periods.

During the period under report, the Hindi Unit organised workshops and training programmes
for the staff and officers of the University in which 9 members of the staff and 4 Officers participated.

The Hindi Unit also undertook translation work in respect of the Annual Report, Annual
Accounts, Audit Report, Admission Notices, Advertisements for recruitment, Notification/circulars,
Press communiques  during the period under report.

The Chief Proctor’s Office in the University has been in  existence since 1986.  The Proctorial
Team at present consists of one Chief Proctor assisted by two Proctors (out of that one is a lady
Proctor).  The Chief Proctor’s  office is responsible for maintaining discipline among the students of
the University.  In the execution of its duty of maintaining peace and harmony on the campus, relies
by and large, on the philosophy of taking reformative measures rather than punitive. However, in
cases involving violation of disciplinary norms, appropriate disciplinary actions are taken.

The Financial year of the University corresponds with that of the Governmentof India i.e. 1
April to 31 March of the subsequent year.  The accounts of the University are annually audited by the
Director General of Audit, Central Revenues (DGCAR) on behalf of the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India.   In accordance with the Govt. of India instructions, the audited accounts of the
University are required to be placed on the table of the Parliament by 31 December of the following
year.  The audited accounts (in Hindi and English Version) of the University for the year 2001-2002
have been laid on the Tables of the Lok Sabha on 13 August, 2003 and Rajya Sabha on 22 August,
2003.

The Annual Accounts of the University for the year 2002-2003 have already been sent to
DGACR.  The audit of the accounts for 2002-2003 was taken up by the DGACR w.e.f. 9 September,
2003 to 9 December, 2003.

The Budget Estimates of the University  for the year 2004-2005 and the Revised Estimates for
2003-2004 were approved by the Finance Committee on  17 November, 2003.

The Gender Sensitisation Committee Against Sexual Harassment (GSCASH) was set up vide a
Jawaharlal Nehru University notification on 16 April,  1999, and its rules and procedures were
accepted in principle in September 2001. In February 2002, a committee headed by Dr Rupamanjari
Ghosh in consultation with the University lawyers presented a draft of the Rules and Procedures of
the GSCASH to the University. The final draft Rules and Procedures of the GSCASH were submitted
to the Executive Council of the University on 30 May 2003 by a two-member committee headed by
Prof. Ashok Mathur, and have been accepted with suitable modifications.

Activities from April 2003 –March 2004.
>> In July-August 2003, GSCASH circulated brochures for the awareness and sensitization of

new students about ‘sexual harassment’.

>> A number of lectures and workshops were organised.

>> The Committee received a few complaints which were enquired into and suitable punishments
were given to the guilty.

 The University has established a Standing Committee
for Alumni Relations and International Linkages (SCRAIL) under the chairmanship of the Vice-
Chancellor and currently Manmohan Agarwal, Rupamanjari Ghosh and Parveen Jha are the faculty
advisers. SCARIL aims to foster stronger relations between alumni and others connected with the
University and the University. JNU recognizes its alumni as important stakeholders with an interest
that JNU continue to provide excellent education. JNU will benefit enormously from the engagement
and support of its alumni who have considerable expertise in many areas can help identify strategic
directions for JNU in the early years of the 21st century. Alumni can provide opportunities for
community service, act as goodwill ambassadors for JNU, serve as effective interlocutors, provide
advice and support to the university, suggest front line research areas, offer career advice and also
provide financial assistance. There can also be academic and technical collaboration in research and
projects.  SCARIL will  play a crucial role in creating and developing a culture of alumni involvement
and recognition of their achievements and contributions. It will act both as a University office and a
Central Leadership Organisation to support, inform and engage the JNU alumni by being a channel
for information and meaningful interaction . It will help to streamline alumni relations all over the
country and abroad. A work programme for SCARIL to contact alumni has been drawn up and will
be implemented in the coming days.

Research has formed an essential part of JNU’s Academic work and it has all along been its
endeavour to emphasize relevance and achieve quality in this field.  The Univesity has endeavoured
to provide the researchers the necessary infrastructure facilities  like library and laboratory etc. for
pursuing the research ventures. At the same time in order to provide adequate accommodation
needed for the visiting scholars, all over the world, JNU in collaboration with CSIR has provided
for a visiting faculty-cum Research Scholar Centre, namely the CSIR/JNU Science Centre.
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Subsequently the Centre was renamed as Jawaharlal Nehru Institute of Advanced Study.  JNIAS
open to scholars around the world , irrespective of their nationality gender or any other distinguishing
marker, has been providing a place for Scholars needing a break, for planning & pursuing some
innovative research.  The excellence in research and academic/scholastic achievement of the scholar
in the sole criteria for selection.

