1. Introduction:

11 Brief history, objectives and rationale of the Mid Day Meal
Prgramme.

National Programme of Nutritional support of Primary Education (NP-
NSPE) popularly known as the Mid-day-meal (MDM) scheme was formally
launched on the 15" August 1995. The scheme envisaged every child in
primary school to be provided cooked meal during the school hours with a
maximum content of 450 calories and 12 gm of protein each day of school.
Earlier state was the part of Uttar Pradesh before 8 Nov. 2000. In Uttar
Pradesh dry ration distribution pattern was observed for Mid-day-meal
scheme. Children enrolled in primary schools with their parents received
food grain to carry it home every month. Only rice or wheat was provided to
the children. it was not felt sufficient from nutritional point of view.

With these efforts there was a slight improvement in enrolment but
retention of these children in scheme is still remain a challenge to the deptt/
Govt. According to Health check-up drive under DPEP-IIl and SSA It was
noticed that about 50% children enrolled in primary schools are anaemic.
Percentage of girls child is littte higher. This shows that the pattern of
providing MDM is not upto the satisfaction of the children as well as the govt
so far the enrolment and retention are concemed.

While deciding a PIL the honourable Supreme Court directed to the GOI
threw all states and UTs to provide cooked nutritious meal to all children
enrolled primary school during school hours. Following the order of the
honourable Apex Court GOU started the scheme for the 1% time is sahaspur
block of distt. Dehradun in the year 2001-02. The impact of this was worth
seeing and promising enough to extend it to the all 13 distts., So in second
phase 26 blocks of all 13 distts. (2 blocks from each distts) were selected in
the year 2002-03, The pattern was successfully haild threw the state and
also become helpful the attain the goal of universalization of education at
primary level so the Govt of Uttarakhand threw deptt of education
implemented the scheme threw out the state in all primary schools, aided
primary schools, EGS/AIE centers in 2003-04 and since then almost 100%
successful coverage was reported {and noted in the state.
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The direction made by Principal secretary on the scheme are most
focused on sound structural organization, cleanness, management for food
supply, quality of food grain, availability of funds and fuel supply, cooking
process, inter departmental coordination threw district magistrate and
responsibilities of the officials concerned programme. A full flashed
committee i.e. SMC is formed separately at school/ village level to
implement the scheme. In his direction Principal Secretary focused on
structural organization of scheme, cleanliness, management of food supply,
quality of supplied food grain, procurement of food grains, cooking process,
fuel arrangement, nutritional value and quality of cooked meal,
responsibilities of officers to related departments, incidental arrangement
and construction of various committees to organise the scheme.

Objective: ’

NP-NSPE,2006 seeks to address two of the most pressing problems for

the majority of children in India, namely, hunger and education by:

1. Improving the nutritional status or children in classes |-V in
Government, Local Body and Government aided schools, and
EGS and AIE centres.

2. Encouraging poor children, belonging to disadvantaged
sections, to attend schools more regularly and help them
concentrate on classroom activities.

3. Providing nutritional support to children of primary stage in
drought-affected areas during summer vacations.

1.2 Demographic profile of the State
As a twenty seventh state of the country, Uttarakhand was formed on

November 9, 2000. It is bound by Uttar Pradesh on the South, Nepal on the
East, Himachal Pradesh on the west and China on the north-east.
Geographical area of the state is 53,483 sq.km. forming 1.69% of area of the
country as a whole.

Geographically, Uttarakhand is situated in the central Himalayan
zone. It extends between 77° 34' and 81° 02' E longitude and 28° 43' to
31%27' N latitude. The topography of Uttarakhand is characterized by hilly
terrain, rugged and Rocky Mountains, deep valleys, high peaks, sharp
. streams and rivulets, rapid soil erosion, frequent landslides and widely .
scaftered habitations. The natural v?getation is -!’mixed bqaﬂeavéd forest
with oak and pine predominating. Climate varigs from subtropical in the
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valleys to temperate on the higher slopes with a summer monsoon. The

temperature ranges from

16 C to 40 C but it drops below freezing point in many parts of high mountain

areas of the region during winter.

