ORDINANCE

To establish and incorporate an University sponsored by TALEEM Research
Foundation, Ahmedabad, Gujarat in the State and provide for matters connected therewith
or incidental thereto.

It is hereby promuigated in the fifty fourth year of the Republic of India as
follows: -

WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly of State of Uttaranchal is not in session and
the Govemnor is satisfied that circumstances exist which render it necessary for him to take
immeiiate action.

Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferred by clause (1) of Article
213 of the Constitution, the Governor is pleased to promulgate the following Ordinance -

CHAPTER - |
Preliminary

Short title and
Commencement . (1) This ordinance may be called the Himgiri Nabh Vishwavidyalaya
(University in the Sky) Ordinance, 2003,

(2) 1t shall be deemed 10 have come into force on the date the Notification is
issued by the State Government.

Definitions 2. (1) In this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires:-
(a)  “Academic Council” means the Academic Council of the
University;

(b)  "Constituent College™ means a college or institution maintained by
the University;

()  “Council for Technical Education” means the All India Council for
Technical Education established under section-3 of the All India
Council for Technical Education Act, 1987;

(d)  “Distance Education System” means the system of imparting
education through any means of information technology and
communication such as multimedia, broadcasting, telecasting,
online over internet. other interactive methods, e-mail, internet.
computer, interactive talk back, e-leaming, correspondence course.
seminar, contact programme or a combination of any two or more
of such means:;

(¢) “Employee” means employee appointed by the University; and
includes teachers and other staff of the University or of a constituen:
college;
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“Faculty” means &cqity of the University;
“Prescribed” means prescribed by the Statutes;

“Principal” in relation to a constituent college, means the Head of
the constituent college and includes, where there is no Principal, the
Vice Principal or any other person for the time being appointed to
act as Principal;

“Regional Centre” means a centre established or maintained by the
University for the purpose of co-ordinating and supervising the
work of Study Centres in any region and for performing such other
functions as may be conferred on sucl centre by the Board of
Management.

“State” means State of Uttaranchal;

“Statutes™ and “Rules” means, respectively, the Statutes and Rules
of the University;

"Study Centre” means a cemtre established, maintained or
recognised by the University for the purpose of advising,
counselling or for rendering any other assistance required by the
students; -

“TALEEM Research Foundation™ means the sponsoring body of the
University which is a registered Charitable Trust and Literary
Society at Ahmedabad, Gujarat.

“Teacher” means a Professor, Associate Professor, Assistant
Professor/Lecturer or such other person as may be appointed for
imparting instruction or conducting research in the University or in
a constituent college and institution and includes the Principal of a
constituent college, in conformity with the norms prescribed by the
U.G.C.

U.G.C means the University Grants Commission established under
the University Grants Commission Act, 1956

““University” means the Himgiri Nabh Vishwavidyalaya (University

in the Sky) established under this Ordinance;

"Zed Career Academy Centre” means a cenire established,
maintained or recognised by the University for the purpose of
receiving telecast, e-mail, internet, interactive talk back, conducting
training, organize lectures, seminars and workshops, advising,
counselling or rendering any other assistance required by the
students.

CHAPTER ~ 1
The University and its Objects

TALEEM Research Foundation shall have the right to establish
the University in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.
An application containing the proposal to establish a University

‘shall be made to the State Government by the TALEEM Rescarch

Foundation.The proposal shall contain the following particulars,
namely:-

(a) the objects of the University along with the details of the TALEEM

(i) the scheme of generation of funds internally through the recovery
of fee from students, revenues anticipated from consultancy and
other activitics relating 1o the objects of the University and other
anticipated incomes,

(i) the details of expenditure on unit cost, the extent of concessions or
rebates in fee free ship and scholarship for students belonging to
economically weaker sections and the fee structure indicating
varying rate of fee, if any, that would be levied on non resident
Indians and students of other nationalities;

(k) the years of experience and expertise in the concerned discipline at
the command of the TALEEM Research Foundation as well as the
financial resources;

B the sﬁ?ﬁx fory_g;eie{ctidn of students to the courses of study at the
University; and
(m) status of fulfilment of such other conditions as may be required by

the State Government 1o be fulfilled before the establishment of
the University.

Establishment 4, (1)  Where the State Government, afier such inquiry as it may deem
of University necessary, is satisfied that TALEEM Research Foundation, Ahmedabad has

fulfilled the conditions specified in sub — section (2), of Section 3, it may
direct the TALEEM Research Foundation, Ahmedabad to establish an
Endowment Fund.

