Section II—State Income :

The data on labour and employment relate only to
factories which are registered under the Factories Act, 1948
and cover those establishments which employ 10 or more
workers using power and 20 or more workers without power.
Earnings are in respect of workers getting lesa than
’Rs.1,000 p.rr. The figures of average daily employment

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Section X VIII— Prices :

A new series of wholesale price index with 1970-71
as baso yoar has been started from January 1978. The
new index replaces the erstwhile old series of agricultural
wholesale price index (Agrl. year 1957-58=100) and in-
dustrial wholesale price index (1948=100). It covers the
agricultural and non-agricultural commodities both. The
index is based on Friday wholosale prices of some varieties
of commodities and is preparcd on monthly basis.

Rural Consumer Price Indices are based on 34 com-
modities which are commonly consumed in the rural
areas. The rural prices for construction of these indices
are collected from a selccted village of each Area Develop-
ment Blocks (Excluding three districts of Uttrakhand
in each district on the first market day of each month.
The average is calculated at the district level. The
General Index is a weighted arithmetic average of price
relatives, the weight having been determined by the con-
sumption surveys conducted by the Economics and Statistics
Division, State Planning Institute, U. P. The indices are
given separately for three economic regions of U. P. Western
Region, Central Region (including Bundelkhand) and the
FEastern Region and for the State as a whole (including
Hill Region). These indices are also given separately for
agricultural labour class and other clases.
