Annual Report 2010-11

Introduction:

The National Education Policy-1986 and the Task Force on the Higher Education
set up by the State Govt., in 2002 recommended that the State level planning and co-
ordination of Higher Education shall be done through the Council for Higher Education.

Therefore it was expedient to establish a State Higher Education Council as a
collective of the Government, Universities, Academics and experts with a view to forge
a synergic relationship among them by occupying an operational space between the
Government and the Universities on one hand and between the Universities and apex
level regulatory bodies on the other with the objects of:

. Promoting academic excellence and social justice by the Government in
policy for formulation and perspective planning;

. Ensuring the autonomy, accountability and co-ordination among all institutions
of Higher Education in the State; and

. Guiding the harmonious growth of Higher Education in accordance with the
Socio-economic requirement of the State.

In view of the above circumstances the State Government issued an order (No.
ED 19 URC 2007 (Part-1) dated: 15th July 2009) constituting the Karnataka State Council
for Higher Education, which had 16 eminent Educationists as nominated members,
besides 17 Vice Chancellors of the State Universities, Principal Secretaries of Higher
Education, Medical Education, Finance, Social Welfare, Law and Parliamentary Affairs,
Adviser to Chief Minister as members. Sri Aravind Limbavali, Hon’ble Minister for Higher
Education was the Chairman of the Council. Prof. M. Savadatti former Vice Chancellor
of Mangalore University was appointed as the Vice-Chairman and Prof. B.R Ananthan
former Professor of Management, University of Mysore as the Member Secretary.

The main functions of the Council were: (1) Advice for formulating the structure
and modalities of Higher Education Council. (2) Prepare a Draft Bill for the establishment
of Higher Education Council in the State, (3) Advice on the new innovations and
implementation of new inventions in the Higher Education and (4) Guide the
Government, Universities and Higher Education Institutions on policy matters.

Savadatti, former
Vice-Chancellor of Mangalore University was appointed as Vice-Chairman of the Council
from 15.07.1999 to 08.08.2010.

As per GO No. ED 19 URC 2007(Part-1) dt. 15.7.2009, Prof. B.R. Ananthan, former
Professor of Management Studies, Mysore University was appointed as Member
Secretary of the Council from 15.07.2009 to 26.10.2010.

lil.  Meetings and other Activities of the Council:
a) Meeting of the Council:

The first meeting of the Council constituted was held on 4™ Nov. 2009 in the
Conference Hall of Vikasa Soudha, Bangalore under the Chairmanship of Sri. Aravind
Limbavali, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education and Chairman of the Council.

In his introductory remarks the Vice-Chairman gave an account of structures and
functioning of Higher Education Council in other states and suggested that Karnataka
State Higher Education Council should play a pivotal role in policy making of higher
education in the State keeping in view of quality, accessibility and inclusiveness.

The following subjects were discussed at the meeting:
i) rendering advice on the structure and functioning of KSHEC,
ii)  draft Act for KSHEC

ili) suggestions on the innovations in higher education and activities to be
undertaken by the KSHEC

iv)  rendering advise to the Government and Universities on new education Policy.
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The Principal Secretary to the Higher Education Department, Sri Srikanth, IAS
made a LCD presentation on the status of higher education by 2020. The salient
features were: increasing the number of Universities and Colleges in the State to achieve
a target of 11.2% enrolment in the higher education. Establish knowledge corridors in
Bangalore, Mysore, Hubli-Dharwad region. Establish institutions of T type in Northern
Karnataka etc.

b) _Inauguration of KSHEC office:

On the directions of the Minister of Higher Education Sri Aravind Limbavali,
the office of the Higher Education Council was set up in the first floor of the Govt.,
Institute of Printing Technology Building. The Chairman and Officers Chambers and
the Council Hall were inaugurated on 04.11.2009 by Shri Aravind Limbavali, Hon’ble
Minister for Higher Education and Chairman, KSHEC in a function organized for the
purpose in the presence of members of the Council and Principal Secretary, Higher
Education Department.

IV. Round Table Discussion of Higher Education and Research Bill- 2010:

A “Round Table Discussion on the draft Higher Education and Research Bill —
2010” (NCHER Bill -2010) was organized on 10-07-2010 in the Conference Hall of the
Vidhana Soudha. Sri Aravind Limbavali, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education
inaugurated the program and Prof: M.l. Savadatti, Vice-Chairman of the Karnataka
State Higher Education Council, presided. The topic for discussion was ‘Higher
Education and Research Bill-2010.” Prof. V.S. Ramamurthy, Director, National Institute
of Advanced Studies (NIAS) was the chief guest and gave the keynote address. Eminent
educationists, elected representatives of State Legislative Assembly & Council,
representatives of student organization, Vice-Chancellors were invited to participate
in the round table discussion.

