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Chapter-01
Introduction

The National Education Policy — 1986 and Special task force
established by the State Government in 2002, has recommended that the
State Level Higher Education Plan and organizational set up should be done
through the Higher Education Council.

It is considered as suitable to establish one State Higher Education
Council along with the following objectives from the point of view of
developing integration among the different organisations of this union by
using opportunity of gaining work efficiency between the Government and
Universities on one side and universities and apex level regulatory boards on
the other side to make it as a collective of Government, Universities,
educationists and experts.

e Government has to promote academic excellence and social justice by
obtaining academic input for policy formulation and perspective
planning.

e Ensuring autonomy, accountability and cordial relation of all
educational institutions, in the state; and

e Guiding the growth of harmonious higher education in accordance
with the socio-economic requirements of the state.

The Karnataka Government has established the Karnataka State
Higher Education Council on 15.7.2009 through its Order No.ED 19 URC
2007 (Part-I), dated: 15.07.2009. The organizational set up of the Karnataka
Higher Education Council had 10 eminent educationists Vice-Chancellors of
17 universities, Principal Secretaries of the Department of Higher Education,
Medical Education, Finance, Social Welfare, Law and Parliamentary Affairs
and the Education adviser to the Chief Minister as nominated members.
Shri. Arvinda Limbavali, Hon'ble Minister for Higher Education was the
Chairman of the Council. Prof. M.I. Savadathi, Retired Professor of
Mangalore University, B.R. Ananthan, Retired Professor of Management
Department of Mysore University were respectively appointed as first
Vice-Chairman and Member Secretary of the Council.

The Karnataka State Higher Education Act, 2010 was published in the
Karnataka Gazette on 26.7.2010 and its publication came into effect from
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9.8.2010. As per the above said law, Council was constituted by comprising
Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Executive Director. The council not only
contemplated about the educational matters related to the colleges and
universities and proposal of establishing a new university by including
several areas coming under the administrative limits of the Bangalore
University and other matters related to the Higher Education, but also
conducted national level symposium on the matters of higher education,
evolving and seminars and conferences on progress of Higher Education,
and other important field and forwarded proceedings of the conference to the
Government. When the Government sent back them asking opinion of the
council about the acceptance of statues/ rules and administrative matters of
education and universities, the council intimated its opinion and submitted
introductory reports regarding proposals of establishing private universities
and recommended a draft proposal regarding establishment of teachers
training academy to the Ministry of Human Resources Development.
Further, action has been taken to prepare proposals in suitable way to all
the beneficiaries of the State by arranging many meetings regarding RUSA
scheme of the Ministry of Human Resources Development.

Two annual reports from 15.07.2009 to 31.03.2011 and from
1.04.2011 to 31.3.2012 have been submitted. Third annual report of the
period from 1.04.2012 to 31.03.2013 was submitted to the Secretary
Legislative Assembly/Council with Govt letter no ED 319 URC 2014 dated
01/08/2014 Present report is the annual report for the period from

Council Meetings

During current year 2 meetings of the Higher Education council were
conducted. First meeting was held on 21.08.2013 and second meeting was
held on 20.12.2013 under the Chairmanship of Sri. R.V. Deshpande,
Hon'ble Minister for Higher Education and Chairman of the Council.

Proceedings pertaining to the important subjects discussed in the first
meeting of the Council held on 21.08.2013.

8th General Council meeting of the council was held on 21.08.2013,
under the chairmanship of Sri. R.V. Deshpande, Hon’ble Minister for Higher
Education and Chairman of the Council.

Subjects discussed and decisions taken are as follows:

Subject-1: Giving 1% reservation to gender minorities in the
Universities - reg.

A decision was taken unanimously to fix one seat as a supernumerary
seat for gender minorities in each course/Department in all the universities
of the State to enable them to continue higher education.

Subject-2: Interview marks for direct recruitment of teaching posts in
Universities under KSU Act, 2000 vide section 53(6) - Implications of
the Supreme Court verdict in Ashok Kumar Yadav Vs State of Haryana
(UPSC) case, 1987.

