Aids received during the financial year 2014-15

For the year 2014-15 vide Government order No. ED 61 HPU 2014, dated
23.04.2014, under 2202-03-800-09-02 (plan), the total amount sanctioned for
Higher Education Council is Rs.250.00 lakhs, of which Rs.62.50 lakhs has
been released on 27.06.2014 for the first three months i.e, April, May and
June, vide Govt. order No. ED 264 URC 2014.

Again for July, August, September, October, and December 2014 the second
and third instalments of Rs.125.00 lakhs have been released vide order No.
ED 264 URC 2014 dated:13.10.2014

The last instalment of Rs.42.50 lakhs for the months of January, February
and March was released vide order No. ED URC 2014 on 10.03.2015.

Of the total amount of Rs.230 lakhs released for the Council, Rs.10 lakh has
been released for the expenditure of University Review Committee vide Govt.
order No. ED 642 URC 2013 (part) dated: 26.02.2015 and 03.03.2015

An amount of Rs.5,04,59,000.00 lakhs has been released to the Council vide
Govt. order No. Ed 154 information 2013 dated 09.01.2015 for expenditures
related to RUSA.

Vide Govt. order No. ED 519 URC 2014 dated 27.12.2014 out of the total
sanctiened amount to council for the year 2014-15, Rs.20 lakhs has been
given as donation to Indian History Congress Golden Jubilee celebrations
through the Council.

Regarding proposals to establish Private Universities:

Regarding establishment of Private Universities in Karnataka two proposals
have been forwarded by Government ordering formation of an inspection
committee and submitting reports regarding the same.

Vaghdevi Vilas Education and Charitable Trust has submitted a proposal to
establish Vaghdevi Vilas Science and Technology Private University. In
relation to this a Review Committee has been constituted under the
Chairmanship of Prof.S.K.Saidapur and the Committee has submitted the
report and the same has been forwarded for further action.

Lord Udupi Krishna Educational Trust, No.502, Ground Floor, 8% Main Road,
10tk Cross, Sadhashiv Nagar, Bangalore has submitted a proposal to establish
Jagath Private University and it is under scrutiny.
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in the meeting and explained the facilities the department is providing. They also
requested the Vice-Chancellors to make use of the facilities for the benefit of the
students.

In all about 48 Vice-Chancellors participated in the two days workshoﬁ and
presented the good practices followed in their Universities. The Chief Secretary
requested the Vice-Chancellors of all the Universities to adopt the good practices
brought out in the two day seminar.

On 30.06.2014 in the Council’s Executive Committee meeting, it was decided
that all Universities who conduct 3 seminars before 31.03.2015 will get 50% of
financial expenditure aid from Karnataka State Higher Education Council.

THE SEMINARS/WORKSHOPS CONDUCTED BY KSHEC

The details of seminars/ conferences and workshops conducted by KSHEC
during the year 2014-15 are as under:

Two-day seminar was com.:lucted on 11th and 12* March 2015 at the Jnana
Jyothi Auditorium, Central College Campus, Bangalore University on the topic
‘Best Practices of Learning and Exchange in Higher Education’. It was conducted
for the Vice-Chancellors of State Universities, Deemed Universities and Private
Universities. This was the first seminar of its kind in the country and for this effort
the council deserves appreciation. On the first day, the Executive Director of the
Council welcomed the guests. The inaugural function took place thereafter. The
Chief Secretary of the Government, State Higher Education Department was the
Chairperson Dr.S.S.Mantha, Retired Chairman , All India Technical Education
Council, New Delhi, Dr.P.Balaram, Retired Director, Indian Institute of Science,
Bangalore. Dr.Raghunath.K.Shevgaonkar, Director, Indian Institute of Technology ,
New Delhi and Prof. M.R.Narayana, Director, Institute for Social and Economic
changes were the resource persons and honoured guests. The Administrative officer
rendered the vote of thanks.

Thereafter

1) Dr.Raghunath K.Shevgaonkar, Director, IIT, New Delhi, spoke on
‘Administration, Teaching, Training, Perspective Plan of University’.

2) Dr.P.Balaram, Retired Director, Indian Institute of Science, Bangalore
spoke on ‘Innovation and Research’.

