DRAFT RULES GOVERNING THE ELIGIBILITY AND PROCEDURE TO SUBMIT A
PROPOSAL FOR ESTABLISHING A PRIVATE UNIVERSITY IN THE STATE OF
KARNATAKA

PREAMBLE

It is the policy of the State Government and the Centre to give priority for Expansion
of Higher Education in the Country in the 12" Plan in order to enhance the enrolment ratio of
students in Higher Education from the existing 12% to atleast 16% in the State of Karnataka.

This Process includes considerable expenditure for providing infrastructure, quality
teachers and support for students. It is felt that Higher Education at the University level be
kept open to Private Sector also with certain terms and conditions to maintain access,
equity, quality and excellence in the system.

The University Grants Commission (UGC) (Establishment of and Maintenance of
standards in Private University) (Regulation 2003) has provided for establishment of Private
Universities with certain conditions. One of the conditions being that each Private University
shall be established by a separate Act and shall conform to the relevant provisions of the
UGC Act 1956 as amended from time to time. Therefore, it has become mandatory for the
State to establish each Private University under a separate Act.

As of now, some trusts and companies with wide range of experience in running the
corporate sectors including educational institutions have shown interest to start Private
Universities in our State.

in order to permit competent Sponsoring body to establish a University it has become
necessary to frame rules of eligibility and procedure to submit the proposal for a Private
University in the State of Karnataka so that only those who fulfil the eligibility criteria and are
competent will be permitted to establish the University.

Hence, it has become expedient to frame certain Rules Governing the Eligibility and
Procedure to submit a Proposal for Establishing a Private University in the state of
Karnataka

Only such institutions whose proposals meet the standards and are competent will be
recommended by the Higher Education Council to the Government which after due
consideration of the proposal will finally decide about placing the proposal in the Assembly.

The following shall be the rules governing the eligibility and procedure to send a
proposal for starting a Private University in the State of Karnataka.

Applicability:

These rules shall be applicable to any agency herein after called “Sponsoring Body”
which wishes to establish a Private University in the State of Karnataka.
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In these rules unless the context otherwise requires

‘Council"Higher Education Council (HEC)‘Karnataka State Higher Education
Council (KSHEC) means the Karnataka State Higher Education Council
constituted under the Karnataka State Higher Education Council Act 2010

‘Off-Campus Centre’ means a centre of the Private University established by it
outside the main campus (within or outside the State) operated and maintained
as its constituent unit, having the University (s) compliment of facilities, faculty
and staff.

‘Off-Shore campus’ means a campus of the Private university established by it
outside the country, operated and maintained as its constituent unit, having the
University (s) compliment of facilities, faculty and staff

‘Private University’ means a university duly established through a State Act by a
sponsoring body viz. a society registered under the Societies Registration Act
1860, or any other corresponding law for the time being in force in a State or a
Public Trust or a Company registered under Section 25 of the Companies Act
1956 .

‘Statutory Body’ means the All India Statutory bodies like UGC, AICTE, MCI,
DCI, NCTE, Bar Council of India etc.

‘Screening Committee’ means a committee constituted by the Karnataka State
Higher Education Council (KSHEC) to examine the proposal submitted by the
sponsoring body.

‘State’ means the State of Karnataka

‘University'/‘Private University’ means a University proposed to be established by
a sponsoring body.

The Sponsoring Body shall be:

Either a society registered under the Karnataka Societies Registration Act, 1860 OR
any other corresponding law for the time being in a State or a Public Trust OR a Company
registered under Section 25 of the Companies Act 1956

Eligibility:

(a) A Sponsoring Body established as above but comes under one of the two
categories mentioned below shall be eligible to submit the proposal for a University:

Category I: A sponsoring body which has been Managing Higher Education Institution/s or a
Leading Corporate body/ Industry in India provided it owns not less than 50 acres in an
Urban, Semi- Urban or Rural sector in the State of Karnataka where it proposes to establish
the University.

OR
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Category II: A sponsoring body which has already established institutions in an area of not
less than 25 acres and has been conducting programs in its colleges as per prevailing norms
and standards of the respective Statutory Bodies and affiliating University and which have
the potential to form a University.

(4) Submission of the Proposal:

The sponsoring body which fulfils the conditions under sections 283 above and is
desirous of establishing a University shall submit its project proposal to the Department of
Higher Education, Government of Karnataka in accordance with the UGC guidelines, along
with certified copies of the documents, and the undertakings and later pay the fee prescribed
by the Executive Committee of the Higher Education Council in the form of D.D. drawn in the
name of Executive Director Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Bangalore .

* The Fee paid by the sponsoring body shall not be returned under any circumstances
except when the sponsoring body suo moto decides to request the Government to with draw
the proposal in writing, before the proposal is forwarded to the Council and the Government
permits the withdrawal. The amount of refund in such cases shall be as decided by the
Government

(5) The Project Proposal

(ix) the scheme for mobilizing resources to meet the cost of capital expenditure and the
manner of repayment

(%) the scheme of generation of funds internally through collection of fee from students,
revenues anticipated from consultancy and other services rendered by the University

and other anticipated incomes
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the years of experience and expertise in the concerned discipline of education if any
by the sponsoring agency as well as in financial management

any other information the sponsoring body feels as relevant to the proposal

(a)The State Government on receiving the proposal shall make a preliminary scrutiny of it
and if required refer it back to the sponsoring body to clarify/ provide additional
information/furnish requisite documents undertakings etc., and thereafter forward the
proposal to the Council for further &ction as stated below:

(9) The Screening Committee:

(a) The Council after satisfying itself that the proposal and other required documents and
undertakings are in place, shall proceed with the Constitution of a Screening Committee
as follows:

(i) A nominee of the Chairman of Higher Education Councll who is an eminent
educationist who shall also be the Chairman of the Committee

(i) A member of the Higher Educatlon Council nominated by the Chairman

(iii) A nominee of the Executive Committee of the Higher Education Council who shall be a
person who is or who has been the Vice-Chancellor of a State sponsored University

(iv) A nominee of the UGC, who is or who has been the Vice-Chancellor or equivalent rank
of a Central University or Institution.

(v) The Executive Director or any other Member of the Higher Education Council shall be
its Member Convener

(vi) The Committee may be assisted by Expert Members nominated by the Executive
Committee based on the no. and types of disciplinés in which the sponsoring body
wishes to establish the University including an expert in the field of Finance and
Accounting

(10)  Inspection:

(a) The Gommittee shall inspect the site where the proposed University will be established or
If the institutions have already been established visit the place and check the documents
furnished along with the proposal, including the property owned by the sponsoring body,

assess the capability, suitability and desirability of permitting the proposed University with
particular reference to the following:

(i) The capability of the sponsoring body to manage the University including its finances as
Stated in the audited financial statément of accounts

(i) The extent of ownership of the land by the trust, particularly, the land earmarked for the
University and its suitability to establish the University or the extent of and in which the
institutions are already established

(i) The infrastructure and other facilities created or to be created to run the programmes
as prescribed by the UGC or concerned statutory bodies
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(iv) The arrangements made to appoint required faculty as per the qualifications prescribed
by the UGC  or concerned | statutory body or if it is an established Institution the
qualifications of the faculty already appointed or selected for appointment

v)  The arrangements made to appoint required staff or if it is an established institution the
qualification of staff, technical and other staff already appointed :

vi)  The facility and staff created/ to be created to undertake research and to provide other
services. _

vii}. The academic year from which the University may begin its programs if permission is
granted to establish the University.

viii) Any'other matter ‘or requirement: which in-the opinion of the Council is relevant to the
proposed University.

(b) .. It shall verify all the documents/ undertakings submitted along with the application
with reference to facts and figures |

(11) . Report of the Screening Committee:

(@) The Committee shall objectively assess the institution with reference to the above and
submit its report to the Council within the period fixed by the Chairman of the Council.

(12)  Consideration of the report by the Council

(a): The Council: shall. consider the report of the Screening Committee hereafter called
“Committee” and satisfy itself that the proposed University fulfils. all the requirements or
conditions: and: the 'sponsoring, body. .is financially. sound, before giving its advice with
sufficient justifications for establishing the University.

(b) The proposal along with the report of the Committee and advice of the Council shall be
forwarded to the State Government for further action as follows

(13) 1 Action by the State Government:

(a) If on the advice of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council, the, State
Government comes'to the conclusion'that the institution does not/qualify to be established
as a Private University, the sponsoring body shall be'informed accordingly stating 'the
reasons:therein.

(b) If the State Government is satisfied with the report of the Committee and the advice
of the Council about the desirability of establishing the proposed University, it may take a
final decision to introduce a bill in the Assembly. along with the report of the Committee, the
advice of the Council and its own opinion, along with the ruies governing the Establishment
and Management of the University for a final decision.

PRELIMINARY

CHAPTER-II
ESTABLISHMENT AND RECOGNITION OF PRIVATE UNIVERSITY

1) Establishment and Recognition of Private Universities: Each Private University
shall be established by a separate State Act and shall conform to the relevant provisions of
the UGC Act, 1956, as amended from time to time.
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2) A Private University shall be a unitary University having adequate facilities for
teaching, research examinations and extension services.

3) A Private University established under a State Act shall operate ordinarily within
the boundary of the State concerned. However,, after the development of main campus, in
exceptional circumstances, the university may be permitted to open off-campus centres, off-
shore campuses and study centres after five years of its coming into existence, subject to
the following conditions

(a) The off- campus centres(s) and / or the study centres(s) shall be set up with the
prior approval of the UGC and that of the State Government (s) where the centre (s) is/ are
proposed to be opened

(b) The overall performance of the off-campus centre (s) remains unsatisfactory; the
private university shall be instructed by the UGC to close down the said centre (s), which
shall'be binding on the University. In such a situation, the interests of the students already
enrolled therein shall be protected

(c) Any off-shore campus (es) in foreign countries shall be opened only after
obtaining due permission from the Government of India and also that of the Government of
the host country.

(d) In case of off-shore campus (es) the remittance of funds shall be governed by the
rules and regulations of the Reserve Bank of India.

4) A Private University shall fulfil the minimum criteria in terms of programmes,
faculty, infrastructural facilities, financial viability, etc., as laid down from time to time by the
UGC and other concerned statutory bodies such as the All India Council for Technical
Education (AICTE), the Bar Council of India (BCI), the Distance Education Council (DEC),
the Dental Council of India (DCI), the Indian Nursing Council (INC), the Medical Council of
India (MCI), the National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE), the pharmacy Council of
India (PCI), etc,.

5) The courses of studies prescribed for a first degree and/ or the post- graduate
degree/ diploma: -programmes should have been formally approved by the respective
academic bodies of the private university, such as Board of Studies, Academic Council and
Governing / Executlve Council.

6) The programmes of study leading to a degree and/ or a poSt-gradUate degree/
diploma offered by a private university shall conform to the relevant regulations/ norms of the
UGC or the concerned statutory body as amended from time to time.

7) 'A Private University shall provide all the relevant information relating to the first
degree and post- graduate degree/ diploma programme (s) including the curriculum
structure, contents, teaching and learning process, examination and evaluation system and
the ‘eligibility criteria for admission of students , to the UGC on a proforma prescribed by the
UGC prior to starting of these programmes.

8) The UGC on detailed examination of the information made available as well as
the representations and grievances received by it from the students as well as concerned
public relating to the deficiencies of the proposed programme (s) not conforming to various
UGC Regulations, shall inform the concerned university about any shortcomings in respect
of conformity to relevant regulations, for rectification. The University shall offer the
programme (s) only after necessary rectification.

9) The admission procedure and fixation of fees shall be in accordance with the
norms/ guidelines prescribed by the UGC and other concerned statutory bodies.

CHAPTER-ill
THE UNIVERSITY AND THE SPONSORING BODY

10) Eligibility for Establishing the University:-The Sponsoring Body which is eligible
to apply and submitted the proposal as per the rules made in this behalf and recommended
by the Council and approved by the Government shall be eligible to establish a University
as per the provisions of this Act.

11) Establishment of Permanent Statutory Fund: (a) If the State Government, after
considering the recommendations of the screening Committee and the Karnataka State
Higher Education Council, is satisfied that the sponsoring body has the capacity to run the
University with sufficient infrastructure based on the information furnished by it, it shall direct
the sponsoring agency to establish the Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund as specified
in section 55 of this Act.

(12) The University, its location etc.,-

(a) After the establishment of the Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund, the State
Government may, by notification, in the official Gazette, accord sanction for establishing of
the University in the State by the name .......... o L, [l University.

(b) The head quarters of the University shall be at such place, as may be decided by
thé SH6ASsring Body and approved by the Government. The University shall have additional
Campuses or Off-Campus Centres, subject to the provisions of the UGC (Establishment of
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and Maintenance of Private Universities) Regulations 2003 and any other amendments
issued by it from time to time.

(c) The Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor, members of the Board of Governors,
members of the Board of Management and the Academic Council for the time being holding
office as such in the University so established, shall constitute a body corporate and can sue
and be sued in the name of the University

(d) On Establishment of the University under sub-section 4 (b), the land and other
movable and immovable properties acquired, created, arranged or built by the University for
the purpose of the University wherever situated shall vest in the University

(e) In all suits and other legal proceedings by or against the University, the pleading
shall be signed and verified by and all processes in such suits and proceedings shall be
issued to and be served on the Registrar of the University

(f) The land, building and other properties of the University shall not be used for any
purpose other than to fulfil the objects of the University

(13) Grants and Financial Assistance: The University shall be self-financing and shall
neither make a demand nor shall be entitled to any maintenance, grant-in-aid ot any
other financial assistance from the State or any other body or corporation owned or
controlled by the State:

Provided that the State may, provide financial support to the University through
grants or otherwise:

(i) for research, and other activities for which other State Government or Central
Government organizations have provided financial assistance; or

(ii) for any specific research or programme based support

(iii) Provided further that the University may receive any financial support from any other
sources.

(14) Objects of the University:

(a) To introduce programs provide instruction, teaching, training, research, development
and community service.

(b) Develop Public Opinion on matters of National and International Importance through
Seminars, Conferences, Discussions and undertake Community Development,
Publications and Training Programs.

(c) Initiate and undertake collaborative research and consultancy with any organization

in India and overseas.
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Formulate, undertake and implement necessary or expedient action to pursue,
promote, achieve and enhance the objects of the University.

Pursue any other worthwhile objective or objects as may be approved by the
Government, that have the potential to improve the quality of life for all and to bring
about national development.

To carry out all such activities as may be necessary or feasible in furtherance of the
objects of the University.

To institute and confer Degrees Honorary Degrees, Diplomas or other Academic
Distinctions as per the Statutes.

To institute and award Fellowships, Scholarships and Prizes etc., in accordance with
the Statutes.

To make provisions for Co and Extra —curricular activities for students and
employees.

To supervise and maintain discipline among the students and all categories of
employees.

To Co-operate and Collaborate with other Universities, institutions in such a manner
and for such purposes as the University may determine from time to time.

To organize and conduct refresher courses, orientation courses, workshops,
seminars and Conferences.

To determine standards of admission to the University or its off- campus Constituent
College or Centres.

To organize Bachelor's Master’'s and Doctoral level degree Programs, by academic
study or by research or a combination thereof, within the provisions of the UGC,
AICTE, MCI or such other regulatory bodies.

To recognize Degrees Diplomas etc., of other recognized Universities or institutions
of higher learning as equivalent to Degrees, Diplomas etc, of the University for the
purpose of admission to programs of the University and to withdraw such recognition
at any time.

Joint programs: The University may conduct Joint Program (s) with other Universities
in India and or/ abroad with the prior approval of the Government of Karnataka and if
necessary, the UGC and Government of India. However the program (s) shall
conform to the Provisions of the Act, Statutes Ordinance and Regulations of the
University.

Powers and Responsibilities of the Sponsoring Body: Subject to the provisions of this
Act the Sponsoring Body shall have the following powers and responsibilities:

To appoint, reappoint or terminate the appointment of the Chancellor
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To Constitute the Board of Governors of the University

To nominate three persons as members to the Board of Governors

To determine and outsource the funds required for the University

To resolve the conflict if any arises in the Board of Governors

Powers and Responsibilities of the University: Subject to provisions of this Act the
University shall have the following powers and responsibilities

To confer Hon. Degrees, Diplomas or other Academic Distinctions as laid down in the
Statutes.

To confer Degrees, Diplomas, Certificates and other academic distinctions on the
basis of examination or any other method of evaluation.

To create Academic, Administrative support staff and other positions required for the
University as laid down in the Statutes.

To undertake any other activities connected with, or incidental to further the objects
of the University in consultation with the Governing Council.

To make rules to maintain discipline among the students and all categories of
employees and to make Statutes providing for service conditions and code of
conduct of all categories of employees.

Recognition of UGC: The University shall obtain recognition by the UGC within a
reasonable time. It shall fulfil the minimum criteria in terms of programs, faculty,
infrastructural facilities, financial viability, etc, as laid down from time to time by the
UGC and other concerned statutory bodies.

The University shall subject itself to Assessment and Accreditation of the respective
National or International Accrediting Agencies within a reasonable period.

The University shall publish all its programs, academic calendar, admission
procedure, fee structure and all its activities in its website and other media in order to
reach all its stake holders and also inform the State Government and the Karnataka
State Higher Education Council.

The University shall cooperate and collaborate with other Universities in such a
manner and for such purposes as the University may determine from time to time.

To raise collect subscribe and borrow money with the approval of the Governing
body whether on the security of the properties of the University or otherwise for the
purposes of the University.

The University shall provide all the relevant information relating to all its programmes
including the curriculum structure, contents teaching and learning process,
examination and evaluation system and the eligibility criteria for admission of
students, to the UGC prior to starting of those programmes.
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()] To design an emblem with motto for the University.

(m) To select a common seal of the University which shall be in the custody of the
Registrar

(17) The University shall be open to all Classes, Castes, Creed and Gender : The
University shall be open to all persons irrespective of class, creed and gender

Provided that not less than twenty five percent of the total seats in the academic
programmes of the University shall be reserved for admission of students domiciled for not
less than ten years in the State of Karnataka, subject to fulfilling the admission criteria

Provided further that if adequate number of candidates are not available, the seats so
reserved shall be filled by the candidates from the general pool.

(18)  Accreditation: The University shall seek Accreditation from respective National
Accreditation bodies within a reasonable period.

