Guidelines for obtaining NOC from the Department of Higher Education of the
Punjab Govt. for establishing college (s) of Education /Law.

Teaching of Education/Law Education in India at the University level
is controlled and regulated by the National Council for Teacher Education/ Bar
Council of India respectively. An educational Society/Trust (duly registered in the
State of Punjab ) who desires to open a new college of Education/ Law will apply for
approval of affiliation of the N.C.T.E. / B.C. 1. through the concerned affiliating
University alongwith the recommendations of the University. But before doing so the
said Trust/Society will have to seek NOC from the Govt. (Department of Higher
Education) for establishing the college of Education /Law.

STAGE I (CUT OFF DATE 31%" AUGUST)

The application for this purpose should reach the Govt./D.P.I. (C)
latest by 31% August, of the previous year to the year in which college/classes are
proposed to be started. This application should be accompanied by a DD of Rs. 5000/-
as processing fee in the name of D.P.I.(C) and should furnish the following

information :-
1. Registration of Society /Trust.
2. Proof of classification of land w.r.t. its location .

3. The proof of ownership of land by the Trust/Society (Regd. Sale Deed
or long term lease of atleast 30 years).

4. Land use Certificate by DTP/Competent Authority of Local Govt.

Department.

Latest fund position.

Resolution for earmarking of the land.

Developmental profile Report (DPR).

Name of the University with which it is to be aftiliated.
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Course/Courses required (with No. of Units/Societies).

STAGE II (CUT OFF DATE 5" NOVEMBER)

On the receipt of application for the grant of NOC, carrying the

information given above, the DPI(C) Punjab will constitute an inspection committee



consisting of two representatives of the Department of Higher Education (out of
DDCP, DDC and Govt. College Regular Principals) and one nominee of the V.C. of
concerned University to examine the facts contained in the application on the site. The
Trust/Socity will pay TA/DA alongwith inspection fee as per University norms for
this purpose. The Committee after careful inspection of the feasibility and facts will
forward its report within 3 days to the DPI(C) , Punjab with its clear
recommendations whether to grant NOC or not. The Committee will also certify the
availability of the constructed building(s) which is to be used by the Management for
the College of Education / Law. The Committee will also certify that whether existing
building is being used by the Management for any other purpose or not. This report
alongwith the comments of DPI(C) will be forwarded to the Government where final
decision will be taken about the grant of NOC. NOC will be issued by the Govt.
(Department of Higher Education).

STAGE III (CUT OFF DATE 15" DECEMBER)

On receipt of recommendations of the DPI(C) alongwith the relevant
documents, the Govt. will decide the case before 15" December whether to grant
NOC or not. As per the decision dated 07.02.2003 of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India
in case St. Johns Teachers Training Institute Vs Regional Director, N.S.T.E. & Anr. if
Govt. does not decide about the NOC by last date, it will be presumed to have no
objection for opening the college.

FEE AND FUND STRUCTURE:

Since the new institutions will be totally self financed institutions it
would be in the purview of the concerned University to recommend fee structure

semester wise till a uniform fee structure is prescribed by the Government.



Guidelines for obtaining NOC from the Department of Higher Education of the

Punjab Govt. to open a new degree college.

Education in India at the University level is controlled and regulated
by the University Grants Commission. An educational Society/Trust (duly registered
in the State of Punjab decides opening a new degree college will apply for the
approval of affiliation through the concerned affiliating University alongwith the
recommendations of the University. But before doing so the said Trust/Society will
have to seek NOC from the Govt. (Department of Higher Education) for establishing

the new degree college.

STAGE I (CUT OFF DATE 315" AUGUST)

The application for this purpose should reach the Govt./D.P.I. (C)
latest by 31% August, of the previous year to the year in which college/classes are
proposed to be started. This application should be accompanied by a DD of Rs. 5000/-
as processing fee in the name of D.P.I.(C) and should furnish the following

information :-

1. Registration of Society /Trust.

2. Proof of classification of land w.r.t. its location .

3. The proof of ownership of land by the Trust/Society (Regd. Sale Deed or
long term lease of atleast 30 years).

4. Land use Certificate by DTP/Competent Authority of Local Govt.

STAGE IIT (CUT OFF DATE 15" DECEMBER)

On receipt of recommendations of the DPI(C) alongwith the relevant
documents, the Govt. will decide the case before 15" December whether to grant
NOC or not. The Management of the Society/Trust cannot claim as a right for the
grant of NOC. This is the sole discretionary powers of the Govt. whether to grant
NOC to a particular Institute or not.

FEE AND FUND STRUCTURE:

Since the new institutions will be totally self financed institutions it
would be in the purview of the concerned University to recommend fee structure

semester wise till a uniform fee structure is prescribed by the Government.
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
