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5. Recommendations 

5.1 To Create a State Level Accreditation Body 

 The implementation of RUSA in the state necessitates the creation 

of an accreditation body mandatory. Hence it was recommended in the 

75th Council meeting to create a state level accreditation body in 

TANSCHE with the following objectives: 

• To grant accreditation through transparent and informed external 

review process 

• To provide a common frame of reference for students and others to 

obtain credit information on academic quality 

• To assist students mobility across institutions, domestic as well as 

national and international. 

Some guidelines were also laid down by the council: institutions 

imparting higher education beyond 12 years need to be mandatorily 

accredited by the said accreditation body of TANSCHE; guidelines to be 

formed in lines with the guidelines offered by NAAC. 

6.  Activities 

6.1 Study Abroad Programme 

The Study Abroad Programme was successfully launched in 

August 2013 for the first batch of students in the academic year 2013 - 

14. In the first phase, 14 students and 3 faculty members went to Edge 

Hill University, University of Nottingham, University of Birmingham and 

Royal Holloway College, London. 4 students and 1 faculty member left for 

UK on 28 August 2013 and 10 students and 2 faculty members left for UK 

on 21 September 2013. They completed their semester in UK and 

returned in different batches from mid-December to January end 

depending on the academic calendars in the respective universities 

where they were placed in. 
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In the second phase, 11 students and 2 faculty members were 

placed in Kings College, London, Edge Hill University, University of 

Birmingham, Sheffield Hallam University and Royal Holloway College, 

London. They left in January 2014 in different batches and returned in 

June 2014.

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Preparatory work for selecting students and faculty members for 

the Study Abroad Programme for the academic year 2014–15 is in 

progress. It has been proposed to send all 30 candidates in one batch in 

September 2014 to institutions in UK. 

 

6.2 Soft Skills Centres 

 15 teachers from each of the 30 Government Arts and Science 

Colleges where the Soft Skills Centres have been established have been 

trained by INTEL and the Centres are engaged in training the students in 

Soft Skills. Computer literacy, communication skills, personality 

development and interview skills which are integral part of soft skills are 

imparted to the students to make them ready to take up jobs on 

completion of their degrees.   

 

6.3 Special Care for Slow Learners 

The scheme is being successfully implemented by conducting 

coaching classes and remedial classes in 6 Government Arts & Science 

Colleges and 18 University Constituent Colleges to prevent drop outs 

thereby help them in completing their graduation. This scheme focuses 

on preventing drop-outs in colleges and enabling slow learners receive 

special and customised training and develop their learning skills. 

 

6.4 Universities-Business Collaboration Centres 

The University Business Collaboration Centres established in 6 

state Universities – University of Madras, Alagappa university, 

Bharathidasan University, Bharathiyar University, Madurai Kamaraj 

University and Manonmaniam Sundaranar University have been trying to 

build an “Academia-Industry Interface” to facilitate internships, industry 

sponsored research projects, consultancy services, preserve and 

maintain bio-diversity, and also get placements support. These UBCCs 

help in building tie-ups with industry, enable placements and encourage 
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participation of industry in education through internships, campus 

placements. TANSCHE is acting as a Nodel Agency for the above 

scheme. 

 

6.5 Rashtriya Ucchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA) 

 Advisory meetings have been conducted by the Principal 

Secretary, Higher Education Department with the TANSCHE members. 

RUSA team has to be constituted and baseline data has to be collected. 

Meetings with stakeholders have been planned to be conducted. 

 

6.6 Minor Research Project for Teachers & Mini Project for PG 
students 

 

TANSCHE has initiated the schemes of “Minor Research Project 

for Teachers” and “Mini Projects for PG Students” to promote research 

aptitude among the teachers and students of Government Arts and 

Science Colleges. Due to enthusiasm and overwhelming response from 

the Government College teachers and PG students, the number of 

project grants for sanctioning has been recommended to be increased to 

100 for both schemes. 

 

6.7 State Integrated Board of Studies 

Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher Education (TANSCHE) has

The State Integrated Boards of Studies shall provide a bank of 

subjects under different heads and stipulation to be drawn from by the 

institutions to suit their particular necessities and demands with the 

following objectives: 

• To provide basic compatibility in subjects offered by various 

universities, autonomous institutions and deemed universities 

• To facilitate the mobility of faculty and students from one to another 

of these institutions 

• To ensure that the student gains the expected knowledge and skills 

in each of the degrees offered 

• To sensitize the institution of the syllabus that is already offered by 

the UGC   

• To ensure that the syllabus set by the autonomous institutions and 

deemed universities match the standards set by the UGC 

• To ensure that the individual syllabus is competent enough to 

make the students fare well in the competitive examinations at the 

national level 

• To ensure that the syllabus has enough space to accommodate a 

local colouring 

• To raise the standards of Higher Education to be on par with 

international standards and to provide a global outlook to the 

curricula. 

 

The board will play a major role in deciding equivalence for courses 

in different institutions and will also help faculty and students easily 

migrate from one institution to another at ease and for higher education 

and employment. 
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6.8 Journals of Modern Sciences & humanities and Social 
Sciences 

 

Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher Education has been 

publishing two journals twice a year on Modern Sciences and Humanities 

and Social Sciences. The journals encourage researchers to get their 

latest findings published and share the knowledge with their counterparts. 

It is a platform for researchers to share knowledge through their articles 

and also gain knowledge by subscribing to it and reading it. 

 

6.9 Financial Assistance for Universities and Colleges to conduct 
Seminars/Workshops 
 

This scheme motivates universities/colleges/institutions to conduct 

seminars/workshops/conferences to update on current trends in research 

in different disciplines and also expose students and research scholars to 

the latest knowledge in the field. It helps to bring the best scholars in the 

respective fields and share the knowledge.

6.10 Textbooks in Tamil 

 The Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher Education has published

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8.8 Study Abroad Programme  
 

 Study Abroad Programme for faculty and students is a unique 

programme, first of its kind at national level to be introduced by 

Government of Tamil Nadu. This programme provides opportunity to the 

meritious under-privileged, Post Graduate students in Government Arts 

and Science Colleges. The students under this program will experience 

international exposure with greater understanding of the multiple 

perspectives of international issues. Students spend a full semester 

immersed in another culture and language and increase their 

competencies not only in academics but also in personal development to 

work in an independent world. This program is extended only to post 

graduate students in Government  Arts and Science Colleges. As an 

initiative of this programme a Memorandum of Understanding between 

Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher Education (TANSCHE) and British 

Council was signed with partnership of 3 years. The expenditure per 

person will be around Rs.15 lakhs. The Government has accorded 

administrative sanction of Rs.450 lakhs for the implementation of this 

programme. 

 
 25 students and 5 faculty members were selected during the 

academic year 2013-2014. They studied one semester in various 

universities/colleges in United Kingdom. 

 
 The Government has released Rs.8.5 lakhs for prepartory work of 

this programme and Rs.270 lakhs for the flight charges, accommodation 

fees, tuition fees, living cost etc. for 15 students and 3 faculties in the 1st 

phase of this programme.
