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CHAPTER-1

INTRODUCTION

The Himachal Pradesh Private Educational Institutions Regulatory Commission was
established by the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh under Section 3 of the Himachal Pradesh
Private Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010 (Act No. 15 of 2011) for
the purpose of providing a regulatory mechanism in the State and for working as an interface
between the State Government and Central Regulatory Bodies for the purpose of ensuring
appropriate standards of admission, teaching examination, research, extension programmes
and protection of interest of students of the private higher educational institutions. The
Himachal Pradesh Private Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Rules, 2011
covers various operational aspects for implementation of the Act such as terms and condition
of services, directive powers, operation of funds, penalties, etc. The provisions of this Act or
Rules or Orders made thereunder, shall have overriding effect, notwithstanding anything

inconsistent therewith contained in any other law for the time being in force.

The following legislations, rules and regulations are significant and worth mentioning

here in context to the role and functions of the Regulatory Commission.

¢ Himachal Pradesh Private Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010:
The Legislative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh in the sixty-first year of the Republic of
India promulgated this legislation which provides for establishment of the Regulatory
Commission and Regulatory mechanism in the State for the purpose of ensuring
appropriate standards of admission, teaching, examination, research and protection of
interest of students in the private higher educational institutions and for matters connected
therewith or incidental thereto;

e University Grants Commission Act, 1956 and Rules & Regulations made there under.

e UGC (Establishment of and Maintenance of Standards in Private Universities)
Regulations, 2003.

e UGC (Minimum Standards and Procedure for award of M.Phil/Ph.D Degrees) Regulation,
2009.

e All India Council for Technical Education Act, 1987 and Rules & Regulations made there

under.
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e Other State/Central Regulatory Bodies Acts/Rules/Regulations providing standards and

norms, which have bearing on, the quality of higher education.

CHAPTER-2

ORGANIZATION OF THE COMMISSION

Constitution of the Commission: The Government of Himachal Pradesh vide
Notification No. EDN-A-Ka(3)-12/2009 dated 27.07.2011 appointed Ms. Sarojini Ganju
Thakur, IAS (Retd.) as founder Chairperson of the Himachal Pradesh Private Educational
Institutions Regulatory Commission for a period of three years from the date of her joining as

such (i.e. 04.08.2011) or until she attain the age of 65 years, whichever is earlier.

Staff of the Commission: The Government of Himachal Pradesh has initially sanctioned
27 different categories of post(s) in the Commission vide Notification(s) No. EDN-A-Ka(3)-
12/2009 dated 20.07.2011 and 13.01.2012 respectively. The staff in-position against the

The Himachal Pradesh Private Educational Institutions Regulatory Commission
commenced it’s functioning in August 2011 from a camp office at H.P. Secretariat with the
skeleton staff i.e. One Chairperson, one Secretary (Additional Charge) and one Personal
Assistant. Initially the staff of the Commission was appointed on secondment basis as per
approvals accorded by the State Government. The Government of Himachal Pradesh has
provided an amount of Rs.70.00 lacs as loan to the Commission to meet its initial inception
expenses. The office accommodation at Majitha House Complex was allotted to the
Commission by the State Government in the month of October, 2011. To make the office
operational, apart from addition/alteration works to make it suitable to meet the requirement
of the Commission, equipping the office and staffing were also priority concerns. In brief,
with the meagre financial assistance and skeletal staff, the Commission has been effectively
operationalized and successful in achieving the mandate entrusted to it under HP-PERC Act,

2010.
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CHAPTER-3

ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COMMISSION

Powers and functions of the Commission: The H.P. Private Educational Institutions

Regulatory Commission has been mandated to discharge the following functions under the

Act.

(1) It shall be the duty of the Commission to ensure that standards of admission, teaching,
examination, research, extension programme, qualified teachers and infrastructure, are
being maintained by the Private Educational Institutions in accordance with the
guidelines issued by the Regulatory Bodies of the Central Government or the State
Government or by the Central Government or the State Government from time to time.
In case of failure of the Educational Institutions to meet the standards laid down, the
Commission shall have the power to penalize the Educational Institutions under section
11 of the Act and in case of successive failure of an Institution to meet the standards, the
Commission may recommend to the State Government/ Regulatory Body for the

winding up of the Institution.

