Revised Estimate 2015-2016:-
Due to the reduction of Tamil Nadu’s horizontal share in Central Taxes from 4.969% to 4.023%, the state lost approximately 
Rs.6,000 Crore per annum. Besides, due to unfavourable change in sharing pattern or outright discontinuance of certain 
centrally sponsored schemes, the state exchequer has to bear an additional Ixirden of Rs. 1,400 Crore per annum. The 
additional commitment due to relief work after the unprecedented rains in the state in November and December 2015 further 
added to expedite commitments. The state's revenue growth, on the other hand, slowed due to overall sbwdown in the 
economy.

Budget Estimate 2016-2017:-
Eventhough there is no major variation in the revenue expenditure trend, discontinuance of certain Centrally Sponsored 
Schemes by the Central Government and the changes made in the sharing pattern of Centrally Sponsored Schemes, have 
created pressure on the State to put more funds from its resources to continue the existing schemes. Lesser projection under 
revenue receipts is due to continuing economc stowdovwi at global as well as national level. Hence, the revenue deficit 
continues in Budget Estimates 2016-2017 also.

Ihc increase in net Internal Debt In Revised Estimate over the Budget Estimate for 2015-16 is to finance the deficit arising mainly on account of 
shortfall in Government's anticipated tax revenue and the additional expenditure necessitated towards restoration of damages caused due to 
November-December 2015 rain-floods. This additional borrowing is planned to be raised through Open Market Loans and loans released by 
Government of India from the National Small Savings Fund. As fer as I.oans from the Central Government are concerned, the loans for Externally 
Aided Projects is the primary source. Based on the trends in the expenditure pattern for these projects, the Revised Estimate has witnessed a 
decrease.

Nct increased borrowing is estimated under both the Internal Debt and the Loans from the Centre in Budget Estimate 2016-2017 over the Revisec 
Estimate for 2015-16 as per the broad fiscal norms recommended by the Fourteenth Finance Commission, for financing the deficits. Th( 
enhanced borrowings will be made through Open Market Loans, loans from NABARD, NCDC and from the Central Government for th( 
Externally Aided Projects.

The overall net borrowing for the years 2015-16 and 2016-17 is well within the 3% of Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP). Further, the 
outstanding Debt-GSDP ratio is also maintained well below 25% norm for these two years.

Despite an additional loan release from the National Small Savings Fund by the Central Government, due to lesser loans mobilized through 
Open Market borrowings and from NABARD & NCDC, the receipt of'Internal Debt’ has shown a decline in the accounts than the Revised 
Kstimate. The decrease witnessed in the accounts in respect of loans from the Centre is due to the non-receipt of loan for the Japan Internationa 
Cooperation Agency assisted Tamil Nadu Investment Promotion Programme and the short release of loans for certain other externally aided 
projects based on the actual expenditure incurred. There is no significant variation in the repayment of Internal Debt and Loans from Centre.

fhe reason for the decrease in the net expenditure on Loans and Advances is the recovery of Ways and Means Advances from Tamil Nadi 
Electricity Board. This is in spite of additional loans sanctioned to Chennai Metro Rail Corporation, TANTRANSCO, Tamil Nadu 
Co-operative Housing Federation, Co-operative Institutions, Tamil Nadu Road Development Corporation, etc.

As for as the Public Account is concerned, even though the net receipts from Provident Funds was lesser, due to less than anticipated ne 
withdrawals from the Deposit accounts and the accumulation o f  net receipts under the Cheques and Bills, the accounts shows an increase ovei 
the Revised Estimate.
