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INTRODUCTORY

0.1. This is the Thirty-seventh issue of the Statistical
Abstract of Maharashtra State which is being published
since the formation of state in 1960. The purpose of
publishing this Abstract is to present background
statistical material on as many socio-economic
characteristics of the State as is possible so that the
Abstract may prove useful not only as a reference book
but also for research, planning or further socio-economic
studies about the State . The information is, to the extent
feasible,presented district-wise for inter district
comparison. Some social and economic statistics are
presented over a series of years to study changes in
these fields.

0.2. The present issue relates to the year 2011-12
and the detailed data are published for the year 2011-12
wherever such data were available. Wherever data
for 2011-12 were not available, the data for latest
available year are given. Also, yearly series up to
the year 2011-12 are presented. The statistical data
presented in this Abstract are initially compiled by
various departments of the State Government,
Government of India, Local Bodies, etc. These
departments usually prepare and release provisional
figures for recent years. These provisional figures are in
the process of finalisation and ultimately when they are
finalised, they are slightly different from the provisional
figures released earlier. For this reason, the data
published in the other publications of this Directorate,
viz., “Handbook of Basic Statistics of Maharashtra
State”, “Economic Survey of Maharashtra” or the
earlier issue of the Statistical Abstract may not exactly
tally with those published in this Abstract.

1. AREA AND POPULATION

1.1 Final figures of 2001 population census are
presented in this section in tables on Area, Population of
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, their precentage
to total population, decadal variation, villages classified
by population working and non-working persons and
literacy rates. Population classification according to
languages is given for Population Census 1981.

1.2 According to the definitions and concepts used
for the 2001 census, a ‘Village' is a revenue village having
a defined boundary and separate land records. Hamlets,
wadies or pardas have not been treated as separate
villages. Forest villages make an exception. They are
population centres situated within reserved forest areas.
Their population mainly consists of forest labourers and
their families. Such population centres within reserved
forest areas are also treated as villages. Number of
‘inhabited villages’ denote number of ‘inhabited revenue
villages’ and ‘inhabited forest villages’. The ‘un-inhabited
villages’ are the revenue villages but did not have
any residential population. For the purpose of 2001
Census a town or an urban area was defined as
a place which has :-

(i) amunicipal body, a cantonment or civil lines; or

(i) apopulation of 5,000 or over, at least three-forth or
more of male workers engaged in non-agricultural pursuits
and density of population of at least 400 per sg.km.

Definitions as adopted in the 1991 census are
reproduced below :-

(1) Work- Work was defined as participation in
econmically productive activity, such participation may
be mental or physical in nature. Work involves not only
actural work but also effective supervision and direction
of work.

(20 Worker- worker was one who had engaged

himself in work for at least sometime during the
reference year :-

(@ Main worker- A Person who put in work for six
months or more or for 183 days or more, during last year
was classified as main worker.

(b) Marginal worker- A Person who did work during
last year for less than six months (183 days) was classfied
as marginal worker.

(3) Non-worker - was one who did not engage himself
at all in work throughout the whle reference period of one
year preceding the date of enumeration. A person who is
engaged primarily in household duties such as working
for one’s own household or a boy or a girl who is primarily
a student attending an institution, even if such a person

helps the family’s economic activity but not as full-time
worker was not treated as worker. A person who merely
receives income such as rent or pension and who does
not have to work for receiving that income has not been
treated as worker.

(4) Household Industry - is defined as an industry
conducted by the head of the household himself or mainly
by members of households at home or within the village in
rural areas and only within the premises of the house where
the household lives in urban areas. It should not be rune on
the scale of registered factory and relates to production,
processing, servicing, repairing or making and selling of
goods.

(5) Cultivator - includes both owner cultivators and
tenant cultivators.

(6) Agricultural labourer - covers all persons working
onland as labourers on wages without holding any right
upon the land.

(7) Occupation - of a worker is the function which he
personally performs by engaging himself in work in any
branch of economic activity which is called his industry.

(8) Industry - is defined as a sector of economic activity
on which a worker is engaged.

(9) Employer - is a person who hires one or more
persons in his work.

(10) Employee - is a person who works for others for
wages or salary in cash or kind.

(11) A single worker - is a person who is doing his
work without employing others except casually and
without the help of other members of his family except
casually or a participation in work as a member of a
co-operative.

(12) A family worker - is a person who is doing his
work in a family enterprise along with other members of
the family without wages or salary in cash or kind.

4. Housing:

4.1. This section gives data on housing collected
through 1991 Population Census.

4.2. Inthe 1991 Census “ House " was defined as a
structure or part of a structure (inhabited or vacant) or a
dwelling, a shop, a shop-cum-dwelling or a place of
business, workschool, etc. with a separate entrance
whether that separate entrance led directlyto the streetor
to a common staircase, court-yard or a gate. The
classification of houses according to the purpose for
which they were used and the distribution of households
bythe number of rooms occupiedis givenin Table No. 4.2.
Aroom has four walls with a door way and a roof
overhead and of atleast6'x6’ dimensions. Unenclosed
verandah, kitchen, store, garage and cattleshed or
places of sizes smaller than 6'X6’ are not treated as
rooms.

