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CHAPTER-1
Technical Education Scenario in Karnataka

1.1 Introduction:

Sir M. Visvesvaraya (fondly called as Sir MV) was appointed as President of
the Bhadravathi Steel Factory in Karnataka for its development and rejuvenation as it
was on the verge of collapse. The then, Maharaja of Mysuru had fixed a honorarium
for this task to him. He did not accept the honorarium but strived hard for the
development of the factory. The factory stood as a milestone in the industrialization
of the erstwhile Mysuru kingdom. In the meanwhile, the Maharaja of Mysuru Sri
Nalwadi Krishnaraj Wadeyar reached heavenly abode and the Maharaja Sri
Jayachamrajendra succeeded the throne. He persuaded Sir MV to accept the
honorarium, but he refused and suggested starting of a Professional Training Institute
at Bengaluru with this amount as seed capital. The Government wanted to start the
institution in Sir MV’s name, but he denied and suggested the Maharaja’s name.
Accordingly, Sri Jayachamrajendra Occupational Institute came into existence. Later
named as Sri Jayachamrajendra Government Polytechnic, it i1s now running
successfully with various technical courses being offered. Subsequently, many more
polytechnics were started. All these Polytechnics were running under “Public
Instruction Department” until 1959. As numbers of Polytechnics and technical degree
colleges increased, a new department called “Technical Education Department” was
created in 1959.

Technical Education all over the world is gaining importance day by day
because of rapid advancements in science, technology and innovations. With this
background, to compete with the developed countries in the world and to keep
Karnataka ahead in Industrial growth and in the field of Information Technology, the
Directorate of Technical Education is playing a vital role.

There were only 57 technical institutes, under Department of Technical
Education initially but now there are a staggering 589 institutes across the state
ranging from Diploma to Degree, Junior Technical Schools and Fine Arts
Schools/Colleges.

3.7 Technical Education Quality Improvement Programme-TEQIP-I1:

In order to strengthen Technical Education in the state, the Government of
India with the assistance of World Bank has introduced Technical Education
Quality Improvement Programme (TEQIP) in three phases. The first phase was
started during the year 2003 and was completed during 2009. In order to provide
more emphasis on Research and Development and to strengthen the post graduate
level education in the state, the second phase of the project was introduced from
2010-11. So far, Rs. 82.40 was released under scheme. During 2014-15 central
govt. has released Rs.39.61 crores and Rs.13.20 is released by the state Govt. So
far Rs. 48.21 crores has been spent.

Under this programme, 19 institutions across the state were selected to
implement the following project ideals:

— Strengthening institutions to improve learning outcomes and
employability of graduates.

— Scaling-up PG education and demand driven R&D and innovations.

— Establishing centers of excellence.

— Faculty Development for effective teaching.

— Project Management, Monitoring and Evaluation.

3.8 Curriculum Development Division:
3.8.1 Curriculum Development Cell:

The Department of Technical Education has initiated revision of Polytechnic
diploma curriculum and the same will be implemented from the academic year
2015-16. First time in India “Outcome based Education curriculum” is being
introduced in all its 35 Diploma programmes affiliated to Board of Technical
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Examinations, Karnataka in our state. National Board Of Accreditation has made
accreditation mandatory for all technical education in the country. One of the
main elements of accreditation process is formation of curricula on the basis of
“Outcome Based Education”-OBE. Outcome based education when implemented
enhances skill development amongst technologists. This improves employability
and supports entrepreneurship ( Self Employment) amongst diploma students.

An OBE curriculum means clearly focusing and organizing
everything in an educational system about what is essential for all students to be
able to do successfully at the end of their learning experiences. It also goes on to
define and propose the best methodology to help students to learn most effectively
within their educational environment. The successful implementation of a
curriculum depends on the successful interaction of lecturers, students and the
knowledge they share. Curriculum is therefore what is actually happening in the
lecture room, in addition it is a set of documents for implementation by lecturers.

OBE is based on Bloom’s taxonomy which emphasizes on six levels of
learning such as Knowledge, Understanding, Application, Analysis, Synthesis and
Evaluation along with the outcomes related to Graduate attributes. It is mandatory
to have curriculum based on OBE to get accreditation by National Board of
Accreditation.

e Career guidance program was conducted for final year diploma students to
explore the various possible career options.

