1. Population

Table1.1 Populationand growth rate of population of Uttarakhand from census 1901-2011 has been
given in this table. Districtwise population and growth rate as per census 2011 has been presented in
this table also. Population growth rate in 1911 was 8.20 percent as compared to 1901, but it decreased
by 1.27 Percent in 1921. Growth rate in 1931 was 8.80 percent and 13.63 percent in 1941, Census year
1551, 1861 and 1971 growth rate was 12.68 percent, 22.54 percent and 24.46 percent respectively.
Highest growth rate 27.48 percent was in 1981 which decreased by 23.11 percent in 1991, 24.41
percent in 2001 and 18.81 percent in 2011. Itis expected that population growth will decrease in 1921
census. Population in 2011 decreased in district Almora and Pauri Garhwal by -1.41 and -1.28 percent
respectively. Migration of population is the main reason of negative growth rate, because people are
migrating from hill areas to plain areas.

2. Agriculture

Table 2.1 Land-use data from the year 2000-01 to 2015-16 have been given in this table. Total reported
area in 2000-01 was 5672793 hects. In the year 2015-16 it was 5992604 hects. Area under forest was
3466152 hects in 2000-01 which increase to 3799953 hects in 2015-16. Land under other than
agricultural uses was 152247 hects in 2000-01 which increased to 225255 hects in 2015-16. It indicates
that residential/non-residential houses, roads and irrigation canals or field channels has been
constructed. Net area sown was 769944 hects in 2000-01 which decreased to 698413 hectsin 2015-16.
Cultivated area is decreasing gradually because of expansion of human habitations and other
activities. Agricultural crops are not being produced in agricultural land due to migration of population
orotherreasons in the most areas of hill districts.

Table 2.2.1 Yearwise area under principal crops-Rice, Wheat, Barley, Maize, Mandua, Sanwa & Others
has been shownin this table. Data for the year 2015-16 has been given District wise. Area under Wheat
and Rice is highest in Udham Singh Nagar district. Area under Mandua & Sanwa isin hill districts only.

Total area of
pulses was 53850 hects in 2000-01 which increased to 54920 hects in 2015-16. Data for the year 2015-

Average yield of pulses and oilseeds increased in the year 2015-16 as
compared to 2000-01.

Area under sugarcane was
11648 hects in 2000-01 which increase to 122533 hects in 2007-08, but it decreased to 95538 hects in
the year 2015-16. The same trend is found in production of sugarcane. Production of sugarcane was
6831440 MT in 2000-01, but it decreased to 5656014 MT.

No. of small holdings increased
in the same way. It is because of sub-division and fragmentation of holdings. Highest no. of holdings
130545 was in district Hardwar and lowest 36274 in district Champawat.

Area of marginal and small holdings
increased as same as no. of holdings compared to the previous agriculture census.

Table 2.7 Yearwise consumption of chemical fertilizers and bio-fertilizers has been given in this table.
Consumption of fertilizers was 124801 MT in 2000-01 which increased to 201166 MT in 2015-16 which
is 61.18%. Production of bio-fertilizers started in the year 2003-04 and production of bio-fertilizer in
this year was 7590 MT which increased to 48928 MT in 2015-16. Thus production of bio-fertilizer is
increasing rapidly. Maximum consumption of chemical fertilizers is in district Udham Singh Nagar.

Table 2.8 Net irrigated area by source of irrigation has been given in this table. Net irrigated area is
decreasing gradually. Net irrigated area was 343608 hects in 2000-01 which decreased to 329837 in
2015-16. Thus 4% decreased was found in Net irrigated area. Expansion of habitations and
industrialization are the main reason of decreasing Net irrigated area. In hill districts due to migration
of population and inadequacy of water sources for irrigation agriculture land is being converted in
unirrigated area or uncultivated area. Maximum irrigation area by Tubewells which is 51,97%.

In the year 2007-08 total
number of Government Sericulture Farms was 72 and 59.8 Thousand Plants were Planted in Govt.
Farms and 211.6 Thousand Plants were Planted in Private Farms. Area and Plantation decreased
rapidly in the following years, but Plantation increased to 40 Thousand in Govt. Farms, 30 Thousand in
Private Farmsand 223252 Kgs Cocoon Production in 2015-16.

5. Animal Husbandry

Table 5.1 Data on Livestock census 1998, 2003, 2007 & 2012 have been given in this table. Total
livestock in 1998 was 4577527 and it increased to 4943329 and 5141011 in 2003 & 2007 census
respectively. Again Livestock decreased by 6.73%in 2012. Total livestock was 4794730 in 2012 livestock
census. Livestock is allied activity of agriculture but declining trend of agriculture livestock is
decreasing also. It is not a good indication for or the economy of the state. Participation of agriculture
and animal husbandry is declining gradually in the Gross State Domestic Product which is not
satisfactory condition of the economy.

Table 5.2 Data on livestock infrastructure has been shown in this table. Livestock infrastructure
include veterinary hospitals, stockman centres, artificial insimination centres/sub-centres, animal
breeding farms, rabbit breeding farms, goat breeding farms, sheep and wool extention farm, piggery
farms & Poultry farms.

6. Fisheries
Table 6.1 Yearwise dataon fish production and fish seed production has been given in this table. Data

for the year 2015-16 are District wise. Variation in production has been observed in different years.
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Maximum Fish production is in district Udham Singh Nagar & Nainital. Very less production of fish is in
hill districts.

7. Forest

Table 7.1 Yearwise data on forest, classified in different categories by legal status, has been given in
this table, Reserve Forest, Protected Forest and Private Forest are mainly three categories. Total area of
under Reserve Forest in the state was 24637 sg. KM in 2005-06 which is increased to 26547 sq KM in
2015-16. Area under protected Forest was 9883 sg. KM in 2005-06 which is increased by merely 2 sq
KM to 9885 sq KM in 2015-16. Private forest, under Municipal Councils & corporations and Cantt.
Board, is 124 sq KM in 2015-16. The sum of area under Reserve Forest, Protected Forest and Private
Forest was 34651 sq KM 2005-06 which increased to 36556 sq KM in 2015-16. In the Year 2015-16
area under unclassified forests is 1444.51 sq KM. Thus total forest area in Uttarakhand including
unclassified forest is 37999.60 sq KM. Districtwise forest area under different Dept., Institutions and
Agencies have also been givenin thistable.

Table7.2 Yearwise data onforest produce like: estimated growing stock, timber production, fire wood
and resin has been given in this table. Total estimated growing stock was 188807 thousand cubic metre
in 2002-03 which increased to 206189 thousand cubic metre in 2015-16. Production of timber, fire
wood and resin in 2015-16 has been decreased from 2002-03. Timber production in 2002-03 was
315015 cubic metre round which is marginally decreased to 308885 cubic metre round 2015-16.
Production of forest wood has been decreased from 92974 cubic metre stack to 83063 cubic metre
stack during the same period. Production of resin also decreased from 158730 quintals to 156238
quintals.
