1. Academic Year—For the sake of uniformity, the academic year is taken to coincide with the financial year
i.e. from 1st April, 1984 to 31st March, 1985, THE NUMERICAL DATA 1984-85 GIVEN IN THIS » 
PUBLICATION IS AS ON 30TH SEPTEMBER, 1984.

2. Recognised Institutions—All statistics relate to recognised institutions only. The recognised institutions are 
those in which the course of study followed is that which is prescribed or recognised by the Government (Cen­
tral or State) or by a University or by a Board of Secondary and for Intermediate Education Constituted by 
and which satisfy one or more of these authorities as the case may be in respect of reasonable standard of 
efficiency. They are open to inspection and their students are ordinarily eligible for admission to public 
examinations and tests held by the Government or the University or the Board or any authorised agency.

3. Government —Includes both Central and State Governments, unless otherwise provided for.
4. Local Bodies—Include District School Boards, Municipal School Boards, Cantonment Boards, Town Area 

Committees, Panchayat Samities, Zila Parishads etc.

5. Institution for Boys —For the purpose of reporting statistics in this publication an institution for “boys” stand s 
not only for an institution in which only boys are admitted but also includes co-educational institution.

6 . Institution for Girls -A n  institution for girls is one which is open to girls only. An institution which is meant 
mainly for girls but which also admits boys up to a certain age has also been treated as an institution for girls.

7. Enrolment by type of Institution—Means total number of students studying in an educational institution as a 
whole irrespective of other different levels of courses being taught in that institution.

8 . Enrolment by stage/level courses—Means enrolment indifferent levels/stage of various courses irrespective 
p f the type of institutions in which these courses are being run.

II. INSTITUTIONS

: Total number of all types of institutions for Higher Education during the year 1984-85 was 8674. Details of 
tlhese institutions by type are given in Table 1.01. Total number of institutions for Higher Education excluding 
tlhose for Oriental Studies colleges (degree standard and above) increased from 8128 in 1983-84 to 8391 in 1984-85. 
Number of Universities increased from 122 in 1983-84 to 124 in 1984-85. Number of Colleges of General Educa­
tio n  (Degree Standard and above) increased from 3844 in 1983-84 to 4030 in 1984-85, indicating a percentage increase 
o)f 4.8 %.

Total number of institutions for Higher Education for girls was 1226. Number of girls institutions (excluding 
tlhose for Oriental Studies Colleges) increased from 1204 in 1983-84 to 1218 in 1984-85. Percentage of institutions 
fcor girls to total number of institutions works out to 14.13%. The corresponding percentages w./e 15.81% for 
colleges-of General Educatiou'fiegree -standard'and anove), 6.07% for Colleges of Professional Editcation (degree 
sttandard and above) and 18.26 %for Professional Education institutions imparting instructions at the Post-matric 
D)iploma/Certificate level.

During the year under report, total number of inttitutions for Higher education located in Rural Areas was 1779 
(iincluding 114 colleges for Oriental Studies). Percentage of colleges located in RurrJ Areas to the total number of 
ccolleges for Higher Education was 20.51%. This percenatge was the highest (63.4%) for colleges of Oriental 
Sttudies imparting instructions at Post-matric Diploma/Certificate level. Percenatge of Rural Degree colleges was

2.. Enrolment by.Type of Institutions

Total number of Puplil i.e. total enrolment for all types of institutions of Higher Education (including en­
rollment of attached classes of School Level) was 6087807 in 1984-85. Out of which girls students were 17,81,914 
fmrming 29.27% of total enrolment. Enrolment, in Rural Area ^Institutions fcr higher education was 9,63,810 
(115.1'%).

Total enrolment in institutions of Higher Education (excluding Colleges for Oriental Studies—degree standard 
amd above) increased from 58,73,759 in 1983-84 to 60,37,596 in 1984-85, showing an increase of 2,14,048 (3.6%), 
Table 1.01 indicates the enrolment according to type of institution for the years 1983-84 and 1984-85.

