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PART I—̂General Survey

The year 1982-83 was marked by the efforts to implement the new 20-Point Pro­
gramme iri the field of -Education in addition to other programmes of prime importance. The monitor­
ing of point No. 16 of the New 20-Point Programme relating to the Universal! sati on of _ Elementary 
Education and Adult Education programmes was a new and special feature of the Ministry’s activities 
during the year. For this purpose the Bureau of Planning Monitoring and Statistics of the Ministry 
prepared a format and submitted periodical reports to the Planning Commission after collecting the 
same from various States/Union Territories.

The total budget provision for educational development (including training and intvr-formal educa­
tion) made by all departments at the centre and in the States for the year 1982-83 both on revenue and 
capital accounts works out to be Rs. 5251.44 crore* which constitutes, 9.6% of the total budget pro­
vision made by the central Government and State Governments (Excluding Railway Post & Telegraph), 
on the revenue side, it comes to Rs. 5185.90 crore comprising of Rs. 4351.41 crore of education depart­
ment and 870.49 crore? for other departments. The total budget for education constitutes 13.8% 
(7.4% for plan and 16.5% for non-plan) of the totpl respective budget revenue o*' central and State Govts, 
excluding Railway and Post & Telegraph.

For the educational development of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes the Ministry have pro­
posed to provide above 14% of the divisible outlay for special component Plan for Scheduled Castes 
and 7% of the divisible outlay for the Tribal Sub Plan areas for the year 1983-84 the corresponding 
percentage in 1982-83 plan of the Ministry were 12.4 and 6.1 respectively.
Elementary Education

With a view to realise the constitutional goal of Universal elementary education as envisaged in 
Article 45 of constitution of India i.e to ensure essential minimum education to all children upto the age
14 years within the" next ten years, elementary education wrs .accorded a very high priority in the Sixth Plan
with total Plan outlay of Rs. 905 crores (Rs. 851 crore in the St?te sector and Rs. 54 crores in tHe 
Central Sector) or 36 percent of the total outlay of Rs. 2524 crores for education.

The target year for reaching the constitutional goal of universal elementary education under the 
new 20-Point Programme is 1989-90 in line with eductional objective of the Sixth Plan. Beside?, ele­
mentary education continued to be an essential component of the Minimum Needs Programme of the 
plan.

The following main steps were taken in this regard
1. Three regional conferences of State Education Secretaries were held at Gauhati, Chandigarh

and New Delhi 1o take stock of the present position, identify problems and decide on the 
steps needed for fulfilling the targets.

2. Designating high level officers of the Ministry as area officers for the 20-Point Programme.
3. Meeting of the State Task Force on Elementary Education in each of the nine, *educationally

backward states.
4. Comprehensive -measures have also been afoot towards reducing the high drop-out .rates at 

the elementary stage and for .improving the retention rates.
The programme' of Universalisation is target group oriented. Almost all States/Union Territories 

hsve quantified the size of their problems relating to the enrolment and coverage of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes with special emphasis on gi*Ts coverage. For this purpose, many of the States/

, Union Territories have identified the backward areas/pockets for special intensive efforts, as for the 
country as whole nine states were identified as educationally backward for special Central assistance.

The following major steps, have been taken for intensive efforts in the educationally backward 
states .

1. State Task Force on Elementary Education has been constituted in each of these states under
the chairmanship of the State Education Secretary with members drawn from concerned high
officials of the State and representative from Government of Inaia in the Ministry of Educa­
tion, Planning Commission, NCERT and NIEPA. The . educationally backward states are 
being provided special central assistance for development of their non-formal education pro­
grammes under a Centrally Sponsored Scheme on equal sharing basis. The total amount of 
grant given during the year was, Rs. 4.62 crores.

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1* Voluntary educational organisations running non-formal centres in the educationally back­
ward States and academic institutions in any State/Union Territory taking up innovative 
and experimental non-formal education project are given central grants on the recommenda­
tions of the State Governments.

3. A conference of Offifers-in-charge of Don-formal education in the nine educationally backward States 
was held at New Delhi on August 5-7, 1982 to make a realistic appraisal of the progress achieved 
difficulties encounterec anci steps necessary to put non-formal education programme to full gear in 
these States.

