Recognised Institutions—ALll statistics relate to recognised institutions only. The recognised institutions are
those in which the course of study followed is that which is prescribed or recognised by the Government (Cen-~
tral or State) or by a University or by a Board of Secondary and for Intermediate Education Constituted by
and which satisfy one or more of these authorities as the case may be in respect of _reasonable standard of
efficiency. They are open to inspection and their students are ordinarily eligible for admission to public exa-
minations and tests held by the Government or the University or the Board or any authorised agency.

Government—Includes both Central and State Governments, unless otherwise provided for.

.- Local Bodies—Include District School Boards, Municipal School Boards, Cantonment Boards, Town Area
