PREFACE

Education in India is brought out annually by the Department of Education, Ministry of Human 
Resource Development. This publication contains detailed All India and State-wise statistics, besides 
giving a brief survey of educational activities in the country during the year 'under report.

The publication is brought out in three volumes—Volume I and Volume II containing the numerical 
data and financial data respectively and Volume III relating to examination results. From this year i.e.
1984-85, the numerical data has been bifurcated into two i.e. Volume I(S) will cover the numerical data 
of School Education and Volume 1(C) will cover the nimierical data of Collegiate Education. Similarly the 
the Vol. 11 will be in two sets on the linos of Volume I. This publication Volume I,S) is for 1985-86 for 
numerical data covering the information pertaining to institutions, enrolment and teachers relating to 
School Education only.

The entir pubUcation is divided into two parts. Part I contains an abstract of the publication giving 
statistical interpretation of important educational data along with key statistics on School Education at 
all India levl. Besidfcs, it also contains a general survey of the developments in the field of education at 
the centre and in States during the year 1985-1986. Part-ll comprists of detailed state-wise statistical tables 
relating to various aspects of School Education namely, institutions, enrolment and teachers for which the 
requisite information was obtained from the Directorates of Education/Directors of the States and Union 
Territory in prescribed ES.I(S) form.

It is belive that this publication will be useful to education planners and policy makers in the field 
of education and allied sectors, as well as those employed in research.

We would like to place on record our grateful thanks for the cooperation extended by the States/ 
Union Territory Administrations to this Department in Supplying the required information for this publi­
cation. Our thanks are also due to the National Informatics Centre (Planning Commission) who have 
designed and developed the necessary software for computerised processing of the data and to CMIS Unit 
of this department for accurate entry of data collected from the States/UT's.

I would also like to place on record my appreciation of the Officers and other staff of Statistics Unit 
for theirxombined efforts to undertake the job of collection, scrutiny, validation of Computer out-put and 
data correctioirand preparing of this manuscript in its present form.

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EXPLANATIONS

1. Academic Year—For the sake of uniformity, the academic year is taken to coincide with the financial 
year i.e. from 1st April, 1985 to 31st March, 1986 THE NUMERICAL DATA 1985-86 GIVFN IN 
THIS PUBLICATION IS AS ON 30th SEPTEMBER, 1985.

2. Recognised Institutions—All statistics relate to recognised institutions only. The recognised institutions 
are those in which the course of study followed is that which is prescribed or recognised by the Govern­
ment (Central or State) or by a University or by a Board of Secondary and or Intermediate Education 
Constituted by and which satisfy one or more of these authorities as the case may be in respect of reason­
able standard of efficiency; They are open to inspection and their students are ordinarily eligible for 
admission to public examinations and tests held by the Government or the University or the. Board or 
any authorised agency.

3. Government—Includes both Central and State Governments, unless otherwise provided for.

4 . Local Bodies—Include District School Boards, Municipal School Boards, Cantonment Boards, Town 
Area Committees, Panchayat Samities, Zila Parishads etc.

.'5. Pre-Primary Sciiool Classes—Include all Nursery, Infants, Kindergarten and other such schools/classes,

<6. Higher Secondar^ Schools (10+2 Pattern)—Are those schools after passing out from which, the 
students can be admitted in degree classes of Universities.

7 . Schools for Oriental Education—Includes Tols, Madarsas, Arabic, Sanskrit and Vedic Schools, 
Sanskrit Shalas and other such schools.

SB. Schools for Physical Education—Exclude Gymnasia.

9 . Institutioa for Boys—For the purpose of reporting statistics in this publication an institution for “boys'* 
stands not only for an institution in which only boys are admitted but also includes co-educational 
institutions.

10). Institution for Girls— Ân institution for girls is one which is open to girls only. An institution which 
is meant mainly for girls but which also admits boys up to a cetrain age has also been treated as an 
institution for girls.

111. Enrolment by type of Institution—Means total number of students studying in an eductional institution 
as a whole irrespective of other dilferent levels of courses being taught in that institution.

12. Enrolmrat by stage/level courses—Means enrolment in different levels/stage of various courses irrespective 
of the tj^e  of institutions in which these courses are being run.

Total number of institutions of all types (school level only) increased from 933110 in
1984-85 to 941666 in 1985*86. The number of institutions for girls/women also increased from 
109446 to 109783 during the same period. The highest percentage increase of 13.51 % is found in 

(case of Higher Secondary (10+2 Pattern) schools. There is slight increase of 2.17% in the number 
(of Intermediate/Pre.Degree/Jr. Colleges which is on account of inclusion of Jr. Colleges of Kama- 
ttaka during the year and which were shown under Higher Secondary 10+2 Pattern during 1984-85. 
The lowest increase of 1.50% is found to be in Primary Junior Basic Schools. There has been a 
(decline of 3.6% in the Schools of Professional/Special & Other Education (including adult 
iEducation Centres) during the year.

