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Preface 

 

The eleventh 5 yr plan 2007-12, documents, GoI Planning Commission focuses on the Inclusive planning. The latest Manual for Integrated District Planning by 

Planning Commission, GoI, also reiterate the need of strengthening the processes related to District Planning along with the suggested interventions at different levels. 

These processes at the district level also require a strengthening of the local capacity and mechanism, for making the planning more inclusive and broad based.  

 

In continuation to efforts in making o f the district plan, the present district plan is an effort towards – integrating various processes on the key requirement of the district 

as per the situational analysis under 7 sectors viz. Nutrition, Health, Education, Livelihood, Infrastructure, Energy, and Civil Right & Empowerment. In addition, Under 

the Annual work plan- besides the proposed outlay as stated by the state for 2012-13, an additional fund is also requested to meet the requirement under different 

schemes.  

 

The orientations of district level officials and panchayat secretaries were also organized during, Dec, 2010 -January 2011. The GoI – UN Joint Convergence 

programme (GoI-UNJCP. North Bastar Kanker) in the district, since 2009, is also, facilitating the district in these processes of strengthening district plans. In this 

process this year under the leadership of CEO ZIla Panchayat, an integrated micro planning process was initiated on a pilot basis for the 3 panchayats of the district. 

The experiences of integrated micro- planning processes would be disseminated, at the district level. 

 

The process of the decentralized integrated district plan will require to be institutionalize in following years at different level. The Capacity development of the local 

bodies and Convergence on the key issue will be instrumental. Besides a dedicated cadre of trainee human resource, some investments on integrated village planning 

processes would also be required. 

 

The district would be further strengthening the district plan processes, based on the previous years learning.  
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1- Executive Summary: 
 

The Annual district plan 2012-13 has been evolved and various measures were taken to make it a comprehensive indicative plan. The Situational 

analysis has been conducted for the 7 sectors, at the district level, based on the information received from various departments. It is to also mention here 

that this year the greater block level involvement was sought for the processes, but these initiatives needs to be further strengthened to make the 

planning more logical and situational analysis based.  

 

The total budget requirement for the Annual District Plan 2012-13 for Kanker has been Rs 962.58 crores, as per the following summary tables given 

under the 4 Resource head categories, provided under the resource envelope, by the State Planning Commission.

1- District - At a Glance 
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The Kanker District is situated in the southern region of Chhattisgarh State. Previously Kanker was a part of old Bastar district. But in 1999, Kanker got its own identity 
as an independent district. District Kanker is surrounded by four districts of Chhattisgarh state, namely Bastar, Dhamtari, Durg and Rajnandgaon & 1 district Gadchiroli 
of Maahrastra.  
Kanker is situated within the longitudes 20.6-20.24 and latitudes 80.48-81.48. The total area of district is 6432.68 square kilometers. Small hilly pockets can be seen 
throughout the area, which increases its beauty. The five rivers flows through the district are as - Doodh, Mahanadi, Hatkul, Sindur and Turu river. 
 
Kanker is situated on the National Highway (NH) number 3o. It lies between the two well developed 
cities of Chhattisgarh Raipur (Capital of Chhattisgarh) and Jagdalpur. The Kanker is 140 kilometers 
away from Raipur and 160 Kilometers from Jagadalpur. Many roadways and private buses, taxis 
may be available on this national Highway to visit the district. At presently there is no railway track in 
the district. 
May month is the hottest month and December is the coolest month. Average rain of the district is 
1492 mm. District receives most of its rain during the monsoon season. 90% rain fall during the June 
to October.

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DISTRICT VISION DOCUMENT: 
 

Visioning is creating a very clear future. In this perspective under guidance of District Collector, Kanker a district visioning workshop has been organized at district 

level, which was attended by, various stakeholders & all departments in the district.  

 

The latest Manual for Integrated District Planning, 2009 by the Planning Commission suggests for the importance of the visioning exercise at various levels below 

district. In this context, a visioning workshop was organized at district level Kanker on June 30th 2009. It was agreed by the participants, that in view of the 11th plan’s 

theme of inclusive growth, the role of the visioning & planning at the district, Janpad, panchayat, ward (urban, rural) level becomes instrumental for optimizing 

outcomes at the local level. The district visioning exercise creates a platform where the key sector representatives present, their vision for respective sector.  In turn 

this exercise indicated the various stakeholders about the key results areas, where district has to converge, it’s resources to achieve expected outcome. 

 

Decentralized planning and Convergence at the district level are two major issues to ensure more balanced, integrated and sustainable development of the district. Lot 

of resources are now flowing in the district through various flagship and other programmes, of different departments, but these sect-oral plans have their own 

guidelines, processes, implementation mechanism and reporting patterns etc, which provides limited scope for horizontal integrated planning. The vertical plans, by 

different department provide minimum scope for the horizontal planning, which is necessary for involvement of the key stakeholders. In this background it was agreed 

that, to develop/ ensure convergence of actions points and develop more ownership, it’s essential that local Rural Local body & Urban Local Bodies are actively 

involved in the process. One of the constraints shared by stakeholders, regarding the reach and effective delivery of the services to the people, is also concern with the 

naxal affected region. 

 

Each of the departmental programme, has its national goals, to be achieved by year 2012. At the same time the international human development priority are reflected 

in the MDGs, in which India is a signatory and thus there are 8 goals to be achieved by 2015. Out of the 60 indicators under MDGs, at the district level the data is 

available for about 20 indicators (At the most) only. The district vision document also attempt to look at the district status on these national/ MDGs, so as to ensure 

better convergence and resource mobilization on the key indicators of concern. The district will also utilize the opportunity, from the recent initiative by the GoI-UN Joint 

programme on decentralized Planning and Convergence, which will be instrumental to facilitate the district to be on track in achieving the MDGs. Under GoI-UNJCP, 

first time various UN agencies (as UNICEF, UNDP, UNFPA, WHO etc) are delivering as one at the district level and are expected to facilitate district, in terms of the 

human resource (District Facilitator (1), District Support Officer (2)) and other technical support. 

 

To facilitate the integrated development, as per state guidelines from State Planning Board, Chhattisgarh, the key interventions are divided in 7 key sectors 

(Ramchandran Committee also recommends) as - education, health, nutrition, livelihood, energy, infrastructure & civil rights. Thus various departmental activities will 

be converging in these sectors, to be the part of the integrated district annual plan. Some of the key strategies to achieve the vision under each sector are as – 

strengthening participatory planning, better utilization of budgets & local resource, assessment of bottlenecks and strengthened implementation of 

programmes/schemes, result based planning and management. It is also significant to understand that to achieve the MDGs, nothing new has to be done at the district 

level, except linking of the flagship/ governmental programmes to converge to the desired outcome. In general the national goals are more ambitious than the MDGs, 

so if district is on track to achieve the national goal, it would be achieving the MDGs too.  
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The district visualizes an inclusive and integrated growth, under all the 7 sectors by active involvement of all stakeholders, to improve the quality of life for each citizen. 

Based on the District Visioning Workshop, the key sectoral vision and status are explained as: 

 
Sector 1: Education:   

The vision of the sector is to achieve that each eligible citizen, has access to appropriate quality education (pre- primary - higher & technical education), so that each 

student is able to improve his/ her learning outcome. It was envisioned that, the gender equity and other appropriate measures will facilitate each individual to realize 

her/his fullest potential. The education thus, will facilitate each student as more effective citizen.

It is evident from the above that the district is well on track for the indicators, in education. 

 

Speaking on the occasion the District Education Officer, Kanker shared the situation of the district, as per the following:-  

 The department/ schemes in the education sector are - Education Department, Tribal Welfare Department, Rajeev Gandhi Shiksha Mission (SSA), DIET, 

Panchayati Raj and Rural Development Department, Municipal Office, Women and Child Development Department (Pre- School Education) etc. 

 The infrastructure for education in the district includes 1701 Primary Schools, 603 Middle Schools, 51 High Schools and 69 Higher Secondary Schools. Out of 

these schools, maximum of the primary and middle school have there, own building, while the High School & Sr. Secondary school, etc are yet to be covered 

for own building.  

 There is a need to further strengthen the teacher’s availability as per the new set-up and improve on the quality aspects in education. 
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 Still some children are out of schools for various reasons, which need to be addressed through various initiatives.

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 The main source of the drinking water in 97% of the villages is hand pump and the district has approx. one hand pump for every 85 person (which is above 

the national norms of 1handpump per 100 population)  

 Though in terms of coverage for drinking water nearly all the habitations are covered, about 1122 habitations in district (25%) are affected with the quality 

issues (excess of iron), excess iron may cause constipation and psychological disorder in the human body 

 There is a need to update status of public places (panchayat bhawan, sub health centre, community centre, religious places etc) for the drinking water facility.  

 In terms of the sanitation just about 28% of the rural households, have access to toilet.  

 In family planning, as per the DLHS III, -  currently married women using any method were - 50.7%, while unmet need for  the family planning was 18.5% 

 As per DLHS-III, mothers who had at least 3 Ante-Natal Care (ANC) visits during last pregnancy (%) – 60.8%. 

 In Institutional coverage for toilet, latest status update mechanism is required for  Anganwadi, school health centers etc, at any given point of time 

 For IMR/ MMR process of arriving to more scientific, district level status requires standardization. 

 The NRHM framework, stresses on FRU (District Hospital, CHCs) and 24x7 PHC for reducing maternal & child deaths and population stabilization.

