4.2 Every Higher Educational Institution, which has completed six years of existence
or two batches having passed out, whichever is eariier, shall apply within six
months from the date of coming into force of these redulations, to the
Accreditation Agency, for accreditation.

4.3 The Higher Educational Institutions, which have neticompleted six years of
existence or two bétches having passed out, whic;hever is earlier, shall, within a

period of six months from date of such. completion, apply to the Accreditaticn
Agency for accreditation.

Period of Validity and Reaccreditation
The accreditation will be valid for a period of five years

No Higher Educational Institution or its Faculties, Schools, Departments, Centres
or any other units therein, by whatever name called, shall be eligible for applying

Incentives

The Commission shali aliocate any higher level of funding, as it may deem fit, to’
such higher education institution as are accredited in the highest grade.

Penalties

Where a Higher Educationat lnsthution'féils to comply with the prwisioqs of any of
the preceding clauses, notwithstanding ény other action that may be taken against
the Higher Educational Institution by the appropriate Assessment 4nd
Accreditation Agency, the Commission may, after providing reasonable
cpportunity to such Higher Educational Institution to be heard, impose any of the
following penaities or any combination of such penalties on Higher Educational
Institution, namely:

a) Repeal of the notiﬁéation in respect of such Higher Educational Institution

from the list of Higher Edqcationalf‘lnggitutions recognized under Section 12
B of the UGC Act;

D) Recommending to the Central Govern’ment,gwhere it is an institution

deemed to be university, that the notification declaring such institution as

an institution, as an institution deemed to be university under section 3 of
the Act may be revoked:

Dispute Redressal Mechanism

Any dispute arising out of the implementation of these regulations will be

discussed and resolved by the Commission (or University as the case may be)
whose deciston shall be final and binding.

The Commission reserves the right to amend these regulations from time to time

and same will be binding mutatis mutandis on the Higher Educational Institutions.
