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Annual Survey of Industries

2. Enterprise:—Enterprise is an undertaking
engaged in production and or distribution of
goods and or services not for the sole purpose
of own consumption.
3. Agricultural Enterprise :—1It is defined as one
engaged in livestock production, agricultural
services, hunting, trapping and game propaga-
tion forestry, logging and fishing. Enterprises
engaged in activities pertaining to agricultural
production and plantations are not covered.
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
