These indicies, which are self
weighing cover 14 crops viz., (i) Cereals—Paddy,
Jowar, Bajra, Maize, Wheat & Barley, (ii) Pulses—
Gram and Arhar, (iii) Oilseeds—Mustard, (iv)
Fibre—cotton and (v) Miscellaneous crops—
Sugarcane, tobacco, potatoes & chillies. These
crops account for 80% of the gross area sown in
the National Capital Territory of Delhi. In the
construction of indicies the prices used relate to
those prevailing in the peak marketing periods
for the triennium ending with 1969-70.
