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Annual Survey of Industries
(Table 6.3 & 6.4)

The Government of India under the National
Sample Survey Programmes conducts Annual
Survey of Industries covering the factories regis-
tered under section 2 m (i) and 2m (ii) of the
Factories Act, 1948 excluding the defence es-
tablishments.
