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(3) ENVIRONMENT STATISTICS

TEMPERATURE - Observations of temperature of air in shed are recorded
at most of the observatories twice a day at 08.30 and 17.30 hours IST. For this
purpose there- mometers are installed at a height of 4 feet 6 inch above the
ground in Stevenson screens which provide free access to the air but at the same
time protect the theremometers from direct rays of the sun.

HUMIDITY - Relative humidity is the measure of water vapours present in the
atmosphere relative to the corresponding amount for saturation. It is recorded at
the principal observatories by standard record at 8.30 and 17.30 hours IST.

The temperature and humidity data has been supplied by Indian Meteorological
Department, Jaipur.

RAIN FALL - Actual rain fall is recorded at the stations at 8.30 hour IST every
day. The amount measured gives the rain fall of the previous 24 hours and the
data is tabulated by the Board of Revenue (Land records), Rajasthan.

Normal annual rain fall is the average of rain fall data for the fifty years ending

Co-educational
institutions are covered under institution for boys.

SCHOLAR means a student admited and getting education in any of the
above referred institutions as regular student on roll as on 31st March of the
reporting year.

TEACHERS means a whole time person appointed by the management for
teaching as on 31st March of the reporting year.

GOVERNMENT MEDICAL INSTITUTIONS- The distinction between a hospital and
a dispensary has been made on the basis of provision of in-patient beds. A hospital has
beds where as a dispensary has none. T.B. clinics without beds have been grouped
under dispensaries. The term general hospital here signifies those hospitals where
patients of all diseases may find treatment and as such the Zanana hospitals have been
grouped under General Hospital.

The Primary health Centre is a composite institution providing facilities of in-door
and out-door treatment, maternity & preventive health work. The information contained
relates to those primary health centres which are actually functioning during the year.

IN PATIENT BEDS- The classification of in-patient beds is made according to
diseases. As such the general beds here signify all those beds which are not meant for
any particular disease and this includes the beds available in maternity & child welfare
centres also.

MEDICAL & HEALTH PERSONNEL - The number of medical personnel is based on
the sanctioned strength of State Public Hospitals, Dispensaries, Primary health centres,

Family planning centres, maternity & child welfare centres, clinics, health workers etc.

PATIENTS TREATED - The number of patients treated is the number of patients who
come to Government medical institutions for treatment, Patients classified by diseases
may not tally with the total patients due to administrative difficulties in registration
system at different stages.

(10) SOCIAL WELFARE SERVICES

SLUM DWELLERS :- For the first time in the history of Indian Census, population
statistics has been gathered for 'Slum areas' from all the cities/towns having population
of 50,000 or more as per 1991 Census in the state in Census 2001. There are 34 such
urban areas in the state, which are shown in table 10.3 in this sector.

Through it is very difficult to define slums, the census organisation classified the
following area as slums :-

(a) All such areas which have been notified by state/ local government or Central
administered areas by any act as slums.

(b) All such areas which have been recognised as slums by state/local govt. and central
administered areas but not notified by any act.

(c) All such congested areas which have a minimum population of 300 or 60-70
households with unplanned residential clusters which totally lack basic civic amenities
of light, drinking water, sanitation, unpolluted air etc.

DISABILITY: Every society has a section of people who suffers from some kind of
physical or mental disabeletion. According to the 2001 census, Rajasthan state has

registered a disabled population of 1411979 which accounts for 2.50 percent of total

population of Rajasthan. Table 10.4 represent disable population of state.

FOREST - The area shown under forest in the table on Land utilisation may not tally with that given by
the Forest Department because (i) The Forest Department reports, forests worked out by the Forest
Department while the table on Agriculture Statistics includes in addition, forest area administered by
district officers and (ii) certain villages and other lands not covered by the forest but worked out by
Forest Department as forest, are not treated as forest in the returns of Agricultural Statistics.

AREA NOT AVAILABLE FOR CULTIVATION - This stands for all land which is absolutely barren
or uncultivable covered by buildings, Water or roads or otherwise appropriated for non-agricultural
purpose Under sub-Head "Land put to non-agricultural use" is included land occupied buildings, roads,
railways or under water and other lands put to uses other than agriculture while under the sub-head
"Barren and un-culturable land" includes mountains, desert etc.

