SECTION V

FORESTS

Area under forests is classified according to ownership, State and Private :Forests owned by cor­
porate bodies and private individuals have been included under private forests. Further the area under 
forests is also classified according to legal status such as ‘Reserved’ ‘Protected’ and ‘Unclassed’ . Reserved 
forests are permanently dedicated either to the prcducticn o f  timber cr  other forest prcduce and in them 
the sight o f  grazing and cultivation is seldom allowed. In protected forests these rights are allowed subject 
to certain restrictions.

The area under forests shown in this section will not tally with the figures shown under the section 
‘ ‘Agriculture”  supplied by the Director o f  Land Records due to different definitions followed by the forest 
and Land Records Departments. The forest department reckons entire area including non-wooded area 
under its control as the forest area whereas the land Records Department calculates it on the basis o f  actual 
area under forests.
