There
is a need to review the existing procedure regarding pre and post inspection
mechanism.

3. Chart of Accounts : to be adopted by implementing offices
There is a need to adopt chart of accounts to be used by various implementing
agencies to ensure uniformity in reporting and accounting.

4 Maintenance of Proper Project Documentation (SDMC)

There should be proper documentation for various project expenditures incurred
at SIIMC level
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10.

b)

Reconciliation of Funds released vis-d-vis Receipts by Implementing Offices
Thete must be periodical reconciliation of grants released by SPO and the receipts
of the same by the implementing offices.

Incorporation of opening balances of Project Funds soon after close of the year
and after Audit.

There is a need to incorporate opening balances of project funds in the books of
accounts of the implementing offices. It is suggested that the office of the SPO
shall intimate the opening balance of all accounts soon after audit to implementing
offices.

Review of Budget at periodic intervals
There is a need to closely monitor the budget with actuals at periodical intervals
under various project components and/or project activities. This would facilitate
close monitoring of the project funds.

Maintenance of Fixed Asset Register

SPO and project implementing offices should maintain a fixed asset register to
record assets created out of project funds. Further, there should be an annual
physical verification of fixed assets and discrepancy if any should be properly
dealt with.

Audits and Inspection

In view of nature of expenditure and funds involved, it is suggested that proper
audit mechanism be introduced to review the operations of the project offices at
periodic intervals.

1. Previous year figures liave been regrouped wherever necessary to conform with
presentation of current year figures.

2. The accounts are maintained under Cash basis and accordingly the financial
statements prepared are on cash basis.

3. The aggregate amount of grants received during the year is accounted as income
of the SSA and o\\ the expenditures including expenditure on fixed assets are
accounted as expenditures of the SSA. The project expenditures relating to civil
works are considered as expenditures on capital works pending capitalization
and those expenditures relating to acquisition of fixed assets for project are treated
as fixed assets. Accordingly, those expenditures have been routed through Income
and Expenditures Account.

4. The expenditures at District and Sub-District level are on the basis of utilization
certificates issued by DPOs, BEOs and DSERT. Expenditures at SPO level are on
the basis of utilization certificate, supporting vouchers and books of accounts.

5. Pending receipt of completion certificate and inspection report, expenditures
incurred towards civil works are considered as "expenditures on capital works
pending capitalization". Fixed assets excluding civil works purchased during the
year at SDMC level and at SPO are capitalized.

6. As a policy of the SSA and as per the practice followed in the earlier years, no
Depreciation on Fixed Assets is provided on fixed assets.



7. The program expenditures debited to Income and Expenditure Account include a
sum of Rs. 37,50,500 incurred by DSERT out of their funds.

8. Asum of Rs. Rs.5,52,25/285 is shown as Advance outstanding at SPO. They are
subject to reconciliation and confirmation where applicable.

9. Advance outstanding at DPO include a sum of Rs.10,65,36,812 represent the
release of grants from DROs to implementing agencies pending receipt of utilization
certificates. They are subject to reconciliation and confirmation where applicable.

10.Balances shown under bank accounts of DROs and cheques-in-transit are subject
to reconciliation and confirmation.
