SECHON IV
HNVlRONMIiNT STATFSTICS (CLIMATE)

Meteorological data given in this section relate to rainfall, temperature, mean 
wind speed and mean relative humidity of selected stations and average rainfall districtwise.

The figures in this section have been obtained from the Regional Meteorological 
I^entre, New Delhi and Director of Land Records, Haryana.

Table 4.1 gives districtwise niimthly aveiage rainfall figures for 1985.

Table 4.5 gives information regarding temperature at selected five stations for the 
years from 1984 to 1986. These hgures are also based on the daily statements issued by 
Regional Meteorological Centre, New Delhi and are recorded at 08.30 hours of ludian 
Standard Time. Highest and lowest temperatures are the highest and lowest temperatures 
on- a particular day in a month. Mean temperature is an average of the mean daily maximum 
and mean daily minimum temperatures reported during the mouth.

Table 4.6 gives information in respect of mean wind speed for the years 1984 to 1986 
in respect of five stations, i.e. Ambala, Hisar, Gui gaon, Karnal and Narnaul.

Table 4.7 shows mean relative humidity at five selected stations for the year irom 
1984 to 1986. Relative Immidily is a measure of the amount of water vapour present in the 
atmosphere relative to the corresponding amount of saturation.

In 
aildition, information on birtli and death rates is also collected under Sample Registration 
Scheme. The data collected under Sample Registration Scheme is more reliable because 
there is under-coverage in the Civil Registration Scheme.

The inforrriation in Table 5.1 is according to the Sample Registration Scheme
whereas the data in tables 5.2 to 5.7 on birth and death rates is according to the Civil
Registration Scheme.

SECTION XI
STATB IN C O M E  O F  HARYANA ^

The State Income refers to the aggregate of factor incomes originating within the 
boundary of the State. I'or estimating the State Income, the entire economic activity has 
been classified into thirteen sectors, viz., Agriculture and Animal Husbatidary, Foresty, Fishing, 
Mining and Quarrying, Registered Manufiicturing and Unregistered Manufacturing, Con­
struction, Electricity, Gas and Water-Supply, Transport, Storage and Communication, 
Trade, }fotel|and Restaurants, Banking and Insurance, Real I state and Ownership of 
Dwellings, Public Administration and Other Services.

The tbtal State Income of a year divided by the population of that year gives per capita 
income whi(^h is an index of tlie level of living of the people.

rhese estimates are revised and are based on data available at the moment and are 
subject to revision necessitated by ihe availability of additional information and change in 
methodology.

The figures of per capita income have been arrived at on the basis of population 
data supplied by Registrai General of India.

SECTION XII 

AGRICULTURE

Agricultural statisfics regarding classification of area and production of principal 
crops and yield per hectare ofinajor crops for the years 1966-67 to 1985-86 for the State 
us a whole and district-wise data only for the year 1985-86 have been presented in this'section. 
It also contains information in respect of land revenue assessment, area under high yielding
varieties, area under frin’ts and vegetables, consumption of fertilizers, agricultural machin­
ery and implements including tractors and consolidation operation, etc. The information 
has been collected from Deputy Commissioners, Director of Land Records and Director of 
Agriculture, Haryana and the data relate to agricultural year (1st July to 30th June).

Area according to Village Papers.—It is based on the returns of area prepared by
village staff for revenue purposes in the districts.

Area under forest.—Thh  includes actually forested areas on the lands classed or 
administered as forest under any legal enactment dealing with forests whether State owned 
or private. Besides, the forest .area along roads, railways and canals have also been in­



eluded. The area under forests given in this section will not tally with that of the Forest Depart­
ment shown in section XV, owing to the fact that certain lands though not wooded are taken 
as forest by the Forest Department whereas these are not treated as such by the revenue autho­
rities.

Land not available for cultivation.—This includes absolutely barren and uncultur- 
able land like mountains, deserts, etc., which cannot be brought under plough except at 
exhorbitant cost, land covered by buildings, roads and railways and water or otherwise 
appropriated for non-agricultural purposes.

Other uncultivated land excluding fallow lands.— T̂hi$ denotes land available for 
cultivation, either not taken up for cultivation or abandoned later on for one reason or the 
other and includes culturable waste, permanent pastures and other grazing lands and lands 
under miscellaneous tree crops and groves.

Fallow lands.— li denotes cultivable land wiiich after abandonment remains un­
cultivated over a long period called ‘old fallows’ and those kept uncultivated during the 
current year are called ‘current fallows’.

Net area sown. It is the net area sown undci crops, the areas sown more than once 
during the year being counted only once.

Total Cropped area. - It includes total area covered with crops during the year. In 
case, different crops are raised on the same land during the year, the same area is counted more 
than once.

The total area of 1( rests in composite State of Punjab was 17,849 sqiuire 
kiluinclres. Consequent upon the reorg.inisation of the State, most of the forest 
wealth was tn-nsferrcd to Hin achal Piadesh. 1 he Haryana State inherited a small 
portion of the l\J es aiea iu( stiy Lcr.teii in Ambala District. The available details are 
presented in this .section.

Area under forests is classified according lo ownership, state and private. 
Forests owned by coiporate bodies and private individuals have beun included under 
private forestf?. Further tiie aita under forests is also classified according to legal 
status, such as ‘Reserved’, ‘Protected* and ‘Unclassed’. Reserved forests are perma- 
nenttv dedicated eitlier to the prc duct ion ( f timber or other forest produce and in 
them the right of gracing and cultivation is seldom allowed. In protected forests these 
rights are allowed subject to certain restrictions. Unclassed forests include non- 
expliotable forests which owing to physical conditions or tor other reasons have no 
prospect pf.bein^ jasfd. a  ̂ Jofes.ts* 9lea . starving .only, protective, purposes,, and iiiea. 
pen lanantly destroyed as forests but not yet converted to other land uses.

Ihe area under Forests shown in this section will not tally with the figures 
nhown under the section “Agriculture” supplied by the Director of Fand Records due



to different definitions followed by the Forest and Land Records Departments. The 
Forest Department reckons entire area ireluding non-wooded area under its control 
as the forest area whereas the Land Recoids I'epartment calculates on the basis of
actual area under forests.

Data have been obtained from the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, 
Haryana.

SECTION x x n  

TRANSPORt STATISTICS

This section contains information relating to road transport, development of roadj 
and the railways. The information of road transport has been collected from the State trans 
port Controller, Haryana, Police, (C.T.D.), Haryarla, Engineer-ln-Chief Public Works De 
partment, Biiilding and Roads, Haryana Ministry of Surface Transport (Transport Researd 
Division), Government of India and Northern Railway, New Delhi.

The Railway system in India is divided into various zones which are further sub~divide< 
into Divisions. The Divisions are not co-terminus with the State territories. On the re-organisa 
tion of the Punjab State, about 1,220 k ilometres of rail length came to t he share of Haryanj 
State as against the total rail length of 3,312 kilometres in the erstwhile Punjab State. The rail 
way administration prepares the railway statistics division-wise and not station wise or section 
wise. They have, therefore, shown their inability to supply the data on goods booked an< 
number of passengers originating and earnings accruing therefrom, section-wise. In thi 
section, the data have, therefore, been presented for Delhi and Ferozepur divisions as a whole 
This data will not thus provide a clear idea about the working of railways in Haryana.

Information given in table 22-1 shows the number of different types of vehicles re 
gistered in Haryana for various years and district-wise for 1985-86.
