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SECTION 3
AREA AND POPULATION

This section provides data relating to area and population of the State according
to 1971 Census.

The figures relating to area in this chapter have been given in the light of the
survey conducted by the Surveyor General of India supplied through C.S.0. Depart-
ment of Statistics, Government of India,—vide their circular No. C.S.O. I/II-66, dated
16th December, 1968 and are provisional.

There have been changes in the administrative boundaries of various districts
and tehsils on a number of occasions. All the changes have been taken into account in
the presentation of data.

SECTION V
CLIMATE

Meteorological data glven in this section relate to rainfall and temperature at
Felected stations in Punjab, average rainfall (district-wise), hours and days of bright sun-
shine, wind speed at selected centres and mean relative humidity.

Table 5.1 gives district-wise monthly rainfall figures for 1979.

Table 5.2. shows district-wise monthly rainfall figures, average of five years
(1975-79).
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Table 5.3 shows annual average rainfall by districts.

In Table 5.4.the data presented are about rainfall. The actual rainfall is re-
corded for each day at selected stations throughout the State, Rainfall data given in this
table relate to 6 selected stations and have been completed from the daily statements
issued by the Reglonal Meteorological Centre, New Delhl. Normal rainfall figures are
based on data of State raingauge stations, except for Patia'a where data of observatory*
stations only are avallable. These normals are calculated from the avallable data collec-;
ted at the respective stations upto the end of 1940, except for Patfala where the period is4‘

1945-t0 1950.

Table 5.5 glves Information regarding temperature, These figures are also
based on the daily statements issued by Regional Meteorological Centte, New Delhi and
are tecorded at 08.30 hours, Indian Standard Time. Highest and lowest temperatures
are the highest and the lowest temperatures on a particular day in a month. Mean
temperature is one-half of the average maximum plus average minimum temperature re-
cords during the month,

Table 5.6 contains data regarding sunshine. Sunshine is the condition at the
earth’s surface when the sun casts a well-defined shadow. It isrecorded at Amritsar
by Standard Compbell Stock recorders. :

Table 5.7 gives {nformation In respect of windspeed. These data are given
for selected stations of Punjab,

Table 5.8 shows mean relative humidity at 6 selected stations. Relative humi-
dity is the measure of the amount of water vapours present in the atmosphere relative to
the corresponding amount for saturation.

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SECTION VI

AGRICULTURE

Agricultural statistics for 1960-61, 1965-66, 1969-70 and from 1971-72 to 1979-
80 regarding classification of area, area and production of principal crops and yleld per
hectare of major crops for the State as a whole and district-wise for the year 1979-80 are
presented in this section. The data In respect of number of operational holdings for the
State as a whole and district-wise are also given. The source of information is mainly
Director of Land Records and Director, Agriculture Punjab and the data relate to agricul-
tural year which starts form 1st July and ends on 30th June.

Area accordint to Village Papers: 1t is according to village papers and is based
on returns of area prepared by village staff for revenue purposes in the districts whereas
area by professional survey {s worked out by the Surveyor-General of India. There is
some difference in the two sets of figures, because of different methods adopted by them.

Area under Forests: This includes actually forested areas on the lands,
classed or administered as forests under any legal enactment dealing with forest
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whether State owned or private except In areas not cadastrally surveyed. Area
under forests given in this section prior to 1974-75 does not tally with that of the
Forest Department, shown in the section on forest statistics owing to the fact that certain-
lands though not wooded, are taken as forest by the Forest Department while these
are not treated assuch by the Director of Land Records, Punjab. Area under Forests
for the years 1974-75 to 1979-80 relates to the Forest Deprtment,

Land not Available for Cultivation: This includes absolutely barren and uncul-
turable land like mountains, deserts. etc.; which cannot be brought under plough except
at exorbitant cost or land covered by buildings, roads and rallways and water or otherwise
appropriated for non-agricultural pruposes.

Other Uncultivated Land Excluding Fallow Lands: This denotes land avallable for
cultivation, either not taken up for cltivation or abandoned later on for one reason or
the other and includes culturale waste, permanent pastures and other grazing landsand
lands under miscellaneous tree crops and groves.

. Fallow Lands: It denotes cultivable land which after abandonment remains
incultivated over a long period called “‘old fallow” those kept uncultivated during the
current year ar called ‘““current fallows,’

Net Area Sown: Itls the net area sown under crops, the areas sown more than
once during the year being counted once only. :

Total Cropped Area: It includes totalarea covered with crops during the year.
In case different crops are raised on the same land during the year, the same area is counted
more than once,

Table 6.1 glves classification of area of Punjab by land use for 1960-61,
1965-66, 1969-70 and 1971-72 to 1979-80.

From the year 1960-61 the yleld per hecatre and out-turn of rice, wheat gram
barley, bajra, maize and groundnut are based on the reuslts obtained from crop ,cutt{n '
experiments by random sampling method. Sugarcane has been covered since 1965-'66g
rape and mustard since 1973-74 and cotton since 1974-75. Jowar was covered under
the experiment since 1960-61 but has been excluded since 1969-70. Crop cutting experi-
ments consist of selection of a few villages in each tehsil of a district by random Sampr])in
method, selection of a few fields in each selected village randomly and consequently selecg
tion of a plot in each selected fleld at random. The yleld per hectare Is estimated from the

crop harvested on such plots.
