SECTION 3 

AREA AND POPULATION

This section provides data relating to area and population o f the state according to different censuses. 
There have been changes in the administrative boundaries o f various districts and tehsils on a number o f  
occasions. All the changes have been taken into account in the presentation o f data. Concepts and defini­
tions used in 1981 census are given below :-

W ork :-

Work was defined as participation in any economically productive activity. Such participation was 
physical or mental in nature.

Main Workers Main Workers were those who had worked for the major part o f  the year i.e. who were 
engaged in any economically productive activity for 183 days or more during the year.

M arginal W orkers :-

Marginal workers were those who did not work for a major part o f  the year, i.e. those who worked 
for less than 183 days in the year

W orkers

Non workers were those who had not worked any time in the year.

Household

A household is a group o f  persons who commonly live together and take the meals from a common 
kitchen unless the exigencies o f work prevented any o f them from doing so.

Literates :

A person who can both read and write with understanding in any language.

Note ; Thare were 12 Districts o f  Punjab at the time o f 199! Census but the information relating to 17 
Districts has been prepared by Economic and Statistical Organisation Punjab on the basis o f  village-wise 
data.

SECTION VI 

AGRICULTURE

Agricultural Statistics for 1980-81, 1990-91 and from 1996-97 to 1999-2000 regarding classification of 

area, production of principal crops and yield per hectare of major crops for the State as a whole and district-wise 

for the year 1999-2000 are presented in this section. The data in respect of number of operational holdings for the 

State as a whole and district-wise are also given. The sources of information is mainly Director of Land Records 

and Director Agriculture, Punjab and the data relate to agricultural year which starts from 1st July and ends on 

30th June.

Area accroding to Village Papers ; It is according to /̂illage papers ar.d is based on returns of area 

prepared by village staff for revenue purposes in the disirict'  ̂whereas area b> professional survey is worked out 

by the Surveyor-General of India. There is some differen<"e in the two sets of figures because of different methods 

adopted by them.

Area under Forests : This includes actually forested area on the lands, classed or administered as forests
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under any legal enactment dealing with forest whether State-owned or Private except in area not cadastrally 

surveyed. Area under forests given in this section does not tally with that o f the Forest Department shown in the 

section on forest statistics ow ing to the fact that certain lands though no wooded, are taken as forest by the Fores; 

Department while these are not treated as such by the Director o f Land Records, Punjab.

Land not available for Cultivation : This includes absolutely barren and unculturable land like riiourstairis 

deserts etc.. which cannot be brought under plough except at exhorbitant cost or land covei by buiidiiigs, roads 

and railways and water or otherwise appropriated for non-agricultural purposes.

Other Uncultivated Land excluding Follow Lands : This denotes land available for cuUivation eithei no? 

taken up for cultivation or abandoned later on for one reason or the other and includes caltarable v/aste, perrnanenc 

pastures and other grazing land and lands under miscellaneous tree crops and groves.

Fallow Lands : It denotes cultivable land which after abandonment remains uncultivated over long 

period called "old fallow", those kept uncultivated during the current year are called "current fallows.

Net Area Sown : It is the net area sown under crops, the areas sown more than once during the year being 

counted once only.

Total Cropped Area : It includes total area covered with crops during the year, in case differciiS CiOtK] aie 

raised on the same land during the year, the same area is counted more than once.

TabUi 6.1 gives classification of area of Punjab by land use for 1980-81, 1990-91 and from 1996-97 to 

1999-2000.

Table 6.2 shows comparative position o f various states in this regard for the year 1996-97.

Table 6.3 presents data regarding area and production o f principal crops in the Punjab for the years 

1980-81, 1990-91 and from 1996-97 to 1999-2000.

Table 6.4, 6.5 and 6.6 show comparative position o f various states in regard to the area, production and 

yields o f principal crops.

Table 6.7 presents district-wise data regarding area, production and yield per hectare o f principal crops o f 

the Punjab State for the years, 1980-81, 1990-91 and from 1996-97 to 1999-2000. Area under H igh Y ielding 

Varieties, area under Food and non-food crops, per hectare yield o f H. Y.V. for different states and area under fruits 

and Vegetables and Production o f fruits has been given in table 6.8, 6.9, 6.10, 6 .11, 6.12 and 6.13 Table 6.14 

shows the crushing capacity, cane crushed and sugar production in the Sugar M ills, of Punjab. District-wise 

percentages o f principal crops etc. are given in table 6.15. The information on operational holdings for Punjab are 

shown in table 6.16 and 6.17 which is based on Punjab Agricultural Census 1985-86 and 1990-91 respectively. 

For India in tables 6.18 to 6.21 is based on the Agricutural Census o f India-1990-91.

Table 6.22 indicate the index numbers o f agricultural production in Punjab for the years 1980-81, 

1990-91 and from 1996-97 to 1999-2000 and in Table 6.23 the indices, o f other components o f agriculture^'^have 

been given for the year 1980-81, 1990-91 and from 1996-97 to 1999-2000. In table 6.24 indices o f agricultural 

production in India for the year 1997-98 and 1998-99 with base 1993-94 = 100, are given.

Tables 6.25 gives the consumption o f chemical fertilizers in Punjab for the years 1980-81. 1990-91 and 

from 1996-97 to i 999-2000 whereas the table 6.26 shows agricultural workers as percentage o f total workers by 

disu'ict in Punjab.
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Table 6.27 shows the average yield per hectare of important crops in India and selected countries for the 

year 1998. Table 6.28 shows percentage contribution of Agriculture to total State Income in Punjab. Table 6.29 

shows Sowing and Harvesung periods oi' importants crops in Punjab.

From the year 1960-61 the yield per hectares and production of rice, wheat, gram, barley, bajra, maize and 

groundnut are based on the results obtained from crop cutting experiments by random sampling method. Sugarcane 

has been covered since 1965-66, rape and mustard since 1973-74 and cotton since 1974-75, Crop 

experiments are also being conducted.on moong, mash, arhar, massar, sesamum and sunflower crops. The production 

estimates of these crops are prepared on the basis of in results of crop-cutting experiments. Jowar was covered 

under the experiment since 1960-61 but has excluded since 1969-70 due to fall in area. Crop-cutting experiments 

consist of selection of a few villages in each tehsil of district by random sampling method, selection of a few field 

in each selected village randomly and consequent selection of a plot in each selected field at random. The yield 

per hectare is estimated from the crop harvested on such plots.
