Organisation in collaborat:on with the Indian Council ot Social Sciences Research
Indian Statistical Institute gnd United Nations Children’s Fund was held at Newv
Delhi in March, 1975. The Seminar recognised the urgent need for the ccwordinat
ed development of social statistics and recommended that social statistics readily
available may be collected and brought out in one publication. Some min mun
tables were also suggested for giving in the publication. Keeping in view these re
commendations and impoertence and use cof social statistics for studying the socia

progress of different areas, an attempt has teen made to collect the available infor.
mation and disseminate it in the shape of a book.

The present publication is first attempt in this direction. It contains 7:
tables on population, health and nutrition, labour and employment, education, hous.
ing, income expenditure and level of living. The data on these aspects is mostly
district-wise and in some cases for the State as a whole. Since information in res-

pect gf some Of the recommended tables was not available at present, so it has not
been included in it.

The scope and coverage of the publication will be enlarged in subsequent
years, therefore, suggestions for its improvement will be welcome. This publication
has been prepared under the supervision and guidance of Shri M. M. Bhardwaj,
Director, Field Operation. Acknowledgement is also made of the useful work done
by Sardar Lajpal Singh, Senior Research Officer, Sarvshri R. R. Bansal and Bishan
Dass, Research Officers of the Field Operation Division of this Organisation.

This section contains 12 tables relating to varicvs asrects of populaticn of
Punjab State, namely, decacal grcwth tirth rete, deatl rate, fertility rate, working
population, acceptors of family plannirg, pcpulaticn of tig tcwns, pepulaticn in
the age-group of 15-59 years etc. Entire data &re tased on censuses of 1951, 1961
and 1971. Numerous changes in the administrative boundaries of various districts
have taken place at different occasions and these have teen kept in view
while presenting this date district-wise. While depicting ratio of perscns outside
the age-group of 15-59 years to the persons in the age-group of 15-59 years, persons
whose age was not stated during censuses have beenincluded in the category ** outside 15-59

years”.

Table 1.1 (a) depictsdecennial grcwth of population arrived at onthe basis of data of
1951,1961 and 1971 censuses. For each district, information hasteenshown separatelyin
respectofruralandurban areas. Tablel.1(b) exihibits the same data in percentage form.

Whileintable 1.3 and 1.4 presentation of data has been done dist:ict-wise
in table No. 1.5, itis only for the State as a whole.

Intable No. 1.6 and 1.7 area-wise sex-wise distribution of population has been shown
inrespect of the age groups of below 15 years, 15to 59 years and above 59 year:, as per 1971
population census.

Table No. 1.8 exhibits district-wise total urban populationand urtan population of
towns with population of 20,000 and above as percentage to total population accoiding to
1961 and 1971 census.

Table 6-1 shows average weekly earnings of wage and salary earners by area and sex
in Punjab according to27th N.S.S. round.

Table 6 2 presents data onconsumer expenditure per household for a period of 30days
by moathly per capita expenditure classesinruraland urban areas.

Table 6-3(a)and 6-3(b) give information regarding value of Consumption per person
for 30 days by broad groups of items and by monthly per capita expenditure classes in rural
and urban areas according to 21st N.S.S. round.

Table 6 -4-A and 6 -4-B depict the same information as contained in Table 6 3(a) and
6-3(b) above, according to 28th round of N.S.S.

Table 6 -5 shows consumer expenditure in rupees per household for a period of 30
days by broad groups of items of consumption for allclassesin rural areas for smallcultiva-
ting, non-cultivating wage-carners and general house holds according to 25th round of
N.S.S.

Assets —Assets were defined to include all items owned by the household which had
money value such as land, building livestock, agricultural implements and machineries, non-
form and transport equipments, durable household assets, dues receivable on loans advanced
in cash and kind shares in co-operative societies, banks, etc. National Plan Savings
Certificates and the like, deposits in companies, banks, post offices and with individuals.
Crops standing in the fields currency notes and coins in hand and stocks of commaodities
were however omitted from enumeration.

Liabilities —All claims against the house hold held by others were included under
liabilities . g. cash loans, commodity loans, unpaid bills of grocers, doctors, lawyers, ctc.