A Managing Committee is constituted under the Chairpersonship of Prof. Rajiv K. Saxena,
Rector II and Prof. Balveer Arora Rector I as Director, JNIAS

Outside the gamut of Cultural Exchanges Programmes, existing between the Government of
India and various foreign governments, the University has been receiving offers from foreign
universities/institutions expressing their interest in establishing academic linkages, involving exchange
programmes bilateral agreements as well as collaborative ventures.  The University is also continously
searching for foreign universities/institutions of repute with whom the academic collaborations is
possible.  Proposals of academic collaborations with many foreign universities/institution are under
active consideration of the University and are being finalized.  MoU  with 56 universities/institutions
has been signed.

Areas of Cooperation under the MoU are generally the following and all these activities are
subject to availability of funds a) Exchange of faculty members, b) Exchange of Students, c) Joint
Research activities, d) Participation in seminars and academic meetings, e) Exchange of academic
materials and other information, f) Special short-term academic programmes, g) Exchange of
Administrative Managers/Coordinators, h) Joint Cultural Programmes.

The terms of such mutual cooperation and necessary budget for each specific programme and
activity that is implemented under the terms of this MoU is mutually discussed and agreed upon in
writing by both parties prior to the initiation of the particular programme or activity and the terms
of such programme shall be negotiated on an annual basis.

The areas of cooperation include, subject to mutual consent, any Programme offered at either
university as felt desirable and feasible on either side and both sides feel contributes to the fostering
and development of the cooperative relationships between the two universities.  The assistance to be
provided by each of the contracting parties will be teaching, research, exchange of faculty and
students and staff development etc.  as deemed beneficial by two institutions.  The cooperations will
be focussed on the fields of study as are mutually decided.  All financial arrangements will have to be
negotiated and will depend on the availability of funds.

The JNU has a modern and well-equipped University library.  It is a 9 storey tower building
situated in the midst of the academic complex of the University and is the hub of all academic
activities of the University. All the reading halls are air-conditioned. Most of the operations of the
library have been computerized and rest of the operations are in the process of computerization. The
library remains open from 9.00 AM to 8.00 PM throughout the year and during the examination
days, the working hours are extended up to 12.00 midnight for 45 days in each semester. However,
the Reading Room facilities are available up to 12.00 midnight throughout the year.

To meet the special needs of the visually impaired students of the University, a special unit
appropriately named after Hellen Keller, has been established near the entrance of the library. Eight
computers have been installed exclusively for the use of the students for OPAC and Internet browsing
on the ground floor of the library.

Readers’ Services
A total number of 8801 students, faculty members and scholars from other Universities/

Institutions both within and outside the country, used the library facilities during the year.

Resource Sharing
Our library has become a member of Developing Library Network (DELNET), Information

and Library Network Centre (INFLIBNET)  and other similar Networks in order to provide the
members to share other library resources.  The library also provides inter-library loan services to the
members.

The JNU Library has established a mutually beneficial arrangement
with IIT Library, Delhi, to utilize each other’s resources. This cooperation continued between the
two institutions during the period of report.

The Library acquired 6320 volumes during the year.  Of these, 3173 volumes were received as
gifts from eminent persons and organizations.  The total library collection was at 5,13,988 volumes
at the end of the year under report.  The expenditure on purchase of books was Rs. 39,99,927.73 while
1,9384859.96 were spent on subscription of journals.

The Library subscribed to 793 journals and also received 148 journals by way of
gift.

The library has made a special provision for the visually impaired students by setting up a
separate unit appropriately named “Hellen Keller Unit”.  Kurzwiell, Jaws, MS Home Page Reader
and Duxbury Braille Translator  are the special softwares being used in this Unit. Four computers
with Speech Softwares, Internet, Scanners and OPAC facilities have been provided in this Unit. The
library continued to make available tape recorders and blank cassettes for the use of visually impaired
students.

The Exim Bank - JNU Economics library, specializing in the discipline of Economics, was
opened in July 2000 as a part of JNU Library system. The library is located in the Mini Academic
Complex in quiet natural surroundings. The library has a collection of over 7500 books and
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1500 back volumes of 52 journals in the field of Economics for the use of the research scholars

and faculty members of the School of Social Sciences and International Studies. On-line Public

Access Catalogue (OPAC), borrowing facilities, reference and photocopying facilities have been

provided.

The University has University Science Instrumentation Centre (USIC) for designing, development

and repair of scientific instruments and equipment.   The USIC earned Rs. 70,000/- from outside

JNU jobs during the  financial year.

The Employment Information and Guidance Bureau, Jawaharlal Nehru University was organised

on the pattern envisaged by the working group of National Employment Services for University

Employment Bureau, approved by the Ministry of Labour in 1962. The Bureau has been  functioning

since 1976 as a Unit with coordination between Delhi Administration and Jawaharlal Nehru

University.

A Budgetary allocation of Rs. 6,00,000/- for the year 2003-2004 has been made by the

Delhi Government.  JNU contributes the services of a Professor-in-Charge as Chairman of the

Bureau and also provides infrastructure facilities.  The bureau helps JNU students in seeking

employment registration  Individual counselling and guidance is also provided to the needy

students.