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1.3 Social and economic indicators in the State, including literacy,
health indicators (IMR, MMR,), Sex ratio, poverty ratio, etc.
Literacy Rate of Uttarakhand.

Literacy, which is the first and foremost factor contributing-directly to
human resource development and quality of life, Uttarakhand stand at 14th
position in the country. With the help of various government interventions
there has been significant progress in the field of education in Uttarakhand.
Now the State Government is resolved to concentrate on putting intensive
efforts for addressing the “quality” aspect of education. Literacy percentage of
the state is 71.6% against all India average of 64.84% Male and female
literacy rates are 83.3% and 59.6% against the all India figures of 75.85
percent and 54.16 percent respectively. Census data of 2001 shows that the
gender gap is still an issue to be addressed in Uttarakhand, wherein focused
interventions are required especially in the Cities and remotest habitations.

Child Mortality

~ Along with various socio economic groups, efforts to promote child
survival lead to concentrate on very young mothers and mothers whose
children are closely spaced. Infant mortality is more than 60% higher among

children born to mothers under age 20 than among children born to mothers
aQe 20-29 (69 deaths, compéred with 43, per 1000 live births). Infant mortality
is more than 4 times as high among children born less than 24 months after a
previous births as among children born after a gap of 24 months or more (110
deaths compared with 23, per 1000 live births) clearly, efforts to expend the
use of temporary contraceptive methods for delaying and spacing births would

have reduce infant mortality as well as fertility.

1.4  Nutrition status, including data on malnutrition, anaemia, Vitamin
A, other micronutrient deficiencies, etc.
Nutrition status of children
The Govt. of India recommends that breastfeeding should begin
immediately after childbirth and that infants should be exclusively
breastfed for the 15 4 months of life. Although breast feeding is nearly
universal in Uttaranchal. most children do not begin breastfeeding
immediately after birth- Only 24% begin breastfeeding in the 1% hour and
46% in the 1 day. Moreover, for 72% of children, mothers squeezed the
first milk from the breast before feeding the baby, contrary to
recommended feeding practices. Two-3™ of children under 4 months of
age (66%) are exclusively are breast fed. The medium duration of
breast_feeding is 2 year, but the median duration of exclusive
breastfeeding is only 2.6 months..A't age 6-9 months, all children should
be receiving mushy food in addition to breast milk. However, oniy 13% of
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children age 6-9 months receives the recommended combination of
breast milk and solid/mushy foods.

NFHS-2 uses 3 internationally recognized standards to assess
children's nutritional status — weight for age, height for age, and weight
for height. Children who have more than two standard deviations below
the medium of an international reference population are considered
underweight (measured in terms of weight for age), stunted (height-for-
age), or wasted (weight-for-height). Stunting is a sign of chronic, long-
term under nutrition, wasting is a sign of acute, short-term under
nutritioh, and underweight is a composite measure that takes into
account both chronic and acute under nutrition.

Based on international standards, 42% of children under age three
years in Uttarakhand are underweight, 47% are stunted, and 8%are
wasted. in Uttarakhand under nutrition is higher in rural areas than in
urban areas and is particularly high among children from house holds
with a low standard of living. The percentage of undernourished children
is higher for girls than for boys, according to all three majors of nutrition.

More than three-quarters of children age 6-35 months (61.5 percent)
are anaemic, i/c a large majority of children in every sub group of the
population. The prevalence of anaemia is particularly high among
children who are 1 year old, boys, and children living In house holds with
a low to medium standard of living. Children's whose mother are anaemic

likely to be anaemic themselves.