(2) Aflter the establishment of the Endowment Fund, the State Government may,
by notification in the Official Gazette, accord sanction for establishment of
the University.

(3) The headquarters of University shall be at Dehradun, Uttaranchal and
it may have campuses or Regional Centres, Study Centres and Zed Career
Academy Centres at such other places, as may be specified by it from time to
time.

Provided that the University shall establish a Study Centre in each of the
thirteen districts of the State within a period of three years of establishment.

{4) The University may, with the approval of the Visitor, also establish such
centres outside the country,

(5) The Chancellor, the Vice - Chancellor, members of the Board of Governors,
members of the Board of Management and the Academic Council for the

time being holding office as such in the University so established, shall
constitute a body corporate and can sue and be sued in the name of the
University.
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(6) On the establishment of the University under sub-section (2), the land and
other movable and immovable properties acquired, created, arranged or built
by the University for the purpose of the University except the properties of
TALEEM Research Foundation, Ahmedabad, shall stand transferred to, and
vest in, the University.
(7) The land, building and other properties acquired for the University shall not
be used for any purpose, other than that for which the same is acquired.

(¢) to develop, design, and teach innovative , flexible professional and technical
courses 80 8s to provide best possible education of the highest academic
standards and continue to strive to do so by way of peergroup and expen
evaluation .

(d) to offer courses conforming to the msmbed courses recognized by the UGC
and AICTE.

() to provide education, instruction and training in such branches of learning as it

with the prior permission of TALEEM Research Foundation, Ahmedabad.

to institute and maintain halls and to recognize places of residence for students
of the University or a constituent college,

to supervise and control the residence, and to regulaie the discipline among the
students and all categories of employees and 1o lay down the conditions of
service of such employees, including their Code of Conduct;

to create Academic, Administrative, and support staff and other necessary
posts;

to co-operate and collsborate with other Universities in such 2 manner and for
such purposes as the University may determine from time to time;

to provide distant education system and the manner in which distance
education in relation to the academic programmes of the University may be
organised;

to organize and conduct refresher courses, orientation courses, workshops,

seminars and other programmes for teachers, lesson writers, evaluators and
other academic staff;

to determine standards of admission to the University or a constituent college,
Regional - Centre, Study Centre and Zed Carcer Academy Centre through
specialised committees with the approval of Academic Council,

to make special provision for students belonging to the State of Uttaranchal for
admission in any course of the University or in a constituent college, Regional
Centre, Study Centre and Zed Career Academy Centre,

to do all such other acts or things whether incidental to the powers aforesaid or
not, as may be necessary to further the objects of the University;

to prescribe such courses for Bachelor Degree, Post graduate, Doctor of
Philosophy, Doctor of Science Degrees and Research which would be covered
by UGC and AICTE; but University shall have right to start diplomas,
certificates eic. in its own subjects;

to clearly set apart the academic activities of the University from the activities
of the Trust.

to provide for the preparation of instructional materials, including films,
casscties, tapes, video cassettes, CD, VCD and other software;
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(w)  to recognize examinations of, or periods of study (whether in full or in part) at,
other universities, institutions or other places of higher learning as equivalent
to examinations or periods of study’in the University and to withdraw such
recognition at any time.

{x) to raise, collect, subscribe and borrow with the approval of the Governing
Body whether on the security of the property of the University, money for the
purposes of the University;

(v} toenter into, carry out, vary or cancel contracts;

(2)  Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in force,
but without prejudice to the provisions of sub-section (1), it shall be the duty of the
University to take all such steps as it may deem fit for the promotion of the open
university and distance education systems and for the determination of standards of
teaching, evaluation and research in such systems, and for the purpose of
performing this function, the University shall have such powers, including the
power to allocate and disburse grants to Colleges, Regional Centres, Study Centres
and Zed Carcer Academy Centres whether admitted to its privileges or not, or 0
any other university or institution of higher leaming, as may be specified by the
Statutes.

9, The University shall be open to all persons irrespective of class, creed or gender.

Provided that nothing in this section shall be deemed to prevent the University
from making special provisions for admission to students of the State of
Unaranchal. Provided further that nothing in this section shall be deemed to require
the University or a Constituent college or Regional Centres or Study Centres or Zed
Career Academy Centres to admit in any course of study a larger number of students
than may be determined by the Statutes.