Based on the discussion and the suggestions of the members, Sri Aravind
Limbavali, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education sent the following report to Sri Kapil
Sibal, Hon’ble Minister for Human Resource Development, Government of India, New
Delhi for consideration.
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Report of the Government of Karnataka on the Draft Higher Education and
Research Bill — 2010 (NCHER Bill-2010) - submitted to the Ministry of Human Resource
Development (MHRD), Government of India.

India is a country of diversity. There are diverse traditions practices customs socio-
economic education conditions problems and challenges. In-spite of all these diversities,
India has been standing united during war as well as peace times. Unity in diversity
happens to be her unique characteristic feature. In fact this feature of has earned a
place of pride and privilege in the committee on nations.

The founding fathers of Indlan constitution have considered this characteristic
feature while framing the constitution of India. The federal structures as well as the
division of responsibilities in the form of Union, State and Concurrent list, are a reflection
of this feature in letter and spirit. As regards higher educat/on the provisions of Indian
constitution are worth mentioning.

From 1950 to 1976, Education was essentially a State subject. The Constitutioh
(42" Amendment) Act, 1976, shifted Education, in general, from the “State List” to the
“Concurrent List”, thus giving both Central and State Governments jurisdiction over it,
concurrently. This has far-reaching implications-substantive, financial and
administrative-require a new sharing of responsibility between the Union Government
and the States in respect of this vital area of national life. While the role and
responsibility of the States in regard to education will remain essentially unchanged,
the Union Government would also accept due responsibility. Concurrency signifies a
partnership, which is at once meaningful and challenging.

Such concurrent partnership between centre and states would go a long way in
addressing the challenges and problems of higher education. Even though higher
education has expanded significantly since independence, the gross enrolment ratio is
only 12.4% of the relevant age group which is very less than compared to many of the
developed countries of the world. The challenges of quality, excellence access, expansion,
inclusion, autonomy, decentralization, commercialization, regional imbalances and
integration with global education are still looming large on the horizon of Indian
education. Hence, it is time to address there issues and challenges in a pro-active manner
by all concerned centre, states and all others. At the same time, decentralization is
emerging as a major response to address daunting problem and challenges. Political
decentralization with local bodies’ upto the grass root level has been initiated by many
states including the state of Karnataka. Government of India has come forward with
constitutional amendments as well as incentives which has added momentum to this
trend. The issue of decentralization need not necessarily be restricted to the field of
political governance only. It needs to flow and extend to higher education also for
addressing the gigantic task of expansion, equity and excellence.
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In this context of unity in diversity as well as decentralization, the national
Commission for higher education and Research Bill, 2010 has been presented to the
nation. The state of Karnataka, realizing her own role and responsibility, has responded
pro-actively during the education ministers’ conference and as well as CABE meeting
held at New Delhi on 18" and 19" June, 2010. In continuation of views and opinions of
Government of Karnataka a round table discussion was organized on 13 July, 2010
which was attended by more than one hundred leading academicians and other stake
holders. Based on the inputs and outcome of such wider consultation, the response
and suggestions of the state of Karnataka are given below.

a)  Constitution Powers and Functions of the Commission:

The constitution, powers and functions of the commission is very critical in view of its
importance in the proposed bill. Hence, the following recommendations are suggested.

. Five Chief Ministers, one from each region on rotation, must be made members
of the selection committee which will recommend to the president of the
appointment of Chairperson and members of Commission.

. The Chairperson and members of the Commission must not be eligible for a
second term.

. The issue of regional balance and social equity has to be kept in mind while
appointing the members and chairperson of the Commission.

. The powers and functions of the commission must be segregated on the lines of
advisory, regulatory, control. For better clarity.

. The regulatory functions of the Commission have to be entrusted to separate
bodies which will work under general superintendence, direction and control of
the Commission. These bodies could also be carved out of the existing bodies,
such as UGC, AICTE, NCTE after necessary reorganization and restructuring. Such
delegation of regulatory functions to separate bodies would not only avoid
centralization of authority but also facilitate the Commission to focus more and
more on vision and policy for higher education.