It was unanimously decided in the meeting to adapt the point that
marks of interview of the direct recruitment shall not exceed 12.25% as per
the uniform statutes already prepared by Dr. Thimmegowda,
Vice-Chancellor, Bangalore University, regarding direct recruitment of
teaching staff of Universities as per the Supreme Court Judgement given in
case of Shri. Ashok Kumar Yadav V/s Haryana State.

Subject-3: Common Academic Calendar for all Universities

A decision was unanimously taken in the meeting to take action, to
declare the date of result of supplementary exam of Pre-University Board,
before the last date fixed for admission for degree course hence forth as the
students who have passed in the Pre-University examination have to get
minimum attendance after getting admission to the degree classes.
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Subject-4: Reviving students’ interest in Basic Sciences, Arts and
humanities subjects for Undergraduate degree courses

It was unanimously decided in the meeting to constitute a 3 member
committee of educationists, as follows, in order to reconstitute the existing
course combination so as to make BA/BSc courses more attractive to the
students.

Subject - 5: Conduct of All India Conference of Higher Education
Minister of all states and Union territories on deliberating various
issues of Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA) in the last week
of September, 2013

It was unanimously decided in the meeting to organize a conference of
Higher Education Ministers of all the States and Union Territories in
Bangalore under the patronage of the Karnataka State Higher Education
Council on deliberating various issues of Rashtriya Uchchatar Shikshana
Abhiyan (RUSA) in Bangalore in the last week of September, 2013 and to
incur the estimated expenditure of Rs.25 lakhs from the Higher Education
Council.

After discussing in detail about the implementation of the report of the
Committee for Reform in Examination, constituted under the chairmanship
of Prof. Chidananda Gowda, the Hon'ble Chairman and Prof. B.R.

post-graduate degrees in the folklore subjects. (3) Recruitment of candidates
for the post of lecturers by K.P.S.C and considering M.Sc in Water
Management Harvesting as equal to that of post graduation degree in
Environmental Sciences for employment in the Government Departments.
Consent was given to the opinion given by Prof. B.R. Ananthan Committee.
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Besides; consent was also given to the opinion of Prof. B.R. Ananthan
Committee by accepting the opinion of the Vishweshwaraiah Technical
University, excluding the remark given there, as decided at point (b) of
subject (3).

Subject- 5: Opinion of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council
on Proposal sent by Government regarding implementation of Dress
code concept for University Students.

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Chapter-VII
Other Activities

1) Visit of Higher Education Delegation of Nepal Government

When the Higher Education delegation of Nepal Government visited
the Karnataka State Higher Education Council, activities conducted and
being conducted was explained to them in the council. After watching all the
activities conducted by the Karnataka State Higher Education Council, the
delegation expressed their appreciation about the activities.

2) (a) Grant received in the Financial year

Out of grant amount of Rs.295.00 lakhs earmarked in the
Government Order No. ED 19 HPU 2013, Bangalore, dated: 01.04.2013, for
the year 2013-14, for the Higher Education Council, under 2202-03-800-09-
02-059 (Plan), only Rs.73.75 lakhs has been released as First Quarterly
grant for the month of April, May and June, 2013, in Government Order No.
ED 232 URC 2013, Bangalore, dated: 26.06.2013.

Afterwards in the Government Order No. ED 232 URC 2013, dated:
22.03.2014, 2m and 3 quarterly grant of Rs.147.50 lakhs has been
released for the month of July, August, September, October, November of
2013.

(b) Grant released to other institutions by the Government through
Council

In the Government Order No. ED 336 URC 2012, dated: 7.11.2012,
the Government has released Rs.4 lakh through Council for Multi-media
Educational Compact Disc of Kumaravyasa Bharatha of the Kannada
Computer Council.

In the Government Order No. ED 16 HPU 2013 (Part), dated:
27.03.2013, the Government has released the Development Grant of Rs.42
lakh through Council to the Karnataka DNA Research Institute.

3) Proposals received for establishing private universities - reg.