3) Dr.S.S.Mantha, Retired Chairman, AITCE, New Delhi, spoke on
E-Governance and Skill Development.

4) Prof.M.R.Narayan, Director ISEC, spoke on ‘Social and Economic change’.

All the lectures were supported with necessary presentations.

Thereafter, the Chief Secretary spoke on administration and other issues in
the Universities to the Vice-Chancellors.

On the first day of the seminar, some of the Vice-Chancellors explained,
through demonstration, a number of important practices they are following in their
Universities.

On the second day Hon’ble Higher Education and Tourism Minister for State
Sri.R.V.Deshpande participated in the proceedings and spoke about the role of
Vice-Chancellors in imparting quality education and its importance. Thereafter, the
Social Welfare Minister Sri.H.Anjaneya, Backward Class Department Chief
Secretary Smt.Shalini Rajaneesh and Senior Officers of the department participated
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Sub-7. Regarding payment of daily allowances and sitting allowance to members of
various committees appointed by Council and also for the Committee
meetings.

An unanimous decision was taken to revise the sitting allowance from
Rs.1000/- to Rs.2000/-

Sub-8. Regarding approval of the appointments of Sri.V.S.Muddalakkaiah and
Sri.V.Shankarappa employed on contract basis:

Contract appointment of Sri.V.S.Muddalakkaiah for the period of 6 months
from 08.11.2013 and again for a period of 6 months from 12.05.2014 and the
appointment of Sri.V.Shankrappa from 01.04.2014 for a period of 3 months have
been approved with an honorarium of Rs.16,000/- per month.

Sub-9. Regarding the approval for the continuation of the services of the Security
Guards working in Karnataka State Higher Education Council, the service
provided by M/s. Star Detective Man Power services.

The services of the security guards provided by M/s. Star Detective Man
Power Service through E-tender system has been approved at the same earlier
approved rates which is applicable with effect from 05.05.2013.

Sub-10. Reimbursement of expenditure incurred by experts who have been
appointed to examine the proposals requesting Grants-in-Aid for
Institutional Development by higher education departments under
Ministry of Human Resource Development under Rashtriya Uchchatar
Shikshana Abhiyan ((RUSA) Scheme.

The Reimbursement of expenditure to Resource Persons has been approved.

Sub-11. Regarding approval of the Financial Aid given by the Council to conduct

The procedure adopted by the Council regarding the release of financial aid
has been approved. Further it has also been decided that in case the Universities
conduct three seminars before 31.03.2015, those Universities would be eligible for
getting up to 50% of financial assistance from Karnataka State Higher Education
Council

Sub-12. Regarding approval of the Annual Accounts for the year 2013-14 of
Karnataka State Higher Education Council.

The Statement of annual accounts for the year 2013-14 has been scrutinized
and approved.
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Chapter-IV

The 10th meeting of the Executive Committee was held on 30.06.2014 under
the chairmanship of Dr.Rajaneesh Goel, the Vice-Chairman of Karnataka State
Higher Education Council. The issues discussed and the decisions taken are as
under:

Sub-1. Regarding the approval of the Annual accounts and audited reports of
Karnataka State Higher Education Council from 2009-10 to 2012-13

The accounts and the audited reports from 2009-10 to 2012-13 have been
approved. The reports have been printed and through the government, have been
sent to the Secretaries of both the houses for presentation in Vidhan Mandala

Sub-2. Regarding approval of the Annual report of the Karnataka State Higher
Education Council for the year 2013-14

The Annual report of Karnataka State Higher Education Council for the year
2013-14 has been approved and it has been resolved to present the same at the
General Body meeting of the Council.

Sub-3. Regarding the details of the expenditure incurred in connection with the
workshop on RUSA held on 25.11.2013.

The details of the expenditure incurred in connection with the workshop on
RUSA held on 25.11.2013 have been reviewed and approved

Sub-4. Regarding the expenditure incurred towards the advertisement of the
programmes of Higher Education Council towards the Printing of
Pamphlets.