CHAPTER-V

OFFICERS OF THE UNIVERSITY
(19) Officers of the University:
a) The following shall be the officers of the University, namely:-
i. The Visitor;
ii. The Pro-visitor
ifi. The Chancellor
iv. The Vice -Chancellor
V. The Pro -Vice -Chancellor
vi. The Deans of the faculties
Vii. The Registrar
viii.  The Registrar Evaluation
iX. The Finance Officer and
X. Such other officers as may be declared by Statutes to be the officers of the University

(20) The Visitor:

(a) The Governor of Karnataka shall by virtue of his office be the Visitor of the
University.

(b) The Visitor when present shall preside over the convocation of the University and
confer Degrees and Diplomas.

(c) The Visitor shall have the following powers, namely:-
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i) to call for any paper, file or information relating to the affairs of the University and
on the basis of the information received by the Visitor, if he is satisfied that any order,
proceedings, or decision taken by the University is not in conformity with the Act, Statutes,
Ordinances, Regulations and Rules of the University, issue such directions as he may deem
fit in the interest of the University and the directions so issued shall be complied with by all
concerned.

(ii) shall exercise such other powers as may be conferred on him by or under this Act
(21)  The Pro-visitor:

(1) The Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education of the Government of Karnataka shall
be the Pro-Visitor of the University.

(2) The Pro-Visitor shall, when the visitor is not present, preside over the
Convocation of the University.

(22) The Chancellor:
(a) The Chancellor shall be appointed by the Sponsoring Body.

(b) He shall be an eminent educationist who has served as an educational administrator or
who has proven record of managing educational institutions, companies or industries of
repute and who has a keen interest in promoting excellence in education and research
and providing Community service

(c) The term of the Chancellor shall be four years and he shall be eligible for reappointment.

(d) The Chancellor shall be the head of the University and the Chairperson of the Board of
Governors of the University and preside over the meetings of the Board of Governors

(e) The Chancellor shall have such powers as may be conferred on him by this Act and
the Statutes made there under, which shall include the following powers, namely:-

i. to preside over the convocation of the University in the absence of the Visitor or
Pro-Visitor

ii. appoint or reappoint or terminate the Vice-Chancellor in accordance with the
Provisions of the Act and Statute.

ii. = nominate persons to the authorities as per the provisions of this Act or
Ordinances made there of

iv.  constitute the Board of Management, the Finance Committee, the Academic
Council and the Research council

v.  shall approve the appointment of Pro-Vice-Chancellor the Deans, The Registrar,
Registrar Evaluation and Finance Officer of the University

vi. shall be the Appellate Authority in respect of any dispute arising among the
members of the authorities or among officers.
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vii. ~ appoint the first, Pro-Vice-Chancellor, Deans, Registrar, Registrar evaluation
and Finance officer of the University.

viii. resolve conflicts excluding conflicts at a meeting of Board of Governors in the
manner provided for in the ordinance

ix. exercise all other powers and functions as per the provisions of this Act,
Statutes and Ordinances.

(23)  The Vice-Chancellor:

(a) There shall be a search committee of three eminent persons for preparing a panel
of names for appointment of the Vice-Chancellor. Of these, one member shall be the
nominee of the Chancellor who shall be the Chairman, two other members shall be the
nominees of the Board of Governors of which one shall be the Member Convener.

(b) The committee shall prepare a panel of names of three persons who have held
positions not below the rank of Professor or equivalent in the Central or State University or
Recognized Education or Research institution or has been heading a recognized Higher
Education institution for not less than five years. The Chancellor with the approval of the
Board of Governors shall appoint the Vice-Chancellor.

(c) The term of office of the Vice-Chancellor shall be not more than five years but
shall not hold the office beyond 70 years of age. However, he can continue in the office after
expiry of his term for one year or until the new Vice -Chancellor is appointed whichever is
early. Other terms and conditions of his appointment including salary shall be as determined
by the Governing Council.

(24) Powers and Functions of the Vice-Chancellor:

(a) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the principal Executive and Academic officer of the
university and shall have the general superintendence and control over the affairs of the
university and shall execute the decisions of various authorities of the university.

(b) The Vice-Chancellor shall preside over the Convocation of the University in the
absence of The Visitor, the Pro-Visitor or the Chancellor.

(c) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform such other
duties as may be laid down by the statutes or the rules.

(d) If in the opinion of the Vice-Chancellor it is necessary to take immediate action on
any matter for which powers are conferred on any other authority other than the Board of
Governors or officers other than the Visitor or chancellor, he may take such action as he
deems necessary and shall, at the earliest opportunity thereafter, report his action to such
officer or authority as would have in the ordinary course dealt with the matter:
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Provided that if in the opinion of the concerned authority such action should not have
been taken by the Vice - Chancellor, then such case shall be referred to the Chancellor,
whose decision thereon shall be final.

(e) If, in the opinion of the Vice -Chancellor, any decision of any authority of the
university or officer other than the Visitor, Pro-Visitor or Chancellor is outside the provisions
of the Act, Statutes, Ordinances, Regulations or Rules made there under or is likely to be
prejudicial to the interests of the university, he shall request the concerned authority to revise
its decision within fifteen days from the date of its decision and in case the authority refuses
to revise such decision wholly or partly or fails to take any decision within fifteen days, then
such matter shall be referred to the Chancellor whose decision thereon shall be final.

(f) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform such other
duties as may be specified by the statutes.

(25) Removal of the Vice-Chancellor: The Vice- Chancellor may be removed from
the office by the Chancellor and on the recommendations of the Board of Governors after
following the principles of natural justice such as issuing a show cause notice conducting
enquiry etc.

(26) The Pro-Vice-Chancellor: The Vice-Chancellor with the approval of the
Chancellor shall appoint not more than three Pro-Vice-Chancellors. Their terms and
conditions of appointment including salary may be as determined by the Board of Governors.
The Pro-Vice-Chancellors shall be not below the rank of a Professor of a recognized
University/ Institution. They shall exercise such powers and perform such other duties as
may be laid down by the Statutes

(27) The Deans of Faculties: The Deans of Faculties shall be appointed by the
Vice-chancellor with the written approval of the Chancellor in such manner and shall
exercise such powers and perform such duties as may be laid down by the Statutes

(28)  The Registrar:

(a) The Registrar shall be a whole time officer and shall be appointed by the Vice-
Chancellor with the written approval of the Chancellor in such manner and on such terms
and conditions as may be laid down by statutes

(b) All contracts as defined in the rules shall be entered into and signed by the
Registrar on behalf of the University

(c) The Registrar shall have the power to authenticate records on behalf of the
University and shall exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as may be
prescribed or may be required from time to time, by the Chancellor or the Vice-Chancellor

(d) The Registrar shall be responsible for the due custody of the records and the
common seal of the University and shall be bound to place before the Chancellor, the
Vice-Chancellor or any other authority all such information and documents as demanded.
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(29) The Registrar Evaluation:

(a) The Registrar Evaluation shall be a whole time officer appointed by the Vice-
Chancellor with the prior approval of the Chancellor

(b) he shall be in charge of the conduct of examinations and all other matters
incidental to and anciliary there with and perform such other duties as may be prescribed by
the Statutes or Ordinances or as may be allocated to him by the Vice-Chancellor

(30) The Finance Officer: The Finance Officer shall preferably be a person who
possesses a degree and experience in finance and Accounting. He shall be appointed by
the Vice-Chancellor with the prior approval of the Chancellor and shall exercise such powers
and perform such other duties as may be laid down by the Statutes.

(31)  Other Officers: The mode of appointment, the terms and conditions of service
including salary and powers and duties of other officers of the University shall be as
prescribed by the Statutes.

CHAPTER-V
AUTHORITIES OF THE UNIVERSITY

(32) Authorities of the University: The following shall be the authorities of the University
namely:-

(i) The Board of Governors

(ii) The Board of Management
(iii) The Academic Council

(iv) The Research Council

(v) The Finance Committee; and

(vi) Such other authorities as may be declared by the Statutes to be the authorities of
the University.

(33) (a) The Board of Governors:

a) The Board of Governors shall be the Principal Governing Body of the University and
shall consist of the following namely:-

(i) The Chancellor
(ii) The Vice Chancellor

(iv)  An officer of the rank of the Principal Secretary to the Government nominated by
the Government.

(v)  An eminent educationist nominated by the UGC.

(vi)  An eminent educationist nominated by the Visitor
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(vi)  Four eminent educationists nominated by the Sponsoring Body of which one
shall be a woman

(vii) A member of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council nominated by its
Chairman.
(vii) A nominee of the Chancellor who shall be the Member Secretary of the Board.

a) The chancellor shall be the Chairman of the Board of Governors.
b) The Vice-Chancellor shali be the Vice- Chairman of Board of Governors
c) The Registrar and Pro-Vice-Chancellors shall be invitees.

(b) The Term of office of the Members of Board of Governors

i) The term of office of the members of the Board of Governors other than the Ex-
Officio members shall be three years and they shall be eligible for re-nomination.

i) The meetings of the Board of Governors shall be presided over by the Chancellor or in
his absence the Vice —Chancellor

(c) Meetings of the Board of Governors:
i. The Board of Governors shall meet at least twice a year at such place and at
such time as may be prescribed by the Statutes.

ii. The quorum for the meeting of Board of Governors shall be six

ii. No resolution shall be passed or decision be taken by the Board of Governors at
their meeting, in respect of any Agenda Matter except pursuant to an affirmative
vote by the Chancellor in favour of the Agenda Matter.

iv. No Agenda Matter shall be either included in the Agenda or taken up for
discussion and decided upon, in the meeting of the Board of Governors or the
Board of Management or any other Committees without obtaining prior approval
of the Chancellor.

d. In the event of breach, the Chancellor shall be entitled to at all times to
immediately take remedial action by reversing all decisions taken by any functionary or
functionaries or body or bodies of the University in breach of the provisions of the Act and
consequent upon the pursuit of such a remedial action all such actions taken by the
functionary or functionaries or body or bodies of the University in breach of the provisions of
the Act shall be deemed to be, ab initio null and void and consequently the status quo ante
shall prevail in respect of the matter or decision in breach.

e. In the event of a conflict of opinion in the meeting or dispute among members of
the Board of Governors the sponsoring body shall take a decision and the decision of the
Sponsoring body in respect of such issue shall be final and binding on the University.
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(d)  The Powers of Board of Governors
(i)  To select a common seal of the University and provide for its custody and use
(i) To prescribe the Motto and Emblem for the University
(i) To appoint Statutory Auditors for the University.

(iv) To review the decisions of other authorities of the University and if they are not
in conformity with the provisions of this Act, or the Statutes or the Ordinances or
the Regulations it shall have the power to nullify them

(v) To approve the Budget and Annual Report of the University.

(vi) To consider the subjects referred to it by other authorities as per this Act or
Statutes.

(vii) To make new or additional Statutes or amend or repeat the earlier statutes and
rules

(viii) To take a decision on winding up of the University, voluntarily as per this Act.

(ix) To take such decisions and steps as are found desirable for effectively carrying
out the objects of the University.

(c) The Vice Chancellor shall be the Chairperson of the Board of Management and
the Registrar shall be the Member Secretary

(d) Quorum for the meetings shall be two third of the members of the Board of
Management

(e) The powers and functions of the Board of Management shall be as specified by
the statute.

(f) In the event of a conflict of opinion at a meeting of the Board of Management the
issue shall be referred to the Chancellor whose decision shall be final
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(35) The Academic Council:
(a) The Academic Council shall consist of the following namely:

(a) The University shall have the Faculties/ Schools in such subjects as may be
prescribed by Statutes

(b) Each Faculty/School shall consist of such number of Departments of Studies as
may be assigned to it by Ordinance

(c) Each Faculty/ School shall consist of the following members, namely

Matters, the Academic Council shall be consulted

b. The Board of Governors shall consider the Statutes submitted by the Board of
Management and shall give its approval or, if any, or reject it.

(d) All Ordinances made by the Board of Management shall have effect from such
date as it may direct. But every Ordinance shall be submitted to the Chancellor within two
weeks of making thereof for his approval. The Chancellor, may, within four weeks of the
receipt of the Ordinance, by order, direct that the operation of any Ordinance be suspended
and shall as soon as possible inform the Board of Management of his objection to it. He may
after receiving the comments of the Board of Management either withdraw the order of
suspension or disallow the Ordinance and his decision shall be final

(48) Regulations:
a. The Academic Council may make Regulations consistent with this Aci, the

Statutes and Ordinances providing particularly for the following matters, namely:

b. The programmes of study leading to a degree and/ or a post-graduate degree/
diploma offered by a private university shall conform to the relevant regulation/
norms of the UGC or the concerned statutory body as amended from time to time

(49)  Procedure for making and enactment of Regulations:- The Regulations may
be made by the Academic Council in consultation with the Facuities/ Schools. The Board of
Management may approve the Regulations and submitted to the Chancellor for approval.

The Chancelior may approve or return the regulation to the Academic Council with
suggestions or reject it

(50) Procedure for making amending and enactment of Regulations : The
Academic Council may with the approval of Board of Management make Regulations or
amend it or repeal it.

(51) Rules:

(@) The Board of Management may make Rules consistent with this Act, the

Statutes, the Ordinances and the Regulations.

(b) The Rules may provide for:-

(i) Giving of notice of meeting to the members of each authority or Board, the
dates of meeting and of the business to be transacted at the meetings and
also for keeping a record of the proceedings of meetings.

(i) The procedure to be followed at meetings and the number of members
required to form the quorum for meetings;

(iii) All matters solely concerning such authority or Board and not provided for
by this Act, the Statutes, the Ordinances or the Regulations.

(iv) Every rule made under this section shall come into force on the date it is
approved by the Board of Management.

(52) All the Statutes, Ordinances, Regulations and Rules approved by the competent
authorities shall be notified by University and announced in the University Website

CHAPTER-VII
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
(63) Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund:

(@) The University shall establish a Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund. The initial
amount may be decided by the Government on the advice of the Council which may suo
moto be increased based on the needs
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(b) The University shall have power to invest the permanent Statutory Endowment
Fund in such manner as may be prescribed by Statutes.

(c) The University may transfer any amount either from the General Fund or from the
Development Fund to the Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund. Except during the
dissolution of the University, in no other circumstances can money be transferred from
Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund for other purposes

(d) up to Seventy Five percent of the income generated from Permanent Statutory
Endowment Fund may be used for the purpose of development or general work of the
university. The remaining income generated shall be reinvested in the Permanent Statutory
Endowment Fund

(54) General Fund:-

(a) The University shall establish a General Fund to which the following sources of
collection of money shall be credited

(i) the fees collected by the University;
(I) the sums received from other sources;
(lll) contributions made by the sponsoring body;

(iv) contributions / donations made in this behalf by any other person or body
within the provisions of law and Statutes made in this behalf.

(b) The General Fund shall be used to meet all the recurring and other expenditure of
the University as per the Statute.

(565) Development Fund:-

(a) The University shall also establish a Development Fund to which the following
income shall be credited

(i) development fees if charged on the students if any

(ii) sums received from other sources for the purposes of the development of the
University;

(iii) contributions made by the Sponsoring body
(iv)  any donation received for the development of the University

(v) contributions / donations made in this behalf by any other person or body
which are not prohibited by any law for the time being in force

(vi) up to 75% of the income generated from the Permanent Statutory
Endowment Fund.

(b) The funds credited to the Development Fund from time to time shall be utilized for
the development of the University.
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(56) (a) University Endowment Fund: The University shall establish a University
Endowment Fund and such other funds as may be determined by the Statutes, which may
include donations and other funds received from time to time.

(b) The University shall have power to invest such funds in a manner as may be
specified in the Statutes.

(c) The University Endowment Fund is a self-imposed fund that the University desires
to maintain voluntarily and invest it responsibly to protect itself from financial challenges that
may arise on account of pursuing social objectives and/ or unforeseen circumstance.

(d) The University may also transfer any amount from the General Fund or the
Development Fund to the University Endowment Fund.

(57) Maintenance of Funds: The Funds established as above shall subject to
general supervision and control of the Board Governors, be regulated and maintained in
such manner as may be prescribed by Statutes.

(68) Conditions of Service of Employees:

(a) Every employee shall be appointed under a written contract, which shall be kept
in the University and a copy of which shall be furnished to the employee concerned.

(b) Disciplinary action against the employees shall be governed by the procedure
specified in the Statutes

(c) Any dispute arising out of the contract between the University and an employee
shall, be resolved in the manner provided for in the written contract and in accordance with
the statutes.

(59) Filling of Casual Vacancies:- Any casual vacancy among the members, other
than the ex-officio members of any Authority or Body of the University shall be filled in the
same manner in which the member whose vacancy is to be filled up, was chosen, and the
person filling the vacancy shall be a member of such authority or body for the residual term
for which the person in whose place he/ she would have been a member.

(60) Protection of action taken in good faith :- No suit or other legal proceedings
shall lie against any officer or other employee of the University for anything, which is done in
good faith or intended to be done in pursuance of the provisions of this Act, the Statutes or
the Rules.

(61) Mode of Proof of University record:- A copy of any receipt, application, notice,
order, proceeding or resolution of any authority or committee of the University or other
documents in possession of the University or any entry in any register duly certified and
maintained by the Registrar, shall be received as prima facie evidence of such receipt,
application, notice, order, proceeding, resolution or document or the existence of entry in the
register and shall be admitted as evidence of the matters and transaction therein recorded
where the original thereof would, if produced, have been admissible in evidence.
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(62)  Annual Report: (a) The Annual Report of the University shall be prepared
under the direction of the Board of Management and shall be submitted to the Board of
Governors for its approval.

(b) The Board of Governors shall consider the annual report in its meeting and may
approve the same with or without modification.

(c) A copy of the Annual Report duly approved by the Board of Governors shall be
sent to the Visitor and the State Government before 31* December following close of the
financial year in 31% March of each year.

(63) Audit and Account:

(a) The annual accounts and balance sheet of the university shall be prepared under
the direction of the Board of Management and all funds accruing to or received by the
University from all sources and all amounts disbursed or paid shall be entered in the account
maintained by the University.

(b) The annual accounts of the University shall be audited every year by an auditor,
who is a member of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A copy of the annual
accounts and balance sheet together with the audit report shall be submitted to the Board of
Governors before 30" November following close of the financial year in 31% March of each
year.

(c) The annual accounts, the balance sheet, and the audit report shall be considered
by the Board of Governors at its meeting and the Board of Governors shall forward the same
to the State Government along with its observations thereon before the 31°%' December each
year.