(2) The Commission shall ensure that the admissions in the Private Educational Institutions
are based on merit achieved in National Common Entrance Test or the State Common
Entrance test or any other test as notified by the State Government and where there is no
National Level Common Entrance Test, or State Level Common Entrance Test or any
other test, the merit shall be determined strictly on the basis of the marks obtained in the

qualifying examination.

(3) The Commission shall develop an appropriate mechanism for receipt and redressal of
grievances of students and parents, and direct the private institution to set-up a proper
Grievances Redressal mechanism for redressal of complaints reported to the
Commission. Such complaints shall be addressed within the time fixed by the

Commission with details of the steps taken by the institution to redress such complaint.

(4) The Commission may conduct inspections of Private Educational Institutions as and
when required and may form expert committees, for inspections of Private Educational

Institutions.

(5) The Commission shall have the power to monitor and regulate fees in Private

Educational Institutions.
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Procedure and Powers of the Commission:

(1) The Commission shall, for the purposes of any inquiry or proceedings under this Act,

have the same powers as are vested in a civil court under the Code of Civil Procedure,
1908 (5 of 1908) in respect of the following matters, namely :-

(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person and examining him on
oath;

(b) discovery and production of any document or other material object producible as
evidence;

(c) receiving evidence on affidavits;

(d) requisitioning of any public record;

(e) issuing commission for the examination of witnesses;

(f) reviewing its decisions, directions and orders;

(g) any other matter which may be prescribed.

The Commission shall have the powers to pass such interim order in any proceeding,

hearing or matter as the Commission may consider appropriate.

The Commission may authorize any person, as it deems fit, to represent the interest of

the students and parents in the proceedings before it.

All disputes under this Act shall be decided summarily in accordance with the

provisions of Order XXXVII of the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908.

Penalties:

The Commission may, for the contravention of any of the provision of this Act or the
rules or regulations made there under, or directions issued by the Commission, impose
penalty, in such manner as may be prescribed, but not exceeding one crore rupees:
Provided that the maximum penalty for a second or subsequent contravention shall
be five crore rupees;
Provided further that no penalty shall be imposed unless the institution concerned is

given an opportunity of being heard.

The penalty imposed under sub-section (1) shall be recoverable from the endowment
fund or any other Fund or as arrear of land revenue from the Educational Institution

concerned.

While exercising power and discharging its duties, the Regulatory Commission ensures

utmost transparency and accountability in its functioning.

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CHAPTER-4

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE ACT AND ORDERS ISSUED

The Regulatory Commission with the aim to achieve the objectives and in the pursuit
of discharge of its functions under Section 9 of the H.P. Private Educational Institutions
(Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010 has taken several initiatives not only to establish the
institution but also to develop regulations/systems for implementations of various regulatory
provisions within the shortest possible time in view of the contentious scenario of education
in the private higher educational institutions of the State. The Regulatory Commission covers
all the private educational institutions in the State viz., Degree Colleges, Professional
Colleges of Education, Institutes of Technical Education, Management, Law, Engineering,
Medical, Pharmacy, Paramedical Institutions and Universities, Centre of Excellence or any
other educational institutions of higher learning, except schools affiliated to any recognised
Board of School Education. There are approximately 252 institutions of higher education
under the jurisdiction of Regulatory Commission in the State including 16 state private
universities and 17 private engineering colleges. Geographical distribution of private higher

educational institutions in the State is as under.

2. Academic Review of Universities:
To ascertain the status of courses offered by the state private universities vis-a-vis
Govt. approvals, detailed scrutiny were undertaken by the Commission and initiated
action against the institutions running courses without approval of the State Govt.
Besides, on the recommendation of the Regulatory Commission, B. Tech integrated
degree programme being offered after 10" standards at University level was
discontinued by the State Government. During the academic session 2011-12, twelve
state private universities have offered Diploma/Under Graduate/Graduate/Post
Graduate/Research programmes in about 59 engineering discipline(s) and 57 other
courses of management(s), science(s), social science(s), law, pharmacy, etc. as per the

following details.

The Govt. of Himachal Pradesh in January, 2011 introduced an amendment in the
State Private University Acts making course approval mandatory from the State Govt.