5. EDUCATION

5.1 Data on educational institutions according to type
of education, students, teachers and results of major
examinations are presented in the following tables.

5.2 The classification of institutions according to type
is slightly different from stages of education. There are
many secondary schools which also impart education in
‘primary’courses. Nevertheless, the entire enrolment of
students isincluded under secondary education. The
break-up of the total enrolment of students in pre-primary,
primary and secondary schools according to standards
may perhaps give the realistic picture. Children between
agesthree andfive attend pre-primaryinstitutions. These
are generally known as kindergarten, montessory
etc. Primary institutions provide education for
pre-primary and standard I—IV or standard I—VI11/VIll or
lessandteachthe curriculum approved by the Education
Department whereas secondary institutions coach
students for standard VIl1to X or X1/XIl with or without lower
standard. Higher education is education after passing
secondary school certificate exmination which leads to a
degree /diploma examination. The statistics about
examination results is also presented.

12. AGRICULTURE

12.1. Inthis section tables containing data on Land
utilisation, principal crops and their production, area
irrigated, agricultural implements and machinery and
on agricultural census are given.

12.2. The Geographical area according to village
papers is calculated from the village returns prepared
by the village officials for revenue purposes. There is
difference between the figures of total area according to
the Surveyor-General of India and that according to the
village papers, because the latter is calculated by
totalling up areas of village returns while the former is
calculated in blocks. Moreover, allowances made for
areas covered by buildings, roads, etc. are different in
two cases. Under ‘ Forests ' are included all actually
forested areas or lands classed or administered as
forests under any legal enactment dealing with forests
whether State owned or private. If any portion of such
land is not actually wooded but put to some agricultural
use, that portion is included under the appropriate
heading of cultivated or uncultivated land. Land put to
non-agricultural uses stands for all lands occupied by
buildings, roads and railways or under water, e. g.
rivers and canals and other lands put to uses other than
for agricultural, Barren and unculturable land covers all
barren and unculturable land like mountains, deserts
etc. Land which cannot be brought under cultivation
unless at a high cost, is classed as unculturable,
whether such land is in isolated blocks or within
cultivated holdings. Permanent pastures and other
grazing land cover all grazing lands whether they are
permanent pastures and meadowsornot. Village com-
mon and grazing lands within forest areas are included
under this head. Land under miscellaneous tree crops
and groves not included in the netarea sown includes
all cultivable land whichis not included under net area
sown but is put to some agricultural use. Land under
casuarina trees, thatching grass, bamboo bushes and
other groves for fuel etc., which are not included under
“orchards ’are classed under this category. Culturable
waste includes all lands available for cultivation
whether or not taken up for cultivation or taken up for
cultivation once but not cultivated during the current
and last five years or more in succession. Such lands
may be either fallow or covered with shrubs and jungles
which are not putto any use. They may or may not be
assessed and may lie in isolated blocks or within
cultivated holdings. Current fallows comprise cropped
areas which are kept fallow during the current
year. If any seeding area is not cropped again in the
same year, it is also treated as current fallow. Other
fallow land includes all lands which were taken up
for cultvation but are temporarily out of cultivation for
a period of notless than one year and not more than
five years. Thereasons for keeping such lands fallow

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may be one ofthe followings (1) poverty of cultivators,
(2) inadequate supply of water, (3) malarial climate,
(4) silting of canals and rivers, (5) soil erosion and
(6) unremunerative nature of farming. The net area
sown consists of netarea sownwith cropsand camards,
area sown morethan once being countedonlyonce. The
grass cropped arearepresents the sum total of area under
all crops. The difference between the total cropped
area and net area sownis accounted for by the area
sown more than once on the same land during the same
year with the same or different crops.

12.3. The data about area under different crops are
compiledfromvillagerecords. The estimates of outturn
are based partly on the results of crop cutting surveys and
partly on * paisewari method.’ At present, crop cutting
surveys are being conducted in respect of rice, bajri,
jawar, wheat, ragi, gram, tur (partly), sugar-cane, cotton,
groundnut and tobacco (Satara, Sangli and Kolhapur
districts only). A census of irrigation sources takes
place aftereveryfiveyears. Foranyintermediate years
thevillage officers are instructed to note the number or new
irrigation wells constructed or old wells which have gone
out of use and thus bring up-to-date the earlier quinquen-
nial census figures of number of wells. Correct idea
regarding treads in production cannot be obtained from
the absolute figures on production of crops. To
overcome this difficulty, a series of index numbers of
agricultural production of principal crops are compiled by
the Departmentof Agriculture. The productivity Index is
the ratio of index of production to the index of area
multipliedby 100. The data on agricultural machinery
and implements presented is as enumerated in
quinquennial Livestock-Census, 1987 and 1992 and data
on operational holdings and area operated as per
Agricultural Census are presented.