3.8.2 Center for Continuing Technical Education, Karnataka (CCTEK):

The centre for continuing technical education was established as an
autonomous centre as per GO No.: ED/19/TPA/99 dated:7.3.2000. There are
69 sub-centers in different Technical Institutes in the State. In these centers,
following programmes are being held.

Service Advisor — Toyota Technical Education Program (SAT-TEP)

Department of Technical Education, Govt of Karnataka, in association with
Toyota Kirloskar Motor (TKM), Bengaluru has implemented a unique
program called Service Advisor — Toyota Technical Education Program (SAT-
TEP) at Govt. CPC Polytechnic, Mysuru. The program, which has been
introduced by Toyota in Service Advisor Category, is the first of its kind in the
world & is being implemented in India from this year itself.

Through this program, Toyota Kirloskar Motor Company intends to enhance
the technical abilities and soft skills, and thereby employability of
Polytechnic/Diploma students in the age group of 16 to 18 years. The program
will benefit Polytechnic students especially from Mechanical and Automobile
stream in building their skills & knowledge for the Indian Automotive Service
Industry. The current Automobile Service Industry is characterized by
inadequately skilled manpower and lack of professional training for repair and
diagnostics, especially for vehicle models, introduced recently, in the market.
The SAT-TEP is a unique initiative undertaken by Toyota Kirloskar Motors, in
partnership with Government Polytechnics coming under the purview of
Department of Technical Education and Toyota dealers across India, through
professional training from the company. To begin with, the course will provide
training to 40 students(minimum) from Mechanical and Automobile stream
every year at free of cost by the Toyota Company. All the trained students will
be offered employment in Toyota Dealerships across the State/Country after
the completion of the training.

All India Survey on Higher Education (AISHE)

From the year 2010-11 to build a database and to assess the correct picture of
higher Education in the country. Department of Technical Education is
participating in this survey since 2010-11 and providing the necessary
information (through online) to MHRD. Department of Technical Education
was the first department in the country to complete the 100% survey work in
the inaugural AISHE (2010-11) program. Apart from participating in the
national survey the department is conducting similar type of survey to build a
robust data base pertaining to State Technical Education with the intention of
helping the Governments in framing proper policies both at national and state
levels.

To overcome and enhance the
academic excellence among the students coming under the polytechnics of the
state, full-fledged programmes were broadcasted from 1-1-2014 onwards. Till
now about 1 lakh students from both Govt and Private Polytechnics have
benefited by these programmes.

Which will also benefit the
students who have discontinued there education, un-educated youth, SC/ST and other
backward community students.

4.4 Facilities to Physically Challenged Students:

Under the Centrally sponsored scheme by MHRD, 25 seats over and above the
intake are being filled-up in three Govt. Polytechnics viz., Govt. Polytechnic,
Belgaum, Smt. LV(Govt.) Polytechnic, Hassan and Govt. Women’s Polytechnic,
Mangalore. Apart from this 3% of the total intake in all the Govt. and Pvt. Aided
Polytechnics are reserved for the physically challenged students. Further, one Pvt.
Aided Polytechnic named JSS Polytechnic for differently-abled in Mysuru has been
setup exclusively for Physically Challenged students with all the required amentties.

4.5 Students’ Scholarship and Encouragement:

During 2014-15, for Below Poverty Line students (80% and above marks in
PUC) a incentives and for students of the families of SC/ST who are having income
more than Rs. 1.00 lakh for refunding of their fees, a total of Rs.1795.97 lakhs is
provided and this programmed is successfully implemented.

4.6 SDP/CGP and EAP programmes:

The Training programmes are conducted for the students of Govt./Aided
engineering colleges & polytechnics, to train them in life-leading, inspectional &
developmental skills.

4.7 Introduction of “Apthamithra” Scheme:

A scheme named “Apthamitra” has been introduced in the State where the new
upcoming colleges shares the labs, workshops and conducting of specialized classes
through resource persons from well established Engineering colleges and
Polytechnics in the State.
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4.8 Officers’ Inspection Team:

Officers’ team has been formed in the Directorate to have surprise visits to
inspect both Academic and Administrative related issues persisting in the Technical
Institutes. In these inspections one to one interactions with the students is also being
done to resolve the student and faculty related issues. This team comprises of
Director, One Joint Director, Administrative Officer and One Assistant
Administrative Officer and concern staff.

4.9 Transparency in Administration:

To bring about the transparency in administration, the postings for the
Teaching Staff have been conducted through counseling, who are, newly recruited by
the K.P.S.C into the Department.