3. Enrolment by level of Instructions :

Table 1.03 indicates the enrolment in Higher Education according to Level of Instruction for t^e years 1984-85 
amd; 1983-84. Total enrolment increased from 42,11,176 in 1*583-84) to 42,88,451, during the year showing an increase 
off 1.83 %. However, total enrolment for all levels of Higher Edixcation (excluding Oriental Studies) increased from 
411,41,688 in 1983-84 to 42,42,920 in 1984-85. showing an incraese of 2.4%. Following observations mav be made from

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(ii) Postgraduate Enrolment at the Postgraduate level'in Arts increased from 177059 in 1983*84 to 1,83,10 
in 1984-85, (3.4% increase in Seience it increased from 61,982 to 67,902 (9.6% inqreased} a.nd in Com­
merce it increased from 50,748 to 5 5 $ j 3 i n c r e a s e ) . .  Total Enrolment in Arts, Science and Com­
merce at the P.O. level increased from 2;8jf,^89 in 1983-84.to 3.06,917 in 1984-85, showing a p?rjpentage 
increase of 5.9%.

fiii) First Degree Level .- -Enrolment at the fijst degree (graduate) level course in Arts discipline increased 
from 12,73,515 in 1983-84 to 13,16,244 ia i|984-85, indicating an increase of 3.4%. In Science Courses, 
it increased from 6,20,001 to 6,36,940, in d i t in g  an increase of 2.7%. In Commerce, the enrolment in­
creased from 687428 in 1983-84 to 72034$, ifd^ating aa increase of 4.7%. Total enrolment at the First 
Degree level for all the faculties viz. Arts, §pispce and Commerce increased from 25,80,944 in , 1983-84 
to 26,73,527 in 1984-85, indicating an increase of 3.6%,

(iv) Difloma/Certificate :—At the level,of Diploma/Certificata of degree standard and above, enrolment in­
creased from 8,600 ia 1983-84 to 10,321 in 1 9 8 ^ 5  showing an increase of 20.0%.

Total enrolment at Collegiate level for General Education—degree standard and above increi^d from 29.06
lakhs in 1983-84 to 3Q, 17 lakhs hi 1984-95, indicating m  «f 3.8% .

B. Post-matnc (below degree level)

Enrolment in General Education—Post matric (below degree standard) decreased marginally from 11084 in
1983-84 to 11029 in 1984-85.

II. Pctfesgiwn) Education :
Enrolment in Higher Education (Professional courses) decreased marginally from 12.25 lakhs in 1983-84 to 

12.15 lakhs in 1984-85. At the Doctorate level, the decrease was of the order of 9.0%. Enrolment, however, 
in< ^s«4  tjh^Ppa^grMwteatrf Post degree levels wspjtS^rely. There was a decrease o f 6 . 6 %
in the enrolment at Diplojaa/Qiftificate level.

U3. Other Education (Oriental Studies) :

Total enrolment in Oriental Studies for the year 1984-&5 wa$ 45531. However, this, figure cannot be compared
with the corresponding enrolment figure of 69,488 reported for the year 1983-84,[because of large number of Schools 
of O ^ e a ^  Sadies up, UttaF Pr^feih were r-egoifted ipadeirtile colleige! level institutions for the year 1983-84 where 
28}992 students for Oriental Studies were reported in 1983-84 a&agaijist 735 in 1984-85,

4. Percentage of Women Enrolment to tfital Enrofenent :

Percentage o f  Women Enrolment to Total Enrolment for Higher Education increased from 27.8%  in 1983-84 
to 29.3% in 1984-85. For General education courses (degree standard and above), the percentage of girt stuebnts 
increased from 31.6% in 1983-84 to 33.0% in 1984-85. For Professional Education Courses, the percentage in­
creased from 19.5% t© 2©.4%.