10 -f- 2 Pattern of School Education

The new system of school education has so far been adopted by 16 States and 8 Union Territories and 
also by the schools affiliated to the Central Board of Secondary Education. The States of Meghalaya a.nd the 
Union Territory of Mizoram have pre-university stage of 2 years after class X. Though they have 12 years 
of schooling structure, they have yet to revise their curriculum in accordance with the new pattern of edu­
cation. ,The States of Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab and Rajasthan are still continuing 
a 11-year school system though they have agreed ffi principle to adopt the new pattern.

National Integration

In pursuance of the recommendations of the National Integration Council and the Minorities Commission, 
the programme of evaluation of text books from the stand-point of National Integration was taken up. The 
programme has initially been confined to the scrutiny of school text-books in the subjects of History and 
languages. A decentralised approach is being followed. The evaluation is done by the agencies designated 
for the purpose by States and Union Territories on the basis of the guidelines and tools prepared by NCERT 
which is also coordinating the programmes.

A national conference on school text books held at Gandhi Nagar, Ahmedabad during December 7-9, 
1982 urged that more positive effort to develop textual materials which promoted national integration has 
to be made.

The council also organised twelve national integration camps for school children and teachers. More 
than one thousand students and teachers from different States participated in these camps.

Survey and Data Processing

The main report of the fourth All India Educational Survey was received from the press and distributed 
to State Governments and other organisations. The report provides detailed information for different States 
and Union Territories on existing educational facilities, enrolments and teachers for the different stages of school 
education Tor the year 1978-79. The information on habitations whe-e schooling facilities are not available 
within reasonable walking distance of children will help States to establish new schools on the basis of a 
rations! criteria.

Higher Education

The Visiting Committees appointed by the UGC have started visits to various universities to assess their 
financial needs for various development programmes in the Sixth Plan. Consolidation of the existing facilities, 
programmes for linking education with development restructuring of courses, introduction of Gourses in new 
and emerging areas etc. will receive special attention for financial support. The urgent development programme 
of 82 universities have been approved by the commission pending assessment of their needs by the visitng 
Committees. The Commission has so far provided assistance for purchase of books and equipment to 17ll 
colleges. O/er 600 colleges were sanctioned development grants; for under-giaduate education of which 32 
were from tribal Areas.

Physical Education

A significant development >n Youth Services, Spor's amd Physical Education was the creation of the 
Department of Sports in September 1982. Department of Sports is responsible for games, sports, boys scouts, 
girls guides, National Discipline Scheme etc. and youth welfare aictiiviues (excluding youth hostels), youth festi­
vals, work camp etc. The work relating to physical education remains with the Department of Education 
in the Ministry.

'The two-fold objective of the current programme o>f Phwsif'al Education and Sports, of the Central 
Government is participation in the main stream of inter-nattiomallly current programmes of physical education 
and sports simultaneously with the broad based mass partacipatiioni and promotion of the country’6 traditional 
and indigenous activities in the field.
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Adult Education

Adult Education Programme continued to receive priority attention. Apart from its inclusion is the mini­
mum Needs Programmes of the Sixth Five Year Plan, it is also included in the 20-Point Economic Programme. 
The Govetnment has accepted the recommendations of the' NAEP Review Committee by and large. With a 
view to achieving the cent percent coverage of adult illiterates in the age-group 15r-35 by the year 1990 as 
envisaged in the Sixth Five Year Plan, the Government have formulated new policies and strategies. Accordingly 
emphasis will be laid on the coverage of districts having literacy rate below the national average and the other 
target groups of women, Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes migrant labourers and other weaker sections of 
society. Voluntary organisations which have no communal leanings will be extended financial support for carry­
ing ottt their programmes in the field of adult education. Larger participation of students in the programmes wilf 
be enlisted. The National Board of Adult Education has been reconstituted under the chairmanship of Minister 
of State for Education and Culture to advise the Government for formulation pf policies and programmes 
of Adult education and for coordination in their implementation. Nearly 1.28 lakh centres were functioning in 
the country during the year 1982.

Under the project for Non-Formal Education for women and girls urtdertaken by the Directorate of 
Adult Education with assistance of UNICEF, first instalment has been released to 8 States/Union Territories 
for setting up child care centres alongwith ongoing women centres for adu't literacy. Sanctions have also 
been issued to certain State Resource centres for the preparation of prototypes of learning and teaching materials 
specially suited for women and girls literacy programmes.