It may be observed from Table 1.01 that primary/junior basic schools account for the largest 
uiumber 528872 followed by schools of vocational/professional/special and other education (inclu- 
(ding adult education centres)—198118, middle/senior basic schools—134846 and high/post basic 
schools—49202. The number of institutions exclusively for girls/women was the highest (66528) 

Ifor Institutiorts of vocatioftal/professional/special & others (including Social (Adult) Education 
Ifollowed by Primary/Junior Basic Schools— 2̂2607, Middle/Senior Basic Schools—11792 and High/ 
IPost Basic Schools—5800. It may be seen that the percentage of girls/women to total number of 
iinstitutions generally increase with the level of institution. Perhaps it seems to be on 
iaccount of rigid attitude of parents towards sending their daughters to a coeducational institution 
iafter they reach a certain age, The largest share (60.59%) of institutions for girls/women are 
Ifound to be in case of Schools for Professional/Special & Other education which is prossibly on 
;aceount of large number of Female Adult Education Centres opened diflferent States duribg theyear.

Table 1.05 gives the break up of selected type of institutions by management. It may be 
^observed from this table that the largest number of primary/junior basic schools are under the 
jmanagement of local bodies 293221 whereas in case of middle schools, the management is mostly 
under the Government (40. .5%) followed by Local Bodies (36,2%). For high schools & higher 
;secondary schools both old pattern and Higher Secondary School. (10+2 Pattern), the private sector 
iis responsible for managing the largest share of these institutions (more than 50%).

Total number of school level institutions of all types located in rural areas was 820826 
■during 1985-86 forming 87.16% of the total number of institutions. It maybe observed from Table 
1.01 that the percentage of institutions located in rural areas to total number of institutions vary 

■considerably for different types of institutions. It is found to be the highest incase ofPriiftaty/ 
Junior Basic Schools (89.5%) and the lowest in case of Higher Secondary (10+2 Pattern) Schools 
(3^.45%) so far as general School Bduration is con(»med. The correq»onding figures for middle/ 
senior basic schools and high/post basic schools are 84.12% and 72.18% re^ectively. It may, 
be csottcluded from above Uiat the percentage diare of institutions in rural areas deceases with 
the increase in level of institutions in general. This is otherwise quite obvious as it is notacono- 
micaliy viable to open higher level institutions in villages because of poor catchment area to enrol 
adequate number of children.
n . ENROLMENT

Total number of pupils i.e. total enrolment in all types of School level educational institu­
tions increased from 1330 lakh in 1984-85 to 1371 lakh in 1985-86 showing an increase of 3.1% 
during the year. The nufflbcT of girl students has a.lso increased from 502 lakh to 528 lakh during 
the same period. The distribution of pupils fbr different types of institutions is given under Table 
1.02. It may t>e noticed from this table that the enrolment has diown an iiKJtease for all typis 
of institutions.

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Of the total enrolment in all types of School level institutions, the share of girls/women is 
found to be 38.55 %.

Total enrolment in institutions located in rural areas was 971 lakh during 1985-86 forming 
70.8 % of the total enrolment. Percentage share of enrolment in rural area institutions is found to 
be the highest in case of Primary/JuLior Basic schools (79.73 %) but for vocational/professional/ 
Si)ecial and other education (including adult education centres) 86.70% and that in middle/senior 
basic schools (69.03%) followed by high/post basic schools (64.33%).

Table 1.03 gives the number of pupils i.e. enrolment at different stages of institutions separately 
for boys, girls and total (boys and girls). Total enrolment at the primary stage (classes I—V) 
increased from 857 lakhs to 874 lakhs during 1984-85 to 1985-86. For middle stage, the increase 
was from 262 lakhs to 273 lakhs during the same period. At the High/Higher Secondary stage 
(including Intermediate) the total enrolment increased from 154.76 lakhs to 165.36 lakhs during 
the year.

For all types of schools i.e. from pre-primary stage up to the intermediate/pre-degree/10 2 
pattern of higher secondary, total enrolment has increased from 1286 lakh to 1326 lakh showing 
an increase of 3.28 % during the year under report.

It is interesting to note that the percentage increase of enrolment is found to be much higher 
a t the intermediate/pre-degree, high/higher secondary and middle stages as compared to the primary 
stage for which the percentage increase is worked out to be only 2.1% during 1984-85 to 1985-86.

Inspite of best efforts made by the Department as many as 6 Stages/UT’s did not furnish the 
requisite information on repeaters during 1985-86 as compared to 13 States/U.T’s in 1984-85. These 
States are Assam, J«feK, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh & Chandigarh. 
Accordingly the analysis made here excludes these States although while working out the All India 
figures, the percentage of repeaters in these States has been presumed to be zero i.e. no repeaters 
which however may not be the correct position. Accordingly the percentage of repeaters at the 
att I ^ i a  level as iqpoit«d in this publication are an under estimate.