 The status of the district in the child immunization related indicators is good (about 96.75% children are fully immunized) 

 As per the latest DLHS -III(2007-08), main issues of concern, which also relates to many indicators (like IMR, MMR etc) are as:  

 20.8% girls marry before 18 years 

 34.6% of pregnant women gets registered in the first trimester 
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 Institutional birth is 10.9% (Rural) 

 Home delivery assisted by trained health worker is 14.1% 

 Among child feeding practices - exclusive breastfeeding is practiced by 54.2% 

 As per the NFHS –III (2005-06) status, there are 59.4% women and & 81% children in the state are anemic. 

 Mother who receive, post natal care within 48 hours of the delivery is 40.4%. 

 There is need for the strengthening the specialized treatment and nutritional rehabilitation service for severely malnourished children. 

 The API under malaria in the district is 16.26, which is among the highest in the state  

 The district also has persons who were identified to be living with HIV/AIDS, 53 cases (from June, 03 - March, 09), women who have correct knowledge of 

HIV /AIDS is 93.4% as per the DLHS 2007-08. 

 

The district has a health index value of .280 (HDR 2005), which places the district on the 12th rank in the state. Thus in background of the above, it was felt that there is 

a great need of improvement in the health status by various measures/ initiatives. One of the strategies is to make the FRUs and 24x7 PHC, to be fully functional, step 

by step at the earliest possible, so that the people in the district are assured of quality services availability at an affordable cost & distance.  

 

Under the sector by 2020, the key action points/ focused areas proposed are as per the following:- 

• More stress on community involvement in their own health, water, sanitation & nutrition related concerns, so that local initiatives brings a transformational 

change in situation 

• Promoting roof top rain water harvesting practices, for drinking water and recharge etc  

• Coverage of the iron affected habitation by making available the safe potable water, through appropriate measures   

• Water and sanitation measures to minimize the disease burden significantly (incl. diarrhea, malaria etc)up to 60% from present level 

• Covering left over household (>70000 individual household toilets) under TSC, to be covered with toilet, by 2012, with focus on post construction usability 

• Coverage & update mechanism of each public places (sub health centre, panchayat bhawan, school and aaganwadi etc) with adequate water & toilet facility 

• Promotion of the individual self inspired bathroom for the personal hygiene 

• Improving the institution related gaps to meet the basic IPHS requirements 

• Early filling of the staff vacancies to ensure quality service 

• Greater stress on making the FRUs and 24x7 PHCs functional - so as to achieve improve maternal health, reduced child mortality & population stabilization 

goals, more effectively 

• Developing infrastructure to provide adequate services to address the unmet need for the family planning 

• Special focus/ quality treatment mechanism for severely malnourished children require strengthening    

• Improving on the early and compulsory registration of the pregnant women in AWC (in coordination with the ICDS)  

• Improvement in child feeding practices, neo-natal care, institutional delivery in urban and rural area. 

• Reduction in diarrhea, malaria, HIV/ AIDS incidences, through IEC & better coordination 

• Working towards extending more care for the persons affected with the HIV/ AIDS. 
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3- Nutrition:   
 

Every household (Particularly – deprived section, women & children) is aware about own nutritional requirement, its availability, access and adsorption is ensured. 

Every mother and children is well nourished. 

  
The status of the district in MDGs/ National goals is as per the following:- 
 

The district has a higher proportion of 

population dependent on the agriculture and 

forest produce, considerable population has 

small and marginal land holding. In this 

background, to ensure basic nutrition to each 

and every household depends on many 

factors, which also relates to the livelihood 

sector also. If we look at the key indicators 

under nutrition- as underweight children, Infant 

Mortality Rate, Maternal Mortality Ratio, these 

are required to be addressed through the 

convergence under different programme. 

Presenting on the nutrition sector’s view the DPO, Women and Child Development said that, GoI, proclaimed a National Policy on Children in August 1974 which 

declared children as "supremely important asset". Tenth Five Year Plan quotes that- the future of India lies in the future of Indian children & Eleventh Five Year Plan 

focused on the need inclusive Growth. Presenting the sector’s status in the district he expressed the following concern;- 

 There are a total 389 panchayats in districts, which are being served by 370 Fair Price Shops (FPS). While 

PDS is supplying subsidized food grains for the BPL families, the ICDS and MDM are also contributing for the 

children and pregnant women with supplementary nutrition.  

 Limited livelihood opportunities, in the non agriculture sector also affecting the income level of the household. 

 The malnourished children (under-weight children) in the district are just over 50%, which is a critical status. 

The children under normal grade, moderate malnourished and severely malnourished as per the March, 2009 

status are 49.09%, 50.46% & .45% respectively. The disaggregated status in each janpad panchayat, has the 

similar trend. Besides it a proportion of the eligible beneficiary are also left out from being weighted.  

 Under ICDS, only about .45% of children are being reported to be severely malnourished, while field visits reflects serious concerns at few instances. 

 The alcoholism (local drinking habits), in the remote SC/ST regions also have influences on parent’s attention towards the children’s need. 

 As per latest DLHS (2007-08), NFHS (2005-06), following status reflects, us stages in malnutrition among children during life-cycle:

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 The above table indicates poor status at different stages of life cycle, ultimately results in the under nourished children with poor learning ability & other 

psychological development. 

 The IMR of district may also be attributed to poor addressing to nutritional needs of children. As AWC only serves the 30-50% of the nutritional needs of the 

children and mother, so a greater role is expected from parents & community. 

 In 90% of AWCs the management of the nutrition is presently being facilitated by the SHGs. 

 It was shared that if, we consider 16% as the standard population under 6 years (status at National, Chhattisgarh and Kanker level, as per 2001 population), it 

seems that a significant proportion (approx. 20-25%) of children may be left out from their rights of being enrolled due to various reasons. 

 The involvement of panchayat/ community (SHG) in the supportive monitoring of the Aaganwadi services is poor. In the past also there were instances when the 

feeding interruption were, caused due to poor supply of the food grain. 

 A significant proportion of total AWCs are still deprived of own building, baby friendly toilets, water facility, baby weighing scale etc. 345 AWCs are not accessible 

during rains.  

 The urban wards in Kanker at present are not covered under ICDS  

 Posts of 4 CDPOs and 24 Sector Supervisors are vacant at present, 

 The availability of the specialized treatment for the severely malnourished children is limited.   

 Still there are social traditions/ taboos/ customs like child marriages, male child preferences, gender roles etc, which also affects the well-being of the children. 

 The quality of home counseling for growth monitoring & nutrition is also a concern.  

 Limited use of local available data by local community/ pacnhayats/ AWCs is also a concern 

In the above background, it was observed that the issues related to nutrition and other development needs of children and pregnant women are of great concern on a 

right based approach. To bridge the gaps under the malnourished children indicator (from 50% presently to the 20% in 2020), one of the strategy will be to focus on II 

grade children (which are about 33%, malnourished), will be focused for specialized attention to shift to the normal grade children. 

The existing government programme like ICDS, MDM, PDS, RKVY etc, need to be linked to achieving the vision under the nutrition sector by 2020.  In fact, the ICDS 

is a unique programme, which has potential to improve on many indicators linked with the MDGs/ national goals. In this context following action points or focused 

areas were derived; - 
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 To improve & strengthen the timely and adequate availability of the PDS food grain for the households, Aaganwadi, school etc.   

 To identify/ validate/ address gaps of children’s access to AWCs, and increasing access through proposed new AWCs/ mini aaganwadi to achieve universalization 

of ICDS services. 

 Development of mechanism to locate/ report feeding interruption at AWC, to effectively address issue on time  

 Promoting social responsibility (by parents, SHGs, Community, panchayats) by encouraging promoting their supportive involvement in AWCs to ensure that each 

child is ensured his/ her right.  

 Promoting social action to address evils like child marriages, alcoholism, gender etc   

 Improving human resource gaps in ICDS by filling the vacant posts & maintaining status regular 

 Improving infrastructural facility (own building, coverage update of toilet/ water facility, kitchen shed, baby and adult weighing scales etc), at the aaganwadi 

centers, through BRGF etc.  

 Improving access/ connectivity to 345 inaccessible AWCs, in the rainy seasons 

 Ensuring early and compulsory registration and regular weight of each eligible children and pregnant women, by aaganwadi center, through community action. 

 To promote self visioning at the local level (particularly by AWW/ PRIs), so that interventions can be linked with outcome at her level (as for example- reducing 

malnourished children to x within next y months etc) 

 Focus on developing habits among children (hygiene, toilet use etc) 

 Improving use of existing data in the village with household/ community/ PRIs and  improving quality of home counseling (sharing growth monitoring, 

immunization, pre – school education progress etc), to ensure their due attention 

 Promoting the kitchen garden practices among the needy rural poor households. 

 To establish mechanism/ provision for intensive treatment of the severely malnourished children (coordination with health department- Nutrition rehabilitation 

centres) 

4- Livelihood:  

To ensure that by 2020, local households (Esp. vulnerable household) are getting sustained livelihood locally, by effective management of local (land, water, forest, 

cattle etc) & other resources. The vision is to look that by better livelihood options, every household of the district has come to the APL category. 

 

Under livelihood sector, with Income Index Value of .153, district is at 13th rank under the Human Development Index (HDR 2005). The position of the district against

In the above background, representing the sectoral view the Deputy Director, agriculture said that at the national level, we are expected to achieve a 4% annual 

agricultural growth rate. The district’s working population is 55.14% and 87% of the districts’ working population is engaged in the agriculture and allied sector. He said 

that irrigation facilities, seeds and fertilizers are the main inputs which can maximize the returns from the agriculture sector. In the livelihood sector, the status of the 

district is as 

 About 68% of the villages of the district are mainly rain fed.  