OTHER UNCULTIVATED LAND EXCLUDING FALLOW LAND - This denotes land available for
cultivation but not taken up and includes culturable waste, permanent pastures and other grazing land
and land under miscellaneous trees, crops and groves. The last one is that type of culturable land which
is not included under area sown but is put to some agricultural use.
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FALLOW LAND - It includes current fallow i.e. land which is left fallow during the current year only
and other fallow land i.e. lands which were taken up for cultivation but are temporary out of cultivation
for a period of not less than one year and more than 5 years.

NET AREA SOWN - Area Sown More Than Once and Total Cropped Area in computing the net area
sown, area sown more than once have been counted only once under the head "Area Sown more than
once" area sown with two and more than two crops in the same year is counted as many times as the
crop is sown. Total cropped area is the total of net area sown and area sown more than once.

INDEX NUMBER -

COVERAGE : The present series of Index Numbers of Agricultural Production in Rajasthan covers 34
principal crops for which forecasts are issued by the Board of Revenue from time to time. These crops
occupy major Portion of the gross sown in the State. These 34 crops are further sub-divided into two
main groups, namely, food-crops and non-food crops and seven sub-groups, namely cereals, pulses, oil-
seeds, fibres, spices & condiments, vegetables and others.

The data about the crops included for the preparation of index cover about 83 percent of the
cropped area and as such the trends in their production are fair representation of trend of the entire
agricultural production in the State.

BASE PERIOD - The base period for these indices has been changed from the triennium 1979-80 to
1981-82 to the triennium 1991-92 to 1993-94 conmsidering the recommendation of the Economics &
Statistical Advisor, Ministry of Agriculture & Irrigation, Govt. of India, Technical Committee on Index
Numbers related to agriculture economy and of the technical committee on Prices & Cost of living.
This is also reasonable period from the point of view of weather, Agriculture production and prices in
Rajasthan.

WEIGHTS - Weights have been assigned to the different commodities in the same proportion which is
the average value of its production bears to the total average value of production of all commodities
during the period. The production has been valued at the annual harvest prices of the commodities
prevailing each year during the base period.

METHOD OF CONSTRUCTION OF INDEX NUMBER - The percentage production relative for
each crop for the current year has been calculated with the corresponding estimated production in the
base period. To obtain group-level indices these production relatives have been multiplied with the
weights of the respective crops. The aggregative of the products has been divided by the total weights.
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The Concept of production utilised in the construction of index number is that of gross produétion of
crops Revised estimates of yield for each year have further been processed as indicated above to get the
estimates yield for which figures have been used for construction of the index number.

AVERAGE YIELD OF PRINCIPAL CROPS - It has been calculated by dividing production figures
by area.

AREA AND PRODUCTION OF CROPS - The figures of area and production are given for principle
cereals, Pulses and commercial crops. The area figures are compiled by the Board of Revenue (Land
Records), Rajasthan from the Agricultural Statistical returns prepared by the Revenue staff. While the
production figures for the state as a whole are estimated on the basis of crop cutting experiment results
for Bajra, Maize, Jowar, Sesamum, Cotton, Groundnut, Sugarcane, Paddy, Wheat, Barly, Gram, linseed
and Rape & mustard. For other crops it is calculated on the basis of average normal yield of past 10
years. For estimating different crops and remaining districts the estimates are only tentative. The total
of the district tallies with the production for the State as a whole.

The figures as given are those based final forecasts, as well as those based on revised estimates as
issue from time to time alongwith the final forecasts for the following year. The data relates to the
agriculture year ending June.

AGRICULTURAL EQUIPMENT AND IMPLEMENTS - The figures relating to the Agricultural
equipment and implements, actual use for 2003 are based on 17th Quinquennial Livestock Census. The
data is compiled from Live Stock Census, 2003. Supplied by Board of Revenue for Rajasthan, Ajmer.