Keeping In view the advantages and disadvantages of scheme study was
undertaken by the state project office from the New Concept Information System
Pvt. Ltd. an independent agency. Besides this a separate report on study of
convergence of other ‘departmental schemes with primary education programmes.
and its effects of quality education specially in context to MDM and ICDS is had
been submitted by the Agency. Following findings were observed in the study.

a) Vitamin A deficiency and worm infestation are the commonly cited problems.

Both of them can be tackled if there is convergence and coordination. It was A

~found that in the school Health Check-ups conducted by the Health
Department many cases of anaemia Vit. A deficiency, iodine deficiency, worm
infestation' and dental problems have been reportéd in the last three years, i.e.
2003-04, 2004-05 and year 2005-06.

In Pauri district, 11.86 per cent of anaemia cases, 11.49 per cent of cases of
worm infestation and 11.60 per cent cases of dental problems were reported.
In Tehri Garhwal, 10.35 per cent cases of anaemia, 8.51 per cent cases of
worm infestation and 8.16 per cent cases of dental problems were reported in

the health check-ups.

b) iIn the districts, the community’'s response shows that all factors i.e.,
immunization, regular health check-ups, clean and safe drinking water, proper
sanitation, environmental and personal hygiene are considered to contribute

equally to the child’s health.

¢} In the State of Uttarakhand, Uttarakhand Rajya Bal Kalyan Parishad has
organised School Health Programme.

2. Description and assessment of the programme implemented in the

current year (2007-08) with reference to:

2.1 Calorific/protein value of the mid day meal provided along with
menu prescribed.

Primary school children in Uttarakhand are providing Rice-Dal &
Vegetable in general, kheer, fruits and eggs alternately. Under the revised
scheme, cooked meai ccmprising of Rice @ 100 gms per child per day,
pulses, vegetables, fruits and eggs calorific value 450 calories and 12
gms of protein is being provided to primary schooi children. VEC and
SMCS arrange local vegetable and fruits. in EBBs class 6-8 children are
. also being benefited by Mid-Day-Meal from January 2008. The nutritional
value for Upper Primary is 700 calories and 20 gms proteins.

At the State level department of education is responsible for
organizing the schemie. To provide food grain department of food and supply
is responsible. At district level District Magistrate is deputed as a nodal
officer. Under District Magistrate, Additional District Education Officer, and
District Supply Officer (DSO) manages the scheme in all the primary
schools. At block level Deputy Block Education Officer is acting as nodal
officer. The respo-nsibility at school level is of Head Master and school
management committee. The State Project Director of "Uttarakhand
Education for all* is responsible for the overall management of the
programme. The State Project Director coordinates with Secretary of
Education, ICDS department and Department of food and supply. Education
Secretary coordinates with Government of India for the implementation of
the scheme in the state.

State Government of Uttarakhand has established mid-day-meal
cell at state level, now working under State Project Office. In this cell
Uttarakhand government vide his order no. 34 dated 04.02.2003 created the
post of one Joint Director, two Field Investigator, one steno and one

computer Operator. The organizational chart is as follows:-

A State level steering cum monitoring committee has also been
constituted under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary,. for effective

departments. A district level stéering-cum:fﬁonitoring committee has also
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been formed under the chairmanship of district magistrate for monitoring
programme implementation, assessing impact and taking corrective
steps. At district level coordination has also been established between
functionaries of' Education Department and food & civil supply
department to ensure timely delivery of food grain to the primary schools
procurement of additional resources and monitoring the quality food grain
and cooked meal.
To ensure rigorous monitoring of fbod grain supply, regularity and quality
of cooked meal mothers are fully mobilized in the state of Uttarakhan;j.
The fmplementing agencies of the programme at the school level are
VECs and SMCs. The responsibility of implementation basically lies with
the headmaster of the primary school. To assist the head master in state
of Uttarakhand 'Bhojan Mata' and 'Bhojan Shayika' has been appointed in
the schools.