10.  The University will seek accreditation from respective national accreditation bodies.

11. The foliowing shall be the officers of the University:

Chairman of TALEEM Research Foundation, Ahmedabad, Gujarat will be
the first Chancellor of the University, whose tenure shall be of five years,
Thereafter TALEEM Research Foundation, with the prior concurrence of
the Visitor, would appoint the Chancellor from amongst its trustees.

The Chancellor shall have such powers as may be conferred on him by this
Ordinance or the Statutes made there under,

The Vice - Chancellor shall be the Principal executive and academic officer
of the University and shall exercise general supervision and contro! over

the affairs of the University and give effect to the decisions of the
authorities of the University,

Where any matter other than the appointment of a teacher is of urgent
nature requiring immediate action and the same could not be immediately
dealt with by any officer or the authority or other body of the University
empowered by or under this Ordinance to deal with it, the Vice -

Chancellor may take such action as he may deem fit with the prior approval
of the Chancellor.,

The Vice - Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform such
other duties as may be laid down by the Statutes or the rules.

The Chancellor is empowered 1o remove the Vice - Chancellor after due
enquiry. it will be open to the Chancellor to suspend the Vice - Chancelior
during enquiry depending upon the seriousness of the charges, as he may
deem fit.

Whether any authority of the University is given power by this Ordinance or the

statutes to appoint committees, such committees, shall, save as otherwise
provided, consist of any or all the members of the authority concerned and of such
other persons, if any, as the authority in each case thinks fit.

Any casual vacancy among the members, other than ex~officio members, of

any Authority or body of the University shall be filled in the same manner in which
the member whose vacancy is to be filled up, was chosen, and the person filling the
vacancy shall be a member of such authority or body for the residue of the term for
which the person whose place he/she fills would have been 2 member.

The University shall establish a permanent endowment fund of at least

rupees one crore which may be increased suo motu but shall not be
decreased.

The University shall have power to invest the permanent endowment fund
in such manner as may be prescribed.

The University may transfer any amount from the general fund or the
development fund to the permanent endowment fund. Excepting  the dissolution
of the University, in no other circumstances can any monies be transferred  from corpus
of the endowment fund for other purposes.

Not exceeding 75% of the«incomes received from the corpus permanent
endowment fund which is mentioned in sub para of this section, shall be
used for the purposes of development works of the University. The
remaining 25 % shall be reinvested into the permanent endowment fund.

The Board of Governors shaill consider the annual report in its meeting and
may approve the same with or without modification.

A copy of the annual report duly approved by the Board of Governors shall
be sent to Visitor and the State Government before 31 December following
close of the financial year in 31 March each year.

The annual accounts and balance sheet of the University shall be

prepared under the direction of the Board of Management and ail funds
accruing to or received by the University from whatever source and all
amount disbursed or paid shall be entered in the accounts maintained by the
University.

"The annual accounts of the University shall be audited by an auditor, who
is a member of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (1.C.A.L)
every year.

A copy of the annual accounts and the Balance sheet together with the audnt
report shall be submitted to the Board of Governors well before 31
December following close of the financial year in 31 March each year.

The annual accounts, the Balance sheet and the audit report shall be
considered by the Board of Governors at its meeting and the Board of
Governors shall forward the same to the Visitor and the State Government
along with its observations thereon before the 31st December cach year.

The direction of the State Government on the subject arising out of the
accounts and audit report of the University shall be binding on the
University.

A copy of any receipt, application, notice, order, proceeding or resolution of an
any authority or committee of the university or other documents in possession
of the University or any entry in any register duly maintained by the University, if
certified by the Registrar, shall be received as prima facie evidence of such receipt,
application, notice, order, proceeding, resolution or document or the existence of
entry in the register and shall be admitted as evidence of the matters and
transaction therein recorded where the original thereof would, if produced, have
been admissible in evidence.

If TALEEM Research Foundation, Ahmedabad proposes dissolution
of the University in the Sky in accordance with the law governing its

constitution or incorporation, it shall give at least three months notice in
writing to the State Government.

On identification of mismanagement, mal-administration, indiscipline,
failure in the accomplishment of the objects of University and economic
hardships in the management systems of University, the State Government
would issue directions to the management system of University. If the
directions are not followed within such time as may be prescribed, the right
to take decision for winding up of the University would vest in the State
Government.

Provided that no notification order under sub-section (1) shall be made after

the expiration of a period of three vears from the commencement of this
Ordinance.

Every order made under sub-section (1) shall, as soon as may be after it is
made, be laid before the State legislature.