. The functions of the Commission must also include the formulation of human
resource development policies and strategies for a country as a whole and for
various states which will spearhead transformative change in higher education.
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The formulation of intellectual property policy of Universities must also be
included in the functions of the Commission.

. With regard to development of a curriculum framework for new or inter-
disciplinary fields of knowledge the Commission must consult the State Higher
Education Councils or appropriate bodies in states as the case may be. Such

consultation must also be carried out while setting norms, process and standards

for academic quality as well as for governance in Universities and other higher
educational institutions.

. It is desirable to delegate some of the academic and regulatory functions of the
Commission to State Higher Education Councils of appropriate bodies in states
as the case may be. This will not only reduce the burden of the Commission but
also strengthen partnership between centre and states.

. The Commission must play an effective and proactive role in reducing the number
of affiliating colleges and increase of autonomous colleges over a period of time
in consultation and partnership with Education Councils or appropriate bodies
in states as the case may be.

. With regard to the entry and operation of Foreign Educational Institutional, the
role and responsibility of the concerned state government is completely ignored.
In view of this, the Commission must regulate the entry and operation of Foreign
Educational Institutes only with the consent of the State Government.

. No Objection Certificate has to be compulsorily obtained from the concerned
State Government while conferring Deemed To Be University status on an existing
higher educational institution by the Commission.

. While determining the norms, process and standards of higher education
institutes, the Commission must also set norms and standards with respect to
the fee structure to be charged to the students’ community.

. With regard to commencement of academic operations of a University or a higher
educational institution as the case may be, the approval of the Commission is
deemed to be obtained after 120 days from the receipt of the intent to commence
academic operations.

b)  Constitution of General Council
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The constitution of the general council of the commission would go a long way in

discharging the various powers and functions of the Commission. Hence, the
composition of the Council must reflect the principles of diversity and partnership spirit
of centre and states. In this regard following recommendations are suggested.

Proportional representation must be given to various states based on an objective
and scientific criteria evolved for the purpose. The population, geographical area,
gross enrolment ratio and many such other factors could be considered while
arriving at the above criteria. This will ensure the equity principle of the
constitution also.

The membership given to professional bodies and research councils in first and -
second schedule must be restricted to one third of their number on rotation

basis. This will not only give fair representation but also remove unfair presence
of central government controlled bodies.

With regard to representation to academics in higher education and research
from sectoral areas, the principle of regional balance must be maintained. The
appropriate bodies in state must also be consulted for this purpose.

The list of sectoral areas mentioned in the draft bill should be conclusive and
must be changed from time to time considering the contemporary and emerging
trends. In order to facilitate this adaption, the list of sectoral areas could be

carried as a separate schedule.

d)

Constitution of Collegium of Scholars

In view of the envisioning role of the Collegiums’ of Scholars, the following
recommendations are made.

Five Fellows, one from each of the region on rotation basis, be nominated based
on the recommendation from a panel of three names made by the State Higher
Education Council or an appropriate body at the state level as the case may be.

The tenure of the membership of the Fellows in the Collegiums’ of scholars
must be limited to six years and can be modelled on the lines of membership of
Rajya Sabha with one third of the members retiring at their tenure.

Constitution and Functions of the Higher Education Financial Services
Corporation
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There must be five additional members of the Board of Directors, one from
each of the region on rotation basis in order to represent the regional needs

and aspirations.

The allocation of funds to the higher educational institutions of a state must be
based on entitlement grants in consultation with state higher education councils
are appropriate bodies at the state as the case may be. A well thought out
objective parameters on transparency must be followed in this regard in
distribution of funds. The practice of planning commission of India with regard
to annual plan allocation could be considered in the regard.

The spirit of innovation, creativity and performance could be inculcated by the
Corporation among various states/higher education institutions by creating an
innovation and performance fund, which will be awarded to various state/higher
education institutions considering their innovative schemes and performance
in the field of higher education.

Conclusion

These suggestions are not necessarily made in the interest of State of Karnataka

only but with a wider interest of upholding the federal structure of Indian constitution
as well as higher education. The Government of Karnataka eagerly looks forward for a
favorable response with regard to the above mentioned suggestions.

I, CONSTITUTION OF THE KARNATAKA STATE HIGHER EDUCATION COUNCIL

The Karnataka State Higher Education Council Act — 2010 came into existence
vide Karnataka Gazette dated 26™ July 2010 as notified vide No. SAMVYASHAE 20
SHASHANA 2010 DATED 22.07.2010. This Act has been brought into effect from
09.08.2010 as notified by the Government of Karnataka vide its notification No. ED
179 URC 2010 dated 09.08.2010.