The following 3 proposals were placed before the Council from the
Government in order to submit a report regarding establishment of private
university in the Karnataka State after constituting a Inspection Committee.
1) University of Advanced Technology and Management, Private University,
by Hydrocarbons Education and Research Society, New Delhi. 2) Sri.
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Jagadguru Murugharajendra University- Private University by Jagadguru
Murugharajendra Vidyapeetha, Chitradurga. 3) A.J. University- Private
University by Laxmi Memorial Educational Trust, Mangalore. A separate
Inspection Committee has been constituted regarding establishment of these
Universities under the Chairmanship of Professor K. Balaveera Reddy,
Retired Chancellor, Visheshwarayya Technological University,
prof. Mahadevappa, recipient of Padmashree Award, Retired Chancellor,
Agriculture University, Dharwad and Prof. Indumathi, Retired Chancellor,
Davanagere University. A report has already been submitted by the said
committee after examining the matter. The same has been forwarded to the
Government for further action.

4) Considering few Post Graduate degrees as Equivalent - reg

In letter No.KAShiEi/82/VaiNeNi/2013-14 NeVi 1 dated: 30.12.2013
the Commissioner, Collegiate Education Department, has requested the
Government to consider few post graduate degrees as Equivalent and in
Government letter No. ED 246 DCE 2011, dated: 2.01.2014 the Council has
requested to take decision by placing the said matter before the meeting of
the Higher Education Council and to inform the same. In this backdrop, a
Committee was constituted under the chairmanship of Professor M.
Muniyamma, Retired Chancellor, Gulbarga University, to examine the said
matter. As the matter is very urgent, the same has been submitted to the
Government by getting the approval of the Hon'ble Minister for Higher
Education and the Chairman of the Karnataka State Higher Education
Council, by reserving presentation of the report submitted by the cominittee
for approval, in the next meeting of the Council.

5) In the backdrop of the instruction given, by stating that the Higher
Education Council should work as Model Agency to release grant to
Universities and colleges under the Rasriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abiyana of
the Ministry of Human Resources Development, the “Institutional
Development Plan” have been received from the Universities and Colleges.
Action is being taken to send the same to the Ministry of Human Resources
Development after examining them.

6) The consultative meeting of the Higher Education Council of all
the states held at Delhi - reg:

In order to discuss about the Constitution and efficiency of the Higher
Education Councils of all the States of the Country, NUEPA of Delhi
(National University of Educational Planning and Administration) had
sponsored a consultative meeting on 25, 26 of March, 2014. On behalf of
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the Vice-Chairman of the States/Higher Education Council, the
Administrative Officer attended the meeting, and actively participated in the
above said two days consultative meeting. The Vice-Chairman/
representatives of Higher Education Council of about 13 states have
participated in this meeting.

On 25.03.2014, Prof. Govinda, Chancellor of NUEPA, has informed
about the basic purpose of this Advisory Committee to representatives of the
Higher Education Council of all the states.

Addressing the meeting, Sri. Ashok Thakur, Secretary, Central Human
Resource Department, in his speech has warned the Higher Education
Councils to be careful while giving permission to establish private
Universities and also advised to impose some restrictions.

Sri. Pavan Agarwal, Project Officer of U.G.C. has urged that in the
State Perspective Plan, to be submitted to the centre, under RUSA, only real
condition to the possible extent has to be reflected and not to give
Importance to imaginative points.

Sri. Sisodiya, Joint Secretary of Human Resources Department, has
said that, in the Country only 13 states have established the Higher
Education Councils. All the States of the country have to establish the
Higher Education Council in future. He has also requested that, the State
Higher Education Council of the States have to give guidance to the State
Governments in framing the Higher Education Policies of respective States.

The details regarding the purpose of constituting the Higher
Education Council, jurisdiction, achievement and other subjects have been
obtained from the representatives of the respective States. All the
representatives, who participated in the meeting have expressed
appreciation about constitution of the Karnataka State Higher Education
Council, its purpose, jurisdiction and achievements. All the representatives,
who were present have expressed their appreciation, especially about the
establishment of Teacher Training Academy, and also about provision made
in the State Higher Education Council Act, to give opportunity for more
number of members (about 52) while constituting the Council, and more
programmes chalked out by the Karnataka State Higher Education Council
in the span of only 4 years.

Chapter-VIII