The details of the expenditure incurred towards advertisement of the
programmes of Higher Education Council and the printing of Pamphlets have been
scrutinised and approved

Sub-5. Regarding the approval of the Travelling Allowance given to
Prof.C.R.Francis, Co-ordinator RUSA, Karnataka State Higher Education
Council.

The travelling allowances paid to Prof.C.R.Francis, co-ordinator RUSA,
Karnataka State Higher Education Council and the procedure of its disbursement
has been approved after reviewing the details.

Sub-6. Regarding the approval of the salaries of the staff working in Karnataka
State Higher Education Council on contract basis.

The payment of salary to the staff working in Karnataka State Higher
Education Council on contract basis has been approved for the period from
01.01.2014 to 31.12.2014 at the revised rates as furnished by M/s.Keonics.
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Sub-9. Regarding adopting YOGA’ in the syllabus of all the Universities and
affiliated colleges under them.

Resolution

After a prolonged discussion on teaching.YOGA’ and the consequent job
opportunities, it has been decided to form a committee under the chairmanship of
Vice-Chancellor, Karnataka State Sanskrit University. The Committee has been
requested to submit the report within 15 days. The Committee has already been
constituted under the chairmanship of Sanskrit University.

Sub-10. Regarding the courses being conducted by Bangalore University which are
not in the approved list of UGC.

Resolution

It was resolved that Bangalore university should request the UGC explaining
the positive points regarding M.Sc in Electronics Media course and make a request
for the recognition of the course. At the same time it has also been decided that
Universities should conduct only those courses which-are approved by UGC and
AICTE. Government has already sent letters to all Universities in this regard.

Sub-11. Appointment of Advisors to KSHEC for RUSA
Resolution

Decision was taken to appoint four professors who have specialisation in the
fields of

1. Quality Issues

2. International Best Practices in Higher Education.

3. Technical/Policy/Skill Development and

4. Innovation research

As advisors to Karnataka State Higher Education Council for RUSA

Sub-12. Regarding Sri.D.S.Raghavendra, who while working as a Special Officer in
Karnataka State Higher Education Council, has claimed a second
remuneration at Tumkur University, working there as an advisor and
claiming it as OOD

Resolution

It was resolved that after getting the required clarification from the appointing
authorities at both the places and after getting the opinion of legal experts, further
action can be taken in this regard.
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Sub-5. Implementation of Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) and adoption of
Credit Frame Work for Skill Development (CFSD) in all the Universities
and affiliated colleges.

Resolution

It was resolved that Universities should orgamsz workshop to adopt the
Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) before the end of February. The workshop to
be arranged for student Union representatives, Teachers, University
Representatives and experts in the field of education.

Sub-6. Establishment of Accreditation Agency in Karnataka State.
Resolution

As an extensive study is needed regarding the establishment of an
Accreditation agency at the State level, it was decided to form a Committee in
Karnataka State Higher Education Council consisting of 5 educational experts as
members.

Sub-7. Ranking of all Universities and Colleges in the State.
Resolution

Regarding the commencement of Ranking System in the State it was decided
to constitute an Expert Advisory Committee and request them to submit the report
by three months time. The Committee has also been constituted.

Sub-8. Presentation by Garima Babba, NSDC, New Delhi, regarding partnership
between department of Higher Education, Karnataka and National Skill
Development corporation (NSDC) for introducing skill based training to
enhance employability of the students.

Resolution

The Higher Education Minister in his address informed that the Prime
Minister is taking keen interest in skill development and the Skill Development
Ministry of the Central Government, through National Skill Development
corporation in imparting training in Skill Development. He also advised that this
opportunity should be made use of by all Universities and educational institutions
in the State.

Thereafter, Sri.Shahbaz Mohammad Khan, who \represented NSDC, gave the
details regarding the necessity of training, job opportunities and the names of the
State Educational institutions who have already received the training. He explained
the subject with facts and figures and gave convincing answers to all the questions
of the members.

The Government has been requested to take further action in the matter.
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Under the Chairmanship of the Chairman of the Council and Hon’ble Higher
Education Minister Sri.R.V.Deshpande, the 13t General Body of the Council was
held on 21.01.2015. the subjects discussed and decisions taken are as under:

After due deliberations on the subject regarding the report submitted by
Prof.K.Sudha Rao, it was decided that the respective Universities may discuss the
issue in their Academic council meeting and introduce papers considered suitable
for their University curriculum.