(d) In the event of any material alteration in the report of the Auditors, the State
Government may issue directions to the University, and such directions shall be binding on
the University.

(64) Removal of difficulties:-

(a) If any difficulty arises as to the first constitution or reconstitution of any authority
of the University or giving effect to the provisions of this Act, the State Government may by
notification, make such provision not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act as may
appear to it to be necessary or expedient for removing the difficulty;

Provided that no such notification shall be issued after the expiry of one year from the
date of commencement of this Act.

(b) Every order made above (1) shall, as soon as after it is made, be laid before the
State Legislature
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(67) Transitional Provisions: Not withstanding anything contained in any other provisions of
this Act and the Statutes:

(i) The first Vice-Chancellor and Pro-Vice-Chancellor if any shall be appointed by
the Chancellor

(i) The first Registrar and the first Finance Officer shall be appointed by the
Chancellor

(i) The first Board of Management, the first Finance Committee the first Distance
Education Committee, the first Research Council and the first Academic Council
shall be constituted by the Chancellor.

(65) Power to make rules by the State Government:

(a) The State Government may make rules, by notification, to carry out the purposed
of this Act.

(b) Every rule made under this Act shall be laid as soon as may be after it is made
before each house of the State Legislature while it is in session for a total period of thirty
days which may be comprised in one session or in two or more successive sessions, and if,
before the expiry of the session immediately following the session .or the successive
sessions aforesaid , both houses agree in making any modification in the rule or both houses
agree that the rule should not be made, the rule shall thereafter have effect only in such
modified form or be of no effect, as the case may be , so however, that any such
modification or annulment shall be without prejudice to the validity of anything previously
done under that rule.

(66) Power to dissolve the University:-

(a) if the University proposes dissolution in accordance with the law governing its
constitution or incorporation, it shall give at least six months notice in writing to the
Government.

(2) On identification of mismanagement, mal- administration and indiscipline, the
Government shall issue directions to the management of the University to set right the
administration. If the direction is not followed within such time as may be prescribed, the
right to take a decision for winding up the University shall vest with the Government.

(3) The manner of winding up of the University shall be such as may be prescribed
by the Government in this behalf: Provided that no such action shall be initiated without
affording a reasonable opportunity to show cause to the University.

(4) On receipt of the notice referred to in sub-section (1), the Government shall in
consultation with the relevant Regulatory Authority make such arrangements for
administration of the University from the proposed date of dissolution of the University and
until the last batch of students in regular courses of studies of the University complete their
courses of studies in such manner as may be specified in the Statutes.

Statement of Objects and Reasons

In order to fulfil the object of increasing the enrolment in Higher Education in the
State with quality, equity, access and excellence in mind it has become necessary for the
State to open Higher Education to private sectors to enable them to establish Private
Universities on certain terms and conditions. The University Grants Commission (UGC)
(Establishment of and Maintenance of standards in Private University) (Regulation 2003)
also provided for establishment of Private Universities with certain conditions. One of the
conditions being that each Private University shall be established by a separate Act and
shall conform to the relevant provisions of the UGC Act 1956 as amended from time to time.
Therefore, it has become mandatory for the State to establish each Private University under
a separate Act.

The Government of Karnataka has already prescribed the Rules and Procedure for a
sponsoring body which fulfils the condition prescribed in the rules to establish a Private
University. Accordingly the proposal submitted by ......................... (Sponsoring body) has
been processed by the Higher Education Council as per the Rules and Procedures and
recommended to the State Government for according permission to start a University. The
State Government which has examined the proposal in detail is also satisfied with the
objects and programs to be offered by the sponsoring body.

In view of the fact that the Higher Education Council and the State Government are
of the opinion that the sponsoring body is capable of establishing the University and manage
it efficiently within the provision of rules and regulations made there of it has become
necessary to enact a legislation for establishmentofthe ................c.....oeee University.

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CHAPTER-!
INTRODUCTION

The National Education Policy-1986 and the Task Force on the Higher Education set up by
the State Govt., in 2002 recommended that State level planning and co-ordination of Higher
Education shall be done through the Council for Higher Education.

It is expedient to establish a State Higher Education Council as a collective of the
Government, Universities, Academics and experts with a view to forge a synergic
relationship among them by occupying an operational space between the Government and
the Universities on one hand and between the Universities and apex level regulatory bodies
on the other with the objects of:

» Promoting academic excellence and social justice by the Government in policy for
formulation and perspective planning;

 Ensuring the autonomy, accountability and co-ordination among all institutions of
Higher Education in the State; and

« Guiding the harmonious growth of Higher Education in accordance with the Socio-
economic requirement of the State.

The Government of Karnataka established the Karnataka State Higher Education
Council on 15.07.2009 through an order No. ED 19 URC 2007 (Part-1) dated: 15th July 2009.
The composition of Karnataka State Higher Education Council had 16 eminent Educationists
as nominated members, besides 17 Vice Chancellors of the State Universities, Principal
Secretaries of Higher Education, Medical Education, Finance, Social Welfare, Law and
Parliamentary Affairs, Adviser to Chief Minister on Education as members. Sri Aravind
Limbavali, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education was the Chairman of the Council. Prof. M.
Savadatti former Vice Chancellor of Mangalore University was appointed as first Vice-
Chairman and Prof. B.R Ananthan former Professor of Management, University of Mysore
was appointed as Member Secretary.

The Karnataka State Higher Education Act — 2010’ was published on 26.07.2010,
Karnataka Gazette and notified to come into effect from 09.08.2010.

As per the act through council was constituted with a chairman, vice-chairman and
executive director. After formation of the Council, the Council has deliberated on various
lissues relating to Higher Education such as Academic matters pertaining to Universities and
Colleges; proposal for creating a new State University by including some areas under the
jurisdiction of Bangalore University; conducted national and State level seminars on Higher
Education, curriculum development, Seminars/Conferences on thrust areas of Higher
Education and published proceedings of conferences. The council has given its opinion on
acceptance of statutes, regulations etc of the universities referred to it by the Government,
submitted preliminary reports on proposals for establishing private universities,
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recommended a draft proposal for establishing a faculty training academy and submitted
statistics on higher education to HRD Ministry. The Council has also brought out a News
Letter to communicate its activities to concerned institutions and has redesigned and hosted
a new userfriendly beta version of the website kshec.ac.in which is periodically updated.

Two Annual Reports have been submitted to the government i.e. for the period from
15-07-2009 to 31.03.2011 and 01.04.2011 to 31.03.2012.. This is the thlrd Annual Report
covering the period 1% April 2012 to 31% March 2013.

Subject-1 Draft Rules Governing the Eligibility and Procedure to Submit a Proposal for
Establishing a Private University in the State of Karnataka.

The Council considered and approved the recommendations of the Executive
Committee regarding draft Rules governing the Eligibility and Procedure to submit the
Proposal for Establishing Private Universities in the State of Karnataka. While approving the
same, the Council opined that the opinion of the Law Department may be obtained before
implementation. Accordingly the draft Rules (Annexure-1) were submitted to the Government
for further action.

Subject-2 Draft Private University Bill 2012.

While considering the recommendations of the  Executive Committee regarding the
Draft Private University Bill 2012, the Council approved the proposal to be implemented as
Policy Guidelines. However, it was felt that before implementing this, the opinion of the Law
Department may be obtained. Accordingly the draft proposal (Annexure-Il) was submitted to
the Government for further action.

Subject-3 Establishment of Lalithakala University. (University of Fine Arts)

The Council discussed a proposal received from the State Government for
establishment of “Lalithakala University”(University of Fine Arts). The Council opined that
since the University of Music and Performing Arts and-the University of Folklore are already
in existence, the Government may think over the matter and take further action.
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Subject-4 Draft Regulations Governing Prescription of Charges for the Services offered by
KSHEC.

The Council approved the draft Regulations governing prescription of Charges for the
Services offered by the KSHEC. The Regulation authorizes the Executive Committee to fix
fees for the services rendered such as, inspection of Colleges/Universities/ institutions of
Higher Education, Establishment of new Universities/Colleges/ Subjects/Departments and to
carry out such other assignments entrusted by the Govt ofKarnataka and other authorities
from time to time.

Subject-5 Common regulations governing admissions, migration etc., to Under Graduate and
Post Graduate Courses

The Council considered the common regulations governing admissions to Under
Graduate and Post Graduate Courses prepared and submitted by the Committee under the
Chairmanship of Prof. V.G. Talawar. The suggestion of members that fifty percent marks for
admission to B.Ed. Course and forty five percent marks for admission to B.P.Ed. Course is
accepted. It was decided to send the draft regulations along with the above suggestion for
consideration of the Academic Council or the concerned authorities of all the Universities in
the State. The opinions received from the Universities may be consolidated and brought
before the next meeting of the Council.

Subject-6 Approval of Budget Estimates for the year 2012-13 and Revised Budget
) Estimates for the year 2011-12

The Council approved the Budget Estimates for the year 2012-13 and revised Budget
Estimate for the year 2011-12. The Budget Estimate makes provision for payment of Pay &
Allowances, Travelling Allowance, Sitting Fees, Sumptuary, and provision for conduct of
Seminar/Symposia/Conferences/Workshop, Induction Programmes for the faculty
members/Orientation Programme for the Principals of colleges, Project Works, inviting
Natinal and International eminent scholars for interaction with faculty of different Universities.
Provision is also made for intercom, wi-fi internet, LAN, software developing, web designing
and maintenance. The Government sanctioned the annual grants of Rs. 150.00 lakhs.

Subject-7 A Proposal to Establish Karnataka State Academy of Higher Education.

The proposal to establish the State Academy of Higher Education was approved in
principle by the Council. (Annuexure-lII).

Subject-8 Implementation of Yuva Neeti programme

Sri I.R. Perumal, the Principal Secretary to Government, Youth Services and Sports
Dept., and Sri Baladevkrishna, Director, Youth Services and Sports Dept., have briefed the
Council regarding “Karnataka Yuva Neeti" and requested the Vice-Chancellors to co-operate
in implementing the programme. All the Vice-Chancellors positively responded and agreed
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to send the response relating to implementation of Yuva Neeti programme after consulting
the students through the N.S.S. Cell of respective Universities.

2. Proceedings of Important Subjects Discussed in the Second Council Meeting
held on 28-12-2012.

The Second Meeting of the Higher Education Council during the year was held on
28-12-2012 under the Chairmanship of Sri C.T. Ravi, Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education
and also Chairman of the Council. The subjects discussed and decisions taken are as under:

Subject-1 Common regulations governing admissions, migration etc., to Under-Graduate
and Post Graduate Courses

As per the decision of the earlier Council Meeting, the draft common regulations
governing admissions to Under Graduate and Post Graduate Courses prepared and
submitted by Prof. V.G. Talawar and the suggestion of the members thereon were circulated
to all the conventional Universities of the State. The opinions received from the Universities
may be consolidated and may be brought before the next meeting of the Council. The
responses received from Mangalore, Karnataka and Tumkur Universities were also
placed before the Council. After discussion, the Council resolved that, the report of
Prof. V.G. Talawar Committee and the responses received from the three universities, viz.,
Mangalore, Karnataka and Tumkur Universities be sent to all the Conventional Universities
in the State and the concerned Universities shall frame the regulations accordingly and
submit the same to the Government for further action.

Subject-2 Approval of Annual Report of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council for
the year 2010-11 and 2011-12

The Annual Report of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council for the year
2010-11 and 2011-12 were considered and approved by the Council.

Subject-3 Approval of Annual Accounts of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council for
the year 2010-11 and 2011-12

The Annual Accounts of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council for the year
2010-11 and 2011-12 were considered and approved by the Council.

Subject-4 Teaéhing Economics subject at B.Com., BBM, BHM, MBA courses by the
Teachers possessing Post-Graduate, M.Phil, Ph.D. Degrees in Economics.

As per the instructions of the Principal Seé}etary, Higher E'ducatioh'Dépt., the matter
relating to the teaching ‘of E¢onomics subject at the B.Com., BBM, BHM, MBA course by the
Teachers "possessing Post:graduate, M.Phil, PhiD. Degrees in Economics was placed
beforé the Commiittee headed by Prof. Bisalaiah for reconsideration. The Committee's
reconsidered  réport Was' placed before the ‘Couricil. After detailed discussion, the Council
opined that “the concerned Universities have the power to institute a course and also the
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prescription of qualification to teach such course/subject. Hence the concerned Universities
have to take a decision on such matters. In the event of any subject being intnerdisciplinary
in nature, it would be better, if the Board of Studies of such subject includes the subject
experts of the concerned subject."The Higher Education Department has been requested to
inform the concerned universities accordingly.

Subject-5 Nomination of two Vice-Chancellors, for a period of 12 months and four
academicians of repute who are members of the KSHEC for the period of 20
months, to the Executive Committee of KSHEC.

The Council ratified the action taken by the Chairman in nominating following two
Vice-Chancellors and four Academicians of repute to the Executive Committee of KSHEC.

Subject-6 Appointment of Administrative Officer to the KSHEC.

The Council approved and ratified the recommendations of the Executive Council to
upgrade the existing Superintendent Post to that of Assistant Registrar w:e.f. 26.03.2012
and to designate Sri Ashok Kulkarni as Assistant Registrar (Administration) till the end of his
deputation period pendng approval of the Government. It was decided to send the :proposal
to the Government accordingly. Further the Council also approved the proposal of the
Executive Committee regarding entrusting the Academic Administration to the Administrative
Officer and General Administration to the Assistant Registrar.

Subject-7 Providing Job opportunities in the different departments of Government of
Karnataka, to the students possessing Undergraduate and Post-Graduate
Degrees in Folklore.

The proposal of the Vice-Chancellor, Karnataka Folklore University regarding
providing job opportunities to the students possessing Undergraduate and Postgraduate
degrees in folklore was discussed in the Council.. The Council resolved to authorize the
Chairman to constitute-a Committee to-examine the issue and submit the report.

'Subject:8 Establishing equivalencé of different degree courses.
The Principal Secretary to Govt. Higher Education Department has requested to
discuss the matter relating to establishing equivalence of different degrees awarded by

Universites. The Council after discussion decided to authorize the Chairman to constitute a
Committee for the purpose.
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Subject-9 Approval of Karnataka State Higher Education Council General Recruitment
Rules — 2012.

In view of the necessity of framing the General Recruitment Rules for the Karnataka
State Higher Education Council, the draft “Karnataka State Higher Education Council
General Recruitment Rules — 2012 as recommended by the Executive Committee were
approved by the Council.

Subject-10 Opinion of the Executive Committee regarding converting the Karnataka State
Women’s University from the existing affiliating to Non-affiliating Unitary
University

In an earlier meeting of the Executive Committee, it was opined that the present
affiliating Karnataka State Women's University be converted as non affiliating unitary
University. The matter was placed before the Council. Since the Vice-Chancellor of the
Karnataka State Women's University was not present in the meeting, the matter was
deferred to the next meeting.

Subject-11 Introduction of Library and Information Science subject at the degree level the
State at the Under graduate level.

The Principal Secretary to Government, Higher Education Dept., has sent the
proceedings of the meeting held in connection with the demands of Librarians. The
demands interalia relate to the introduction of Library and Information Science subject at
undergraduate level in the Degree Colleges of the State. The Council after discussion
opined that necessary action regarding introduction of Library and Information Science
subject at the undergraduate level has to be taken by the respective Universities of the
State.

Subject-12 Approval of the Regulations of Karnataka State Dr.Gangu Bai Hangal University
of Music and Fine Arts for introduction of Gurukula System of Education.

The Principal Secretary to Government, Higher Education Dept., has sent the draft
Regulations of Karnataka State Dr. Gangu Bai Hangal University of Music and Fine Arts for
introduction of Gurukula System of Education in the University. The Government has sought
the opinion of the Council regarding the said Regulations. After verification of the draft
Regulations, it was observed that, the educational qualifications prescribed for admission to
Diploma and Degree courses of the Karnataka State Dr. Gangu Bai Hangal University of
Music and Fine Arts are different from the generally prescribed educational qualifications.
The Council resolved that the Karnataka State Dr. Gangu Bai Hangal University of Music
and Fine Arts shall re-examine the regulations in the light of the provisions of the Act and
submit the revised regulations to the government for further action.
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General Discussion

The Chairman informed the House regarding the major decisions and yard sticks for
establishment of Private Universities in the State. More particularly regarding the
requirement of land, admission of the students belonging to Karnataka State and the fees to
be paid by such students, the penal provision for violation of the provisions of the Act
including levying of penarly and derecognition etc.

Further, the Chairman also informed the House'regarding convening -a meeting of
Vice-Chancellors and Finance Officers of the Universities to discuss about the financial
position of Universities. He also assured that the outcome of the meeting will be brought to
the notice of Hon'ble Chief Minister.
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CHAPTER - IV
MEETINGS OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Six Meetings of the Executive Committee were held on 03-04-2012, 10-05- 2012,
13-06-2012, 29-08-2012, 28-12-2012 and 25-02-2013.The first three meetings were chaired
by Dr. 8.C. Sharma, Vice-Chairman, KSHEC and subsequent three meetings were chaired
by Sri C.T. Ravi, Hon'ble Minister for Higher Education and Chairman, KSHEC.

1. The Proceedings of the important subjects discussed in the meeting of the First
Executive Committee held on 03.04.2012.

Subject-1 Condolences for the sad demise of Dr. V.S.Acharya Hon’ble Minister for Higher
Education, Govt. of Karnataka

The Executive Committee expressed condolences and observed two minutes silence
for the sad demise of Dr. V.S. Acharya Hon’ble Minister for Higher Education, Govt. of
Karnataka on 14.02.2012. The Committee placed on record the exemplary and
unblemished services rendered by him.

Subject-2 Approval of Revised Budget Estimates for the year 2011-12 and Budget Estimates
for the year 2012-13

The Executive Committee approved the Revised Budget Estimates for the year
2011-12 and Budget Estimates for the year 2012-13. Further the Committee also gave
approval to incur expenditure as per the Budget Estimates from 01-04-2013 till the General
Council approves the same.

Subject-3 Continuaion of Employees on outsourcing basis.

The Executive Committee gave post-facto approval for continuation of the employees
working on outsourcing basis for a period of one more year i.e. from 01.01.2012 to
31.12.2012.

Subject-4 Prescription of Registration Fees for the delegates attending Conferences/
Seminaars/ Workshops efc.:

The Executive Cmmittee ratified the action taken by the Office in prescribing the
Registration Fees for the delegates attending the Induction Programme for Principals/
Teachers, National Conferences.