3 Admission Norm:
The H.P Private Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010 provides
that the admissions in the Private Educational Institutions are based on merit achieved
in National Common Entrance Test or the State Common Entrance test or any other
test as notified by the State Government and where there is no National Level
Common Entrance Test, or State Level Common Entrance Test or any other test, the
merit shall be determined strictly on the basis of the marks obtained in the qualifying
examination. Therefore, in order to regulate admission norms especially in technical

and professional courses and with a view to adopt transparent uniform cross
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comparable admission processes in the State, duration and entry level qualification for
all technical and professional courses not to be less than the AICTE norms was
prescribed and each university was directed to notify this requirement in advance on
their website and prospectus for the next academic session i.e. 2012-13. The
Commission has streamlined the admission criteria and ensured merit based
admissions in all the State Private Universities and made its disclosure mandatory not

only to the Commission but also to the public at large through their web portal.

Uniform Academic Calendar:

The Regulatory Commission has prescribed a uniform academic calendar as per UGC
norms (90 teaching days per semester) with the semester duration (July to December)
and (January to June) after a due consultative process and collection of fees in two
equal instalments at the beginning of each semester for all the private universities in
the State and streamlined the process and prescribed timeline for advance approval of

course/fees before commencement of academic session.

Grievance Redressal:
The Grievance Redressal of students and parents is one of the vital functions of the
Regulatory Commission. In this regard, the Commission has established/put in place

6. Financing of Commission:

The Regulatory Commission has been envisioned as a self financing mechanism.
Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 8(a) of the H.P. Private
Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010, the Commission has
notified regulation for levy of 1% of the total fees (except refundable securities)
received by the private higher educational institutions in the State every year to be
credited into the fund established by the Regulatory Commission for meeting expenses
required in connection with the discharge of its functions under Section 9 of the H.P.
Private Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010 and also for
meeting objects and the purposes authorised by the Act. During the year 2011-12, the
Regulatory Commission has made assessment to the tune of Rs. 13972559/- and
received an amount of Rs. 1989900/- only. The detail of fee assessed and amount

CHAPTER-5

PENALTIES IMPOSED AND AMOUNT RECOVERED FROM
VARIOUS DEFAULTING INSTITUTIONS

During the year 2011-12, the Regulatory Commission has instituted the following

proceedings for major violations under Section 11 of the Himachal Pradesh Private

Educational Institutions (Regulatory Commission) Act, 2010 which provides for imposition

of penalties for contravention of the provisions of the Act, Rules and regulations made

thereunder. Whereas, the Rule 6 of the Himachal Pradesh Private Educational Institutions

(Regulatory Commission) Rules, 2011, lays down the minimum and maximum limit of the

penalty to be imposed under Section 11 of the Act No. 15 of 2011.

For the contravention of regulatory norms by the Manav Bharti University specific to

standards laid down for admission to various courses, shortfall in qualified faculty, inadequate

infrastructure facilities especially laboratory, workshops, equipments and machinery etc. the

Regulatory Commission has imposed a penalty of Rs. 1.00 Crore on the University. The

specific nature of violations and penalty so imposed is as under.

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CHAPTER-6

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CHAPTER-7
ACCOUNTS OF THE COMMISSION

The Regulatory Commission has been envisioned as a self financing mechanism. The
Govt. of Himachal Pradesh has provided Rs. 70.00 lakhs as loan for its initial establishment.
The Section 8(a) of the Himachal Pradesh Private Educational Institutions (Regulatory
Commission) Act, 2010 provides for levy of maximum of 1% of the total fees collected by the
private educational institutions for carrying out its various functions. This is apart from
penalties. No further allocation of funds is made by the Commission as it has no subordinate
offices. All the receipts and payments of the Commission were regulated through
Commission’s own Fund as established under the aforesaid Act. The Annual Accounts of the
Commission for the year 2011-12 were prepared on the prescribed formats as contained in the
Fund Rules. The accounts of the Commission are being prepared in the shape of Receipt and
Payment Account, Income & Expenditure Account and Balance Sheet. The accounts of the
Commission have not been audited by the C.A.G. of India so far. The Annual Accounts would
be laid before the State Legislative Assembly after completion of audit in terms of

requirement of Section 13(2) of the Act ibid.