5. Women Enroiment Accondfeg to Le\se| of Instructions :

CAit o f total number of 12,56,666 girl students, 9^98,215 or 79,5 % were enrolled in General Education Courses 
(Arte, Science and Commerce). Out of this, percentage share of students enrolled for the First-degree (graduate) 
level was 70.4% (Arte 42.4%: Science 15.8% and Commerce 12.2%). Percentage of girl students enrolled at the 
Post-graduate, M. Phil and Doctorate level works out to 8.5%. Rest of the students were enrolled for Diploma/ 
Certificate level courses.

Number of girls students enrolled in Professional Education (including Oriental Studies) were 2,58,471 forming 
20.5% of total girl students. Out of this, percentage share of girls enrolled at the Post-matric Diploma/Certificate 
level was 10.1 %. Percentage share of girls enrolled at the First degree level courses was 8.2%. Only 0 .8 % girls 
were enrolled for the Doctorate and Post-graduate courses in Professional Subjects.

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6 . Enrolment Ratio

Percentage of total enrolment at the Collegiate level (general education only), to the total population in the age 
group 18-23 years, also defined as enrolment ratio-at the collegiate stage is found to be 3.53% for the country as 
a whole. The corresponding ratio for girls is worked out to be 2.44% only showing wide disparities between two 
sexes in the field of Higher Education.

Among the States, the Enrolment Ratio is found to be the highest in case of Manipur (5.49 %) and the lowest 
(0.63%) in case of Sikkim.

Among the U.T’s. the Enrolment Ratio is found to be the highest for Chandigarh (22.45%) and lowest of 
(0.97%) for Arunachal Pradesh.

States and U.T’s. for which Enrolment ratio at Collegiate level is less than the All India Ratio are—Assam, 
Bihar, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir, Nagaland, Orissa, Sikkim, Tamil Nadu, Tripura, Uttar Pradesh, 
A&N Islands, Arunachal Pradesh and Mizoram.

It is interesting to note that out of the above mentioned States/U.Ts, Himachal Pradesh, Nagaland, Sikkim, 
Tamil Nadu, Tripura, A. & N. Islands and Mizoram are not educationally backward in so far as Primary Education 
is concerned.

7. Teachers

Total number of teachers in all type of recognised institutions for higher education in the country was 2.98 
lakhs during 1984-85, of which 0.61 lakhs were women forming 20.33% of the total number of teachers. The 
detailed break-up of teachers by type of institutions and sex is shown in table 1.04.

Percentage of women teachers varies considerably among different type of institutions. The percentage of 
women teachers is the highest (24.57%) for Colleges of General Education (Arts, Science and Commerce) imparting 
instructions for degree standard and above, followed by the Colleges for Professional Education of degree standard 
and above (16.85%), Institutions deemed to be Universities (15.32%), Colleges for Professional Educationa offering 
Post-motric Diploma/Certificate below degree level (14.54%) and Universities (13.27%).

Pupil Teacher Ratio defined as the average number of students per teacher is a crude index to measure the 
quality of education being imparted at different levels. Teacher Pupil Ratio for all type of institutions for higher 
education is 1:20. Teacher Pupil Ratio varies among different type of institutions for higher education. Teacher 
Pupil Ratio is the highest, (1:28) for colleges of general education (Arts, Science and Commerce) imparting instruc- 
tio ns for degree standard and above and the lowest of 1 :3 for research intitutions. For other types, the Teacher 
Pupil ratio varies between 1:5 to 1:18 as could be seen from table 1.04.

Teacher Pupil Raiio also varies among different States/UTs as indicated in table VEI. Teacher Pupil, 
Ratio for all types of higher education institution is the highest, (1:30) for Bihar, followed by West Bengal (1 : 27) 
Assam (1 : 26), Madhya Pradesh (1 :23), Maharashtra and Meghalaya (1 : 22 each.) Gujarat and Rajashtan (1 :2l 
lach).On the other side, the Ratio is found to be the lowest (1 :10) for Orissa followed by Jam m u & Kashmir and 
Pondicherry (1 : 11), Arunachal Pradesh and Tamil Nadu (1 : 13). For all other States and UTs the Teacher Pupil 
Ratio varies between 1 : 1 5  and 1 : 20. Statswise details for different types of institutions are given under table 
VII.