Educational Statistics

The High level Committee which was set up by the Ministry to review the entire educational statistical 
system in the country in March 1981 has submitted its report. The committu. has made several useful recommenda- 
tiops ficw filling up of existing major data gaps, reducing the time lag, improving the existing methods of collection 
of data from States/UTs and other organisations, computerisation of educational statistics, Training of statistic} 
staff engaged in the work -of collection and compilation of educational statistics at central and state levels.

Conclusion

There'is no denying the fact that education is the most important single factor is. achieving 
economic development and technological progress as also in creating a social order founded on the values o f  
freedom, social justice, adequate opportunity. It is one of the aims of the Government to intensify its fffijstM# 
their direction so tha education becomes the focal point of planned development envisaged by the nation.

Andhra Pradesh

Elementary Education continues to receive special attention under the minimum needs p*togramme. 
The cumber of Primary, Schools have increased by 600 during-the ye*r under feport. An addition ©f>yj®,45£ 
students Were enrolled during the year in primary schools, 564 Teachers were also newly en^pj^yeji. §in»j3jly 
tlwre was ah Increase in Upper primary schools along with its enrolment and teachers*. With e Vie'# to 
f*Btller enrolment and maintaining regularity of attendance in Elementary sclools, MitMajr Meal progf3HMne£ &n 
UaivfeE^l-Seple was introduced in the state. The two feeding t*rogramnSes heithier to in existence ‘U^toa’;. 
CARE assistance and Muruku (RTE) continued during the year underreport, 2760 Non-form?! EduQ&ftonppo-ppt 
were opened in 2 blocks in each districts in 23 districts. As per revised syllabus, new Text Books iwere introduoed 
in class VHI. All the nationalised text books from I to X were supplied directly to all the recognised Prtenfiy, 
upper Primary and High Schools in the State on credit basis to streamline the distribution system of text books.

Bihar

Incase of primary education, establishment of non-formal education centres was emphasisedbesj&es 
education institutions. Action was taken to open Residential Middle Schools & Ashram Schools specially in Back­
ward «aeas, t a t  due to financial strain real progress has not been made in tlfis iAs .d ic ta t io n  of
frete fefct“books among poor children was not found appropriate, the- schemes:for supply of free tegfetoofcs japfi 
free trkiform has been introduced. '

Special efforts have also been laid on the construction of school buildings, its repairs, construction of Re­
creation Houses & toilets. An amount of about Rs. two crores has been sanctioned for these schemes, 
the financial year.

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The programmes of education is not confined to children only, special efforts have also been made for the 
education of adults and approximately 8,22,000 adults were brought to these centres.

Physical Education Centres have been started in order to give attention to physical fitness. Enough 
incentives have been provided to N.C.C., Bharat Scouts and Guides Schemes. Every possible effort is being 
made to develop and preserve the institutions relating to Arts, Culture and Archeology.

ASSAM

Assam is one of the educationally backward State. The various steps for Universalisation of Elementary 
Education were taken. In the field of Adult Education, 43 projects under State Plan and 8 project under.central 
plan have been continuing in the year 1982-83. A sum of Rv 30 lakhs was sanctioned to 1200 Middle Education 
Schools. An amount of Rs. 21 lakhs was provided for the purchase of scientific equipment to 420 High Schools. 
Rs. 18.50 lakhs for Gauhati University and R*. 11.50 lakhs for Dibrugarh University were sanctioned for theii 
development of various activity, 150 additional posts of lecturers were approved for non-Govt. colleges.

HARYANA

During the year, State made rap:d strides in the field of Education and the department initiated many 
annovative projects including curricular reforms aimed at bringing qualitative improvement besides quantitative 
expansion of schooling facilities.

(a) Provision of Training (Pre-service & in service) facilities for teachers at various levels in order to pro­
cure the services of various other categories of teachers according to requirement.

(b) Production and preparation of text books and making exercise books available on cheap prices.

The Government upgraded 200 Primary Schools to Middle Schools and 100 Middle Schools to High Schools 
and 17 branch Primary Schools were up graded to fall-fledged Primary Schools.

Non-formal education is being developed as massive alternative supportive system of formal Schools and 
as such 3496 centres have been established. It has also decided to start 24 schools under-(10-f 2) system in the 
State. Under CARE Feeding Programme, mid-day meals were provided to the children of primary schools of" 
118 Educational bkrks situated ii: rural areas, Rs, 38 lakhs were spent on this programme.