The percentage of repeaters at the primary stage (classes I to V) is found to be the highest 
in Lakshadweep (22.58%). States for which the percentage of repeaters is more than 10% ofthe tptal 
enrolment in Classes (I-V) are Gujarat, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka, Manipur, Sikkim, 
D & N Havali and Lakshadweep. State/U.T’s wise picture may be setn in table VI.

The highest perceotage of repeaters at the middle stage (for Classes VI to VIII) is found 
to be in Sikkim (22.16%) followed by Himachal Pradesh (20.83 %), Lakshadweep (22.49 %) and 
Goa, Daman & Diu (15.79 %).

At the Secondary/Higher Secondary (Classes IX and above) stage also, the percentage of 
repeaters is found to be the highest in Lakshadweep (39.87 %) and the lowest of 1.85 % in Orissa. 
States for which the percentage of repeaters in Classes DC and above is more than 10 % are 
Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Sikkim, Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Goa, Daman' & Diu, Lakshadweep 
and Mizoram.

Percentage of total enrolment at the primary stage (class I to V) to the population in correS- 
pording age group 6-11 y ^ rs  also defined as “Gross Enrolment Ratio” start is a crude 
indication to measure the existing facility in Primary Education for the country as a  whole has also 
increased from 93.6 % to 95.6 % during the year. The corresponding ratio for the girls also 
increased from 75.9 % to 79.2 % during the same year.

Gross enrolment ratio at the primary stage is found to be the highest for Tripura 134.64 % 
and the lowest in case of J «& K (54.15 %) among all States. Among the UT’s, the. highest gross 
enrolment ratio at the primary stage is found to be for Lakshadweep (158.71%) and the lowest 
of 60.31 % in Chandigarh. The low figure for Oiandigarh seems to be however on account of 
high share of unrecognised schools in the Union Territory whose statistics are not being collected

under the existing system. States/UT’s for which the gross enrolment ratios are lower than that 
for the. All India are Assam, Bihar, Haryana, J & K, Meghalaya, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, 
Arunachal Pradesh', Chandigarh, D & N. Haveli and Delhi. .

Percentage of enrolment at the middle stage (class Vt to VIII) to the total population in 
the corresponding age group 11-14 years also defined as gross enrolment ratio at middle stage has 
also increased from 48.1 % in 1984-85 to 49.0 % in 1985-86. for the country as a whole. The 
highest gross enrolment ratio at the middle stage is found to be in respect of Kerala (94.72 %) 
and the lowest of 29.04 % for Bihar. Among the UT’s the highest ratio of 100.37 % is for 
Go'i, Daman & Diu and the lowest incase of Arunachal Pradesh (31.66 %). StJites/UT*? for which 
gross enrolment ratio at the middle stage is' lower than that for All India are- Andhra Pradesh, 
Assam, Bihar J & K, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Meghalaya, Nagdland, Orissa, Rajsthan 
Uttar Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh and Dadra & Nagar Haveli. Gross enrolment ratio for girls 
at middle stage has also increased from 34.05 % to 35.34 % during the year vnder review.

Taking boys and girls together, the Gross enrolment ratio at the secondary stage i.e. per­
centage of total enrolment in classes IX and above (including the enrolment in Intermediate and 
Pre-University Stage) to the population in the corresponding age group 14-18 years for thQCoimtry 
as a whole was 24.44 % during 1985-86. The corresponding ratio for the girls was 15.43% 
only showing remarked disparities between the two sexes at this stage.

The highest gross enrolment ratio at the secondary stage isfom^d to be for Kerala (44.06%) 
and the lowest in case of Sikkim (14.72 %). Among the UT’s, the highest gross enrolment ratio 
of 47.58 % is found to be for A & N. Islands and the lowest of 14,83 % for Dadar & Nagar 
Haveli. States/UT’s for which the gross enrolment ratio at the secondary stage are lower than 
that for all India level are Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Haryana, J & K, Madhya Pradesh, Meghalaya, 
Nagaland, Orissa, Punjab, Rajasthan, Sikkim, Tripura, Uttar Pradesh, Arunachal-Pradesh 
Mizoram.

It may be observed from Table 1 that the gross enrolment ratio for the girls are found 
to be significantly lower as compared to that of boys at all stages of School, Education. At the 
Primary stage the gross enrolment for girls is only 79.24 % as against 111.10 % for boys. At 
the middle and Secondary/Higher Secondary stage, the gross enrolment of girls are found to be 
35.34 % and 15.45 % as against 61.8 % and 32.7 % for boys respectively. This is even otherwise 
quite apparent from the percentage of girls students to total number of boys students at different 
stages. Their share is found to be 40.2 % at the Primary stage which def. reases to 35.1 % at the 
Middle stage and further discreases to 30.5 % at Secondary/Higher Secondary stage. This could 
be possible on account of inadequate number of girls schools specially in rural areas where large 
number of parents are reluctant to send their daughters to co-educatiot?al schools. Accordingly 
there is an urgent need to open more number of Middle, High, Higher Secondary Schools for 
girls in all such areas wherever these are found to be viable as pernorms.