 Land holding pattern show 58% of the small & marginal farmers just have 20% of the total land which indicates about the specific focus of the programme 

should be one of the convergence strategy.  

 The land productivity is affected, because of forest degradation, soil erosion, over exploitation of the ground water, poor land management etc.  

 Net sown area (238635 hectare), as % of total geographical area is 36.52% and double cropped area is 9.92% of the gross cropped area.  

 The major source of the irrigation is irrigation canal. The total irrigated land is 8.5% of the net sown area in Rabi and 20% of the net sown area in Kharif crop. 

 Per hectare fertilizer use of the district is 51.52 quintal, which is approx. 30 point less than the desired 80 quintal/ hectare. There is also great potential of 

using other composting techniques (as vermin composting, NADAP etc) 

 Traditional farming techniques are prevalent in the district, and productivity under the main crops as in paddy etc, are not at the optimum level.   

 District enjoys a good availability of forest produces (as tendu patta, bamboo, imali char seed, senha etc), which also provides livelihood opportunities for the 

local villagers.  Besides it sericulture can also be one of the additional income options nearby the sericulture centres. 

 Animal husbandry activities, provides supplementary income to marginal farmers and agricultural labours particularly rural people belonging to SC /ST 

communities who are heavily depend on livestock activities for their subsidiary means of income and employment. However a small proportion of cattle (milk 

producing) are of improved breed, so the milk productivity is also comparatively low.  

 Besides being great potential, in the field of sericulture, fisheries, lac production and dairy etc, lack of technical know-how & the market support are among 

some of the major issues of concern. 

 Though programme like NREGS also provides livelihood opportunity at local level and opportunity, but there is a strong need to improve utilisation under this 

programme & use this resource more judiciously for the improved local resources (land, water, forest etc). 

 District has an area of 2654 hectare under fisheries, through 2285 ponds/ water storing structures, which also have great prospects In terms of livelihood/ 
 

Thus, it was observed, that forest and land degradation, poor land management, availability of the high yielding seeds, fertilizer use proportion and limited irrigated 

land etc, are among the concerns behind the low and unsustainable returns in the agriculture & allied sector.   

The main programme related to the poverty reduction are concern with the – RKVY, SGSY,  NREGS, Nava Anjor etc, under which the main concern departments are 

as Panchayati Raj &  Rural Development, Agriculture, Forestry, Horticulture, Water Resources, Animal Husbandry, Sericulture, Fisheries, District Industry  Centre etc. 

It was shared by Executive Engineer, water resources that with 82 minor and 2 medium type structures, the district has 15910 hectare land under the irrigated area. In 
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this continuation it was shared that we are presently using about 50% of the designed potential for the irrigation. It was also proposed to work on the watershed 

concepts in to optimize the results.  

Thus in respect of achieving the national goals by 2020 as above, the key focus area derived for the above are as: - 

 Watershed development approach to be promoted as, the basis for the land, water, forest management related interventions 

 Measures for increasing the irrigation capacity to the optimum level, through different water harvesting structures  & other measures 

 Increasing the productivity under major crops and also diversification measures – by demonstration etc 

 Exposure visit of the interested farmers to successful sites for the motivation 

 Working for ensuring timely availability of required seeds, pesticides and technical support to the farmers from agriculture department 

 Increasing water use efficiency in the agriculture sector through new technology like – sprinklers and drip irrigation 

 Providing technical, marketing and other support to the interested farmers/ entrepreneurs 

 Utilising the SHG’s strength for their own economic and livelihood activity, based on the available resources in the nearby region.  

 Under fisheries, along with community ponds, taking up measures to ensure that private land is also taken up in the fisheries. 

 Promoting nursery raising and plantation activities, to augment the forest resources 

 Emphasis on utilising livelihood potential through value addition in the forest produces, 

 The horticulture, agro-forestry sericulture measures (through demonstration, market support etc) 

 Dissemination of the successful example  of livelihood initiatives, through documentation, media and other techniques 

 Improving on the proportion of the improved breed cattle (milk producing) and increasing the per unit milk productivity 

 Stakeholder’s consultation and efforts for improving the utilisation under programmes like NREGS etc.  

 The issues highlighted in livelihood sector of draft DHDR will be addressed through suggested measures. 

 

5- Energy:   
 

The vision of the sector is to ensure awareness and access of each household of district towards improved energy options by year 2020. It is also to ensure that each 

household is contributing towards efficient energy use & conservation, environment sustainability.  

 

Under this sector the representatives from the CSEB Kanker started their presentation with the vision of the sector. Under the sector objective of the national 

programme RGGVY is to ensure that 1-) electrifying all villages and habitations (>100 population) 2-) providing electricity connections to Below Poverty Line (BPL) 

families free of charge who are included in serve list of 2002. The definition of the electrified village was shared with the stakeholders as – basic infrastructure 

provided, public places covered and at least 10% households are provided electricity connections. Similarly by, CREDA the villages/ habitation have to be covered with 

the solar lights, where the electrification could not be possible because of forest related constraints.  

 The status under the sector is as per the following:- 

 Out of total proposed 106 villages (with constraints related to forest) to be covered the CREDA, 11has been covered by through solar power station and 66 

through home lightening system). Few solar water heater, were also installed by the CREDA, in district. 
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 More than 2000 Bio gas plants have been installed by the CREDA in the district. 

 Out of total 965 villages taken under the RGGVY, the survey work has been completed for 807 Partially Electrified (PE) and 4 De Electrified (DE) villages.  

 Erection work is scheduled to start from second week of July, 2009 

 In the material management under the RGGVY, it was shared that, all material (including all lines) has been procured, while transformers and poles are 

awaited and process in the final stage. 

 In one of the concern shared under RGGVY, it was said that non existence of the BPL cards, with many households also creates problems while cross 

checking during field surveys etc.  

 In RGGVY, among the anticipated challenges/ concerns were shared as: – 1-) In the affected region- the issues are related to transportation (in remote area), 

material and manpower safety 2-) the  procedural req. of following of the strict REC standards. 

 

In RGGVY, under – the support required was shared as 1-) the clearance would be required by forest department at time of erection & a completion certificate would 

be required from Gram Panchayat (Sarpanch) after completion of village electrification work. The proposed actions/ focus areas by 2020, under the sector are as:- 

 All the habitation above 100 populations will be covered by electrification. 

 All the remaining villages/ habitation will be covered by the CREDA during next few years. 

 Promotion of the non conventional energy sources and ensuring more demand and coverage for solar panels 

 Promotion for more bio gas plant for the eligible & interested household and reduce burden on forests for fuel wood. 

 As per latest guidelines from GoI to NHPC Ltd.- a target of minimum 2000 connections of BPL consumers is fixed for the period next 100 days. 

 In the scope of work under the RGGVY, following is proposed to be taken up by July, 2009  
 Total length of 11 KV line   : 672.6Km 

 Total length of LT line   : 366.8Km 

 Total No. Of  Transformers  : 1181 No 

 Total No. of BPL Connections : 35000 

 Augmentation of 33/11 KV S/s : 4 no. 

 

6- Infrastructure:   
The vision of the sector is to ensure that sufficient infrastructural (particularly road connectivity) work has been completed in the district, so that each citizen is receiving 

the basic quality services in an effective way through these interventions. 

 

Presenting the sector’s view under the sector Ex. En, PMGSY said that PMGSY aims that all the habitations, Public institutions (PHC, Gram Panchayat, Schools, 

Tourist spots etc) over 250 population, in the districts are connected through all weather roads. Under the sector the status was described as:-  

 A total of 387 habitations were proposed to be covered under PMGSY, with a length of 1030 kms road length, & till now 246 habitations have been covered 

with a road length of 622 kms.  

 In 65 roads the work is under progress, whereas for 38 roads the tender have not been received so far and 2 were cancelled at the government level. 

 Under the structures for irrigation, the district is using 50% of the designed capacity and there is a scope to improve the irrigation area to over 30,000 hectare 

 Besides, being great potential, the rain water harvesting through roof top is not prominent in the district at present. 
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 Still there are aaganwadi, sub health centre and other public institutions, which don’t have their own buildings & many existing require minor investment to 

improve service quality. 

 In urban area of Kanker- about 10 wards don’t have proper drainage system and another 5 wards require to be covered for the proper water arrangement.  

 Many of the BPL from the urban area is still without proper housing facility.  

 

By 2020, the proposed action points/ focus areas under Infrastructure are as: 

 Ensuring timely coverage of the remaining habitation (> 250 population), with all weather roads 

 Maintenance of the existing structures and taking up the new water harvesting structures for the expansion of the irrigation area 

 Encouragement of the roof top rain water harvesting in the public buildings and the individual household 

 Covering of remaining public institutions to have their own building 

 To ensure proper drinking water arrangement in all urban wards  

 To ensure proper drainage and waste disposal mechanism in the urban areas 

 Covering the infrastructural gaps of the various sectors 

 

7- Civil Rights and Empowerment:   
To ensure that, by 2020 each of the citizen (/household) is aware about and enjoying his/her basic right, entitlement as a human being. In turn, it is visualized that the 

deprived section of the society (SC/ST, women and children etc), receives special attention in an equitable manner, to optimize their fullest potential with freedom, 

respect and dignity. 