The district supply officers (DSO) are responsible for collection of food
grains from the FC| godown, arranging transportation of food grain and
distribution to primary schools based on the entitlement requirement of
individual schools. Allocation of food grain by GOl according average
working days in schools and number of eqplled childreh.
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Food grain from godown of FCli is lifted by Regional Food Corporation to
different district's godowns. District Supply Officers Ensure arrangements
for supply of food grain through Fair Price Shop to the schools.

The Central Government reimburses the cost of transportation of food
grain from the FCI go downs to the schools at the rate of Rs. 125 per
quintal to Uttarakhand.

The Central assistance in the form of free food grain and reimbursement
of transportation cost from the nearest godown of Food Corporation of
India is avallable to the state government State government distributes it
to the d:stncts as per their demand.

Cooking cost: In the year 2007-08 for PSs central government provided Rs
2304.21 Lakh and State Government Provided RS 1536.14 Lakh as State share
against the total cooking amount Rs 3840.35 Lakh. The expenditure is RS 2415.65
Lakh till 31 December 2007. In Upper Primary schools (EBBs) Central Government
allocated Rs 302.6 Lakh and State share is Rs 75.65 Lakh provisioned. State
Government has released the amount to schools but from Government of India,
assistance is awaited till 31 December 2007.

Kitchen shed : Central Government releases Rs 2498.12 Lakh for the
construction of 4164 Kitchen-cum Store in 2006-07 is revalidated for 2007-08 but
State Government yet not has reieqsed the money from State budget till 31

till 31-12-2007.

2.7 System for release of funds provided under cooking costs
(Central and State).
The state government makes budgetary arrangement in the annual
budget. First of all the funds release to the Education department.
Education Department through State Project Directorate transfers the
money to different districts according to the demand for transportation
and cooking assistance @ Rs. 2.5 per day per enrolled child. The money
is provided to district functionaries through treasury and banks.
The fund for transportation of food grains is provided to district
magistrate, District Magistrate sanctions the transportation chages the
basis of actual expenditure.
For the cooking and convergence money is provided to Additional District
Education Officer at District level. Additional District Education officer
transfers the money to the schools in their respective bank accounts. At
school level the joint accounts are maintained. The joint account is
operated by Head Teacher and Gram Pradhan of the village at present
time but mow from the year 2008-09 and onwards the joint account will
be operated by Head Teacher and SMC President.

2.8System for procuring cooking ingredients (fuel, condiments, oil,
etc.).
According to the enrolment of 30 sept. in each year, districts demand
funds for the cooking cost from the state. The State Govt. proposed the
convergence cost in its state budget and 'such:proposal is sent to the GOI
in the month of Feb-Mar. After receiving‘:the grant frem the GOI. The

grant is released to the concerning distts. From distt. onward the grant is
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transferred to the joint A/C of Head Master and Gram Pradhan of the
Concerning VEC. According to the menu which is provided to the
- children, the headmasters of the school procure the oil, condiments, and
fuel etc. at weakly basis. The head master of the school also maintains
the ledger/voucher regarding the procurement procedure. In present
State Government has made a new policy to govern MDM at school level.
SMC is responsible for MDM. The joint account will be opened by Head
teacher and SMC President. At school level teachers with the help of
SMC make all the arrangements for fuel, condiments, oil etc. they
purchase ingrédients at local rates. Whole of the Uttarakhand State is
geographically hilly area where the rate of things or ingredients are
different in different regions.

Dlstnct level monitoring commlttees supervise and mspect the quallty and
regularity of the scheme. Commlssmner, District Maglstrate District
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Supply Officers, District Educational Officers and other administrative
staff also supervise the scheme time to time besides this the monitoring
of schools is not proper. They also solve the problem and suggest to
VEC/SMCS to ensure regularity and quality of the mid-day-meal scheme.
At state level supervision and monitoring format have been developed for
districts. 21%' of the every month is fixed for District level officers to
monitor physical verification and the progress of the program.