Consequently the Government of Karnataka issued a notification No. ED 171
URC 2010 dated 20.11.2010 constituting the Higher Education Council with 51
members which included Vice Chancellors of all the State Universities, a nominee of
the University Grants Commission, 10 academicians of repute from different disciplines
including two women and two belonging to SC and ST as members, the Principal
secretaries to Govt., Finance Dept, Higher Education Dept., Medical Education Dept.,
Primary and Secondary Education Dept., Agricultural Dept., Horticulture Dept., Animal
Husbandry and Veterinary Sciences Dept., Social Welfare, Secretaries to Govt., Law
and Justice, the Commissioners of Collegiate Education and Pre University Board as
Ex-officio members. The Executive Director of the Council is the Ex-officio Member
Secretary.

IV. MEETINGS OF THE COUNCIL AND DECISIONS :

Two meetings of the Higher Education Council were held under the Chairmanship
of Dr. V.S Acharya, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education, Planning and Statistics,
Information Technology & Biotechnology.

i) First Meeting of Higher Education Council

The first meeting of the Council was held on 1% Dec. 2010 and presided over by
Dr. V. S. Acharya, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education Planning and Statistics,
Information Technology & Biotechnology. The subjects discussed and the decisions
taken are as follows:

. Upgradation of Govt. Institute of Film and Television at Hesaraghatta:

The Principal Secretary to the Government, Department of Higher Education Sri
Madan Gopal, informed the Council that he visited the Govt. Institute of Film
and Television at Hesaraghatta and found that institute was having has excellent
facilities for programmes in film studies, while only a Diploma is being offered in
the Institute. He was of the opinion that the Council recommended to the
Government to upgrade the Institute to a degree college so that degree programs
related to film studies can be offered there. The Council accepted the suggestion
in principle but resolved to consider the subject in its next meeting.

. Status of Higher Education in Karnataka and Perspective Plan for Future
Development of Higher Education:

While presenting the subject it was felt that a plan document on higher education
in Karnataka will be useful for the development of Higher Education. Prof. S.C.
Sharma, Vice-Chairman of the Council explained importance of the Perspective
Plan in this regard. The Council approved the proposal to prepare a document
after getting inputs from all the colleges in the State.

. Uniform Regulations for Admission, Migration of Students in different Universities.

In view of diversity in the rules and regulations pertaining to Admissions, Migration
of students, scheme of examinations, declaration of class/ranks at the U.G and
P.G. level existing in the Universities and Colleges, the Council felt it necessary to
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bring in uniformity in the regulations of all the conventional Universities. The
Council accepted the proposal and resolved to constitute a Committee under
the Chairmanship of Prof. V.G. Talawar, Vice-Chancellor of Mysore University.

Orientation Programme for newly appointed Principals/Heads of the Institutions:

It was felt that the Principals while working as head of a college must be aware
of the rules, regulations and academic programmes of the University and also be
able to make admissions and conduct the examinations as per University norms
and procedures he should also take action to get the college accredited by NAAC
or NBA. Therefore, it was suggested that the Newly appointed Principals of the
colleges need to undergo orientation programme to enable them to properly
administer the colleges and interact with the University and Government. The
Council approved the proposal to hold the program to Principals.

Common Academic Calendar for the Universities having similar Academic
Programmes:

in the conventional Universities there is no uniform common academic calendar
as a result the students complete the program at different times in a calendar
year. This enabled the students to seek jobs soon after completing the program.
it also helped students move from one college another. The Council felt the
need for a common Academic Calendar containing the term days, examination,
evaluation, declaration of result etc., by giving the range of dates for all these
events in all the Universities of the State. The Council approved the proposal
and constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of Prof. S.A. Bari, Vice-
Chancellor, Kuvempu University.

Common Regulations for conducting Doctoral Programme in the Universities.

It was found that the doctoral programmes offered by different Universities differ
and some of them are not in accordance with the UGC guidelines. The scholars
who obtain their Ph.D. degree from a University whose regulations deviate from
U.G.C. norms find difficulty in getting jobs, particularlyin educational institutions.
It was also felt that the regulations should be reformed to enable the Universities
to produce high quality research work and Ph.D. degrees. The Council approved
the proposal and constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of Prof. S.
Shivashankara Murthy, Vice-Chancellor of Mangalore University.