The Council requested the Government to take further action in the matter.

Sub-3. Regarding following of UGC Rules while awarding Ph.D/M.Phil degrees by
State Universities to candidates studying through Distance Education.

Resolution

It was resolved that the Minimum Standards and procedure for Award of
M.Phil/Ph.D degree Regulation 2009 should strictly be observed by all State
Universities as they are mandatory.

Sub-4. Affiliation, Academic, Governance and Examination Reforms Under RUSA.
Resolution

It was resolved that all Universities shall submit the report regarding the
progress made, consequent on getting grants under RUSA programme, to the
Council by the first week of every month. The universities which have not
submitted their applications for NAAC accreditation should submit the same
immediately. It was also decided that an orientation Programme should be
organised by the Council during the month of February.
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was designed, keeping in mind the situation of poor students who desire to
study traditional courses like M.A, M.Com etc. Because of many reasons the
scheme was not successful and it could not reach the people for whom it was
intended. All Vice-Chancellors have to work hard in this area. The Chief
Secretary may also write to all Vice-Chancellors in this regard. He also
informed that students who avail the facility of this loan need not keep any
security deposit in the bank, not pay interest immediately. The interest will be
paid by the government, even after he/she completes his degree for a period of
one year. This scheme would be very useful to bring the poor students to the
main stream of the society. He also desired that all Vice-Chancellors of the
Universities, Chief Secretaries of the Departments, Commissioners to pay more
attention to make this scheme a success.

. Thereafter, the Commissioner, Collegiate Education expressed his reservations
regarding permanent affiliation of Government First grade College as desired
by many Principals of Government Colleges. He said the department is not in a
position to accept their request due to pancity of required infrastructure in
library, laboratory, shortage of teaching staff etc. At the same time colleges will
not get the recognition of UGC under clause 12 (b) he therefore requested all
the Vice-Chancellors to kindly co-operate in this regard to grant permanent
affiliation on priority basis.

. Thereafter, the Chief Secretary, Higher Education Department informed that
both Houses of Legislature would be commencing from 09.12.2014 and many
Universities have not furnished replies to the remaining unanswered
questions. Those issues may come up for discussion anytime during the
session. He therefore requested all the Vice-Chancellors of the Universities to
furnish the responses together with the answers for the questions raised by
the backward and minority welfare committee.

- Hon’ble Minister spoke again and stressed that answers to all the subjects
which may be raised in the assembly should be sent to the Government by all
the Vice-Chancellors of all the Universities before 05.12.2014 positively.

. Prof.V.B.Cutinho, member of the University Review Committee expressed his
desire that all important and good decisions taken by the Higher Education
Council, should be brought to the notice of the respective Academic Council of
the Universities.
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Sub-18. Regarding the report of the Committee formed under the Chairmanship of
Prof.B.B.Kaliwal, Vice-Chancellor, Davanagere University on the
valuation system in the Universities.

Resolution

After due discussions, the Council approved the report submitted by the
committee formed under the chairmanship of Prof.B.B.Kaliwal, Vice-Chancellor,
Davanagere University regarding the valuation system in Universities.

Government has been requested to take further action in the matter.

He said “Many good
decisions have been taken in today’s meeting and this has been possible
only because of the co-operation and guidance of all. There is a great
responsibility on the Vice-Chancellors as they are leading the
Universities which are the prime centres of Higher Education. They
should be honest in discharging their responsibilities and there should
be more transparency in their work. It pains me to hear the reports in
the news papers. We should ensure that such situations should not
recur. If we discharge our duties more deligently, it brings good name to
the University in particular and in general to the field of education”. He
further informed that the Council, in the last 17 months has conducted
S meetings and has taken about 49 important decisions on academic
issues.

He also said that all Vice-Chancellors after they return to their head
quarters should ensure that important resolutions taken in the Council meetings
pertaining to their University jurisdiction may be published so that public in
general will be acquainted with the developments in the Council meetings

1. Continuing his speech, he said that implementation of job oriented courses
would help the poor and many would get jobs after they get the training.