Subject-6 Conduct of National and International Conferences and Payment of Airfare to
foreign Scientists/Scholars:

The Executive Committee ratified the action taken regarding conduct of National
Conferences and to pay the Airfare for Foreign Scientiest/Scholars. Further The Executive
Coyhmittee also approved to pay the Executive Class Airfare to Noble Laureates, Eric
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Maskin (from Harward University) and Rudolf Marens from California Institute of Technology
for attending the Conferences during Nov. 2012 and June 2013.

Subject-6 Revised Rates of Remuneration for delivering Keynote Address, Special Lecture
and Lead Lecture:

The Executive Committee ratified the action taken regarding payment of revised
rates of remuneration for dlivering the Keynote Address, Special Lectures and Lead Lectures
etc., and authorized to pay the revised rates for future activities. The Executive Committee
also authorized the Chairman, in his absence the Vice-Chairman to pay higher rates of
remuneration in exceptional cases.

Subject-7 Promotion and popularizatrion of Netball in Universities and Colleges:

The Executive Committee accepted the proposal to promote and popularize Netball
in Universities and Colleges and resolved to request the Universities to promote and
popularize this game in the Universities as well as in the Colleges coming under their
jurisdiction. In order to achieve this, the Universities and Colleges may make use of all the
facilities available with the Karnataka State Amateur Netball Association.

Subject-8 Appointment of Administrative Officer-

The Executive Committee approved to upgrade the existing Superintendent Post to
that of Assistant Registrar w.e.f. 26.03.2012 and to designate Sri Ashok Kulkarni as
Assistant Registrar (Administration) till the end of his deputation period pendng approval of
General Council and the Government. Further the Executive Committee feit that the
Academic Administration work shall be entrusted to the Administrative Officer and General
Administration work to the Assistant Registrar.

Subject-9 Issue of NOC to Gandhi Institute of Technology and Management

The Gowt. has sent a proposal for issue of NOC to Gandhi Institute of Technology
and Managament, Visakapatnam, AP (Deemed to be University) to start off - campus at
Nagadena Halli Kaasaba Hobli Doddaballapur Taluk. Bangalore Rural District. The same
was considered by the Executive Committee and resolved to constitute a committee to
inspect and give a report.

2. The Proceedings of the important subjects discussed in the Second Meeting of
the Executive Committee held on 10.05.2012.

Subject-1- Draft Rules governing the eligibility and procedure to submit a proposal for
establishing a private University in the State of Karnataka.

After the establishment of the two Private Universities viz., Azim Premji University
and Alliance University, many sponsorers have come forward to establish Universities in the
State. Therefore,~it has become expedient to frame Rules Governing the Eligibility and
Procedure to submit a Proposal for establishing Private Universities in the State of
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Karnataka. Accordingly, the draft “Rules Governing the Eligibility and Procedure to submit a
proposal for Establishing a Private University in the State of Karnataka"were approved by
the Executive Committee by iﬁcorporating some modifications (Annexure-I) and resolved to
refer the draft to the Council after modification to Para-3 - Eligibility

Subject-2-Draft Private University Bill 2012.

In the second General Council meeting of the Karnataka State Higher Education
Council it was felt the need for drafting a Private Universities Act to establish Private
Universities in the State of Karnataka. Accordingly the draft Private Universities Bill — 2012
was prepared and placed before the Executive Committee for consideration. The Executive
Committee approved the Bill and referred for consideration of the Council (Annexure-Ii).

Subject-3 Consideration of the Draft Regulations governing fees to be charged for various
services offered by KSHEC.

As per the Provisions of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council Act-
2010, the Council has to extend certain services in the field of Higher Education. In this
connection the Council has to arrange for visits, inspection etc., of the Institutions and incur
expenditure on these activities. In order to meet this expenditure, the Council has to charge
certain fees from time to time. Accordingly, the draft “Regulations governing fee to be
charged for various services offered by KSHEC” was approved by the Exective Committee
and referred to the Council for consideration.

Subject-4 Issue of NOC to Gandhi Institute of Technology and Management, Vishakapatnam
(GITAM) AP, (Deemed to be University) to start an off-Campus centre at
Nagadena Halli Kasaba Hobli, Doddaballapur Taluk, Bangalore rural Dist-
Submission of Report of the Committee.

The Committee constituted under the Chairmanship of Prof. Sivapullaiah, P.V., held
a preliminary meeting with the Vice-Chancellor and other officials of GITAM University and
visited the proposed site (off-campus centre) at Doddaballapur Taluk on 20" April 2012 and
held discussions with the President, Gandhi Institute of Technology and Management
(GITAM), Deemed to be University. The committee has recommended for issue of NOC to
the GITAM University. The Executive Committee accepted the recommendations of the
Commiittee to consider the grant of NOC to Gandhi Institute of Technology and Management
(GITAM), Visakhapatnam, Andhra Pradesh (A Deemed to be University) to start an Off-
Campus Centre at the above address and as recommended by the Committee the
Government hay be requested to issue NOC to the Gandhi Institute of Technology and
Management (GITAM), Visakhapatnam, Andhra Pradesh to start an off-campus centre.
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Subject-5 Proposal for Establishing a University of Fine Arts

The Executive Committee considered the proposal of Kannada University sent by
Govt. The Committee noted the justifications provided in the report for establishing the
University of Fine Arts at Badami of Bagalkot District as it is an historical place. Frther it was
also noted that the Government has made a provision in the Budget Estimates of 2011-12
and also a provision of of Rs. 2.5 crores in the Budget Estimates of 2012-13. In view of the
above, the Executive Committee recommends that if the Government decides to establish
the University of Fine Arts, the suggestions mentioned in the reference note may be
considered and action taken accordingly.

Subject-6 Vision 2020 — Higher Education in Karnataka.

The draft Vision-2020 Higher Education in Karnataka was perused by the Executive
Committee and the members appreciated the initiative to propose the draft and suggested to
circulate the draft among the members of the Council for their remarks/contributions before
placing in the council for consideration. In the mean while it was also decided to publish the
draft in the website for eliciting opinion of the public.

Subject-7 The Objects and Jurisdiction of Karnataka State Women’s University Bb’apur and
its benefits.

The Executive Committee felt that the benefit of establishing the Women'’s University
is confined to the students of Women Colleges of 12 districts of Karnataka. Whereas a vast
maijority of women studying in the Women'’s Colleges of remaining 18 districts as well as
women studying in co-education colleges in the State are deprived of the benefits. As such
the object of establishing the Women’s University has not been fulfilled. In order to achieve
the object and provide the benefits of Women's University to Women graduates of
Karnataka the Executive Committee viewed that the Bijapur, Women'’s University should be
developed as a Unitary University (without affiliation), with Postgraduate programs and
Research beneficial to Women. Admission to the University should be open to all Women
degree holders of the colleges in Karnataka. With the above observations, the matter was
referred to the Council for its final opinion.

3. .The Proceedings of the important subjects discussed in the meeting of the Third
Executive Committee held on 13.06.2012

Subject-1 Treating M.Sc. in Water Management and Water Harvesting Course as equivalent
to M.Sc. in Environmental Science

Kuvempu University has requested the Principal Secretary to Government, Higher
Education Department, for treating M.Sc in Water Management and Water Harvesting
course as equivalent to M.Sc in Environmental Science. The Secretary has requested the
Higher Education Council to give a report in this regard. The Executive Committee resolved
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to inform the Kuvempu University that the two courses namely M.Sc in Water Management
and Water Harvesting and M.Sc. in Environmental Science are two different Programs and
therefore, it is not desirable to establish equivalence between the two courses for the
purpose of teaching Environmental Science.

Subject-2 Statute relating to the Acceptance and Management of Bequests, Donations and
Endowments proposed by Karnataka State Law University.

The Government has sought the opinion on the “Statute relating to the Acceptance
and Management of Bequests, Donations and Endowments”, proposed by the Karnataka
State Law University. The Executive Committee resolved to request the Secretary, Law
Department to inform Karnataka State Law University to resubmit the proposals after
complying with the following observations.

* The Statute has been prepared under section-86 of the Act (Transitory Powers of the
Vice-Chancellor). The power under this section cannot be exercised at this stage as it is
already one year after the commencement of the Act (that is April-2009). Therefore, the
Statute requires heing prepared in accordance with the regular provisions of the Act.

*As far as the contents of statute is concerned the para 3 (b) enables the University to
institute the posts of Professor, Reader and Lecturer. It is not clear as to whether the
candidates recruited against these posts will be considered on par with other faculty
recruited against regular posts created by the University in respect of the pay scale, service
conditions, seniority etc. The mode of recruitment for the posts may have to be specified.

*The expenditure incurred to conduct the activities of the Chair including the salaries of staff
has to be met out of the interest accrued on the corpus fund and it shall not be a burden to
the University. There shall be a general clause in the Statute to cover this point.

Subject-3 Recognition of Jachani Adhyana Peetha and Research Cenre by the Puducherry
University - issue: of recommendation letter by the Govt.

The Principal Secretry to Government, Higher Education Department has referred
the representation of the President, Sri Nidumamidi Mahasansthana submitted to the
Hon'ble Chief Minister requesting to issue a letter of recommendation to Puducherry
University to recognize the Jachani Studies and Research Centre for conducting M.Phil and
Ph.D. Courses. The Executive Committee resolved that, it is not proper for the Government
to write to Puducherry University to recognise Jachani Adhayana Kendra as Study and
Research Centre by Puducherry University as the University has to follow provisions of its
rules and norms to recognise an institution.
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Subject-4 A Proposal to Establish Karnataka State Academy of Higher Education.

In order to increase the gross enrolment ratio in Higher Education from the existing
12% to about 20% by the year 2020 we have to establish different types of Higher Education
institutions in different areas of study in the State. These include colleges and Universities
sponsored by the State as well as private trusts, companies etc. The expansion of Higher
Education in the State requires infrastructure facilities and quality faculty. At the primary and
secondary levels the faculty undergoes training in pedagogy and other teaching methods
leading to D.Ed., B.Ed. or M.Ed. programmes. This enables them to become teacher
educators. This kind of training is not available for the faculty of degree Colleges and
Universities. Those who are recruited to teach in Higher Education Institutions like
Universities and Colleges begin their duties as Lecturers and Asst. Professors without any
training in teaching methodology or acquiring communication skills. In many cases teachers
without such training, may not cope up with their jobs effectively even if they are well versed
in their disciplines in which they have obtained post graduate and research degrees. In order
to overcome this deficiency, it is proposed to establish Karnataka State Academy of Higher
Education in our State so that all the teachers who are recruited as faculty members in the
Universities and Colleges can undergo the required training for a fixed period.The
Committee approved the proposal to start the Karnataka State Academy of Higher Education
with Central Assistance and pending the formation of a permanent academy the State
Government may itself initiate the process of establishment of the Academy on experimental
basis by giving sufficient grants to the Council to meet the annual expenditure of the
Academy. Tumkur University appears to be the ideal place for establishing the Academy on
experimental basis. For the time being short term Orientation Programme of about three
months may be introduced to in-service faculty at the level of Asst. Professors or equivalent
and conduct Induction Programme of about six months for the newly recruited teachers
which will be a part of their probationary period.

If the Academy is established the credit will go to Karnataka State Government as
the pioneer State to have established the Academy of Higher Education. The proposal may
be placed before the Council for a final opinion in this regard.

The Committee also places on record its appreciation for Sri.Siddiaiah, IAS Principal
Secretary to Government, Department of Higher Education for initiating such a laudable
proposition in the interest of maintaining quality in Higher Education and developing teachers
committed to teaching profession.

Subject-5 Providing Distance Education for B.Ed. and M.Ed. Course in the different
Universities in the State.

Sri Mohan Limbikai, MLC has represented to the Hon'’ble Higher Education Minister
stressing the need for introducing B.Ed. and ME&d. courses under distance education mode
in all the Universities of the State. At present the Karnataka State Open University alone
provides distance education for these courses and caters only 500 candidates. The
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Executive Committee considered the proposal and opined that the Universities which are
extending distance mode of education may start B.Ed. and M.Ed courses under distance
education mode after seeking approval from Distance Education Council (DEC) and National
Council for Teacher Education (NCTE).

Subject-6 Approval of Budget Estimates for the year 2012-13 and revised Budget Estimates
for the year 2011-12.

The Council approved the Budget Estimates for the year 2012-13 and revised Budget
Estimates for the year 2011-12.

Subject-7. Seeking approval of the Government to convert the temporary posts sanctioned
to the KSHEC as permanent posts.

The Executive Committee considered and approved the proposal for requesting the
Government to sanction some temporary non-teaching posts on permanent basis.

Education Council for the period from 2009-10 to 2011-12 and resolved to request the
Government to appoint the firm as Auditors of the Council.

Althou'gih Karnataka State Higher Education Council has a website in which many of
the activities are made known to the public, we are of the opinion that the Council should
publish a news letter in order to reach the Higher Education Institutions and general public.

Several Educational Institutions are coming forward to establish Private Universities
in the Karnataka State. The Principal Secretary to Government, Higher Education Dept., is
forwarding these proposals to the Karnataka State Higher Council to examine the proposal
and submit the report. A Screening Committee is being constituted to examine the proposal
and submit a report after visiting the proposed institutions. Since this exercise involves lot of
physical and intellectual work, the following fees is being levies to each institution.

a) Rs. 2.5 lakhs for the institutions intending to establish the Private Universities in
rural areas especially in the Hyderabad Karnataka area.
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b) Rs.5.00 lakhs for the institutions intending to establish the Private Universitles in
other places of the State.

The Executive Council approved and ratified the action taken to collect two types of
fees and resolved to levy the same fees in future till the same is revised.

THE KARNATAKA PUBLIC EMPLOYMENT (RESERVATION IN APPOINTMENT

FOR HYDERABAD-KARNATAKA REGION) ORDER, 2013

Under sub section in the Para 2 of the Notification “Body of organization” is defined:
“body of organization” means any statutory or non-statutory body or organization established
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and maintained by the State Government in that region and includes such other bodies
declared as regional body or organization by the State Government by notification;

The above definition covers the Universities also.
Under Para 3(2) and 3(3) of the Notification it is stated as follows:

3(2): Such of the posts belonging to gazetted cadre in Group-B not exceeding Sixty
percent in each department and in local Authority or body or organization in the region shall
be organized into as local cadres.

3(3): Seventy Percent of the posts belonging to the category of Group-C and One
Hundred percent of the posts in the Group-D in each department, in local Authority or body
or organization in the Region shall be organized as local cadres.

Opinion:
At present the Universities recruit faculties on All India Basis. However, while

selecting candidates for the faculty positions when everything is being equal, the candidates
from Hyderabad-Karnataka area shall be given preference.

NOTIFICATION - IV

THE KARNATAKA EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION(REGULATIONS OF
ADMISSIONS IN THE HYDERABAD-KARNATAKA REGION) ORDER, 2013

6. Reservation in State wide Universities and State wide educational Institutions:-

Individuals require well-balanced diet for their healthy living. Balanced nutrition
provides the materials necessary to support life. This balanced nutrition can safe-guard from
many health problems. A poor diet can cause deleterious effects on health of individuals.
The well balanced nutrition comprises of certain important nutrients such as carbohydrates,
proteins, fats, minerals, vitamins and water in desired proportions. These nutrients are

classified in to macronutrients and micronutrients. Macronutrients are required in relatively
| larger quantities and micronutrients require in small quantities consisting of mainly vitamins
and minerals. Although these micronutrients are required in smaller quantities in daily diet,
they play very important physiological functions. Though there is substantial economic
E growth, majority of the population is below poverty line. Due to this there is considerable
: si,/ie, of the popujation is mainourished. Malnutrition is both due to micronutrients and
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macronutrients. It is rampant and it is specifically observed in children, women and elderly
population. This is leading to considerable number of deaths of infants and various other
ailments in other population groups. Deficiencies of these nutrients can cause serious
health implications. Although there have been enormous contributions by the nutrition
science to alleviate malnutrition, still there are formidable challenges to overcome.

In this situation, it is very vital to have brainstorming sessions across the country to
discuss various issues of malnutrition and strategies to overcome the same. In order to
discuss recent developments in this area, a national conference on “Recent Advances in
Micronutrients Research” was organized.

The national conference was_ inaugurated by Hon. Justice M. N. Venkatachaliah,
Former Chief Justice, Supreme Court of India. Prof. P. Sadananda Maiya, Chairman &
Mangaing Director, Maiya’s Beverages & Foods Pvt. Ltd. Bangalore, Sri Sri Veereshananda

micronutrients and especially iron in human health. She presented the recent advances in
iron metabolism and bio availability and stressed upon more rigorous research in this
particular field so as to understand the concepts better so that significant steps can be taken
in alleviating the malnutrition.

Scientist, Dangoria Charitable Trust, Hyderabad spoke on “Micronutrient Security for India-
priorities for research and action”.

Prof. Kasturi, University of Agricultural Sciences,
Dharwad presented her work on “Promotion of Vitamin A Status of vulnerable groups
through educational and horticultural intervention”. These lead lectures were followed by
oral presentations and Poster Presentation by the young researchers across the country.

He also insisted upon the developments in the nano technology for the application
in food science & technology areas. Dr. Maiya detailed his own invention of preparing
nanocurcumin. The product was subjected for Human Clinical Trials and proved to be
effective in curing various types of cancers. He stressed upon the use of such novel
technologies for the better health and well-being.

Renowned Scientists Dr. K. Srinivasan, Chief Scientist, CFTRI, Mysore, Dr. Asna
Urooj, Dept. of Food Science & Nutrition, University of Mysore, Mysore, Dr. Devindra,
Scientist, National Institute of Nutrition, Hyderabad and Dr. K. N. Chidambara Murthy, HCG
Oncology Hospital, Bengaluru delivered the lead lectures.

National Conference on “Philosophy of Development: Myth and Realities”
on 21.09.2012

A one day national conference on “Philosophy of Development: Myths and Realities”
in Karnataka Higher Education Council, on 21-09-2012 in association with Tumkur
University.

C. T. Ravi emphasized on the role
of media in realizing the actual meaning of development — an all-inclusive concept
comprised of economic, social, cultural and psychological growth of the members of the
society. However, he regretted that the power of media could be utilized to the maximum
extent in the process of development since the media had embraced commercialization.