HIMACHAL PRADESH

' Under the developments of Elementary Education in 1982-83 150 new Primary Schools were opened and 
35 Primary Schoolswereup graded to Middle Schools. An amount of Rs. 350.68 lakhs was spent on this development.

For the education development of Secondary State of Education, an amount of Rs. 119.45 lakhs was 
envisaged. The number of 35 Middle Schools up graded to High Schools. Separate wing for physical Education 
under the supervision of Dy. Director of Education (Sports) and Dy. Director(Physical Educational) at Directorate 
level Started functioning is the year 1982-83. Besides free education up to Middle Stage, all SC/ST students 
were exempted from the payment of tuition fees upto XI class. A part from this, llfree  hostels for tribal students 
were also functioning during 1982-83.

JAM M U & KASHMIR

During 1982-83, the stress was laid on consolidation of existing educational facilities and the steps taken 
to improve the enrolment at elementary stage by optimum utilisation of existing Schools. For the development 
of Gujjar and Bakerwal community an amount of Rs. 35.00 lakhs were spent on the scholarships and a sum 
of Rs. 24.85 lakhs were spent for Gujjar Bakerwal hostels.

Re-orientation courses were organised in different subjects in DIES an SIES for elementary and a secon­
dary stage to increase efficiency or the teachers. An amount of Rs. 14.53 lakhs were spent in various Scholars 
of this sector.

KARNATAKA

Number of measures a-! incentives for improvement of enroimemt were undertaken viz. Attendance scholar­
ships, Frte Text Books ?nd Uniforms and Mid-day meals. Pre-Priim&ry education being the stepping stone to 
the Elementary Education is given emphasis in order to improve emroliment m Lower prmary standards. 5000 
posts of Primary School teachers were created for providing Kann?r)y teeachers in Non-Kannaiy schools. Out of 
these posts, 3784 posts were provided as Kannara teachers in Schoiolss of minority language and the reft were 
utilised under the programme of Universalisa oftion of elementary eduction in selected talukas as additional funds
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.MADHYA PRADESH

For universalisation of elementary education, non-formal education centres have been started in the 
fstate. During the year 1982-83, education facilities are being provided to such students who could not attend the 
(school.

Against every 6 primary scool, there is only one middle school in the state but Ati India average is 4.5. 
’To achieve the target, it will be necessary to open 8500 middle schools, but due to financial constraints it; wall 
mot be possible for the State Govt, to open such large number of schools in one year. Efforts are .being matte 

*iin this direction.

A, sum of Rs. 10.57 lakhs were made available for purchase of furniture etc. for primary/pre-primary 
fschools during 1982-83.

The book bank scheme has been introduced in the state to provide free stationery to the Scheduled Caste &
: Scheduled Tribe students. Free text books are given to these students studying in classes I & II in the schools 
;run by Education Department.

‘Earn while learning Scheme’ has been introduced in the state with the collaboration of Khacji Gramodtiyog 
5Parishad to impart th® practical experience to the students and to make themself dependent. At present 
ithere are 217 sack centres run by the state.

To strengthen & decentralise the administrative set up a  policy decision has been taken-by the state 
Govt, and budget provision of Rs. 10 lakhs has been earmarked for 1982-83.

About 260 lakhs exerigse books were made available for distribution 4uriag 1982^83 under the 17 pojat 
of the 20 Point Programme. This distribution Vfotk is being undertaken by about 4000 organisatieas.

The SCERT has been constituted on the pattern of NCERT to bring out the qualitative changein the 
primary education, to aecelarate the Research work, to amend the syllabus and text books suitably.

MAHARASHTRA

During the ye® under report, 2000 addition posts of teachers were sanctioned by the jGoverafaent- for tl»e 
schools managed by 011a Pawshads in the State. 267 new Primary schools were opened in less revenue villages 
having population 200 or above and having no schooling facilities wiih-in a ra<£us of 1,5 Under the new 
20 Point Programme in order to achieve the goal of Universalisation, Physical .Targets were &xqdfbr $»qb 
district. Based on the report submitted to Govt, of India, Maharashtra State has been awarded Third- Pfize 
for the best perfomaaoe in girls education. Govt, has approved eligibility for earned leave for 15 days tr> 
Masters of nori-Govt. secondary schools for the work during vacations. During tbe year under report Govt, 
has accorded sanction of Horn* Town concessions to the lecturers and professors working in Non-Agricu^f»l 
Universities. The training classes for Extension Officers, Primary and Secondary school Teachers on various 
items were conducted in the State Institute of Education.