It may br noted that at the plus 2 stage of Higher Secondary, the total number of students 
exclusively joining vocational courses or opting for vocstional courses is found to be only 99252 
during 1985-86 as compared to 89932 in 1984-85. Of thê ê the largest number are enrolled in 
Tamil Nadu 67765 followed by Delhi, Haryana, West Bengal, Maharashtra and Pondicherry. In 
other States/UT’s the vocational courses are y H  to be introduced or their share is insignifii.ant. 
Accord ingly there is an urgojit need to introduce vocational courses in large number of Higher 
Secondary Schools, Besides there is a need to encourage students to join/opt for vocational courses 
for becoming self employed or for getting gainful employment after pas<̂ ing such courscs.
III. TEACHERS :

Total number of teachers in all types of recognised School level institutions in the country 
was 38.42 lakhs during 1985-86 of which 11.45 lakhs were women forming 29.81% of the total 
number of teachers. The detailed breakup of teachers by type cf institutions is given under
■342 H R D / R 9 — 3.
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TTable 1.0'4. Percentage of women teachers varies considerably among dilferent States/UT's for 
different types of shcools. The highest percentage of women teachers both in Primary and Middle 
sichools are found to be in Chandigarh (92.0 and 87.9) and the lowest in Manipur and Orissa 
C10.4 % and 10.3 %).

Percentages of trained teachers in primary, middle, high/higher secondary (old pattem)/higher 
SSscondary (10+2) pattern schools were 85.0, 89.2, 89.6, 89.4 and 91.5 respectively which implies 
tihat most of the schools had been able to provide adequate number of trained teachcrs in schools 
<of all types. However for a few States, the percentage of trained teachers in Primary schools are 
fcound to be quite low (less than 50 %). These are Meghalaya, Nagaland, Sikkim, Tripura, Aruna- 
c:ht 1 Pradesh, and Mizoram. Thi" calls for giving high priority to teachers education bv 
s5tates/UT’s. Statewise details may be seer under Table XIV of Part IT.

Pupil teacher ratio defined a t^e average number of students per teacher is a crude index to 
mieasure the quality of educatior being imparted at dilferert levels. This ratio is found to br the 
hiighsst (42) for primary schools for the counting as a whole and detre^ises with the increase in 
tihe level of institi tion. This ratio also varies considerably among different States/UT’s on account 
o f  geographical and other factors. For primary schools, t^e ratio is found to be the highest in 
c^ase of Andhra Pradesh (56) and the lowest in cdse of Sikkim (15).

Thi pupil teacher ratios for different types of institutions are given in Table IX. These ratio 
v ary considerably from State to State. There are 9 States for which pupil teacher ratios at primary 
sitage are higher than the corresponding ratio of 42 at All India level. These are; Andhra Pradesh, 
Bihar, Gujarat, Haryana, Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadk, Uttar ■ Pradesh, Similarly, 
f(or middle schools, pupil teacher ratio are found to be higher than the corresponding figures, of 
3̂ 5 at all India level in respect of Andhra Pradesh,, Bihar, Gujarat, Karnataka, Maharashtra ^nd 
Tamil Nadu.

For high schools also, the pupil teacher ratios are found to be higher than the corresponding 
figure? of 29 at the all India level in respect of 8 states/UT’s. viz. Andhra Prade«h, Bihar, Haryana, 
Himachal Pradesh, Maharashtra, Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal and Goa, Daman & Diu. Statewise 
dietails of pupil teacher ratios for different types of institutions may be seen under T^hle IX of 
p art II.

The percentage of women teaf-hf rs to total number of teachers is the highest in Hr. Secondary 
^10+2 Pattern) (32.7 %) followed by Middle/Senior Basic School's (31.5 %), High/Post Basic Schools 
(31.4% ) and Higher Secondary (Old pattern) (26.2%), Primary/Junior Basic Schools (26.9 %). 
ILow share of women teachers in Primary schools is possibly on account of their reluctance to 
j(oin the Primary schools located in rural areas. Consequently their share is comparably low las 
cjompared to their share in Middle and Secondary/Higher Secondary Schools because of larger 
sihare of such schools being located in urban areas.

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GENERAL SURVEY
NEW EDUCATION POLICY

For formulation of New Education Policy a status paper entitled “Challenge of Education— 
A policy Perspective” was published and placed in the Parliament and was further circulated to 
all State Governments and Union Territory Administrations. This document became the basis 
for wide discussions at state levels and also stimulated wide and intensive national debate on issues 
relating to Education Policy and alternatives. As a result of several seminars, symposia, dis­
cussions in different educational institutions, teachers and students organisations, the debate on 
the New Education Policy involved all sections of the people and many useful ideas and appr­
oaches emerged.