 

Assistant Commissioner (Tribal), presented the view of sector and said that tribal department is committed to ensure good quality of the basic services to deprived 

section of the society especially the SC/ST of the district. She said that there is a need to utilize every opportunity to ensure that that the weaker section (specially 

children, women) are ensured their rights. 

 

Under Civil Right issues, the status is as per following;  

 There are 88 hostels and 71 Asharm Shalas (Residential Schools) in the district that are providing education and development opportunities to girls in the 

remote tribal region. 

 Under ICDS/ SGSY, Nava Anjor scheme etc, various women self help groups, are engaged in the economic activity and participating in their own 

development process. 

 Under Saraswati Cycle Yojna, each of the eligible SC/ST has been provided with the bicycle, whereas the plan for coverage of beneficiaries from OBCs is in 

progress. 

 Still there is a need to ensure that each panchayat registers, the new birth in time and the birth certificate is given on time.  

 Still there are (may be) instances of social evils related to the child marriages, dowry, male child preference, gender discrimination, alcoholism, child labour 

etc which are constraints for the development. 

 As per findings of latest draft DHDR, 2008 the issues related to the human development like- livelihood, health and educations not get’s required priority at the 

level of the community/ Panchayats. 
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The proposed activity/ focus areas proposed under civil rights are as; - 

 To take measures so that society recognize, that children are most valuable assets of society. 

 To make the Child Welfare Committee (CWC) & JJBoard(JJB) more effective and child friendly. 

 To promote the awareness about National Laws/ Convention on the Child Rights and other laws related to the socially deprived section  

 To promote community/ panchayat level social action, to ensure that  children, women and deprived section receives greater priority at the local level  

 More active community/ Panchayat participation in effective enforcement/ operationalzation of the laws related to child marriages, PCPNDT, fundamental right 

of primary education, child labour laws, Juvenile Justice laws etc. 

 To ensure that no child is deprived of his/ her basic rights of development and elementary education 

 The persons requiring special attention (widow,  lonely, physical and mentally challenged persons etc), are  addressed adequately 

 The persons affected with the HIV/ AIDS and their families are being ensured proper social and government support 

 To ensure that each new birth is registered within 21 days at the panchayat and receives the birth certificates 

 To ensure that each of the eligible mother & children is registered in the Anaganwadi centre, and receiving good quality of services 

 To ensure that social evils are addressed adequately through community actions at the local level 

 To ensure adequate support to women SHGs, so that they are actively engaged in the economic & other development activities, and working in a more 

effective and efficient way for their own development. 

 Promoting that more and more Fair Price Shops (FPS), are being efficiently managed by the Women SHGs 

 Women’s status, participation and active role is encouraged & strengthened in the gram sabhas and other community/ household level decisions 

 

Key Steps proposed (across the sectors): 
 

In reference to visioning process under key 7 sectors, following activity would be instrumental to achieve the desired outcome under each sector: 

 Improved and desegregated situation analysis & its use in decision making 

 Strengthening use of ICT(Information Communication Technology) 

 Strengthening and institutionalizing decentralized planning processes 

 Promoting result based planning and management 

 Improve resource’s mobilization and utilisation  

 Identifying clear activity of convergence    

 Capacity building as per the requirements 

 System strengthening measures 

 Strong IEC measures/ initiatives across different key sectors   
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 Knowledge building & dissemination measures 

 Strengthened concurrent monitoring and evaluation processes 

 Promotion of local partnership 

 

Concluding Remarks: 
 

The visioning process at district and below, aims at the integrated review, priority settings, planning and management at the district level, so that the key expected 

results are achieved with the convergence across programmes and actions. The process of visioning taken up at the district level would also be followed by the 

visioning exercises at the Janpad/ Nagar Palika/ Nagar Panchayat level and at the panchayat & wards (village/ urban) level. Visioning exercises thus will lead to the 

integrated and decentralized planning & convergence issues in the district in the near future.

Sector 6.1 - Civil Right & Empowerment:  
Civil Right and Empowerment is one of the important and most under discussed/ less 

clear sector at the district level. While going through specific coverage of other 6 

sectors, one can found that they in general miss the integrated need of a citizen in 

general and of a special disadvantaged group in particular. In this background, the 

traditionally the 7th sector (Civil Rights and Empowerment) provides the opportunity to 

include those left over/ felt need of the other sectors, which are also important for 

citizen in exercising their rights as a human being, & according to the constitution of the 

country.

sector may be the level of awareness about special rights of the community. To 

understand it, as per the exert from recent integrated village micro planning process of 

one of the good performing panchayat of the district, the responses indicates that:- 

 Among children <1 yr:  82.6% were said to registered under birth 

registration, while just 78.3% had birth certificate 

 Among children between 1-3 years:  81.5% were said to registred under birth registration, while just 72.2% had birth certificate 

 Among children between 3-6 years:  71.2% were said to registred under birth registration, while just 53.0% had birth certificate 

Similarly if we look at the awareness of some rights: 

 Only 7.7% of the household had awareness about the Forest Right Act 

 Only 43% had awareness about the Right to education  

 

The poor awareness along the rural household, about the rights and entitlement thus one of the great challenge to be overcome under this sector.

1.1.1 District Rehabilitation Centre:   (Started Since: September, 2005 
Objectives: The objective of the District Rehabilitation Centre is to identify, certify, train and provide rehabilitation counseling services to differently able persons. The 

centre has the responsibility to facilitate the resources and guidance for extending support to the persons with different kind of disability.  
 

In terms of the treatment related services to physically challenged persons, this institution is expected to play a key role in providing – artificial body parts, support 

equipments and appropriate education. The institution is supposed to organise different programmes/ events, for building an environment in favor of this group with 

special need.  

Persons with different kind of disability require supports in self employment. The additional role played by the District Rehabilitation Centre is in - facilitating scholarship 

for the children with disability and the pension to the eligible persons with disability through social security schemes. The eligible beneficiary for getting the services 

under the government scheme should be certified for more than 40% of the disability. A total of 4524 persons are registered with the District Rehabilitation Centre 

1.1.2 Bal Grih Balika: 
Started Since: January 10, 2005 
The institution is registered under Chhattisgarh State Society Registration Act of 1973.  The Bal Grih Balika aims to provide shelter and protection to the orphan & 

destitute girls, between 3-18 yrs and streamline/ rehabilitate them to the mainstream society. A total of 23 such girls are enrolled with this institution at the district level.  

These institutions also need special focus to provide more appropriate environment for the children staying in it. 

 
1.1.3  Old Age Home:      
Started Since: August 08, 2008 
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Objectives: This institution aims to provide social rehabilitation services to those old aged persons (age >60 yrs), who have been alienated/ left alone/ destitute by 

their families. A total of only 5 persons are enrolled with this institution. 
 

 
1.1.4 Police Stations 
The police department in district is functioning through set up of 4 sub division. A total of 23 units (19 Police Stations & 4 Police Chauki), are there for providing

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Similarly for sex ratio below 6 yr of age, it can be found that status reflects that sex ratio in favor of male. (Except 

for Narharpur block ). This status indicates to the need of looking into various reasons, behind the low sex ratio in 

the new generation. 

 

Kanker district was the part of the Bastar district before the 2001 census, so to get the separate figure for the 

trend analysis of sex ratio over the time, is a difficult task. If one look at the difference, between the Total Sex 

Ratio & Sex Ratio in < 6 yr age group - it can be found that the difference comes out in +ve terms, which reflects 

the trend of low sex ratio in the new generation population. This difference is particularly higher in – 

Bhanupratappur, Durgkondal, Charama, Naraharpur & Kanker. 

 

One of the crucial issues related to demographic is timely updation of the birth and death registration, which is a right of the individual. The poor reporting by 
different panchayat is an issue in this regard.

1.2.3.1 Samajik Surksha (Social Security): 
The objective of the schemes is, to facilitate the destitute (Nirashrit), old aged, Widow/ Paritakyata women (left alone by family)  in living a respectful life. The eligible 

candidates under the scheme are 1-)  the destitute old person > 60 yr of age 2-)  Widow/ Paritakyata women , > 50 yr , 3-) children of age between 6-14 yrs and whose 

parents are under BPL category 4-) the destitute (Nirashrit)  children > 14 yr of age. The actual benefits under the scheme is Rs 200/- per month. A total of 7099 

beneficiaries are getting the support under the scheme. 
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1.2.3.2 Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension Scheme:  
Objective of scheme is, to extent economic help to destitute (Nirashri)t, old aged person, Widow/ Paritakyata women  (left alone by family) in living a respectful life. The 
beneficiary under this category should have an age of > 65 years. The scheme provides a support of Rs 300/- per month as a support.  A total of 10726 beneficiaries 
are getting benefitted under the scheme in the district. 
 
1.2.3.3 Sukhad Sahara : 
Widow/ Paritakyata women (left alone by family), is being supported under scheme for living a dignified life.  The women to take/seek support under scheme should 
have an age between 18- 50 years. The benefit provided in scheme is Rs 200/ month. A total of 4066 beneficiaries are getting benefitted through, scheme in district.  
 
1.2.3.4 Rastriya Pariwar Sahayta Yojna:  
The scheme provides a one time, monitory support to the family, whose chief/ main earner passes away. The age of the person died should have been between 18-65 

years. A total benefit of Rs 10000/- (one time) is provided under the scheme to the family. In the current financial year a total of 188 such families were extended 

support under the scheme. 