Officers of Food and Supply department also visit the Fair Price Shop to
check the distribution system and quality of distributed food grain.

(c) Trénsparency &.Accountabiiity at School Level '

Head teachers maintain the records of food grains and cash payment.
Head teachér organized the meetings of VECs and SMCs. In these
meetings various aspects of mid-day-meal scheme are discussed.
Availability of funds and food grain is checked by VEC and SMC. SMC
also checks the stock register, attendance of 'Bhojan Mata' and '
Sahayika'. Head master and SMCs are jointly accountable for the
implementation of the scheme. Cash payment is made through VEC

chairperson i.e. Gram Pradhan.

2.10 Status of construction of kitchen sheds from (i) funds released

In Uttarakhand all most schools are having Kachcha Kitchen sheds
as on 31.12.06. State Government provided Rs. 10000 (in 2 phases
Rs. 5000 to build kitchen sheds and again Rs. 5000 to extend such
sheds) to each primary school to construct the kitchen sheds. At
present 11691 kitchen sheds, has been constructed in the schools.
The grant was given under PMGY/SSA scheme. Now from the year

State Project Office prepared and
distributed a guideline to all the Schools. VECs, SMCs and mothers will
be oriented in VEC training under SSA.

A cash book is also maintained in schools.

a) An orientation training/ workshop organised at State Project office
from 14-20 December 2007 in Dehradun. 148 officers oriented about
low and uneven utilization of food grains and cooking cost. All
participants and State functionaries are able to know that this
condition is only due to the lack of procedure of collection of
information at school level.

State MDM cell has developed a format for school, block and
district level in which utilization of food grains, cooking cost and other
expenditure will shown till march 2008.

b) In the state of Uttarakhand at district level the responsibility of MDMS
is given to Additional District Education Officer, who is over burdened
with works. They are transferred in a little duratibn that's why they are
not serious about the mlsmatch or uneven utlllzatlon of food grains
and cooking cost but now at’ state level theMDM cell has established

* \e
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by the state govt. The functionaries at state level are trying to rectify the
situation. The MIS system now will strengthened at school, block and

district level.

c) In fact it is the problem in the state of Uttarakhand that the fund by
State Government releases with some delay. The process of transfer
of money is lengthy. The electronic transfer facility of money is not
available at school level. Out of 13 districts only 10 has electronic
transfer facility, 3 districts has no electronic transfer facility. But again
at -block and school money'transferred through bank drafts and
cheques.

Although during visit of schools, it is seen that in most of the
schools funds and food grains is available in advance. The state MDM

cell is trying to rectify delay reasons shortly.

2.16 Overall assessment of the manner in which implementation of
the programme is contributing to the programme objectives and an
analysis of strengths and weaknesses of the programme

implementation.

In the state of Uttarakhand Gram Panchayat Pradhan is nominated as
the President of village Education committee. VECs give support to
school management committee to organize and manage mid-day-meal
scheme at school level. The committee constituted as follows:
(a) Ward member nominated by

Gram pradhan - President
(b) Head Master - Secretary
School management committees play important role in the construction
of kitchen shed, availing drinking water facility, ensure quality and
regularity of the scheme, payment of honorarium to the Bhojan Mata and
Sahayika, maintain social equality and proper arrangement of safe guard
due to cooking meals.
Head Master coordinates the scheme in the school. He keeps all the
record of mid day meal scheme. Head Master manages the financial and
physical procurement. He also organizes meeting to find suggestions and
feed back on the various aspect of ;he scheme.“
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Bhojan Mata and Sahayika are selected from the group of the mothers
of children from BPL families. Bhojan Mata cooks the meal and Sahayika
assists her to prepare meal and cleaning of utensils too. They also serve

meal to children properly.

2.17 Impact of Mid Day Meal Scheme such as increase in enroliment,
attendance, retention, learning level etc. reduction in drop-out,
increase in nutritional status etc.