“The cut-throat competition forssurvival and the ever increasing commercialization
have forced the media to forget their responsibility towards the poor and the oppressed,” he
lamented.

Keynote address: Delivering the keynote address, Sri. Siddharth Varadarajan, Editor, The
Hindu, said the threat of commercialization and decline in journalistic ethics and professional
standards were key internal challenges the media must address.

Sni. Varadarajan spoke in detail about the various malpractices that over time had
created a trust deficit in the media, including ‘medianet’, private treaties and ‘paid news'.
While most editors lack the ability to confront the pressures of excessive commercialisation,
they must at least address the issue of lax professional standards and declining ethics within
the profession, he said.

Senior Journalists Nagesh Hegde, Ishwar Daitota, G N Mohan, Dr. S. C. Sharma,
Vice Chairman, Dr. K. M. Kaveriappa, Executive Director, Karnataka State Higher Education
Council were present at the inaugural. The conference witnessed three technical sessions,
comprising three lead talks and paper presentations.
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Lead lectures: Senior Journalists Sri. G. N. Mohan, Sri. Nagesh Hegde and Sri.

Padmavathi,
Mahila Vishwavidyalaya, Tirupathi, Ms. VaijayantiHead — Research and Evaluation,
AKSHARA, Foundation, Bangalore and Dr.B.S.Gunjal,Associate Professor , Department of
Studies and Research in social Work, Kuvempu University, Shankaraghatta, Shivamoga
delivered lectures on different aspects of sustainable social development. The conference
discussed issues related to sustainable development in India and how the community/other

In addition performance of various schemes and its impact on
community development was deliberated throughout the day. Nine selected research papers
were presented in addition to the key note and lead lectures.

10. National Conference on Teaching English Literature in the Indian Literar'y
Context on 18.10.2012

Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Bangalore in collaboration with
Department of Studies and Research in English, Tumkur University conducted a one-day
national conference on the theme “Teaching English Literature in the Indian Literary Context’
on the 18™ of October 2012 in Bangalore. The conference was inaugurated by the veteran
litterateur and the doyen of English studies in India, Prof. S Ramaswamy. Speaking on the
occasion Prof. Ramaswamy, reconstructed the entire history of English studies as it has
panned out in the Indian context beginning from the nineteenth century and coming to the
present day. He laid emphasis on the point that the monolithic notion of English, as a
language, as a carrier of culture and as a mode of scholarly exchange has undergone a
paradigm shift to give way to a pluralistic, polyphonic and contrapuntal entity, which can be
best described by an idiosyncratic neologism, “Englishes”, said Prof. Ramaswamy. His
breath-taking analysis covered not only the challenges and opportunities faced by English
studies in India but also drew telling comparisons between different contexts within the
Anglophone world, including Australia, Canada, the Caribbean and parts of Asia and Africa.
He also showed the internal dissonances within the British cultural ethos which involves
many contending and often clashing sub-nationalities like Ireland, Wales and Scotland.

The key note was delivered by Dr. Amith Kumar P.V., Associate Professor and Head,
Department of Comparative Literature, School of Interdisciplinary Studies, The English and
Foreign Languages University, Hyderabad. In his key note Dr Amith Kumar drew attention to
the emerging areas of concern in English studies and the influence that several schools of
critical theory like formalism have had on the discipline of English studies. He also drew
attention to the larger questions of interdisciplinarity and thematic convergence that is
determining the nature of the disciplines today.

Dr. Basavaraj Urs, Jain University, Bangalore, in his plenary address brought in the
idea of literary deconstructionism and showed how the text constantly undoes itself by
becoming a site of interpretive conflict and never attaining the status of canonical authority.
He tried to delineate the implications of such a re-conceptualisation of the text to English
studies at large.

Delegates from all over the country presented papers containing scholarly reflections
on the many trajectories of English Studies in India and the contemporary challenges faced
by the discipline and its practitioners.
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Prof. K M Kaveriappa, Executive Director, Karnataka State Higher Education Council,
Bangalore delivered the vote of thanks. The proceedings of the conference were released in
the form of a book with ISB number.

11. Three days National Conference on “Quality Sustenance in Education” on 26-28
Oct. 2012

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13. International Conference on “Recent Advances Material Science” (RAMS-2012),
on 6-8 Nov. 2012

International Conference on Recent Advances in Material Science was held at The
Atria Hotel, Bangalore from 6-8 Nov 2012. The conference was organized by Karnataka
state higher education council in association with state universities of Karnataka (Mangalore,
Gulbarga, Kuvempu and Tumkur).Prof. S.C. Sharma, Vice-Chairman of Karnataka state
higher education council (KSHEC) and vice-chancellor of Tumkur University welcomed the
dignitaries. The conference was inaugurated by Prof. Rudolph A Marcus, Nobel Laureate
and Dr. A. Sivathanu Pillai, Distinguished scientist and chief controller of R & D in DRDO.
Prof. Rudolph A. Marcus, Nobel Laureate was conferred with a ‘Honorary Distinguished
Professorship’ of Tumkur University’ by the Hon’ble Vice-chancellor Prof. S.C. Sharma and
the Registrar of the University. Prof. P. Sadananda Maiya, a renowned entrepreneur,
philanthropist, and Director for Dr. P. Sadananda Maiya Research Centre, Bangalore was
honoured and felicitated by Prof. Rudolph A Marcus, Nobel laureate for his philanthropic
contributions. Prof. K.M. Kaveriappa proposed a vote of thanks.

Keynote address: Prof. Rudolph A. Marcus (California Institute of Technology, USA)
delivered a highly inspiring keynote address of the conference. Prof. Rudolph A. Marcus in
his lecture explained in detail about the theory of electron transfer process and narrated the
incidents responsible for the development of free electron theory. The theory was
experimentally proved after 25 years. In recognition of the universality of the theory of
electron transfer, named as ‘Marcus’ theory Prof. Rudolph Marcus was awarded Nobel Prize
in Chemistry. This theory could explain most of the aspects in the modern and experimental
electron transfer processes in photosynthesis, respiration, solar cells etc. Prof. Marcus
encouraged the young scientists and researchers to develop an attitude of rational thinking
and stressed on the importance of imbibing the experimental observations in sightfully.

Dr. A. Sivathanu Pillai, distinguished scientist and CEO and MD, BrahMos Aerospace,
New Delhi, delivered the high light lecture on “Recent advances in materials and processing
for space and defence applications. Dr. Sivathanu Pillai began with the introduction to the
various materials such as metals, alloys, composites etc developed since ancient times.
Dr. Pillai's lecture began by narrating the immortal knowledge existed in vedic times and
correlated it to its extension in current discovery of novel materials,process and phenomena
at the nanoscale. One of the very important example was the ‘panchaloha’ (alloy of 5 metals)
used in the preparation of Nataraj idol. The second was the Ashoka pillar (iron pillar) at
Delhi, not corroded even after 400 years, reflects the technological advancement of India
during past few hundred years. The technology involved in the application of new materials
for space applications and missiles was revealed. Dr. Pillai explained various stages and
programmes in evolving our Indian space technology through the successful launching of
various missiles and space crafts.Over a period of time, our capabilities of India in the field of
materials science for space and defen setechnology will be on par with the developed world.
For instance how to bring Helium-3 existing in Moon for our energy needs. Similarly
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developing meta-materials for invisible objects through cloak technology with the aid of
materials having negative refractive index.Super plastics and carbon-carbon technology for
re-entry of space shuttles are explained. At the end he also talked about the opportunities of
aspiring students and researchers in the field of materials science and also about the
funding from DRDO. The sessions were chaired by Prof. S. C. Sharma and Prof. K. S.Rane.

Several research papers on shrinkage behavior in concretes, tribiological
characteristics of ceramic coatings, sensing behavior and dielectric behavior of composites
were presented by the delegates,Prof.K S Rane and Dr. 8 E Kumarswamy chaired the
session-l.

In session-ll, Prof. Maria Elisabeth Michael-Beyerle from Nanyang Technological
University, Singapore delivered the lead lecture on ‘Can we do better than photosynthesis’ in
this session. Prof. Beyerle gave an insight into the mechanism of photosynthesis and then
correlated it to the storage of solar energy into solar cells during her presentation. The
session was chaired by Prof. Prof. Manjunath Pattabi and T N Ramesh. Research papers on
combustion synthesis of lanthanum manganates, microwave assisted synthesis of
nanoparticles, electroless deposition of copper, magnetic properties of ferrites and reinforced
metal matrix composites were presented by the delegates in this session.

Second Lead lecture of thie conference was delivered by Prof. M. S. Hegde, Talent
Development Centre, Indian Institute of Science, Kudapura, Chitradurga on the noble metal
catalysts and their applications in automobile exhausts, splitting of water. He stressed to
Realize the possibility of noble metal ions as active sites viz a vis the corresponding metal
atoms on metal particles in their zero valence states, we synthesized noble metal ion
substituted CeO; and TiO; namely, Ce1 M,Oys; Ti1MOz-5; M = Pt, Pt, Rh, Ru, Cu, Ag.
Au). They showed for the first time that Pt**, Pd** ions in CeO, matrix are indeed the active
sites for catalysis.Several exhaust catalytic reactions such as NO reduction, CO and
hydrocarbon oxidation, selective catalytic reduction of NO, three-way catalytic reaction,
water gas shift reaction, preferential oxidation of CO, H, + O, reaction, Heck coupling
reaction over these noble metal ionic catalysts (NMIC) has been developed.The conference
was chaired by Prof. Manjunath Pattabi and Dr. R G Sharath Chandra.

The oral presenation session was chaired by Prof. Ventakaraman.
During the lunch break, posters were displayed by the delegates.

Prof. M. S. Ramachandra Rao, /IT, Chennai delivered a lecture in which he focused
on the research area pertaining to the electrochemical synthesis of gold monolayer protected
cluster (MPCs) and the surface confinement ¢f nangparticles of geld and Palladium on
electrode surfaces. In addition, the development of nanocomposite of noble metal

- nanoparticles with conducting polyirers such as PANI and Lead lecture-lll was delivered by

Prof. V Lakshminarayanan from Raman research institute on electrocatalysis. In his
presenatation, he emphasized on the great deal of worldwide research efforts directed
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towards the development of novel metallic, semiconducting and polymeric nanomaterials as
solution dispersions for exploiting their vast potentials in several applications ranging from
biology and medicine to environment and energy generation. Also there is an increasing
realization in recent times that the surface confinement of nanomaterials on appropriate solid
support can enormously enhance the application potentials of the materials. He stressed that
the important challenge lies in developing a suitable methodology to obtain stable and
adherent deposits of nanomaterials without jeopardizing their unique properties especially
their catalytic activity.

Dr. Satoru Kobayashi from Department of Materials Science and Engineering, Iwate
University was expected to present his research paper on the Materials characterization
using magnetic hysteresis scaling’ in which he portrayed the studies on magnetic hysteresis
scaling, the magnetic behaviour of the bulk ferromagnetic steels, and their hysteresis loss of
flux-density (B)-magnetic-field (H) loopsis power-law related to maximum flux density with a
scaling exponent of 1.6 at the medium flux density range. Due to unavoidable
circumstances, he requested one of his former post doctoral fellows to present the data.

Prof. Ramachandra Rao from IIT Chennai and Prof. S C Sharma were present in the
valedictory. More than 180 delegates from various institutes and universities across India
participated in the conference.

14. Seminar on “Discovery and Applications of Innovative Materials” on 13-11-2012

Government of India has declared 2010-2020 as a decade of Innovation. To mark
this occasion, Prof. C N R Rao Centre for Advanced Materials, Tumkur University in
association with Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Bangalore had organized one
day Seminar on the ‘Discovery and Applications of Innovative Materials’ (DIAM 2012) on
13th November 2012 at Conference Hall, KSHEC, Bangalore.

The Conference was inaugurated by Prof. Tara Chandra, Faculty of Engineering,
School of Mechanical, Materials & Mechtronics, University of Wollongong, Australia;
Smt. Rajini Tarachandra; Prof. S. C. Sharma, Vice Chancellor of Tumkur University
and -Vice-Chairman, Karnataka State Higher Education Council (KSHEC);
Prof. K. M. Kaveriappa, Executive Director, KSHEC, Bangalore were present.

Prof. Dr. Tara Chandra released a book on the collection of lectures delivered in the
Seminar ‘Discovery and Applications of Innovative Materials,' edited by Prof. S C Sharma
and K. M. Kaveriappa on this occasion.

In recognition of Prof. Tara Chandra’s exceptional contribution to academic, teaching
and research in the field of Engineering Studies, Tumkur University conferred Honorary
Distinguished Professorship.

Inaugural Address of the seminar was delivered by Prof. Tara Chandra. In his key
note address Prof. Tara Chandra provided an insight into, the rail transportation in Australia
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and the scientific and technological challenges faced by scientists and engineers in solving
the materials related to railway engineering and technology with special emphasis on
ceramic metal joints.

In Session 1, Dr. C. Shivakumara, from Solid State and Structural Chemistry Unit,
Indian Institute of Science, Bangalore delivered lecture on the contribution of solid sate and
materials chemistry prospects in developing innovative materials. During his presentation he
demonstrated that on usage of superconducting materials as railway tracks, the speed of the
trains can be increased to manifold.

Dr. C S Girish, Department of Studies and Research in Biochemistry, Tumkur
University presented the challenges faced by structural biologists in bio-scaffold based
treatment for tendon repair and regeneration. Dr. M. K. Sateesh, Department of Microbiology
and Biotechnology, Bangalore ‘University gave an overview on the application and
perspectives of nanobiotechnology.

In the afternoon session, Ramesh T N, Department of Studies and Research in
Chemistry, Tumkur University stressed on the need of developing eco friendly and
economically viable sources such as sodium based cathode materials for energy storage
devices. Dr. R. G. Sharath Chandra from Department of Studies and Research in
Environmental Science, Tumkur University, presented the need for discovering novel
biomaterials for production of second generation biofuels.

47, National Conference on “Information and Communication Technologies for
Agriculture and Rural Developnient” on 19-11-2012

'Noted Economist Prof Abdul Azeez inaugurated conference and said that adoption of
irformation and communication technelogy (ICTs) as part of modern technological practices,
is an ideal solution to tackle the problem of stagnation of agricultural output as it could help
increase output without increasing production costs. The rural economy had suffered due to
stagnation in agricultural output, decrease in employment and income generation activities.
Basides, the spiraling prices of food grains had affected the weaker sections. According to
nirn, adoption of modern technology is the ideal solution to increase agricultural output
without triggering increase n costs. He made it clear the ICT should be a major component
of such modern technological practices. He insisted that necessary information should be
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given to farmers and farm enfrepreneurs at the time of sowing on what to grow, and aiso at
the time of harvesting on where to market.

Dr. H Gangadhar Bhat, an Associate Professor, Department of Marine Geology in
his key note speech detailed the significance of remote sensing satellite based technology in
agriculture and rural development. “It's high time young that researchers reap the benefits of
remote sensing applications in the fields of soil mapping , geology, geomorphology, water
resource mapping, land use mapping; oceanography, etc. he said.

18. National Conference on “Evolving Research Methodologies in History &
Archaeology”’on 7-12-2012

Under the auspices of Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Bengaluru and
Tumkur University, Tumkur, the Departrnent of Studies and Research in History &
Archaeology organized a one day National Conference on the topic, “Evolving Research
Methodologies in History and Archaeology” on the 7"" of December, 2012 in the premises of
Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Palace Road, Bengaluru-560001.
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The programme began, as per schedule, at 9.30 a.m. with Invocation from Kumari N.
Lakshmidevi (Final year student) and Kumar N. Gopala (First year student), followed by
Welcome address by Prof. S. C. Sharma, Vice-Chairman, Karnataka State Higher Education
Council and Vice-Chancellor, Tumkur University. He highlighted briefly the academic
activities undertaken successfully by the Karnataka State Higher Education Council and
delineated the objectives and focus of the above ¢nference. Besides welcoming all the
dignitaries, resource personnel, and the delegates (hgiling from different parts of the home
State as well as India), he also brought to the fore the immense efforts of the Karnataka
State Higher Education Council for successfully galvanizing the academic activities of
several State Universities and Institutes of Higher Education in Karnataka and the strides
taken by the Council on that count.

The formal inauguration of the conference was done by Lighting the lamp by eminent
personalities namely Shri V. Nagaraj (Honorary Secretary, The Mythic Society, Bengaluru),
Dr.N.S.Rajaram (Eminent Scientist & Historian, Oklahoma City, U.S.A.), Prof. K. Narahari
(former M.L.C.) and Prof. S. C. Sharma, (Vice-Chairman, Karnataka State Higher Education
Council and Vice-Chancellor, Tumkur University). In his Inaugural address, Shri V. Nagaraj
(Honorary Secretary, The Mythic Society, Bengaluru) brought out the historical significance
of tangible and intangible cultural aspects of India with numerous examples and also
highlighted the required methodological nuances in understanding the historical processes
that have shaped Indian civilization. He also mentioned several ancient literary works such
as the Vedas, Upanishads, Epics, Puranas etc., that throw light on cultural ethos and also
how those help us comprehend the developments, related to civilizational values.

The Keynote address was delivered by Dr. N. S. Rajaram (an eminent Scientist & a
stalwart on the Indic studies) on the topic, “Origin and Spread of Indian Civilization: 80,000 to
3000 BCE”. Highlighting the significant developments in the past two decades namely, the
emergence of natural historv and genetics in the study of history and proto-history, he
opined that this has had a far-reaching effect in our understanding of the past beginning with
the collapse of the Aryan Invasion Theory and has also showed that most of the innovations
during the post-lce Age like agriculture and domestication of farm animals took place in
Tropical Asia in the period from 10,000 BCE to 3000 BCE. More recently, better
understanding of natural history and genetics enable us to push back the origins of
civilization by some 80,000 years. Two key events — one human and one natural — nearly
80,000 years ago provided the impetus for the birth and evolution of human civilizations as
we know it today to the emergence of human speech in our African ancestors. A volcanic
super-explosion of Mt.Toba in Sumatra 74,000 years ago wiped out the entire human
population except for fewer than 10,000 individuals who managed to survive in a small area
in South-Central India. For the next 20,000 years or so this small human population survived
precariously while developing speech and language. Dramatic warming of the climate
52,000 years ago allowed populations to increase and a fresh wave of migration to East and
Southeast Asia. Around 35,000 years ago, small groups moved north and west settling in
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Eurasia, eastern and southern Europe and the Levant. These were the first Indo-Europeans,
or more properly, Indo-Eurasians. The language they took with them may be called PIE | or
Proto Indo-Eurasian. The next westward migration took place in the early Holocene (10,000
years ago) with the expansion of agriculture and animal husbandry. Similarities to Sanskrit in
European and Eurasian languages can be traced to this movement. Their languages can be
called PIE Il or Proto Indo-European but it is possible there was more than one even in India
because by then the population was large enough and inhabitable areas extensive enough
to support several languages. Perhaps they carried several languages. This means the PIE
is not unique and hence cannot be reconstructed. In summary, he emphasized that while
literature is used in history, archaeology and anthropology have extended study of our past
to the proto-historic period. Now, a deeper study of natural history allows us to reach back to
its origins. We may see history — including pre- and proto-history, as record of human
response to changes in the natural environment. And, concluding his observations, he
emphatically argued that man-made theories cannot override the findings of natural history.