MANIPUR

44 Qoyermnent Primary/Junior basic schools were upgraded to Middle/Junior High schools. 5 primary/ 
junior basic schools were detached from Govt. High schools and Govt. Junidr high ^cfiools ftavmg primary 
seotion. 11 Govt. Junior High Schools were upgraded to High Schools. The enrolment of PriHiaa^ schools 
increased by 2.1%. The number of Teachers of Primary School also increased by 375. There was increase of 
8.7 % in enrolment of Middle/Sr. basic schools over the previous year. There was increase of 3,6% in enrolment 
in High/Higher Secondary schools where as enrolment in colleges for general education increased by 7.5 %.

A provision of Rs. 76.40 have been made as incentive for boys and girls belonging to Scheduled Castes & 
Scheduled Tribes studying in Primary schools in form of free books, stationery & uniform under this incentive 
a target of covering 3.32 lakhs Scheduled Castes & Scheduled Tribes boys and girls has been fixed.

To make available the study facilities in more & more subjects at Middle level in the State, the facili­
ties were started in 267 subjects in various middle schools/Hr. secondary schools.

At present 3400 Adult Education Centres are being run by the help of State Govt, and 2700 centres are. 
being run with the help of Central Govt. The sanction for opening of 3000 new centres has been accorded.
A provision of Rs. 75 lakhs has been made under the State :Plan for this year.'

STATISTICS

(a) Institutions:
The total number of educational institutions in the year 1982-83 was $,38,666 (7,59,088 for boys and 

79,578 for girls). The distribution of the total numbar of institutions according to types of education with com­
parative figures for the previous year is given in Table 1.01.

The increase is noticeable in all types c*f institutions, except a minor decrease in Research Institutions 
and Pre-Primary/Pre-Basic schools.

The number of institutions located in rural areas was 7,20,,566 which formed 85.9 per cent of the total 

institutions in the country.
(b) Enrolment:

The number of pupils in all types of educational institutions during the year was 12,62,20,448 
(8,01,30,323 boys and 4,60,90,125 girls). The distribution of pupils by type of institutions is given in ■ Table 1.02. 
It may be observed that there is an increase in all types of institutions except a minor decrease in the case of 
Research Institutions.

Girl students constituted 36.5 per cent of the total enrollment. The number of students in institutions 
located in rural areas was 8,63,08,276 (5,63,91,657 Boys and 2,99),16,619 Girls) which formed 68.38 per cent of 
the total enrolment. The total number of pupils by stages is givaea in Table 1.03. O f the total enrolment 
7,95,06,945 were enrolled at the primiry stage, 2,36,31,035 at mididle stage and 1,15,88,404 at high/higher 
secondary stage.

Formal educational facilities were being availed of by 861.80) psr cent of the school going children in the 
age group of 6-10 (Classes I-V), 45.48 percent in the age-group .<of 11-13 (Classes VI-VIII), 18.64 percent in 
the age-group of 14-17(Classes IX, X, XI, XII) and 6.12 per cent in, the age-group of 18-23 (University stage—gene­
ral education). Corresponding percentage for 1981-82 were 83.1 ^per cent, 43.3 percent,’ 18.0 per cent and 5.1 
per cent respectively. Statewise details are shown in Table 9 of fPart II.
(c) Teachers: .

During the year 1981-82, the total number of teachers in| all the recognised institutions in the country 
was 37,63,776 (27,28,418 men and 10,35,358 women). Wamftn tteauchers formed 27.51 per cent of the total num- , 
ber of teachers as compared to 27.57 per cent in the prevrioiiis j; year. The percentage of women teachers is 
observed to be the highest 93.67 in Pre-primary classes. The detail® oif the teachers by type of institutions are shown 
in Table 1.04.

The percentage of trained teachers in primary, middle, laigl h/higher secondary (old pattern) and higher 
secondary (lO-fc-2 pattern) schools were 86.9, 89.7, 88.8, 91.9> amd 88.8 respectively.

The average number of students per teacher in primary,, n nidLdle, high, higher secondary (old pattern) 
and colleges for general education were 40,34,28,29 and 27 ires ox lively. The statewise details with regard to 
average number of students per teacher in various types of ins titi utions are given in Table XI while infor­
mation about trained teachers in schools of general educaitiam i ire , given in Table XII to XVIII of Part II.