Based on the suggestions received from various quarters the issues relating to New Education 
Policy were formulated and were presented before the Conference of Education Ministers. The 
National Policy on Education-1986 was finally presented in the parliament, it was discussed and 
adopted during the Budget Session of 1986. A programme of Action as promised by the Minister 
was presented in the Monsoon Session of Parliament. In the first place, 23 Task forces were 
constituted and each was assigned a specific subject covered by the National Policy on Education (N.P.E.).

UNIVERSALISATION OF ELEMENTARY EDUCATION
Provision of free and compulsory education for all children until they complete the age 

of 14 years is a constitutional goal. According to the policy frame of the Seventh five year Plan, 
the target year of reaching the constitutional goal of Universalisation of Elementary Education 
is 1990 i.e. the end of the Seventh Plan Period. Elementary Education also continued to be
part of the minimum needs programme of the plan.

With a view to realising the constitutional goal of Universalisation of Elementary Education,
this programme was accorded a very high priority under the Sixth Plan on the basis of 1981
census estimations, the total population in tiie 6-14 age group by 1989-90 would be 1510 laWis. 
Providing for a margin of 10% for overage and under age children, the number of children to 
be covered by 1990 will be about 1560 lakhs, Besides, 35-40 lakhs are expected to be covered 
through Non-formal Education.

As in previous years, a nation wide compaign was launched during the current year, high­
lighting the ne«d for community participation. The compaign was aimed at creating a climate
for enrolment, monitoring school attendence, filling up vacancies of teachers and popularising in 
non-formal education. Special emphasis was laid on reducing dropout rates. Feed back received 
from the state Governments was quite encouraging.

NON-FORMAL EDUCATION
The non-formal education programme forms the second major component of the strategy 

employed to achieve universalisation of education, since, a large number of children were neither
able nor willing to attend school, the number of children to be covered by the NFE programme
during the Seventh Plan was estimated at 2.5 crores. The programme acquired good momentum 
in 9 educationally backward states, and by the end of 1985-86 the coverage of the programme was 
of the order of 41.41 lakhs in about 1.65 lakhs centres.

FREE EDUCATION FOR GIRLS U PIO  END OF THE HIGHER SECONDARY STAGE
In order to encourage the spread of education among the girls by providing free education 

a scheme was prepared under which the Government of India re-imbursed to the States/U.T. 
Governments for forgoing revenue realised as tuition fees charged from girls at the Secondary/ 
Higher Secondary stage. The scheme would remain in operation for the entire Seventh Plan period.
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PfHYSICAL EDUCAllON
The new National sports Policy, covering inter-alia physical education and yoga, since placed 

beifore the Parliament as a Goveinment Resolution made it the duty of the Central and State 
Gcovernments to accord a very high priority to promotion of- sports and physical education in 
thte process of all round development. The policy also recognised the need of every citizen irres- 
pecctive of age and sex to participate and enjoy sports and recreational activities. The. Policy, 
theerefore, enjoined upon the Central and State Governments to promote and develop traditional 
amd modern games and sports and also yoga by providing necessary facilities and infrastructure 
om a large scale. As a follow up o f ' the directives contained in the- new Policy substantially 
higher investment on Physical Education and yoga has been envisaged during the VII five year 
plfan period. ...................
COMPUTER EDUCATION IN SCHOOIS

The Pilot Project for introducing computer literary and studies in schools (CLASS) lauhchcid 
duiring 1984-85 in collaboration with the Department of Electronics in 250 Higher Secondary Schools 
froDm all States/Union territories was continued in 1985-86 with an addition 500 schools and 8 
ressource centres.

The Resource Centres continued to organise training of teachers and provide logistic and 
baick-up support to the schools. Funds required for the project were made available through the 
Despartment o f Electronics. The responsibility of installation and maintenance of the computer 
sysstems continued to rest with the computer Maintenance Corporation. The. academic and mana- 
geiment aspects of the project were being looked after by the Ministry . of Human Resource 
Development through NCERT which was nominated as the nodal agency at the national level to 
prcovide academic input and supervision.

HnGHi:R EDUCATION
The U.G.C. took steps to develop facilities at the national level for use of university scientists in the 

fielld of Nuclear Science, Materials Research, Laser and Fibre optics, AstTopbysics, Astronomy, 
Bi(otechnology. Mass-Communication and Educational technology. Higher Education among 
ScJheduIed Castes and Scheduled Tribes cbntinued to receive emphasis with the financial assis- 
tamce provided by the U.G.C. for special programmes for these groups. The Indira Gandhi 
Naitional Open University was established in Delhi in September^ 1985 to disseminate and advance 
kmowledge by providing instructional and research facilities. It would lay stress on continuing 
amd vocational education with a view to improving knowledge and skills and promoting educa­
tional opportunities of the community in general and the disadvantaged groups in particular. 
Amother central University, namely Pondicherry University was established on 16th October, 1985 
to< serve the needs o f the Union- territory of Pondicherry.

m CHNICAL EDUCATION
Socio-economic progress of a country is intimately connected with the availability of property 

traa,ined technical menpower. Through sustained efforts during the successive plan periods, our 
comntry has developed extensive facilities of Technical Education and training and the system 
is now in position to admit annually about 30,000 students in degree courses and a b o u t '60^000 
stiudents in Diploma courses covering both conventional and new emerging areas.