 

1.2.3.5 Indira Gandhi Rastriya Vikalang Pension Scheme  
The scheme extends a small economic support of Rs 200/ month to the poor person with disability, for helping them in living a respectful life. The person having > 80% 

disability or multiple disabilities, and age between 18-64 years, and name in the BPL list are suppose to get support under the scheme. A total of 1360 beneficiaries in 

the district are getting support through the scheme. 

1.2.3.6 Indira Gandhi Rastriya Vidhwa Pension Scheme:   
The scheme provides economic support to the poor, widow women for living a respectful life. The widow women age between 40-64 years and name in the BPL list, 

are covered under the scheme. The support under the programme is Rs 200/ month. A total of 3701 women are getting support under the scheme in the district. 

In general all the above schemes in one or other way, extent small monitory support to the person with special need.  Based on the criteria the beneficiary can take 

support from, only 1 of the above schemes. 

 

From the support (Rs 200-300/ months), extended under different schemes it can be said that, it is not a sufficient amount to live a respectful life. It is evident, that 

monitory support alone can’t fill the actual need of the person affected, there are other needs of this special group such as- emotional/ social etc. Thus there is a 

greater need to converge for reaching out to these persons (physically challenged, old aged, widow, destitute etc)  

 

1.2.4  Beneficiary covered under Forest Right Act: 
This act recognizes forest dwellers' rights and makes conservation more accountable. The act basically does two things: 

 Grants legal recognition to the rights of traditional forest dwelling communities, partially correcting the injustice caused by the forest laws 
 Makes a beginning towards giving communities and the public a voice in forest and wildlife conservation.  

 

For being eligible to get the legal right, under the act, one need to satisfy the conditions as – 1-) Primarily residing in forests or forest lands; 2- )Depends on forests and 

forest land for the livelihood(namely "bona fide livelihood needs"). Then these conditions should have been true for 75 years, for Other Traditional dwellers or one 

should be forest dwelling schedule tribe.  
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The law has a great significance to the people of the region, as majority of the district’s population is Schedule Tribe. Agriculture has been the primary source of 

livelihood for majority of the population. The execution of the Forest Right Act initiated in the district since July 2008. The claims from the local dwellers were taken and 

disposed during July 2008 to October 2009. Fresh claims are also being received, by the concern section. The status of the claim settlement under the Forest Right 

Act 2006, in the district, is as per the following:

Under Indira Aawas the latest provision in 2010-11 is Rs 48, 500/- per beneficiary. The Indira Aawas Scheme provides a support to those households who are:  1-) 

Very poor BPL household, 2-) Prioritized by the Panchayats, and 3-) Not covered earlier through IAY. Looking at the progress under the programme, it can be 

observed that less than 15% of the BPL beneficiary could be covered till 2011. The data availability for the coverage during 2001-2005 has been an issue. The target 

under the programme is being allotted to the district by the state. It can be found that during 2010-11, the coverage has been comparatively lower than previous year 

2009-10, which is due to the reduced target under the programme.    

Among some of the challenges one can found at the field site are: availability and high cost of the bricks, amount not being received in one tranche.

In the following table, reflecting members in PRIs System, one can find that about 55% of the PRI candidates are a woman, which is a welcoming sign, in itself. Now

One of the important posts at the Block level is of Panchayat & Samaj Sewa Sangthak. It can be found that only 1 out of 7 block having this post filled, which is critical 

for better coordination of the service effectiveness to the special category population. 

 
1.3.3 Staff Status at District Rehabilitation Centre (Panchayat & Social Welfare Department):  

The District Rehabilitation Centre is there to provide extension services to the persons with special need (different kinds of disability). Though the District 

Rehabilitation Centre has provision of different category of contractual staff, for various types of disability, but unfortunately expect 1 category the posts 

are vacant in general.  

 

It is evident that, in absence of the appropriate staff how difficult it is, to have an efficiently working District Rehabili tation Centre. This remains an un-

addressed challenge, which together other implementation reasons affect the reach of the services to the persons with disability in the district. The 

district at present reaches to the person with disability, with various modes including the camps at the local cites. In fact  there is a need for a regular 

mechanism of detection, and appropriate facilitation treatment through the health institution (CHC, PHC) at sub-district level.

As the department has the key role in the preparation of the District Plan, the analysis here reflects the staff’s status with respect to the task of an integrated district 

plan.  In terms of the ASOs, district has been fortunate to get the post filled through the recent recruitment. Besides this, it can be found that there is a critical gap of 

the staff for the secretarial work at district level. At the block level status, 4 blocks are not having the posts of the BLI, and wherever there are the BLI’s as a 

representative of the department, they are either not oriented or nor given the role of record keeping/ updation for the requirement of the District Planning 

requirements. The basic idea here, is that there is a strong need of institutionalizing the mechanism of integrated district plan up to the block level (for avoiding the 

district plan to be 1 time event).

District Planning & Statistical Office is the key department entrusted for the task of development of the integrated plan. The following table shows the resource inflow

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The curve shown here depicts that about 58% of the land households owns 18.3% of the lands, which is in general said to be the basis for the – major factors of 

production and thus for livelihood.

District Kanker has also been working on, convergence 

model under MGNREGA, to facilitate the small & marginal 

farmers in integrated development of their field. The 

following two approaches are being implemented under 

the leadership of CEO, Zila Pancahayat, Kanker. 

 
1- Integrated Land Development works are being taken up 

under MGNREGA, in which sizable fallow/ barren patch of 

the land of the eligible household is being identified and 

taken up in the village. In this land- land development and 

small pond construction activities are carried out.  Once 

the land is treated it is handed over to the beneficiary. 

Agriculture and horticulture department provides seeds to 

bring this land cultivation, thus promoting crop 

diversification. 

 

2- In other convergence practice a sizable fallow/ barren 

land of the interested farmer, is taken up by the 

horticulture department for promoting horticulture. This 

land is being developed under MGNREGA, with technical 

guidance of the horticulture department. Once the land 

would be develop in the community orchard, it would be 

handed over to household, to get sustainable livelihood/ 

income from this land. Besides horticulture, agro-forestry, 

and other tree plantation in the barren land may also be 

taken up for improving livelihood/ income options for the 

eligible households.

 District’s IMR, MMR status in general seems to be more close to expected targets. At the same time the states status on IMR= 57 (SRS 2008), 

MMR =335 (SRS 2004-06). The data quality and authenticity issues may be an area to be revisited.. 

 There is limited evidence of correlation to justify that higher the institutional delivery proportion, lower the MMR. (For instances Kanker is having 

an institutional delivery of 86.56%. but MMR is comparatively high (226.50) from other blocks) 

 District, has a good institutional delivery status of 62% (approx.), but still there is a variation among different blocks- as Antagarh, Koyalibeda & 

Durgkondal observe poor status in institutional delivery. These are the blocks of the district which are naxal affected and PMGSY – not able to 

make desired progress on connectivity issues. This reflects a need of convergence for improving the institutional delivery. 

 Infant Mortality Rate (IMR) is also  very much concern with malnutrition (status is explained in chapter on nutrition) 

 An analysis of audit of the maternal death would be more appropriate for addressing cause of maternal mortality.

5.1 Visioning: The vision of education sector of a Panchayat (Tarasgaon, Block- Charama, District: Kanker), is displayed in the table below. The 

piloting of integrated micro planning process has been a process through which community can develop its own vision about a sector.

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5.5 Field Observations: 
 

As per the responses from the field, it was observed that, in this tribal and naxal affected district, there is a great need of investment in human resource 

at the higher education level.  

 

Many schools of the district lack, specialized teacher of 

specific subject particularly at the higher educational level 

(High school, Sr. Secondary level).  The lack of specialized 

human resources in education is one of the challenges – 

which not only affect the quality of the education, but may 

also affect the interest level and prospects of the local 

students. 

 

For the affected region, one of the challenge would be to see 

that the girl continue the education – after Upper Primary 

Schooling (after 8th standard). Even though the High School 

& Higher Secondary Schools are at a distance specified 

under norms, there are social and other factors that may 

affects the girl’s participation in the higher education. 

 

During the field observation in the primary & middle school it was found that many of the small infrastructural issues – not receive due priority at the local 

and higher level. For instance the genuine need of - repair of kitchen shed, having a separate girl’s toilet, effective use and maintenance of toilet, having 

a potable drinking water source nearby, small play ground, need of boundary wall etc. These small issues are equally of great importance to make these 

institutions more functional, effective and quality oriented. Thus the judicious small investment in the local – elementary level school, need to be 

addressed appropriately. 

     

 

 

Field Note (draft): 
The village Tarasgaon said to be one of the best performing panchayat of the district 

and if we look at the aspirations and views of the community there are more concern 

about the issues of - technical educations, computer education, and Non availability 

of specialized teacher (Physics, Commerce, Sports, Agriculture & English) at senior 

secondary level. It indicates about need of intervention for ensuring- the quality of 

education at higher education level.  

The observation & responses from panchayats of some other region (Pewari 

(Bhanupratappur & Raurwahi (Durgkondal)), reflects peoples concern for the more 

towards the gaps in elementary school level. Thus it was observed that quality of   

technical, higher education is relatively low in the comparatively vulnerable and 

remote areas.  

These observations may be seen as the vision of the panchayats may vary 

according to local situation, priority, exposure & remoteness etc.