Success in implementation of MDM*

As already stated the MDM has contributed to the enrolrhent,
attendance and retention of children in schools: State of Uttarakhand
has conducted a study on impact of MDM on various quality issues. A
report submitted by New Concept Information System Pvt.Ltd. New
Delhi highlighted that the coverage of MDM in the four study districts is
almost 100 per cent. In Tehri Garhwal it is 100 per cent where it also
has been extended to Rajakiya Vidyalayas. In Bageswar the coverage
is 99.7 per cent, where one Government aided school and 61 EGS
centers are also receiving the benefit from the programme. In Udham
Singh Nagar 97.7 per cent is the coverage of MDM, with another 225

Alternate schools under the programme.

Pauri district has been successful in the implementation of MDM, where
all schools except 32 in the four study blocks are covered by MDM.

Special attractive schemes have been added on in one of the blocks.
Rating implementation of MDM

While rating the implementation of the MDM programme in the schools
under study, 75 per cent of the VECs rated its implementation as good
and 15 per cent rated its implementation as excellent. Only 9 per cent
of the VECs were unsatisfied yvith the implementation of the

programme.

Most of the VECs (84 per cent of them) agreed that there have been
changes in the school in terms of increased enrolment, attendance and
retention after the introduction of the MDM scheme.
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10% of the Panchayat representatives rated MDM implementation as
excellent, while 29 per cent of them rated it as good, 42 per cent as
satisfactory and 19 per cent rated its implementation as unsatisfactory.
MDM has been useful in maintaining attendance and retaining children'in
school. The representatives have suggested distribution of readymade
food and nutritive food for children rather than cooked dal-chawal only.

An average of 70 per cent schools has reported an increase in the
enrolment and attendance of both boys and girls in primary education. The
programme has specifically supported greater enrolment and attendance
of children from poor families and increased interest from parents in
sending their children to the school. There has also been an increment in

the enrolment of younger children.

In Bageswar, all the schools agreed that the provision of MDM has
helped in increased enrolment and attendance of children, while in Udham
Singh Nagar and Tehri Garhwal 63 per cent and 78 per cent of the schools
under the study believe that the programme has achieved some of its

objectives.
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However, in Pauri, 63 per cent of the teachers feel that MDM has not

been able to improve enrolment and attendance.

Summary of its finding

a. MDM progamme is running in almost all the schools and there has been a
steady increase in terms of coverage since 2002 to 2005 [from a little
less than 4000 schools to 12000 schools -page 30-32]. The number of
schools covered under the MDM programme has increased more than
three times since the programme was pilot-tested in the state in 3196
schools in the year 2002-03.

b. At the policy level the information obtained reveals that only cooked
meals are provided in government schools. However, at the monitoring
level it was found that in all the seven blocks of Udham Singh Nagar and
15 blocks of Pauri both cooked food and dry food items are distributed,
whereas in all the nine blocks of Tehri Garhwal and in three blocks of

Bageswar, only cooked food is provided under the programme.

C. The block officials find the involvement of VEC as a crucial factor in
the proper implementation of the MDM programme. It is found that
wherever there is active involvement of the VEC, the programme has
been implemented in a better way. Dugadda, Rikhnikhal blocks (both
better performing blocks) in Pauri district as well as Garud and Bageswar
blocks in Bageswar district, acknowledge that the increased involvement
of the VEC and the community in the MDM programme has resuited in
increased retention of children in school.

72 per cent of the VECs ekamined are involved in” monitoring and

supervising the MDM activity. 56 per cent of these VECs feel that the
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MDM programme has greatly contributed in increasing the level of
education in the village while the rest 44 per cent feel its contribution is
effective. However, in Pauri, 63 per cent of the teachers feel that MDM has

not been able to improve enrolment and attendance.

Schools with a single teacher face a lot of difficulty in organizing

MDM and classes simultaneously.