The Vote of thanks for the Inaugural was proposed by Prof. U. S. Moorti, Organizing
Secretary by gratefully recapitulating the steady support and contribution of all the elders,
participating scholars, excellent support by the staff of the Karnataka State Higher Education
Council and Tumkur University in the successful organization of the National Conference.

""The First Technical Session theme was on “Integrated Library Management System”
and was chaired by Dr. H.S. Siddamallaiah, Head, NIMHANS Library, Bangalore and the
Rapporteur General was Mr. V.L. Kalyan, Librarian, DRTC, ISI, Bangalore.

In this session there were TWO Lead Lectures. The first Lead Lecture was delivered
by Dr. M. Krishnamurthy, Associate Professor, DRTC, ISI, Bangalore on “Library
Managémént System to Resource Discovery: Recent Trends and Issues”, with the focus on
Modern Academic Libraries being Hybrid Libraries, which are conglomeration of print and
electronic materials. He also focused on various aspects of Library automation, networking,
Internet; bibliographic tools. Librarians have to keep abreast of the changing environment
and learning the various tools and techniques, in order to provide better services.

The second Lead Lecture was presented by Mr. N.N. Arabgonda, Selection Grade
Librarian, Government First Grade College, Byadagi. In his lecture he presented the various
types of advantages and disadvantages in the application of ILMS in Libraries.

The study showed the use of OPAC for searching and accessing the library materials. It was
analysed with MyLib OPAC for quality of the Koha Open Source software OPAC.

The second paper on “From Offline to Online — Three years of KOHA at Christ
University: Experiences with Koha 3.02 at Library” was presented by Mr. Sree Kumar Nair,
Librarian, Christ University, Bangalore. He elaborated the selection process that led to the
implementation of KOHA 3.02 ILMS, this has led to a sea change in the house keeping
activities of the Library.

The third paper on “Comparative Study of Open Source and Commercial Library
Management Software" was presented by Ms. Prathiba, Assistant Librarian, NITTE
Meenakshi Institute of Technology, Bangalore.\ A list of important commercial and
Free/Open Source Software is enumerated along with the technical skills required by the
library staff.

The fourth paper on “Dimensions of Learning Management Systems (LMS)” was
presented by Mr. Mariraj, Librarian, Govt College, Bangalore. The details of LMS software
for managing the educational records through Internet were provided.

Recommendations:

e To conduct hands-on experience workshops of ILMS to College/Academic
Libraries.

21. National Conference on “Challenges and Opportunities for Chemical Sciences”
in 21% Century” on 8-01-2013

Centre for Advanced Materials organized one day National Conference on “Challenges and
Opportunities for Chemical Sciences in 21st Century; on 8th January 2013 at Conference
Hall, Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Palace Road, Bangalore.

Prof. Ashok K Ganguli, Director, Institute of Nanoscience and Technology, Mohali,
Punjab and Professor at Department of Chemistry, Indian Institute of Technology, Delhi and
Prof. Dhirendra Bahadur, Institute Chair Professor, Department of Metallurgical and
Materials science, Indian Institute of Technology, Bombay were the chief guests for the
conference.

Prof. S. C. Sharma, vice chairperson of Karnataka State Higher Education Council
welcomed the guests. Prof. Ashok K Ganguli and Prof. Dhirendra Bahadur inaugurated the
conference.

Prof. Ashok K Ganguli and Prof. Dhirendra Bahadur were felicitated by the Tumkur
University (Prof. S. C. Sharma and Prof. K. M. Kaveriappa-honorary advisors for the
International Journal of Science Research) for accepting to be the guest editors for the
special issue of International Journal of Science Research’ dedicated to Prof. C. N. R Rao,
(renowned materials scientist) “published by Tumkur University. Prof. A K Ganguli in his
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inaugural address stressed on importance of chemical sciences in creating a better and
quality life style in the 21st century. Prof. K M Kaveriappa proposed the vote of thanks.

Prof. Ashok K Ganguli delivered the first key note address of the conference. Prof.
Ganguli listed the challenges faced by humanity i.e in the areas of energy, food, purification
and supply of water, healthcare, security, materials for technological applications etc. He
stresses the need for the knowledge of chemistry in all the above areas. The chemistry
being the central science has played a vital role in providing solutions to the societal needs
and sustainable development. One of the very important challenges, which are still unsolved,
is to supply potable and safe drinking water to the growing population in developing
countries. The limited resources such as water need to be recycled as many times as we
can, for which we need a radical, multifaced and innovative approaches in the treatment and
purification of water. Chemical sciences play a crucial role in providing solutions to the every
challenge listed above. To develop smart and ecofriendly materials for housing, construction,
biomaterials, drugs, feedstock storage, conservation of biodiversity, and energy recovery
and storage especially solar energy, it is essential to understand the physical and chemical
properties and the chemistry behind them. The urbanization and industrialization have
drastically altered the way we live and also affected the the ecological system irrevokably.
Waste generated from urban areas and industries are polluting and have already affected
the environment and the lifecycle of other species as well as human beings. At the same
time, non-renewable energy resources should be sustained and utilized intelligently so that it
can be made available for our future generations. Discoveries and inventions of new
chemicals are crucial for the scientific and technological advanced development of novel
materials and products for variety of applications.

Prof. Dhirendra Bahadur, Department of Metallurgical engineering and Materials
Science, Indian Institute of Technology, Bombay delivered the second key note address.
During his address, he spoke on how to treate cancer using magnetic nanoparticles. He
gave a brief account of magnetic fluids and their applications for treatment of cancer,
components of magnetic field. When the size of the material is decreased from bulk to nano
in size, aniosotropy reduces below a critical size, properties changes significantly. He
explained that magnetic fluids have wide applications in shock absorbent, scaling
technology, biomedical (cancer therapy) applications and in lithography. Then, he
highlighted the application of a novel technique called magnetic fluid hyperthermia i.e., the
heat treatment of organs or tissues to destroy cancerous cells. He has explained the
mechanism of heating process for magnetic field hyperthermia and finally discussed in detail
the various benefits of use of combination of hyperthermia along with chemotherapy.

First Lead lecture was delivered by Prof. L Gomathi Devi on the “semiconducting
materials for photoelectrochemistry."Sunlight can be used as an energy source to induce
various chemical reactions. Conversion and storage of solar energy using semiconducting
materials is one of the technological and scientific challenges. Prof. Gomathi Devi presented
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the review on the use of different types of semiconducting materials for splitting of water
using solar radiation and other broad spectrum of applications.

Second lead lecture was delivered on the delamination of layered solids and its
application in the synthesis of nanomaterials.Delamination is the process of separating the
individual layers of a layered solid into free standing nanoplatelets, usually in a solvent such
that the nanoplatelets are stabilized by solvation. Dr. Michael Rajamathi presented an
overview on the methods used to delaminate various types of solids such as anionic clays,
cationic (smectite) clays and graphite oxide. They are also exploring the use of the
dispersions of nanoplatelets obtained through delamination in the synthesis of nanoparticles
and nanocomposites. Dr. Michael Rajamathi has established the methods to prepare layer-
by-layer composites of two different layered solids by metathesis.

Participants from different parts of the country attended the conference and good
number of papers were presented (43) in oral as well as poster presentations on the various
challenges faced by the chemists in energy, materials, healthcare etc. More than 100
delegate attended the conference. Best oral and poster certificates were distributed.

22. International Workshop on “Relevance of Mechanism Design.and Game Theory
of Modern Economic Analysis,"on10-01-2013,

Dr G V Joshi,Professor, Justice K S Hegde Institute of Management, Nitte delivered
lecture on ‘Game Theory and Its Wider Significance’, he emphasized on the application of
game theory in the different facets in the economy and concerns in the game theory.
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Dr. K.N. Subramanya, Professor and Head, Dept. of Industrial Engg. & Management,
R V College of Engineering, Bangalore delivered lecture on ‘Application of Game Theory In
Supply Chain Management’, he mentioned about the application of game theory in the
supply chain management by giving some case studies.

Prof. S. T. Bagalkoti,Professor & Head, Dept. of Economics, Karnatak University,
Dharwad, delivered a lecture on ‘Game Theory Applications to Environmental Management:
Some Possibilities’, he emphasized on the application of the game theory for the
environmental sustainability with special reference to water resources.

In the afternoon, thg second technical session had three lead speakers.

Environmental Management” on 22-01-2013

24. National Conference on “Recent Advancements in Protein Science and
Technology” 31-01-2013

Karnataka State Higher Education Council in association with Centre for Bioscience
and Innovation,Tumkur University was organized a one day national conference on ‘recent
discoveries in protein sciences on 31/01/2013 at the conference Hall, Karnataka State
Higher Education Council, Palace Road, Bangalore. Prof. Manjunath.N.H, Department of
Biochemistry, Bangalore University, Bangalore was the chief guest and Prof, Kemparaju.K,
DOS in Biochemistry; University of Mysore was the key note speaker of the conference.
Prof. S. C. Sharma, vice chairman of Karnataka State Higher Education Council welcomed
the guests and participants. Prof. Manjunath.N.H inaugurated the conference and released
the proceeding. In his inaugural address he highlighted the importance of proteins and
various avenues available to the students and researchers to get involved in the protein
research. In addition, he also pointed out briefly recent discoveries in protein sciences.
Prof. K M Kaveriappa proposed the vote of thanks.

Prof. Kemparaju.K delivered the key note address and highlighted the outstanding
discoveries of biomedical sciences increases the average life expectancy of humans.
Further, Professor keenly pointed out the changing trends of modern life style increases the
rate of age and life style related health disorders such as, cardiovascular, hematological,
neuronal disorders, hypertension, arthritis, diabetes, and cancer are increasingly more.
According to his opinion, the scientists from academics and pharmaceutical industries
should search for the novel bioactive biologicals from various sources which are usually
unusual such as saliva and gut of hematophagous and as well as venoms of venomous
organisms for the treatment of various diseases. Thus, saliva of hematophagous organisms,
especially the ticks, and the venoms of venomous organisms are the store house of novel
bioactive biologicals which may be explored for therapeutic purpose to treat age and life
style related ailments including cardiovascular diseases, diabetes, arthritis and cancer.

Followed by the key note address there were about seven lead lectures were
delivered by the eminent scientist from various universities. The lead lecture-1l was
delivered by K. Sreeramulu Department of Biochemistry, Gulbarga University, Gulbarga.
Professor provided fascinating insight on ‘Enzymes/proteins responsible for insecticide
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resistance in agriculture crops pest, helicoverpa armigera’.He nicely presented the enzymes
such as esterases and P-glycoprotein-ATPase responsible for insecticide resistance in the
insect pests. The lead lecture-lll was delivered by Dr. M. Suresh Kumar, Pandichery
University spoke on Molecular modeling, dynamics, and an insight into the structural
inhibition of cofactor independent phosphoglycerate mutase isoform 1 from Wuchereria
bancrofti using cheminformatics and mutational studies.The lead lecture —-IV was delivered
by Dr. C. Thirunavukkarasu, DOS Molecular Biology, Pandichery University. He explained
thoroughly about ‘constitutive release of antioxidant-scavenging molecule(s) by hepatic
stellate cells: hepatic stellate cells’ a guard power and/or a destructive power. In his talk Dr.
Thirunavukkarasu specially came to an opinion that the constitutive release of powerful
hepatoprotectant/hepatotoxicant by HSCs can be an, important mechanism for preventing
ROS/LPS-induced damage to adjacent hepatocytes. Nevertheless, it is apparent that both
phenotypes of HSC react with ROS/LPS in multiple ways to elicit distinct responses. Further
investigations of the mechanisms underlying interactions of ROS/LPS with HSCs will be
critically important in understanding their roles in hepatic pathophysiology. In lead lecture-V
Dr. Manjunath B. Joshi, Assistant Professor, DOS in Biochemistry, Manipal University, talked
on ‘Angiogenesis Associated Proteins: Potential Therapeutic Targets in Cancer'. In his
presentation Dr. Joshi made mention on importance of angiogenesism and great number of
pathological conditions are associated with a component of either excessive angiogenesis or
insufficient angiogenesis responsible for life threatening diseases. Further, he explained very
nicely role of angiogenisis in tumor growth, progression and metastasis and -Involvement of:
several pro-angiogenic proteins in tumor growth and metastasis. The lead lecture-VI was'
delivered by Prof. C. S. Karigar, chairman, Department of S&R in Biochemistry, Tumkur
University. Prof. Karigar in his illuminating talk gave an insight on ‘Metabolic engineering of
terpenoid metabolism in Mentha spicata’. He clearly made a mention on applications of
Terpenoids metabolites to human. In addition, he was given an overview on the role of
terpenoid biosynthetic genes; IPP isomerase (MSlso) and Limonene synthase (MSLimo,) in
Mentha spicata.

Dr. Girish.K.S, Associate Professor, Department’ of Studies and Research in
Biochemistry, Tumkur University, in his lead lecture (VII) spoke about the bioactive peptides
from bovine colostrum: Isolation and characterization. He spoke about the anti-venom
properties of peptide isolated from the milk. In lead lecture VIII, Dr. Sharathchandra,
Assistance Professor, Department of Studies and Research in Environmental, Tumkur
University talked on mass spectrometry-based proteomics for the detection of plant
athogens. He explained importance of MS-based proteomics to identify, characterize, and
better understand the biology of fungal, comycete, viral and bacterial plant pathogens. He
also opinioned that the creation and searching of dedicated peptide tandem mass spectra
biomarker libraries is actually truer to the potential advantages of MS technology for
pathogen identification. A broader MS survey of plant pathogens will be required, especially
if peptide tandem mass spectral databases are to be curated. At some point, MS must also
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be directly compared to other technologies before it can be efficiently and confidently used
for detection.

In addition, researcher scholars/faculty members presented their research work (oral
and poster). Over 150 participants from various parts of the country were participated in the
conference. About 32 full length papers and 40 abstracts were published in the conference
proceeding with ISSN number. In the valedictory function, best oral and poster certificates
were distributed.

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ANNEXURE-

DRAFT RULES GOVERNING THE ELIGIBILITY AND PROCEDURE TO SUBMIT A
PROPOSAL FOR ESTABLISHING A PRIVATE UNIVERSITY IN THE STATE OF
KARNATAKA

PREAMBLE

It is the policy of the State Government and the Centre to give priority for Expansion
of Higher Education in the Country in the 12" Plan in order to enhance the enrolment ratio of
students in Higher Education from the existing 12% to atleast 16% in the State of Karnataka.

This Process includes considerable expenditure for providing infrastructure, quality
teachers and support for students. It is felt that Higher Education at the University level be
kept open to Private Sector also with certain terms and conditions to maintain access,
equity, quality and excellence in the system.

The University Grants Commission (UGC) (Establishment of and Maintenance of
standards in Private University) (Regulation 2003) has provided for establishment of Private
Universities with certain conditions. One of the conditions being that each Private University
shall be established by a separate Act and shall conform to the relevant provisions of the
UGC Act 1956 as amended from time to time. Therefore, it has become mandatory for the
State to establish each Private University under a separate Act.

As of now, some trusts and companies with wide range of experience in running the
corporate sectors including educational institutions have shown interest to start Private
Universities in our State.

In order to permit competent Sponsoring body to establish a University it has become
necessary to frame rules of eligibility and procedure to submit the proposal for a Private
University in the State of Karnataka so that only those who fulfil the eligibility criteria and are
competent will be permitted to establish the University.

Hence, it has become expedient to frame certain Rules Governing the Eligibility and
Procedure to submit a Proposal for Establishing a Private University in the state of
Karnataka

Only such institutions whose proposals meet the standards and are competent will be
recommended by the Higher Education Council to the Government which after due
consideration of the proposal will finally decide about placing the proposal in the Assembly.

The following shall be the rules governing the eligibility and procedure to send a
proposal for starting a Private University in the State of Karnataka.

Applicability:

These rules shall be applicable to any agency herein after called “Sponsoring Body”
which wishes to establish a Private University in the State of Karnataka.
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In these rules unless the context otherwise requires

a. 'Council’Higher Education Council (HEC)'Karnataka State Higher Education

Council (KSHEC) means the Kamataka State Higher Education Council
constituted under the Karnataka State Higher Education Council Act 2010

. ‘Off-Campus Centre’ means a centre of the Private University established by it

outside the main campus (within or outside the State) operated and maintained
as its constituent unit, having the University (s) compliment of facilities, faculty
and staff.

‘Off-Shore campus’ means a campus of the Private university established by it
outside the country, operated and maintained as its constituent unit, having the
University (s) compliment of facilities, faculty and staff

. ‘Private University’ means a university duly established through a State Act by a

sponsoring body viz. a society registered under the Societies Registration Act
1860, or any other corresponding law for the time being in force in a State or a
Public Trust or a Company registered under Section 25 of the Companies Act
1956 .

‘Statutory Body' means the All India Statutory bodies like UGC, AICTE, MCl|,
DCI, NCTE, Bar Council of india etc.

‘Screening Committee’ means a committee constituted by the Karnataka State
Higher Education Council (KSHEC) to examine the proposal submitted by the
sponsoring body.

. 'State’ means the State of Karnataka

. ‘University’/‘Private University’ means a University proposed to be established by

a sponsoring body.