During the current plan, steps were initiated among others for modernisation and removal 
o f  obsolescence in the Engineering Colleges and polytechnics, application of science & Technology 
foir rural development, establishment, of linkage between technical education system and develop­
ment sectors and providing complete facilities in technical institutions.

AIDULT EDUCATION
Seventh Five-Xear Plan stiputated that Adult litei-acy programmes would be pursued with 

objective of covering all illiterates in the age-groUp 15-35 by 1990. Considering that aduk

education is an important component of the socio-economic development and also a critical element 
in the family welfare programme, Government accorded high priority to the adult education 
programme by including it in the Minimum needs Programme and the 20-Point Programme 
the Government decided to launch the Mass Programme for functional literacy alongwith existing 
on-going scheme to achieve the goal of eradication of illiteracy in the age-group 15-35.

SCHOLARSfflPS
The Govt, of India offered a large number of Scholarships for enabling students to pursue

further studies both in India and abroad. Scholarships were generaly awarded to meritorious
without adequate means.

Undre the National Merit Scholarship Programme Scholarships were awarded to 27000 
students for undertaking studies beyond the matriculation stage and 33000 scholarships were awar­
ded to talented children belonging to rural areas for education upto the Higher Secondary stage. 
The Minisiry also provides scholarships to Indian students studing abroad so that they could 
undertake research in newly emerging specialisations. On a reciprocal basis, 180 scholarships were 
offered to foreign nationals, thereby assisting the developing countries in their effort to train their 
manpower. Besides government of India offered 75 scholarships to nationals of Commonwealth 
countries. \

MASS-COMMUNICATIONS & EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGY CENTRES
With INSAT-IB becoming operational, a transmission time of one hour every day in the after-noon 

on programmes of Higher Education was increased. The University Grants Commission set up training 
and production facilities with standard requipment in Six-selected centres, namely Mass Communication 
Research Centre, Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi, Educational Media Research Centres (EMRGS) at 
Poona University, Gujarat University and CIEFL, Hyderabad and Audio-Visual Research Centres 
(AVRCS), Osmania and Roorkee University. A Central Programme Committee was set up to
coordinate and channelise suitable materials for daily telecast through Doordarshan.

ANNUAL p r o g r e s s  REPORT FOR— 1985-86
1. ANDHRA PRADESH ; Primary Education made tremendus progress in the field of Education 

in the year 1985-86. 352 primary schools were opened with recording an increase of 257105 in 
the enrolment during the year under report. In case of upper primary, 135 schools were newly 
opened. 111271 students were additionally enrolled during the year.

In Secondary Education, 587 new schools were opened during the year 1985-86. The enrol­
ment in classes VIII to X increased by 77355 during this period. Many private upper primary 
schools were upgraded into High Schools.

CPRE organisation supplied food under feeding programme to the children studying in the distriets 
o f Vishakhapatnam, Mahboobnagar, Nijamabad, Karim Nagar and Adilabad. Nearly 361000 children 
were benefited by this scheme.

The four colleges of Education admitted students for Telugu Pandit’s training course. Simi­
larly three colleges of Education admitted students for Hindi Pandits training course and one 
college of education admitted Urdu Pandits training coxxrse during the year under report.

2. ASSAM : During the 1st Year of the 7th plan 1985-86, an amount of Rs. 242.95 lakhs 
was qualified for Higher Education. The amoxmt was fully utilised. The major achievements 
for Higher Education are viz (1) creation o f additional 310 posts of lecturers (2) 52 non-govt, 
colleges were provided with building grants (3) Book grants to 8 non-Govt. law colleges (4) 9 
additional post-graduate Research Scholarships were awarded.

Though no new technical institution was established, but few new Diploma courses viz. 
Computer application, Electronics and Automobile Engineering were started during the year
1985-86.

2342 H RD/89-^.
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During 1985-86, 120 High Schools have been upgraded to Higher Secondaiy Schools and 
additional streams have been allowed to open in 13 Higher Secondary schools.

As many as 33 additional Higher Secondary Schools were selected for introduction of Voca­
tional Courses during the year under report.

3. BIHAR : In the field of Primary Education stress was given for the implementation of following 
schemes under the universalisation of Elementary Education—

1. Free uniform to girl students.
2. Supply of equipments, apparatus and other teaching material to the schools.
3. Supply of Text Books.

Achievements
1. +2 system was introduced in 143 High Schools.
2. Professional Education was started in 4D schools .

4. JAMMU & KASHMIR
In order to meet the pressing demand from the public, 387 Primary Schools were opened 

14 primary schools were upgraded to fulfledged middle schools.
100 new non-formal education centres were opened for drop-outs and those who cannot join formal 

sschools.
30 High Schools were upgraded to the status of Higher Secondary schools during the year under 

nreport.