The green & shaded proportion of the above process cycle reflects that the actual acceleration took place after the indication of the 
possible resource for next financial year (I.e. from July, 2011 end). Thus the district actually get 2-2.5 months for meeting the 
requirement of the AWP. The details of each step is as under::  
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1- District Level Workshop on Integrated District planning (Dec 2010): This workshop at the district level covered various aspects 

of integrated micro planning, the critical role of youth in village development system, Gyan Sagar (Village Information Centre(VIC)) & 

Community alert system in Rajanandgaon, steps in the district planning etc. District Collector, Mr. Prabahat Kumar (PO. M&E 

UNICEF), Mr. Sanjoy Sammadar (SCF, Raipur), Mr. Dinesh Singh (UNICEF, Raipur) and other official were also present in the 

workshop (The details is attached as annexure). 

 

2- Block Level Workshops on integrated Planning (January – March, 2011): 

This workshop has given an opportunity where the Panchayat Secretaries were also motivated for importance of the Integrated 

Decentralised Plan. Hence the sensitization workshops were scheduled in different blocks during January- March, 2011. Participation 
under workshops had been as:

These block level sensitization programmes provides a platform, to appreciate the need for the integrated planning among stakeholders. In these 
workshops most of the responses validated, the status that local situational analysis at the panchayat level, is not very logical and most of the 
panchayats do not have their own integrated situational analysis. Thus in respect to the 73rd and 74th amendment, which advocates about local 
self government, there is need of a common understanding of the situational analysis, integrated plan at each level and for it, processes need to 
be strengthened at these levels.

2.1.1) The Panchayat Secretaries were requested to divide themselves in the groups and come out with their understanding about the: Social, 
Natural, Physical, Economic and Human resources available in their 
villages. The exercises were conducted with, the facilitation from the 
master trainers. These exercises, at least sensitized the panchayat 
secretaries, to not only look at the options available locally for meeting 
their requirements, but also work for judicious use of these resources. 
Some example of the resources listed by them are depicted in  Box-1.1 
 
2.2.2-) The participants were requested, to look at documentary film on 
the Hiware Bazar, Decentralised Planning and after the clip, they were 
suppose to discuss on their observations, for the need of the 
Decentralised Planning. The discussions were facilitated by the Master 
Trainers/ District Facilitator. The documentary is being of great value, to 
create a felt need for the integrated decentralised planning. 
 
2.2.3-) The Panchayat Secretaries were also requested to do a group 
exercises by dividing them in 11 groups and think about the status/ 
causes underlying for different key issues. While each group presented 
their views on the findings in their area, it was observed that the group 
also brought in some interesting discussions. In the discussions it was 
observed clearly, that there is a need to work on developing 
understanding of participants for the causal relationship for different 
issues. Thus somewhere, there is a need of sensitization of the 
panchayat secretaries on key concerns/ outcome of different sectors/ 
departments.

 Improving the trust of community  in Gram Sabhas & addressing issues of low 

attendance  

 Timely birth & death registration updating 

 To mobilize technical support for the local planning/ implementation etc 

2.2-) The Panchayat secretaries were also asked about the responsibility they can take up in the Decentralised Planning. According to them they 

can play a key role in the issues as given in Box-1.2. These discussions were of great significance as this also facilitates in overall 

understanding of the decentralised integrated planning.  As a part of the exercises followings were also shared:  
 

 Secretary should also develop continued 
good relationship with each household 
(particularly excluded one) and also 
participate in the social events as well.  

 Panchayat Secretary should be able to 
facilitate the resource mobilizations. 

 Secretary should also work for developing 
favorable environment for the integrated 
planning.  

 Secretary should understand government 
work as their own works for own people. 

 To take measures, so that most of the 
problems are addressed at the local level. 

 Secretaries should be trained for being 
multi sector resource persons. 

 Secretary should develop full confidence 
of working for the excluded community.  
The exercises were enjoyed by the 
participants and some of them shared the 
need of having detailed situational 
analysis of their own panchayats with 
them. They were advised to just try to find 
out the status in their own panchayats 
with respect to some key issues, so that 
later they can improve on the planning 
too. 

3- Case Study on District Planning experiences (April, 2011): As an attempt to understand the challenges in decentralized district planning, a case 

study had been drafted by the District Facilitator, GoI- UNJCP. This case study try to bring out some issues/ concern faced (as per experience), in 

process of annual district plan 2010-11 during year 2009.  The case study is attached at annexure..   
 

4- Initiating Action for Annual District Plan: As per the requirement of the plan, it was ensured to send a letter to various departments for, inviting 

their responses on the 2010-11 budget, progress/ experiences. The details sought are about the physical and financial performance in previous year, 
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under different schemes, with a short write up about some important schemes. A few departments, has given responses so far.  In July 2011, it was 

communicated that- this year the resource allocation details would be given by the state, so process of getting previous year budget detail not 

received due priority. 

 

5- District Level Workshop on Annual District Plan 2012-13:  A workshop was organized at Zila Panchayat for the District Level Official, on 4th July 

2011. The resource person from the State Planning Commission facilitated the process. The District Level Intervention has been a positive initiation 

by the State Planning Commission, this year. The honorable District Collector & CEO, Zila Panchayat, were also present during the workshop. The 

expectation of going up to the block level, for the annual district plan, was shared with the district level officials. State Convergent Facilitator, 

Mr.Sanjoy Samaddar, briefed, about the possible indicators, that can be looked into while the block level planning would be taken up. 

 

6- Situational Analysis: Situational analysis on the 7 sector was taken up during June - September, 2011. This situational analysis though indicates 

various priorities of the district; it needs to improve, the quality of the situational analysis by the inputs of various stakeholders. The situational 

analysis is being covered under special chapters in the Annual District Plan 2012-13. 

 
7- Piloting Integrated Micro Planning Processes:  To get the first hand experience on decentralized district planning, it is required to practically learn 

from the field experiences. Under the guidance of the CEO, Zila Panchayat this process was experimented under GoI-UN Joint Convergence 

Programme, North Bastar Kanker during June – September, 2011. The services of the experienced partner Samarthan, Raipur had been taken up 

for this pilot phase. The integrated village micro planning had been piloted in following 3 panchayats:  

 Tarasgaon (Charama Block) 

 Pewari (Bhanupratappur Block) 

 Raurwahi (Durgukondal) 

A dissemination workshop on the learning’s, at the district level is proposed, during November 2011.  

 
8- Receipt of District Resources (from State Planning Commission, CG): District received information of possible resources under various 

schemes during last week of July, 2011. This information by State Planning Commission had been a new and very important step for the district, 

unlike previous 2 years before it.  

 

9- Study of the District level resources (at DPSO Office for Dissemination):  DPSO section, also studied the Financial Resource, details received 

from the SPC, Raipur, before disseminating the same at the district level officials. There had been few issues with respect to resources, at the district 

level- which has been brought to the information of the SPC, Raipur. The district added a separate column of department in the provided resource 

list & the resource detail was, uploaded to the district’s website (http://kanker.gov.in/format.zip). The template was customized to take block wise 

status on the main excel sheet for the district level officials, as it was required to take the information on the block wise bifurgution.

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10- Letter and orientation of the department (for bifurgetting the district resources in block level - under the schmes:  A demonstration of use 

of, table was done before the departments, in the TL meeting & the letter was issued to department for providing block level bifurgution. The District 

Planning has been an issue of concern in the TL meetings for last few months. It took more than 3 weeks at district level, to receive – a draft 

distribution from the departments, after repeated – reminders in district level meeting. There had been various instances where the personal contacts 

were required to seek information on time. This indicates that it is a push factor that required getting the work done.  

 

The poor and late local response itself indicates that there is requirement of continuous training on the budget and processes related issues, to each 

associated department- with regard to the Annual District Plan. 

 

This has been first (I), time under district plan, that departments has been asked to provide the block wise distribution of the targets etc, under their 

respective schemes as part of the District Plan. In fact this resource distribution (block wise), could be received under very few schemes from the 

respective departments. Once a comfortable detail on the block wise distribution received from departments, the block wise trainings were 

scheduled.   

 
11- Issue of the letter for the District, Block and Panchayat Level Committee for Annual District Plan 2012-13:   A letter was issued in the first 

week of August, 2011 from District Collector to reactivate different level committees for the District planning 2012-13.  These committees at different 

level (District, Block & Panchayat) were, also communicated about the role expected from these committees.  
 

12- Preparation at DPSO Office for block level workshops- (Physical, Financial Plan, Agenda, planning template etc): 
A draft template was developed by facilitation of District Facilitator for the block level workshop & plan. This template invites the details of block on 

various parameters such as- block’s vision, situational analysis & details of action plan. The data received on various key parameters at district level, 

were arranged to be provided to block, so that these can be used in the block level situational analysis. Data on the following parameters was 

arranged for each block for the block level situational analysis:

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15- Receiving of the responses from the blocks on Block Level Planning: This phase had been a real challenging one, as 

there were major issues with respect to the submission of the plan by different blocks. Time to time letters were issued for 

concern blocks and Nagar palika & panchayat, for the timely submission of the plans, (see attachments) but the responses 

from different block had not been very encouraging. It was observed that either there is a limitation of interest level, priority 

or departmental coordination that – blocks could not be able to submit the plan in time or if they did so- there were quality 

issues. The Planning cell at DPSO provided every possible support to blocks- for the development of overall block level 

plan. 
 
But this would be nice here to mention that the quality of the block level plan requires to be improved a lot.  