Interesting menu for children has been introduced in Udham Singh
Nagar, in Rikhnikhal in Pauri, and in Bageswar to attract children to
school and to ensure retention. This has become very popular among

children and has improved attendance.

86.10 per cent of the parents in Pauri, 97.40 per cent in Baeswar, 92.00
per cent in US Nagar and 85.90 per cent of the parents in Tehri Garhwal
met during the study cited bad quality of MDM supplied as a problem in
the implementation of the scheme. Only 11 families in Pauri and 10 in
Tehri Garhwal stated irregular supply of ration for MDM as a problem in

the project implementation.

However, while MDM attracts children to school, headcount before and
after the meal showed that in Pauri district, the number of children

declines sharply in the school session following the meal [page 42].

Problems in procurement of food grains for MDM has been reported as
the first priority issue in most blocks while it is accorded least priority in
only one block.. Receipt and disbursement of funds was listed as the
second major problem faced by the blocks in the programme
implementation. Delays caused in receiving funds for MDM was also

directly affecting the programme implementation.

Other problems being faced by the blocks are unavailability of Bhojan
Mata due to poor salaries (the problem is seen in Rikhnikhal and
Thalisian and Narendra Nagar blocks), difficulty in arranging for fuel in
schools which are not easily accessible and difficulty in monitoring the
cooking and distribution of MDM in school. Caste based discrimination
has also been cited as one of the problems faced by the blocks in the

implementation of the programme.

Receipt and disbursement of funds, has been given.second priority
among the problems faced by the blocks followed by problems in
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k.

transportation of grains from FCI. Other problems faced in the blocks
listed as 2™ priority problems are procurement of food grains for MDM,
unavailability of Bhojan Mata owing to low salaries, involvement of
teacher in the MDM which is directly affecting the quality of education in
the block and lack of drinking water facilities in the village.

The community does not seem very much impressed with the MDM meal
programme alone. In Bageswar only eight parents of 137 covered cited
MDM as the reason for sending their children to school. The Research
Team came across many such cases where the community complained
of poor quality of education after the MDM programme. The reports were
from the community, teachers, Panchayat representatives, etc. The
parents were asked to cite the reasons for sending their children to
school on a priority basis during the study. As a first priority, it was found
that availability of a good teacher was given as the most important
reason in 67.73 per cent of the cases in the four study districts, whereas
availability of MDM was rated by only 8.93 per cent of the parents.

As a
result of provision of cooked day meals, the teachers told that the
attendance level! of children has increased.

The Health Department is responsible for the implementation of the
school health programme. While the Department of ICDS takes care
of children up to the age of 6 years, the Health Department takes care
of the child from the age of 6-14 years. The programme is coordinated
by the Chief Medical Officer at the district level.

Under the School Health Programme, the ANM visits the primary
school periodically and identifies illnesses and refers children to the
PHC/doctor. A doctor also visits the school every six months for health
check-ups. Health check-up camps, dental camps, eye camps and, of
late, AIDS awareness camps (for higher classes) are being organised

in schools.
Implementation of the Programme

In the study districts it was found that the ANMs have been
administering supplementary Iron tablets to children suffering from
Iron deficiency. However, it was noted that the visits of the ANMs to
the school are highly irregular and even where regular, the visits are
usually six-monthly. In primary schools under study in Pauri, the visits
are annual. The biggest hurdle in the smooth functioning of the school
health programme is the lack of manpower [doctors and ANMs] in the
rural regions of Uttaranchal. This has restricted the reach of the

programme.
Coordination with other Departments for Primary Education

The department does not have any specific directives from the state
government for convergence with the SSA for primary education.
Monitoring of MDM is done by any official going to the village. The
department also collaborates with ICDS for immunization and RCH
programmes. It also monitors the quality of supplementary nutrition
provided to the children of pre-school age. In the cases of children
with special needs, intervention is made. Neither child health cards for
school health programme nor specific health records of children are
maintained. The state however submits thgt these records may be

available at the distﬁct.