~ The Sponsoring Body shall be:
Either a society registered under the Karnataka Societies Registration Act, 1860 OR

any other corresponding law for the time being in a State or a Public Trust OR a Company
registered under Section 25 of the Companies Act 1956

(3)

Eligibility:

(a) A Sponsoring Body established as above but comes under one of the two

categories mentioned below shall be eligible to submit the proposal for a University:

Category I: A sponsoring body which has been Managing Higher Education Institution/s or a
Leading Corporate body/ Industry in India provided it owns not less than 50 acres in an
Urban, Semi- Urban or Rural sector in the State of Karnataka where it proposes to establish
the University. '

OR
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Category II: A sponsoring body which has already established institutions in an area of not
less than 25 acres and has been conducting programs in its colleges as per prevailing norms
and standards of the respective Statutory Bodies and affiliating University and which have
the potential to form a University.

(4) Submission of the Proposal:

The sponsoring body which fulfils the conditions under sections 2&3 above and is
desirous of establishing a University shall submit its project proposal to the Department of
Higher Education, Government of Karnataka in accordance with the UGC guidelines, along
with certified copies of the documents, and the undertakings and later pay the fee prescribed
by the Executive Committee of the Hi'gher Education Council in the form of D.D. drawn in the
name of Executive Director Karnataka State Higher Education Council, Bangalore .

* The Fee paid by the sponsoring body shall not be returned under any circumstances
except when the sponsoring body suo moto decides to request the Government to with draw
the proposal in writing, before the proposal is forwarded to the Council and the Government
permits the withdrawal. The amount of refund in such cases shall be as decided by the
Government

(5) The Project Proposal

(@) The Project Proposal shall among other things contain

(). abrief history of Trust/ Company/ Society

(i) - the objects of the proposed University

(iii) the extent of the proposed campus, and status of the institution if already established

(iv)  the nature and type of programmes of studies and research to be undertaken by the
University im'mediately following the commencement and within a period of five
academic years after commencement of the University.

(v) the infrastructure facilities created proposed to be created for the courses of study
and research etc |

(vi)  adetailed master plan of the existing campus/ proposed campus

(vii)  phased outlay of capital expenditure for a period of five academic years immediately
following the commencement date

(viii)-  item-wise recurring and nonrecurring expenditure and sources of finance

(ix)  the scheme for mobilizing resources to meet the cost of capital expenditure and the
manner of repayment

(%) the scheme of generation of funds internally through collection of fee from students,
revenues anticipated from consultancy and other services rendered by the University
and other anticipated incomes
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(xiy  the years of experience and expertise in the concerned discipline of education if any
by the sponsoring agency as well as in financial management
(xii)  any other information the sponsoring body feels as relevant to the proposal

(6)  The Documents to be submitted along with the Proposal
(a) The Proposal shall be accompanied by the following Documents
i) A Memorandum of Association, Rules and Byelaws of the Trust/ Society / Company
of the sponsoring body as applicable under section 2 above.

ii) As a proof of its financial capability an audited finantial statement of accounts of the
society/trust/company as the case may be for the previous three years immediately
preceding the date of submission of proposal

iii) A copy of the title of ownership of the property

iv) A Master Plan of the existing / proposed campus
(v) Any other document relevant to the proposal
(7 Undertakings to be given by the Sponsoring Body

(a) The proposal shall be accompanied by the undertakings tating that the sponsoring
Body:-

i) will create adequate facilities for teaching, research and conduct examinations related
to the programs it wishes to offer as per rules made there of and in accordance with the
rules of respective statutory bodies and the UGC

ii) is in possession of sufficient funds or it will produce evidence of its capacity to invest
required funds to create or expand buildings and other infrastructure facilities and
maintain them.

i) will create Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund, University Endowment fund, General
Fund or such other statutory fund and will be managed as per rules to be framed in this
regard

iv) all movable and immovable properties of the institution already established if any and
those which will be established after the declaration of the University shall remain
legally vested in the name of the University in the manner recognized under the
transfer of property Act, 1882 or any other law which may be in force.

v) the income and property of the University howsoevei' derived shall be utilized only for
the promotion of objects of the University including its growth and development.

vi) will abide by the UGC (Establishment of and Maintenance of standards in Private
Universities) Regulation 2003 and any other amendments issued by the UGC and
other statutory bodies from time to time if the University is sanctioned.

'ii) any other undertaking required
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(8) Processing the Proposal:

(a)The State Government on receiving the proposal shall make a preliminary scrutiny of it
and if required refer it back to the sponsoring body to clarify/ provide additional
information/furnish requisite documents undertakings etc., and thereafter forward the
proposal to the Council for further action as stated below:

(9) The Screening Committee:

(a) The Council after satisfying itself that the proposal and other required documents and
undertakings are in place, shall proceed with the Constitution of a Screening Committee
as follows:

() A nominee of the Chairman of Higher Education Council who is an eminent
educationist who shall also be the Chairman of the Committee

(ii) A member of the Higher Education Council nominated by the Chairman

(iii) A nominee of the Executive Committee of the Higher Education Council who shall be a
person who is or who has been the Vice-Chancellor of a State sponsored University

(iv) A nominee of the UGC, who is or who has been the Vlce-ChanceIIor or equivalent rank
of a Central University or Institution.

(v) The Executive Director or any other Member of the Higher Education Council shall be
its Member Convener

(vi) The Committee may be assisted by Expert Members nominated by the Executive
Committee based on the no. and types of disciplines in which the sponsoring body
wishes to establish the University including an expert in the field of Finance and
Accounting

(10) Inspection:

(a) The Committee shall inspect the site where the proposed University will be established or
if the institutions have already been established visit the place and check the documents
furnished along with the proposal, including the property owned by the sponsoring body,
assess the capability, suitability and desirability of permitting the proposed University with
particular reference to the following:

(i) The capability of the sponsoring body to manage the University including its finances as
Stated in the audited financial statement of accounts

(i) The extent of ownership of the land by the trust, particularly, the land earmarked for the
University and its suitability to establish the University or the extent of and in which the
institutions are already established

(iii) The infrastructure and other facilities created or to be created to run the programmes
.as prescribed by the UGC or concerned statutory bodies
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(iv) The arrangements made to appoint required faculty as per the qualifications prescribed
by the UGC or concerned statutory body or if it is an established Institution the
qualifications of the faculty already appointed or selected for appointment

v) The arrangements made to appoint required staff or if it is an established institution the
qualification of staff, technical and other staff already appointed

vi)  The facility and staff created/ to be created to undertake research and to provide other
services.

vii) The academic year from which the University may begin its programs if permission is
granted to establish the University.

viii) Any other matter or requirement which in the opinion of the Council is relevant to the
proposed University.

(b) it shall verify. all the documents/ undertakings submitted along with the application
with reference to facts and figures

(11)  Report of the Screening Committee:

(a) The Committee shall objectively assess the institution with reference to the above and
submit its report ta the Council within the period fixed by the Chairman of the Council. -

(1%) Consideration of the report by the Council

(@) The Council shall consider the report of the Screening Committee hereafter called
“Committee” and satisfy itself that the proposed University fulfils all the requirements or
conditions and the sponsoring body is financially sound, before giving its advice with
sufficient justifications for establishing the University.

(b) The proposal along with the report of the Committee and advice of the Council shall be
forwarded to the State Government for further action as follows

(13) ° Action by the State Government:

(a) If on the advice of the Karnataka State Higher Education Council, the, State
Government comes to the conclusion that the institution does not qualify to be established
as a Private University, the sponsoring body shall be informed accordingly stating the
reasons therein.

(b) If the State Government is satisfied with the report of the Committee and the advice
of the Council about the desirability of establishing the proposed University, it may take a
final decision to introduce a bill in the Assembly along with the report of the Committee, the
advice of the Council and its own opinion, along with the rules governing the Establishment
and Management of the University for a final decision.
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(14) Review of rejected application:

(@) A Sponsoring Body whose proposal is rejected may be considered for review not
before one year from the date of rejection of the proposal by submitting an Application to
review the decision of the Government, after complying with all the deficiencies based on
which the State Government had rejected its proposal earlier. The review application shall
be accompanied by a review fee fixed by the Executive Committee of the Council.

(b) The State Government may refer the review application to the Higher Education
Council for latter's advice. The Higher Education Council shall then initiate the process of
review, as per the procedure laid down under sections (8) to (10) of this rules by constituting
a Rgview Commission

(c) After receiving the review report and advice of the Council the State Government
shall take further action as per the procedure laid down under Section 12

(15) The Review Commission:

(a)The Review Commission may be same as the Screening Committee constituted for the
University or it may be modified as per the requirement.

‘review’ shall not be entertained. However, the sponsoring body shall be at liberty to send a
proposal for a Private University after a gap of Two to Three Years and the request shall be
dealt with as ‘Fresh Proposal’

(16) The Off Campus Centre (s) and off - shore Campuses

(a) The off- campus Centre (s) and or the study Centre (s) shall be set up with the prior
approval of the UGC and that of the State Government (s) where the centre (s) is/ are
proposed to be opened

(c) Any off-shore campus (es) in foreign countries shall be opened only after obtaining
due permission from the Government of India and also that of the Government of the host
country.

(d) In case of off-shore campus (es), the remittance of funds shall be governed by the
rules and regulations of the Reserve Bank of India.

CHAPTER-I
PRELIMINARY

(1) Short Title and Commencement

CHAPTER-II
ESTABLISHMENT AND RECOGNITION OF PRIVATE UNIVERSITY

1) Establishment and Recognition of Private Universities: Each Private University
shall be established by a separate State Act and shall conform to the relevant provisions of
the UGC Act, 1956, as amended from time to time.

2) A Private University shall be a unitary University having adequate facilities for
teaching, research examinations and extension services.

3) A Private University established under a State Act shall operate ordinarily within
the boundary of the State concerned. However,, after the development of main campus, in
exceptional circumstances, the university may be permitted to open off-campus centres, off-
shore campuses and study centres after five years of its coming into existence, subject to
the following conditions

(a) The off- campus centres(s) and / or the study centres(s) shall be set up with the
prior approval of the UGC and that of the State Government (s) where the centre (s) is/ are
proposed to be opened

(b) The overaII performance of the off-campus centre (s) remains unsatnsfactory, the
private university shall be instructed by the UGC to close down the said centre (s), which
shall be binding on the University. In such a situation, the interests of the students already
enrolled therein shall be protected

(c) Any off-shore campus (es) in foreign countries shall be opened only after
obtaining due permission from the Government of India and also that of the Government of
the host country.

(d) In case of off-shore cambus (es) the remittance of funds shall be governed by the
rules and regulations of the Reserve Bank of India.

4) A Private University shall fulfil the minimum criteria in terms of programmes,
faculty, infrastructural facilities, financial viability, etc., as laid down from time to time by the
UGC and other concerned statutory bodies such as the All india Council for Technical
Education (AICTE), the Bar Council of India (BC!), the Distance Education Council (DEC),
the Dental Council of India (DCI), the indian Nursing Council (INC), the Medical Council of
India (MCI), the National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE), the pharmacy Council of
India (PCI), etc,.

5) The courses of studies prescribed for a first degree and/ or the post- graduate
degree/ diploma programmes should have been formally approved by the respective
academic bodies of the private university, such as Board of Studies, Academic Council and
Governing / Executive Council.

6) The programmes of study leading to a degree and/ or a post-graduate degree/
diploma offered by a private university shall conform to the relevant regulations/ norms of the

UGC or the concerned statutory body as amended from time to time.
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7) A Private University shall provide all the relevant information relating to the first
degree and post- graduate degree/ diploma programme (s) including the curriculum
structure, contents, teaching and learning process, examination and evaluation system and
the eligibility criteria for admission of students , to the UGC on a proforma prescribed by the
UGC prior to starting of these programmes.

8) The UGC on detailed examination of the information made available as well as
the representations and grievances received by it from the students as well as concerned
public relating to the deficiencies of the proposed programme (s) not conforming to various
UGC Regulations, shall inform the concerned university about any shortcomings in respect
of conformity to relevant regulations, for rectification. The University shall offer the
programme (s) only after necessary rectification.

9) The admission procedure and fixation of fees shall be in accordance with the
norms/ guidelines prescribed by the UGC and other concerned statutory bodies.

CHAPTER-III
THE UNIVERSITY AND THE SPONSORING BODY

10) Eligibility for Establishing the University:-The Sponsoring Body which is eligible
to apply and submitted the proposal as per the rules made in this behalf and recommended
by the Council and approved by the Government shall be eligible to establish a University
as per the provisions of this Act.

11) Establishment of Permanent Statutory Fund: (a) If the State Government, after
considering the recommendations of the screening Committee and the Karnataka State
Higher Education Council, is satisfied that the sponsorin{; body has the capacity to run the
University with sufficient infrastructure based on the information furnished by it, it shall direct
the sponsoring agency to establish the Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund as specified
in section 55 of this Act. [

(12) The University, its location etc.,-

(a) After the establishment of the Permanent Statutory Endowment Fund, the State
Government.may, by notification, in the official Gazette, accord sanction for establishing of
the University in the State by the name .................cicviiiiinnnnn, AT University.

(b) The head quarters of the University shall be at such place, as may be decided by
the Sponsoring Body and approved by the Government. The Universitysshall have additional
Campuses-or Off-Campus Centres, subject to the provisions of the UGC (Establishment of
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and Maintenance of Private Universities) Regulations 2003 and any other amendments
issued by it from time to time.

(c) The Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor, members of the Board of Governors,
members of the Board of Management and the Academic Council for the time being holding
office as such in the University so established, shall constitute a body corporate and can sue
and be sued in the name of the University

(d) On Establishment of the University under sub-section 4 (b), the land and other
movable and immovable properties acquired, created, arranged or built by the University for
the purpose of the University wherever situated shall vest in the University

(e) In all suits and other legal proceedings by or against the University, the pleading
shall be signed and verified by and all processes in such suits and proceedings shall be
issued to and be served on the Registrar of the University

(f) The land, building and other properties of the University shall not be used for any
purpose other than to fulfil the objects of the University -

(13) Grants and Financial Assistance: The University shall be self-financing and shall
neither make a demand nor shall be entitled to any maintenance, grant-in-aid or any
other financial assistance from the State or any other body or corporation owned or
controlled by the State:

Provided that the State may, provide financial support to the University through
grants or otherwise:

(i) for research, and other activities for which other State Government or Central
Government organizations have provided financial assistance; or

(i) for any specific research or programme based support

(iii) Provided further that the University may receive any financial support from any other
sources.

(14)  Objects of the University:

(a) To introduce programs provide instruction, teaching, training, research, development
and community service.

(b) Develop Public Opinion on matters of National and International Importance through
Seminars, Conferences, Discussions and undertake Community Development,
Publications and Training Programs.

(c) Initiate and undertake collaborative research and consultancy with any organization

in India and overseas.
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Formulate, ‘undertake and implement necessary or expedient action to pursue,
promote, achieve and enhance the objects of the University.

Pursue any other worthwhile objectfve or objects as may be approved by the
Government, that have the potential to improve the quality of life for all and to bring
about national development.

To carry out all such activities as may be necessary or feasible in furtherance of the
objects of the University.

To institute and confer Degrees Honorary Degrees, Diplomas or other Academic
Distinctions as per the Statutes.

To institute and award Fellowships, Scholarships and Prizes etc., in accordance with
the Statutes.

To make provisions for Co and Extra —curricular activities for students and
employees. %

To supervise and maintain discipline among lthe students and all categories of
employees.

To Co-operate and Collaborate with other Universities, institutions in such a manner
and for such purposes as the University may determine from time to time.

To organize and conduct refresher courses, orientation courses, workshops,
seminars and Conferences.

To determine standards of admission to the University or its off- campus Constituent
College or Centres.

To organize Bachelor's Master's and Doctoral level degree Programs, by academic
study or by research or a combination thereof, within the provisions of the UGC,
AICTE, MCI or such other regulatory bodies.

To recognize Degrees Diplomas etc., of other recognized Universities or institutions
of highgr learning as equivalent to Degrees, Diplomas etc, of the University for the

.purpose of admission to programs of the University and to withdraw such recoghnition

at any time.

Joint brograms: The University may conduct JointProgram (s) with other Universities
in India and or/ abroad with the prior approval of the Government of Karnataka and if
necessary, the UGC and Government of India. However the program (s) shall
conform to the Provisions of the Act, Statutes Ordinance and Regulations of the
University.

Powers and Responsibilities of the Sponsoring Body: Subject to the provisions of this
Act the Sponsoring Body shall have the following powers and responsibilities:

To appoint, reappoint or terminate the appointment of the Chancellor
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To Constitute the Board of Governors of the University

To nominate three persons as members to the Board of Governors

To determine and outsou:-ce the funds required for the University

To resolve the conflict if any arises in the Board of Governors

Powers and Responsibilities of the University: Subject to provisions of this Act the

University shall have the following powers and responsibilities

To confer Hon. Degrees, Diplomas or other Academic Distinctions aé laid down in the

Statutes.

To confer Degrees, Diplomas, Certificates and other academic distinctions on the

basis of examination or any E_)ther method of evaluation. '
To create Academic, Administrative support staff and other positions required for the

University as laid down in the Statutes.

To undertake any other activities connected with, or incidental to further the objects

of the University in consultation with the Governing Council.

To make rules to maintain discipline among the students and all categories of
employees and to make Statutes providing for service conditions and code of
conduct of all categories of employees.

Recognition of UGC: The University shall obtain recognition by the UGC within a

reasonable time. It shall fulfil the minimum criteria in terms of programs, faculty,

infrastructural facilities, financial viability, etc, as laid down from time to time by the

UGC and other concerned statutory bodies.

The University shall subject itself to Assessment and Accreditation of the respective
National or International Accrediting Agencies within a reasonable period.

The University shall publish all its programs, academic calendar, admission

procedure, fee structure and all its activities in its website and other media in order to
reach all its stake holders and also inform the State Government and the Karnataka
State Higher Education Council.

The University shall cooperate and collaborate with other Universities in such a

manner and for such purposes as the University may determine from time to time.

To raise collect subscribe and borrow money with the approval of the Governing
body whether on the security of the properties of the University or otherwise for the
purposes of the University.

The University shall provide all the rele\)ant information relating to all its programmes
including the curriculum structure, contents teaching and learning process,
examination and evaluation system and the eligibility criteria for admission of
students, to the UGC prior to starting of those programmes. '
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) To design an emblem with motto for the University.

(m) To select a common seal of the University which shall be in the custody of the
Registrar

(17)  The University shall be open to all Classes, Castes, Creed and Gender : The

University shall be open to all persons irrespective of class, creed and gender

Provided that not less than twenty five percent of the total seats in the academic
programmes of the University shall be reserved for admission of students domiciled for not
less than ten years in the State of Karnataka, subject to fulfilling the admission criteria

Provided further that if adequate number of candidates are not available, the seats so
reserved shall be filled by the candidates from the general pool.