5. HARYANA : In the field of Primary Education for the age-group 6-11, facilities are available at 
esasy approachable distance. These children are getting free education in Government Primary Schools.

100 new priinary schools were opened and 70 sub-primary schools were upgraded to fulfledged 
primary schools during the year 1985-86.

97 primary schools have been upgraded to Middle Schools and 100 Middle Schools have been upgitded 
tto High Schools.

10+2 pattern has been adopted in the State in 1985-86. This pattern has been adopted in 152 schools^ 
an d  106 colleges.
ffi, KERALA : During the year, 43 new schools were started. Out of 43, 21 were lower primary 
sichools, 12 were upper primary schools and 20 were High Schools. Further 10 lower primary schools 
mnd 2 upper primary schools were upgraded to upper primary and High Schools respectively.

The CARE feeding programme was conducted effectively during the year under report. About 7.69 
lakhs pupils were benefited under this programme. Also various types of stipends and lump-sum 
girants were distributed during 1985-86. The institute conducted in service courses, seminars, work ex­
perience programmes guidance programmes and prepared various text books and guide books.

7.'. MADHYA PRADESH :
Universalisation of Elementary Education has been effectively implemented in the State during ttwt 

yeear 1985-86, 65 new higher secondary schools have been opened during 1985-86,
Free text-books were distributed at Primary level. In case of Middle stage free text books of Rs. 70 

lakhs have been distributed under Book-Bank-Scheme to all children belonging to Scheduled Cast/Tribes 
amd other backward classes, studying in primary classes. Provision of Rs. 25 lakhs was made for furniture 
amd mats for primary and middle schools, classes during the year 1985-86,

8.. NAGALAND :
It was decided to open 7 primary and 3 middle schools during 1985-86, besides 60 govt, primary schools 

amd 15 govt, middle schools were up-graded.

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Keeping in view the importance of UEE, free teXt-books were provided to pupils of educationplly 
bacckward areas. 200 stipends for boys and 200 special stipends for girls of the elementary school were 
proivided during the year under report.

9. (ORISSA ;
In order to promote enrolment and to reduce the drop-out rate, the govt, planned various schemes 

on incentive programmes for the progress of education. Under this special component plan, govt, spent 
hu^e amount on free sujjply of school dress and different awards to the students, in addition tOj the 
speccial facilities to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and other weaker sections of people in the 
statte.

10. RAJASTHAN ;
Universalisation of education was given emphasis in the year dxu'ing 1985-86. In the age-group 

6-1 il, 44.18 lakhs children were enrolled which was more than the goal during the year under report. 12.08 
laklh children were enrolled in the age-group 11-14 while in case of Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes, 
enrfolment incjeased 1.55 lakh and 1.05 lakh respectively.

Keeping in view the increasing demand of teachers, four B.Ed. Colleges were started with the assis- 
tamce of volunteer institutions to make available more facilities for Teacher’s Training. In addition 60 
seatts in each of the B.Ed. Colleges were increased during the year.

11. MEGHALAYA :
During the year 1985-86, two high schools, 25 M.E. schools and 2 primary schools were opened. 

Thee development in the field of Education in the Pre-Primary, Primary, Middle and High Schools, 
it iis observed that the number of students has inci*eased during the year. More facilities have 
been provided to the existing schools such as free Text Books, free uniforms to poor students. 
Sclholarships and stipends to the deserving institutions ?ind. students borne by State Govt. Nutrition 
programme was also organised in Colloboration with the Social Welfare Department.

IZ.. TAMIL NADU
Towards universalisation of Primary Education the incentive schemes of provision of free

micd-day Meals to poor pupils, supply of free books and slates etc. to them continued to woik
weUl. Tha Chief Minister’s Nutritions Noon meal Programme launched during the year 1982-83 
comtiftues in theyear under report. According to this scheme all students in I-V standards are fed 
on all the 365 days of the year under School Education Department. The children in standard 
VI-X were fed on school working days.

The drop-out rates at primary and middle stages registered remarkable decline in 1985-86
ahdi this was a foiward step to academic advanceinent.

Government sanctioned a massive scheme for the supply, of one set of free uniforms to the 
stmdents in standards I-VIII of all schools in the State from the year 1985-86.

Free text books were supplied to pupils in the Standards I-Vrp of all schools who were 
|Cowered by Chief Minister’s Nutritious-Meal-Programme. For the improvement of the amenities 

in schools, people of the localities made necessary voluntary contribution. According to the 
quantum of amount collected, additional facilities like accommodation etc. were provided to the 
schiools of the respective areas.

13. TRIPURA :
Outstanding achievements were made during the year 1985-86 in extending'the benefits of 

eduication to the children belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes communities.
During the year 1985t86, .84 J.B. schools and 42 S.B. Schools were upgraded to correspond­

ing higher stage schools.
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Out of 84 newly upgraded S.B. Schools 43 were in Tribal Sub-Plan areas and 25 in S.C. areas 
and out of 42 newly upgraded High Schools, 12 were in Tribal sub-plan areas and 17 in S.C. 
areas.