      
16- Consolidation of the physical and financial plan: At the district level it took few days to put the data in an organized 

manner, so that it can be retrieved as and when required. The staff at the DPSO Office put all the possible steps to check 

that the errors are minimized. The GoI-UN Joint convergence programme provided all need based support to the processes 

of the consolidation of the plan in the district plan.  

 
17- Sending plan to the State Planning Commission:: after due compilation of the plans the data: After  completion of the 

district plan it is supposed to be sent to State Planning Commission, by the end of II week of October, 2011.  
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Situational Analysis (Limitation): 
The situational analysis, through GoI-UNJCP, Kanker 2011, has been attempted to 

capture specific status of different sectors at a single place. The  process itself took 

about 6 month duration- from developing of overall framework, collection of data, 

personal consultation with department functionaries & follow-up as per required. With 

this short background, report is indebted to the personal efforts of various 

stakeholders – to make it more informative and practical. The issues highlighted in 

the report may sometimes be quite questionable, so all the suggestions are welcome 

to make it more practical and more useful as a reference document. The document 

thus would always be in a draft status, till a sufficient response not received and 

incorporated. Some of the limitation of this situational analysis report may be viewed 

as under:  

1- This report uses the conveniently available data in a particular sector. 

(many times because of lack of desired data the quality may suffer)  

2- Lack of human resource for field validation, for this situational analysis, 

needs also tobbe taken in factor. 

3- It was tried to relate with field observations at some places, but field 

observations were taken from on the job working experiences (in different 

block level workshop, field & panchayat level consultations, gram shabhas 

etc). Thus field validation/ observation not taken in an organized manner. 

4- Quality of data had been an issue because of poor updation at different 

level. 

5- Lack of avaiability of central MIS for sectoral componets, had been an 

issue, in case where, single intervention is facilitated by several 

departments (as in education- tribal, school education department & RGSM 

etc).  

6- Issues of integration of the data – to sectoral analysis, and integration of the 

situational analysis in the district’s budget 

7- Lack of translator/ typist – to make report in Hindi has been an issue of 

concern. 

 

Thus in view of the above limitation situational analysios need a further improved for 

data quality and other features, from reader’s and stakeholder’s support. 

 

9-  Challenges in the District planning:       
 

District Planning is a broader concept and in general it includes every stakeholder of the district.  In this background what everyone seek in a good district plan is-   
Decentralized, Integrated, People’s Participation, Broad based, Inclusive 
etc. To realize the development of a district plan the following requirements 

are always critical - A strong felt need, a status analysis, a vision, a 
dedicated team, capacity of the planning unit & other support system in 
place etc. Shift from the vertical planning processes to integrate planning, 

itself demands huge investment in various processes and strengthening of 

these processes on a regular basis.   

 

Besides the best possible efforts taken up by for the district plan, there is no 

hesitation in mentioning that the quality of the district plan need to be 

improved a lot yet. This year district has worked hard to look- that the Block 

Level Plans are evolved and taken under district plan. Before expecting 

desired result at different level, it also needs to be understood that whether the 

environment and support system has been facilitated adequately. In this 

background the challenges faced are being mentioned here as, if these can be 

addressed somewhere:  

 

District Level:  
 Difficulty in getting clear information regarding the – Janpad 

wise resources availability at the district level (It took more than 3 

weeks and enormous personal effort to get the block level resource 

data well in time before the block level plans) 

 Poor level of self interest among department:  There had been no 

evidences from privies years, that the incorporation of the need 

in the district plan necessarily influence the allocation. Even if it 

would have been there has been no reference to the Department 

(DPSO & other offices), that because they have put an activity under 

the district plan, that is why they are receiving funds accordingly. This 

poor response, invariably also affect the internal motivation of the 

departmental staff. On another side, had there been a written 

compulsion- that unless the department proposes their subsequent, 

year plan in the district plan- they would not be getting funds.  Lack 
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of guarantee of funds proposed under the plan actually affects the level of involvement of the concern department.  

 Scope of innovation in government scheme:  
Every scheme come with its own criteria and procedures in the government system, and it is also necessary – because most of the schemes are designed to 

cater a specific need perceived or assessed. This is the result of such process that hundreds of schemes are on the board, in the district plan- and it is rally 

very difficult to know and understand details of the each scheme.  Many a time related schemes are also working in isolations (for example TSC & health 

departments’ intervention of the reducing disease burden under NRHM). Thus there is a limited scope of innovation in pre- existing schemes. In fact it can be 

viewed that many of the departments working for the same outcome- may not know each other’s schemes. The same is true at the village level – to know 
and keep in mind hundreds of the scheme is challenge for each beneficiary/ household. 
 

The district plan has a process to demand the next year budget on these schemes particularly. Under the approach, the pre designed schemes may be 

treated as a product for which we are seeking beneficiary to reflect in integrated district plan. But the district plan, being broad based need to have 

an approach- where the peoples’ plan and gaps are taken, and the product (scheme) respond to fill those gaps.  (for example GoI- Planning 

Commission has given due consideration to these field level operational challenges- requirement since last few years and a huge investment (Rs 55 crores in 

2010-11, 2011-12) is being done through a project Integrated Action Plan (IAP). These efforts are proofing to be more appropriate, as district is getting an 

untied fund for the filling up of the perceived gaps at the district level. The positive approach of the IAP had been that, it provides scope and 

flexibility (which otherwise- not possible in the boundaries of specific schemes). It would be worthwhile to mention here that if the State Planning 

Commission also experiment some model of integrated development through an untied fund- through the district plan. The experiment may also specifically 

focus on the processes of the integrated, decentralized planning, with due guidance of the District Planning Committee.) 

Some other challenges may be as:  

 Late Receiving of the Annual Budget Resources from State:  As per the letter from the State (letter no.: - 7521/ 2011/ jk];ks-vk@ft-;ksa dated 

18/04/2011) it was expected that that district would be receiving the budget resource information by the mid of May, 2011. This information was received by 

the district by end of July, 2011(i. e 2 month later). The information of the budget resource is an important beginning point for initiating actual departmental 

engagement in district plan. The major acceleration period for the preparation of the district plan actually start after getting the information on the budget 

resource.  Thus the late availability of the resource information is one of the causes for little delay in the submission of the district plan.  

 Poor level of dissemination of the departmental schemes to the key planning units.  

 Lack of central MIS and inadequacy and poor quality of the data 

 Different cycle of planning  for flagship programmes ( BRGF (Jan-March), MGNREGA (November), SSA (January), NRHM (Dec- March), District plan April – 

October etc) 

 Lack of investment in Result based planning approach 

 Time constraints to ensure effective community involvement and participation in the district plan  

 Capacity Building/ institutional mechanism (dedicated staff at different level) – for integrated planning and convergence  

 Poor linkages of the district situational analysis with the district budget 

 
Block Level:  
 Departmental involvement at the block has been more of a token – the coordination at the janpad level has been told to be a major issue for the poor 

response on the Block Level Planning for Annual District Plan 
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 Poor Human Resource:  No dedicated full time person at block to actively consolidate and coordinate ( all the arrangement has been ad-hoc/ part time basis 

for the time of preparation of the district plan) 

 Poor Situational Analysis:  Poor visioning, outcome based situational analysis to link the budget with the gaps, priority areas 

 Poor Budgeting processes-  Lack of training on the outcome based budgeting 

 Poor capacities at the Janpad Level/ Nagar panchayat level- for the IT based collation and aggregation process 

 Absence of an appropriate software and its trainings, at the panchayat level- for comprehensive collation and entry at the different levels 

 Poor use of the data 

 
Gram Panchayat Level:  
 Poor/ Non-existent  planning processes  

 Very weak capacities of PRIs  

 Panchayat’s also have sectoral approach 

 No support mechanism & supervision 

 limited visioning at village level 

 Remoteness/ accessibility  
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10- Operational requirements/ Relaxations needed in naxal affected area: 
 

More than 60% of the district’s area is sensitive towards the naxal activity. With varied field level working conditions and development requirement this 

is one of the important area where specific focus need to be given particularly to realize the integrated development of the district. The district plan can 

be one of the important instruments that may focus the special need of these challenges in the field. So brief information is provided about the related 

issues/ concerns under this chapter:-  

Naxal is a problem that should not be viewed just as a law and order problem, and thus it can not not be treated as a simple law & order problem. 