(18)  Accreditation: The University shall seek Accreditation from respective National
Accreditation bodies within a reasonable period.

CHAPTER-IV ’
OFFICERS OF THE UNIVERSITY

(19) Officers of the University:
a) The following shall be the officers of the University, namely:-

i. The Visitor;
ii. The Pro-visitor

iii. The Chancellor

iv. The Vice -Chancellor
V. The Pro -Vice -Chancellor
Vi. The Deans of the faculties

vil. The Registrar

viii. The Registrar Evaluation
iX. The Finance Officer and
X. Such other officers as may be declared by Statutes to be the officers of the University

(20) The Visitor:

(a) The Governor of Karnataka shall by virtue of his office be the Visitor of the
University.

(b) The Visitor when present shall preside over the convocation of the University and
confer Degrees and Diplomas.

(c) The Visitor shall have the following powers, namely:-
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i) to call for any paper, file or information relating to the affairs of the University and
on the basis of the information received by the Visitor, if he is satisfied that any order,
proceedings, or decision taken by the University is not in conformity with the Act, Statutes,
Ordinances, Regulations and Rules of the University, issue such directions as he may deem
fit in the interest of the University and the directions so issued shall be complied with by all
concerned.

(ii) shall exercise such other powers as may be conferred on him by or under this Act
(21)  The Pro-visitor:

(1) The Hon'ble Minister for Higher Education of the Government of Karnataka shall
be the Pro-Visitor of the University.

(2) The Pro-Visitor shall, when the visitor is not present, preside over the
Convocation of the University.

(22) The Chancellor:
(a) The Chancellor shall be appointed by the Sponsoring Body.

(b) He shall be an eminent educationist who has served as an educational administrator or
who has proven record of managing educational institutions, companies or industries of
repute and wu has a keen interest in promoting excellence in education and research
and providing Community service

(c) The term of the Chancellor shall be four years and he shall be eligible for reappointment.

(d) The Chancellor shall be the head of the University and the Chairperson of the Board of
Governors of the University and preside over the meetings of the Board of Governors

(e) The Chancellor shalli have such powers as may be conferred on him by this Act and
the Statutes made there under, which shall include the following powers, namely:-

i. to preside over the convocation of the University in the absence of the Visitor or
Pro-Visitor

ii. appoint ‘or reappoint or terminate the Vice-Chancellor in accordance with the
Provisions of the Act and Statute.

ii. nominate persons to the authorities as per the provisions of this Act or
Ordinances made there of

iv. constitute the Board of Management, the Finance Committee, the Academic
Council and the Research council

v. shall approve the appointment of Pro-Vice-Chancellor the Deans, The Registrar,
Registrar Evaluation and Finance Officer of the University

vi. shall be the Appellate Authority in respect of any dispute arising among the
members of the authorities or among officers.
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vii. appoint the first, Pro-Vice-Chancellor, Deans, Registrar, Registrar evaluation
and Finance officer of the University.

viii. resolve conflicts excluding conflicts at a meeting of Board of Governors in the
manner provided for in the ordinance

ix. exercise all other powers and functions as per the provisions of this Act,
Statutes and Ordinances.

(23) The Vice-Chancellor:

(a) There shall be a search committee of three eminent persons for preparing a panel
of names for appointment of the Vice-Chancellor. Of these, one member shall be the
nominee of the Chancellor who shall be the Chairman, two other members shall be the
nominees of the Board of Governors of which one shall be the Member Convener.

(b) The committee shall prepare a panel of names of three persons who have held
positions not below the rank of Professor or equivalent in the Central or State University or
Recognized Education or Research institution or has been heading a recognized Higher
Education institution for not less than five years. The Chancellor with the approval of the
Board of Governors shall appoint the Vice-Chancellor.

(c) The term of office of the Vice-Chancellor shall be not more than five years but
shall not hold the office beyond 70 years of age. However, he can continue in the office after
expiry of his term for one year or until the new Vice -Chancellor is appointed whichever is
early. Other terms and conditions of his appointment including salary shall be as determined
by the Governing Council.

(24) Powers and Functions of the Vice-Chancellor:

(a) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the principal Executive and Academic officer of the
university and shall have the general superintendence and control over the affairs of the
university and shall execute the decisions of various authorities of the university.

(b) The Vice-Chancellor shall preside over the Convocation of the University in the
absence of The Visitor, the Pro-Visitor or the Chancellor.

(c) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform such other
duties as may be laid down by the statutes or the rules.

(d) If in the opinion of the Vice-Chancellor it is necessary to take immediate action on
any matter for which powers are conferred on any other authority other than the Board of
Governors or officers other than the Visitor or chancellor, he may take such action as he
deems necessary and shall, at the earliest opportunity thereafter, report his action to such
officer or authority as would have in the ordinary course dealt with the matter:
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Provided that if in the opinion of the concerned authority such action should not.have
been taken by the Vice - Chancellor, then such case shall be referred to the Chancellor,
whose decision thereon shall be final.

(e) If, in the opinion of the Vice -Chancellor, any decision of any authority of the
university or officer other than the Visitor, Pro-Visitor or Chancellor is outside the provisions
of the Act, Statutes, Ordinances, Regulations or Rules made there under or is likely to be
prejudicial to the interests of the university, he shall request the concerned authority to revise
its decision within fifteen days from the date of its decision and in case the authority refuses
to revise such decision wholly or partly or fails to take any decision within fifteen days, then
such matter shall be referred to the Chancellor whose decision thereon shall be final.

(f) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and perform such other
duties as may be specified by the statutes.

(25) Removal of the Vice-Chancellor: The Vice- Chancellor may be removed from
the office by the Chancellor and on the recommendations of the Board of Governors after
following the principles of natural justice such as issuing a show cause notice conducting
enquiry etc.

(26) The Pro-Vice-Chancellor: The Vice-Chancellor with the approval of the
Chancellor shall appoint not more than three Pro-Vice-Chancellors. Their terms -and
conditions of appointment including salary may be as determined by the Board of Governors.
The Pro-Vice-Chancellors shall be not below the rank of a Professor of a recognized
University/ Institution. They shall exercise such powers and perform such other duties as
may be laid down by the Statutes

(27) The Deans of Faculties: The Deans of Faculties shall be appointed by the
Vice-chancellor with the written approval of the Chancellor in such manner and shall
exercise such powers and perform such duties as may be laid down by the Statutes

(28)  The Registrar:

(a) The Registrar shall be a whole time officer and shall be appointed by the Vice-
Chancellor with the written approval of the Chancellor in such manner and on such terms
and cpnditions as may be laid down by statutes

(b) All contracts as defined in the rules shall be entered into and signed by the
Registrar on behalf of the University

(c) The Registrar shall have the power to authenticate records on behalf of the
University and shall exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as may be
prescribed or may be required from time to time, by the Chancellor or the Vice-Chancellor

(d) The Registrar shall be responsible for the due custody of the records and the
common seal of the University and shall be bound to place before the Chancellor, the
Vice-Chancellor or any other authority all such information and documents as demanded.
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(29)  The Registrar Evaluation:

(a) The Registrar Evaluation shall be a whole time officer appointed by the Vice-
Chancellor with the prior approval of the Chancellor

(b) he shall be in charge of the conduct of examinations and all other matters
incidental to and anciliary there with and perform such other duties as may be prescribed by
the Statutes or Ordinances or as may be allocated to him by the Vice-Chancellor

(80) The Finance Officer: The Finance Officer shall preferably be a person who
possesses a degree and experience in finance and Accounting. He shall be appointed by the
Vice-Chancellor with the prior approval of the Chancellor and shall exercise such powers
and perform such other duties as may be laid down by the Statutes.

(31)  Other Officers: The mode of appointment, the terms and conditions of service
including salary and powers and duties of other officers of the University shall be as
prescribed by the Statutes.

CHAPTER-V
AUTHORITIES OF THE UNIVERSITY

(32) Authorities of the University: The following shall be the authorities of the University
namely:-

() The Board of Governors

(i) The Board of Management
(iii) The Academic Council

(iv) The Research Council

(v) The Finance Committee; and

(vi) Such other authorities as may be declared by the Statutes to be the authorities of
the University.

(33) (a) The Board of Governors:

a) The Board of Governors shall be the Principal Governing Body of the University and
shall consist of the following namely:-

(i)  The Chancellor
(i)  The Vice Chancellor

(iv)  An officer of the rank of the Principal Secretary to the Government nominated by
the Government.

(v)  An eminent educationist nominated by the UGC.

(vi)  An eminent educationist nominated by the Visitor

The Term of office of the Members of Board of Governors

(c) Meetings of the Board of Governors:

The quorum for the meeting of Board of Governors shall be six

No resolution shall be passed or decision be taken by the Board of Governors at
their meeting, in respect of any Agenda Matter except pursuant to an affirmative
vote by the Chancellor in favour of the Agenda Matter.

No Agenda Matter shall be either included in the Agenda or taken up for
discussion and decided upon, in the meeting of the Board of Governors or the
Board of Management or any other Committees without obtaining prior approval
of the Chancellor.

In the event of breach, the Chancellor shall be entitled to at all times to

immediately take remedial action by reversing all decisions taken by any functionary or
functionaries or body or bodies of the University in breach of the provisions of the Act and
consequent upon the pursuit of such a remedial action all such actions taken by the
functionary or functionaries or body or bodies of the University in breach of the provisions of
the Act shall be deemed to be, ab initio null and void and consequently the status quo ante
shall prevail in respect of the matter or decision in breach.

In the event of a conflict of opinion in the meeting or dispute among members of

the Board of Governors the sponsoring body shall take a decision and the decision of the
Sponsoring body in respect of such issue shall be final and binding on the University.

Statement of Objects and Reasons

In order to fulfil the object of increasing the enrolment in Higher Education in the
State with quality, equity, access and excellence in mind it has become necessary for the
State to open Higher Education to private sectors to enable them to establish Private
Universities on certain terms and conditions. The University Grants Commission (UGC)
(Establishment of and Maintenance of standards in Private University) (Regulation 2003)
also provided for establishment of Private Universities with certain conditions. One of the
conditions being that each Private University shall be established by a separate Act and
shall conform to the relevant provisions of the UGC Act 1956 as amended from time to time.
Therefore, it has become mandatory for the State to establish each Private University under
a separate Act.

The Government of Karnataka has already prescribed the Rules and Procedure for a
sponsoring body which fulfils the condition prescribed in the rules to establish a Private
University. Accordingly the proposal submitted by ...............ccc....... (Sponsoring body) has
been processed by the Higher Education Council as per the Rules and Procedures and
recommended to the State Government for according permission to start a University. The
State Government which has examined the proposal in detail is also satisfied with the
objects and programs to be offered by the sponsoring body.

A PROPOSAL TO ESTABLISH
KARNATAKA STATE ACADEMY OF HIGHER EDUCATION

INTRODUCTION

The Karnataka Vision 2020 Document envisages inter alia achieving a gross
enrolment ratio of 20% from the current ratio of about 12%. A cursory look at current higher
education scenario reveals clearly that the decadence in higher education is due to the
falling standards and quality of teachers on the one hand and method of teaching on the
other. The ever burgeoning student output from secondary education due to implementation
of Right to Education (RTE) Act would need to be accommodated in higher education. In
such a context, the task of attracting more and more students to higher education becomes
not only formidable but also a more challenging uphill task to induct them into higher
education in a me'aningful and fruitful manner. In order to address these challenges not only
we need more and more educational infrastructure but also more importantly, the human
resource both in terms of number and quality. Today's woes of higher education are dearth
of quality teachers in adequate numbers. To address this problem interventions are required
not only to ensure that the new incumbents who enter into teaching service are teachers by
choice and not by chance, but also meet their capacity building and skills development
through in service training.

OBJECTS

Setting high standards for teaching career with stringent measures of selection
followed by rigorous training is crucial for promoting quality in Tertiary Education.

The required transformation mechanism needs to comprise of two approaches
mainly, the radical shift from the existing recruitment policy of teachers to a more scientific
and professional recruitment policy. The other is provision of professional training at
induction level so that the professionalism remains in the individual throughout the service of
next thirty to thirty five years.

Pending drastic changes in the recruitment policy, attempt can be made to inculcate
professionalism in the recruited teachers of tertiary education by way of induction training.

Teaching is a Noble Profession and the teacher has pivotal role in building better
knowledge society and knowledge based economy. Access and Equity without Quality in
education has no meaning and the quality teachers with passion for teaching are inevitable
in any education system. Teachers in both primary and secondary education have structured
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pre-service and in-service training obligations and interventions, but the same thing is
lacking in teachers of tertiary education. In tertiary education, the teachers are selected on
the basis of proficiency in the subject and are not trained in teaching skills before they are
inducted to teaching.

The proposed Academy Of Higher Education is to fulfill the need for a professional
training to selected teachers of tertiary education at the induction level itself. It is essential
for teachers of higher education to be trained in pedagogy, communication skills and
psychology before they are appointed. Induction programme of one year duration is
essential for this, as short term training courses have limited impact in bringing required
transformation of a teacher.

Therefore there is a need for establishing a full-fledged Academy to impart
comprehensive but complete training for instilling professionalism, competency and
humanism in every teacher of Higher education in the State.

ESTABLISHMENT OF KARNATAKA STATE ACADEMY OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Creation of Teaching Academy on the lines of Administrative Academy, Police
Academy, or Bankers Academy is essential for bringing out committed and passionate
teachers in tertiary education sector. The Karnataka State Academy of Higher Education
with a capacity to train annually 500 teachers of tertiary education is proposed during
12" Five Year Plan. The ideal location for the campus will be Belgaum District. An area of
200 acres of land would be required to be acquired in a location preferably having air and
other transport connectivity in naturally serene environments amenable for dedicated
learning and honing and fine tuning skills essential for a professional teacher.

The Academy will function under the guidance of the Karnataka State Higher
Education Council as its Educational Training Wing.

The Higher Education Council shall prepare the finances and other requirements for
the Academy and include them in its Annual Budget while submitting the proposal to the
State Government for sanction.

The Higher Education Council shall also nominate required number of members to
the Executive Council of the Academy and guide the Academy from time to time in
organizing the programmes for tertiary level teachers and other recruits.

The Executive Committee of the Higher Education Council shall appoint the Dean,
Registrar, Finance Officer and other officers and ministerial staff required for the Council.
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Components of the Academy of Higher Education

The proposed Academy in Higher education will have the following physical
infrastructure and facilities:

e A Campus of about 200 acres having a serene academic environment.

o About 12 disciplines with labs and classrooms in all branches of education,
including professional education like General, medical, engineering, agriculture,
arts and culture, sports and extracurricular disciplines, new disciplines and
interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary subjects.

o All time accessible library (24*7*365) with both physical and digital with broad
band connectivity on par with the libraries of National Institutes like ITP & 1IMS.

o State of the art equipments and instruments and ICT facilities.

e Indoor and outdoor stadium and sports fields and tracks with all necessary
sportswear.

o Entertainment park, adventure sports, swimming, horse riding, trekking facilities
and gymnasium.

e Tele-training, Edusat studio, virtual class rooms and animation centers.

« Amphitheaters, Convention centers and conference halls.
Training to be imparted for capacity building and skills development

The training will be imparted to both newly recruited and in service teachers of
tertiary education level. The newly recruited teachers will undergo induction training for one
year and the in service teachers will be trained in different modules during vacations. The
Training imparted to the teachers include in-depth subject teaching, microteaching,
pedagogy, use of teaching aids and techniques, value education, mentoring, leadership, ICT
applications, statistical analysis, research orientation and instrument handling, preparation of
project proposals & evaluation and concept papers, curriculum development, organizing
seminars, conferences and workshops etc. The course content will be framed on the above
lines

The teachers will be trained and hpned for hard work, commitment, positive
mindedness, analytical skills, communication skills, entrepreneurial skills, motivation,
inspiration, facilitation, competitiveness, honesty integrity, dedication, punctuality, discipline
and with commitments to Social Justice.

The training shall be mandatory for the faculty of all recognized higher education
institutions at the Assistant Professors or equivalent level and the duration of training shall
be part of their probationary period. The probationary period of the candidates shall not be
declared unless they complete the training successfully.
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Management of the Academy

Executive Council: The Academy shall be managed by an Executive Council headed
by the Dean of the Academy as its Chairman and nine eminent educationists, scientists
including social scientists, industrialists nominated by the Higher Education Council and a
nominee of each of the Principal Secretaries of Departments of Higher Education, Law,
Medical Education, Agriculture, Finance not below the rank of Deputy Secretary shall be the
members. The Registrar shall be its Member Secretary. The Executive Council shall meet at
least once in two months.

The Executive Council shall manage the affairs of the Academy under the overall
guidance of the Higher Education Council. The Executive Council shall prepare the course
contents, duration etc. of the programs and submit the proposal to the Executive Committee
of the Higher Education Council for approval :

Core Faculty/ Staff

There shall be the post of a Dean of the Academy equivalent to that of Senior
Professor of a University appointed on deputation for not more than three years from one of
the State Universities or any other recognized State or National institute. (Senior Professor
means a Professor who has put in service as professor for not less than 10 years in the
State/ Central Universities or reputed National institute).

He shall be assisted by Registrar and a Finance Officer. The Registrar may be of the
rank of University Professor or equivalent appointed on deputation from the State
Universities, Government or from any recognized State or Central institutes for a period not
exceeding three years. The Finance Officer may be equivalent to the rank of Assistant
Controller of State Accounts Department and appointed on deputation from the State
Accounts Department or Universities or recognized financial institutions for a period not
exceeding three years.

There shall be required number of ministerial and technical staff for the academy
drawn from other institutions on deputation or recruited directly. For all purposes the
“University” means Karnataka State University.

Visiting Faculty

There shall be visiting faculty for the academy to offer programmes to the trainees.
They shall be drawn from well known established education, research and management
institutions including the senior faculty from the reputed Central and State Universities,
institutes of Management, Institutes of Information and Technology etc. They shall be invited
to undertake the programs on tenure basis or on other terms and they shall be paid salaries
they would have drawn in their parent institutions plus suitable honorariums during the
period of their visit.

The Executive Council shall prepare the list of the visiting faculty and prescribe terms
and conditions for their visit and submit the proposal to the Executive Committee of the
Council for approval.