3716 new teachers were appointed during the year 1985-86, of which 2525 for primary, 691 
for middle 347 for high and 153 for plus two stage schools.

In conformity with the approved policy of impartmg teaching through mother tongue Kok 
Borok was introduced upto class IV in schools where percentage of sitidents of this linguistic group 
is 30% or above. The Government also decided to extend the same facilities to the children 
o f other linguistic groups viz. C3iakma, Halam, Kuki, Lushai, Bishnupriya and Maithei.

The Government had also given its attention for development of Madrassa education. 35 
Muktabs and Madrassas were brough under grant-in-aid list.

14. GOA, DAMAN & DIU
Right from the time of liberalisation of Goa the demand for University for Goa was con­

stantly persued by Goans, at last Goa University act was passed and Uiriversity was established 
from 1-6-1985.

Out of 22 Higher Secondary Schools, 4 schools have started the vocational courses. 4 Higher 
Secondary Schools have been selected for computer literacy and studies, the Micro computer 
systems supplied by Govt, of India has been installed and the computer project Programme has 
beexi laoaoclied-

A Sub-depot of Maharashtra Text Book Bureau was opened in Goa in order to make the 
text books easily-available to students.

During 1985-86, unde^ the National Adult Education Programme 520 Centres were o p ^cd  
in the rural areas with Ml enrolment of 9225 Adidts.

Tlie scheme of Mid-day meals was imptemeaMed by the Directorate of Education. Tinder
this scheme, mid-day saaclcs provided to Ae school-goii^ chldren of the age^roi^p of 6-11
years;

Education was free in classes XI-XH of H ^ e r  Secondary ouly to those students whose
parents’ income was upto Rs. 4,800/-per annum. Similarly education was free in classes XI &
XH of Higher Secondary Schools to the children of teachers, employed at any level.

In all 5725 students belonging to economically backward classes were awarded scholarships 
a t Middle and secondary school level during the year 1985-86.

15. MIZORAM
Permission was given for opening 20 new Middle Schools & 10 new Primary Schools within 

the U.T. during 1985-86. In case o f Secondary Education 4 new High Schools were given per­
mission. 29 Middle Schools and 41 High Schools were upgraded into deficit grants-in-aid status 
during the year.

Training in Short-term courses in science and Mathematics for High School and Middle School 
Teachers was conducted during the year imder report.

16. A & N ISLANDS
During the year xmder report 6 new primary schools were opend, 5 Primary schools were 

upgraded to the status of Middle Schools, 2 Middle Schools to the status of Secondary Schools 
and 2 Secondary Schools to Senior Secondary Schools.

Under DEE a territory-wide compaign was held vwth a view to incraease enrolment and to 
retain the children till they complete class VUI. 3764 additional children were enrolled as against
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the target of 4000. Incentives were givne to children as per their entitlement by way of providing 
text books, uniforms, travel-concessions, mid-day meals, stationary, Hostel-stipends and Attendence- 
scholarships. For excellence in enrolment of girls the Govt, of India have sanctioned one district 
level award of Rs. 50,000/- for this territory under the Ministry’s award scheme.

35 additional sections at Primary stage and 25 at the Middle stage in different media were 
added during the year to meet the additional enrolment at the elementary stage of education.

In order to meet the additional requirement of tcachers under elementary education, A’ & 
N Administration has created 40 posts of primary school teachers, 40 GTTs, 6 PETs, 40 HM(P)
and 28 part-time CI.5 posts of part-time teachers for non-formal were also created during the
year. Under secondary education, 3 posts of principals, 3 vice-principals, 2HM (Secondary) 10 
posts of senior teachers, 15 GTTs and 5 posts of PETs were created.

126 candidates were trained under pre-service training course by Teacher’s Training Institute, 
Port-Blair during the year under report.

A new chapter has begun in the file of education in these Islands with the introduction 
of educational facilities for the disabled children. Under this scheme-19 lED (Integrated Education 
of the Disabled).

Text books in Tamil, Telugu and Bengali for primary classes were printed during the year 
under report.

36 centers were opened under Adult Education Programme during the year under report.
'976 new adults were enrolled during the year 1985-86.

26 non-formal education centeres were opened and maintained for dropouts and non school 
ichildren under the stage sector programme.

17. CHANDIGARH

All efforts were concentrated, fot eurolliug all eligible chiMieiv in the school going age group 6-14
so that no child would remain deprived of its right to free compulsory education as laid down in 
the constitution. It is gratifying to note that target of almost 100% enrolment has been acWeVed.

Chandigarh Administration has been given award o f Rs, 25000/-for one best Panchayiat and 
IRs. 3 lakhs for tha bsst/outstanding district level performance for increasing the enrolment of 
girls a t the elementary level.