Even with the availability of financial resources, it is not possible to work in the interior areas, so for creating infrastructure in the interior areas & to 

provide effective administration, out of the box solutions are required. In this brief background, the operational requirement/relaxations required are as 

follows: 

i) Because of the peculiarity of the naxal problem having law and order, socio-economic dimensions naxal affected districts should be 
declared as a special area and special budgetary allocations, relaxation in the existing rules should be given in these areas. (the process 
already taken places by the GoI- for Left Wing Extremism affected district) 

ii) A district level task force should be constituted, with the District Collector its head and SP, CEO Zila Panchayat, EE PWD, Asst.  
Commissioner, Tribal Welfare, EE PMGSY & other district level officials as its members. This district level task force should be suitably 
empowered to carry out the development work in the district. 

iii) If none of the tenders are received, there should not be any need of calling the tender again and again for the road & building works etc. 
Rather, district level committee should be given powers to decide how to get the work done which may be done through department, 
under the supervision of the district level task force or through any private party willing to work.    

iv) Normally tenders are filed up, at very high rates due to the risk & fear factor. The permission to accept those tenders, takes a lot of time 
due to the procedures and requirements, at the govt. level. District. level task force should be made competent, to consider/ decide on the 
necessary provision in this regard. 

v) There are instances when, due to the naxal threat, construction agency (ies) are not able to carry out the work of  a specified design of 
building or road for e.g. naxals generally don’t allow RCC/RBC slabs. The district level task force should be made competent to modify the 
design etc. as per the situation’s needs. 

vi) Horizontal & vertical division of construction works, particularly roads should be allowed for e.g 5 kms long road should be allowed to be 
carried out in 5 separate tenders / five different parties either distance-wise or vertically (like one party/agency doing WBM, other providing 
the bitumen top). Necessary amendments in the works manual should be made. 

vii) SOR/CSR rates based estimates are workable in normal areas. There are many factors in naxal areas, which needs to be taken care of - 
while preparing estimates for civil works e.g. greater probability of damage to plant & machinery, risk to the lives of people working (for 
which insurance is required) etc. Similarly there should be some incentive for the risk & fear factor for working in naxal areas. 

viii) District level technical officers, should be suitably empowered i.e. to be given more powers for financial & technical sanctions for carrying 
out work in the naxal areas. 

ix) During the execution of the civil works, there is always a probability of plant & machinery or other construction material being damaged by 
naxals. In this case there should be provision, that any loss caused by the naxals should be charged to the special contingency, to be 
made available in civil works in naxal areas. 
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x) District level task force should be empowered to choose the construction agency for civil works even without calling tenders etc. Because 
depending upon the circumstances, civil works can (need to be) be divided some parts being carried out by small contractors/ local 
persons, some parts can be carried out by task force itself etc.  

xi) All the works departments, in the district should be provided with required plant & machinery, because many civil works, will have to be 
(required to be) done departmentally/under the supervision of district level task force as contractors-  are not willing to do work in interior 
areas. Further district level task force should be, able to make the govt. plant & machinery available to the small/local contractors for 
carrying out the work. 

xii) In the naxal areas, as one go more inside the fear & risk factor increase geometrically. So the area should be divided into different zones 
on the basis of distance from block HQ etc.-  and accordingly higher rates of construction should be allowed in the severally affected 
zones. 

xiii) In this context, further there is also a need to develop a wing of police as-  engineering division which can carry out the developmental 
activities in the naxal affected areas and also should be capable of providing technical assistance, security & required plant & machinery 
too. 

xiv) The 14 gram panchayats of Koylibeda block including the HQ gram panchayat should be transferred to Antagarh block, because of 
geographical proximity which will help the local people to get their routine work done, easily without travelling far. Pakhanjor should be 
made the block in place of Koylibeda. 

xv) Personnel policy 

1. Generally the level of education, awareness etc. is low in the persons, from the interior tribal areas due to which they are not able to 

compete with their brethren from the developed parts of the state. That is how they are not able to get proper jobs etc.,, being unemployed 

get disillusioned with the system & are being attracted towards naxal ideology. On the other hand people from developed parts are not 

willing to stay/continue in the interior areas and are always trying for their transfer or otherwise staying at district HQ etc. which in turn 

affect their commitment/ effectiveness towards development of the interior areas. So there should be a policy of providing jobs, to 

educated unemployed youth from the interior areas on priority basis. This policy can be of great help in removing the poverty in the naxal 

areas, through providing employment. Further local people can better understand, the needs of the local areas & demonstration effect will 

help in motivating the younger generation to get properly educated & loyal to the constitution of the country.  

2. The government officials working in such areas need financial packages commensurate with the risk of working in such areas. 

Provisions should be made for allowances to cover risk. 

3. There is general demand for putting a cap on maximum tenure in naxal affected areas, since in many departments and areas it is seen 

that an employee once posted in remote naxal affected area is not posted out for a long period of time.

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12- Integrated Village Micro Planning & Convergence 
  

As a part of M&E framework for district under GoI- UNJCP, it was agreed that Kanker would be taking-up piloting of micro planning exercise in district.  In this 

regard, initial consultations were also held with the District Officials- CEO, Zila Panchayat, and DPSO Kanker.  The role of M&E Officer, Unicef Raipur- also 

had been instrumental to facilitate the process.  

 

For need of engaging an experienced partner in piloting of process, the services of an experienced NGO from the uncief’s Rajanandgaon Integrated district 

approach was sought for the programme. Thus Samarthan Raipur has been, opted to take the services for the piloting of the integrated village micro planning.  

The proposal was been drafted through consultation, between District Planning Unit, Kanker and Samarthan representative (NGO), Raipur. The district also 

shared its requirement/ expectations from the micro-plan pilot proposal, so that the proposal can be developed as per the requirement of the district and, at 

some stage it can be linked to the District Plan. The following three gram panchayats were taken for the piloting process:  

SN Block Panchayat Village Remark 

1 Charama Tarasgaon Tarasgaon Good performing panchayat 

2 Bhanupratappur Pewari Pewari, Kunwapani, Kinari Mildly- Naxal affected 

3 Durgkondal Raurwahi  Raurwahi, Mahemdrapur, Sateli Mildly- Naxal Affected 

 

During earlier round of discussions among stakeholders it was, quite clear that being a pilot project, in few panchayats, all the possible steps, need to be 

taken-  to not compromise on quality and simultaneous documentation would be very important to disseminate the lessons learnt. One of the challenges 

emerged was that, the piloting of the micro-planning had it’s cost implications, and about Rs .55 lakhs/ per panchayat had been the tentative 

costs.  On the request of the District, UNICEF Raipur has supported this cost requirement.  

One of the important aspects in reference to the integrated micro planning had been the tools being used to appraise the situation at the local 

village level.  The sources of information as expected were the secondary & primary level information. These tools may be – PRA Techniques, 

mappings, household schedule, institutional information, focused group discussions etc. Among these tools, the household format becomes the 

key instrument for the effective representation, of each household in the village micro planning process. In this background, the pre-developed 

format used in the Rajanadandgaon, Micro Planning Process- had been reviewed and customized according to the district’s requirements under 

7 key sectors. With several levels of consultations, the micro planning process was initiated in the district from 2nd week June, 2011.   

The identification of the gaps and joint ownership of these situations by the local panchayat level Team (TSG), provides greater scope 
of convergence towards the proposed outcomes. 

Besides budget in regular schemes,  A total of 7x5 lakhs = 35 lakhs have been additionally proposed for 2012-13, for 7 villages taken under the 

Integrated Village Micro Planning processes in 2011-12, to converge responses/ address the gaps and priority area under the district plan, 

And learn from the experiences.

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Multi Disciplinary team (Technical Support Group) meeting at Tarasgaon Panchayat, North Bastar Kanker 
 
A one day Panchayat level workshop was organized at Gram Panchayat, Tarasgaon 
on 14th June, 2011. The programme has been convened by the CEO, Charama block. 
The panchayat body members, representative from SHGs, Nav Yuvak Mandal & Govt 
department working in panchayat area, participated in the workshop.  
 
Sarpanch, Tarasgaon welcomed the participants for the workshop. District Facilitator, 
North Bastar Kanker, briefed the participants 
about the objective of the workshop. The 
participants were agreed with, the previous 
experiences in the district planning- that it’s 
rare to find a panchayat having its own multi 
sector situational analysis and its own 
comprehensive integrated plan.   
 
A motivational short film on “Hiware Bazar 
Panchayat, Maharastra” was projected 
before the participants that proved to be 
motivational enough, to generate 
constructive discussions. The central 
message of the film was that panchayat 
should not wait someone to come to improve 
the life of its people. Panchayat & community 
need to come forward to realize the better 
development outcome. During discussions 
the ANM & Aaganawdi worker shared that 
they, also face challenges of poor 
community participation.     
 
Representative from Smarthan (NGO partner 
in the Unicef supported integrated district 
Approach– Rajnandgaon), then explained 
the forum, that how an integrated village 
micro plan based on the local situational 
analysis can be evolved by the panchayat. 
The participants were told about different tools (household schedule, various maps & 
focused group discussions) that are conventionally used to develop an inclusive and 
integrated village plan.  
 

Panchayat level stakeholders (Govt. & Local community) were divided in different 
groups, under 7 sectors (Health, Education, Nutrition, Livelihood, Infrastructure, 
Energy & Civil Right). 
 
Each of the sectoral group comprised of the persons from the concern department and 
members from ward panch, SHG, Nav Yuvak 
Mandal etc. The groups had 45 minutes long 
discussions among their members.  
 
After the discussions the group presented 
their point of concern & vision, under different 
sectors. The exercise observed that there 
have been various interesting & rational points 
covered under each sectoral presentation. For 
example the nutrition sector group shared the 
dream that they would like to see that 100% 
children <5 years are well nourished in next 5 
years. The highlight of such processes had 
been that the technical (departmental 
persons) & the services recipients (community 
representatives, together listed various points 
under sector and a shared vision they would 
like to see the village after next 5 years.  
 
The Block Panchayat, president, present in 
the meeting said, that such workshops should 
be organized frequently at the panchayat level 
to modify the sectoral goals and evolve an 
updated version of the panchayat’s long term 
comprehensive plan.  
 
The Tarasgaon panchayat, is among those 3 
identified Gram Panchayats of district North Bastar Kanker, Chhattisgarh, where the 
process of integrated village-micro planning is being taken up under the guidance of 
CEO, Zila Panchayat. 
 
The above workshop was a part of a piloting the integrated village micro planning 
process (first time in the district), that aims to facilitate the panchayat in strengthening 
the planning processes at the grass root level.
