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CHAPTER-I
SARVA SHIKSHA ABHIYAN

Introduction;

Ministry of Human Resource Development Department, Government of India 
on recommendations of the State Education Ministers Conference held on October 
1998, decided to launch a holistic programme required concerted and accelerated 
efforts to achieve the goal of Universal Elementary Education within a stipulated 
period of time. This scheme known as “Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan" (SSA) was approved 
by the central cabinet on 16*̂  November 2000.

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) is a comprehensive and integrated flagship 
programme of Government of India to attain Universal Elementary Education (UEE), 
covering the entire country in a mission made. SSA has been launched in 2001-02 in 
partnership with the State Government.

The programme aims to provide useful and relevant elementary education to 
all children in the 6 to 14 age group by 2010, It is an effort to universalize and improve 
quality of education through decentralized and context specific planning and a process 
based, time bound implementation strategy The programme lays emphasis on bridging 
all gender and social category gaps at elementary education level with time bound 
objectives.

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan is an attempt to provide quality education to all children 
through active participation of community in a mission made.

SSA adopts “the bottom up” process of learning, where in the felt needs of the 
served communities and educational needs of learners are well taken care of and 
the plan facts into the broad framework of SSA. In view of the fact that the desired 
improvement and sustenance of the improved efficiency level cannot be achieved 
without the active involvement of the community in the schooling system. SSA has 
emphasized the involvement of local people and stakeholders in planning. This also 
ensures reflection of local specificity which is essential for achieving the goal of the 
programme.



The major characteristics of SSA are:
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A programme with a clear time frame for universal elementary education.
A response to the demand for quality basic education all over the country.
An opportunity for promoting social justice through basic education.
An expression of political will for universal elementary education across the 
country
A partnership between the Central, State and Local Government.

Managing Committees, Villages and Urban Slum level education committees, 
parents’ teachers association.

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CHAPTER-II 
STATE PROFILE

Sikkim is a land locked state nested in the Himalayas Sikkim the 22'"'̂  State of 
India, the east while kingdom of Chogyal dynasty was merged with Indian Union 
1975 after a referendum. Pride to it, it was a Protectorate State of India. After 1975, 
this tiny Himalayan State of Indian Union Republic took drastic turn and witnessed 
phenomenal changes in infrastructural facilities and other developmental fields.

Location
Sikkim is located in the North-Eastern region of India. Geographically, Sikkim is 

bounded by Chinese, Tibet Autonomous region in the north, the kingdom of Nepal in 
west, the kingdom of Bhutan in east and Darjeeling district of West Bengal in south. 
It lies between 27° to 28 ° north latitude and 88% to 89 degree longitude. Sikkim has 
joined as 8'̂  sister member of North -East Council in 2002.

Area
The total area of Sikkim is 7096 sq.km. The Capital of Sikkim is Gangtok. The 

State of Sikkim is divided into 4 districts, i.e. North, East, West and South District, 
and the Headquarter of these districts are Mangan, Gangtok, Geyzing and Namchi 
respectively. The district-wise area is as follows: - North- 59-56%, East- 13.44%, 
W est-16.43% and South 10.57%.

Economy
Traditional farming methods and terraced slopes constitute the agrarian economy. 

The state has the highest production and largest cultivated area of cardamom in 
India. The other main cash crops of the state are maize, ginger, orange etc. Animal 
husbandry is another activity which predominantly shapes rural economic. Due to 
hilly terrain, there are no large scale industries. However, the government has 
promoted tourism in a big way. Hence, tourism is likely to be the main stay of Sikkim’s 
economy. The opening of the Nathula pass on 6'̂  July, 2006 connecting Lhasa to 
India is expected to give a boost to the local economy.
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Literacy and Education
Sikkim has a total literacy of 69.68% which breaks up into 76.73% for males 

and 61.46% for females. The common languages are English, Nepali, Bhutia, Lepcha 
and Hindi. Most written transactions are in English. English is the medium of 
instruction at all school levels of the State Nepali is the lingua franca in the state 
and is a recognized language in the eight schedule of the constitution since the 
year 1992.

Demography
The total population of the state (as per census-2001) is 5,39,584. Today, majority 

of Sikkim residents are of Nepali origin who migrated into this country in the 19*̂  
century. The native Sikkimese consists of Bhutan who migrated from Tibet in the 14'̂  
century and the Lepchas who are believed to have migrated from the far-east.

Topography
The State of Sikkim is a hilly terrain with rivers, lakes, rivulets, passes, valleys 

ranging from high to low elevations. The famous Nathula and Jelepla passes are 
located at an elevation of 14, 500 ft. The two famous lakes Changu and Memenchu 
attract thousands of tourists from home and abroad.

Climate
The climate variation is characterized by a great variation in elevations, i.e from 

sub-tropical to high alpine.

Transport and Communications
The nearest railway station is New Jalpaiguri (NJP) and the nearest airport is 

Bagdogra. Both NJP station and Bagdogra are near to Siliguri city of West Bengal. 
Siliguri is about 110km from Gangtok. From Siliguri, NJP, Bagdogra there is 
network of bus& taxi services, which head to state capital Gangtok and district 
headquarter.

Administrative set-up
In the administrative purpose, Sikkim has been divided into 4 districts and 9 sub­

divisions, with all the infrastructural facilities and power decentralization. The district 
is headed by District collector and sub-division headed by sub-divisional officer.

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CHAPTER
EDUCATIONAL SENERIO

The educational directorate was set up in 1954 in Sikkim before merger of Sikkim 
during Chogyal rule.

The merger of Sikkim with the Indian Union through a referendum in the year 1975 
represents a landmark in the educational history of the state, it is this momentous 
event which put Universalisation of Elementary Education as the foremost objective 
of the states educational agenda. Quantitative expansion in elementary education 
was witnessed throughout the state. It is encourage to note that this initiated taken 
by the state has been followed up with a deep sense of commitment that the goal of 
Universalisation is a reality in the state. The literacy figures of the state which were 
below the national average before the merger (17.74 as compared to 34.45 at 
National Level in 1971) have now gone above the national level marks (69.68 as 
compared to 65.38 National Level. This provides evidence of the goal oriented 
progress of education in the state.

Elementary education in the state is definitely a combined responsibility of the 
government and the community at large. A network of government, government 
aided, private, monastic schools etc cover the scenario of elementary education. It 
is encouraging to note that the private sector which initially had a scant impact on 
the state, has over the passage of time made it presence felt in a significant way 
particularly as far as enrollment in elementary education is concerned. This 
development has been accepted in a very positive way by the Govt of Sikkim which 
is now exploring possibilities of inviting private organization to set up varieties of 
schools in the state with an emphasis on quality. Sikkim is evolving stringent criteria 
to check the quality of emerging private schools and prevent the mushrooming of 
sub-standard institutions.

The state offers a variety of incentives to attract and retain children in the system. 
Not tuition fee. Free text books and exercise copies, uniform raincoat, school bag 
merit scholarship, cooked Mid-day meal etc are all implemented in organized and 
productive ways as a result of which only a margin of out of school children and 
dropouts are found

All the matters related school administration and its functioning dealt by 
concerned Directors. These are Additional Directors with Joint Director in-charge 
of various sections. Joint Director at the District is the head of department at 
district level.

The Chief Engineer heads the Engineering Section, Director Accounts, heads 
accounts section and Director, Technical heads the Technical Education wing of the 
department.

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In all the above progressive years the enrolment of girls are higher than that of 
boys. Moreover, the enrolment figures of girls in each case are higher than previous 
year. It suggests that there is “no gender disparity” in the state as far as girls’ enrolment 
is concerned.

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CHAPTER IV

Management Structure Under SSA

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan Mission has been set up at the National under the 
chairnnanship of the Prime Minister of India.

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan in Sikkim has been registered under the Sikkim Society 
Act vide registration no 31 (society) LD/2000-01/45 dated 21.2.2000. The missions 
consist of the General Body and Executive Committee.

The management structure of SSA in Sikkim has five tiers i.e. State, District, Sub- 
Division Block, Cluster and School level. Every level has its own responsibilities to 
carryout the project implementation and management. Besides the above, North 
Bengal University is the external monitoring agency of SSA in Sikkim.

1. State Level

i. General Body; The Chief Minister is the President. The HRD Minister and 
the Social Welfare Minister are the Vice Presidents. It is constituted vide 
notification no 109/SSA/EDN date 20/9/02

ii. Executive Committee: The Chief Secretary is the chairman while 
Education(HRDD) Secretary and Secretary Social welfare are the Vice 
Chairpersons as per the SSA norms vide notification no. 108/SSA

State Project Office for SSA is located at Gangtok under the Central of 
State Project Director, SSA. Director Education is the SPD, SSA, who is 
assisted by Jo in t D irector (SSA), Deputy D irector (SSA). The 
implementation and monitonng of the project in the state is as follows:

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2. D istrict level; '
At the district level the District Collector is the chairman of the district unit of 

SSA. The establishment of District Project Office (DPO), SSA exists in all 4 districts 
of the state. All the Executive level, the Joint Director of each district acts as Vice- 
Chairman and District Project Head. He is assisted by Deputy Director cum District 
Project Co-ordinator. The District level executive committee meets twice a year to 
review the SSA activities in the district.

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CHAPTER V

Progress made during 2006-07

A. Quality Education:

Following steps have been initiated for improving quality education in the State during 
current financial year.

Curriculum : The curriculum required for the schools of the State is being 
looked after by the State Institute of Education (SIE) located at Gangtok. The National 
Curriculum Framework (NCF) 2005 developed by National Council Educational 
Research and Training, New Delhi has been accepted by the State after proper review 
with feasibility of local need. In receipt of revised draft NCF 2005 SIE initiated a 
brainstorming task of going through the document and bringing out a draft report 
highlighting relevant state specific issues. The draft document was placed before 
august gatherings held at Community centres of a sub-division of the State where 
principals, headmasters. Teachers, Students, parents, community members attended 
to give their views and suggestions.

B. Coverage o f Out o f School Children

Mainstreaming the Out of school children in the age group of 6-14 years and 
retain them in the school system is the main problem in the state.

As we know that the state of Sikkim is a hilly state where a child has to either 
climb up or walk down in the hilly terrain to attend school which is not that much easy 
in the rainy season. The children admitted in the beginning of the session may leave 
school in the mid session due to natural barriers in rainy season. Still the state is 
striving hard to bring the out of school children in the school by providing the highest 
possible incentives and the achievement is commendable.

A. In tegration o f General w ings o f the Department/SIE/DIET in SSA 
activ ities:

It was general concept, at the time of inception of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan, in the 
employees of the department that the SSA is only a project who collects the 
children to the schools and provides access to the children who are out of school 
due to lack of access. The project has its own teacher to teach and the employees 
of general wings have nothing to do with SSA. However, things have changed 
since time and each and every employee of the department are involved in SSA 
activities including the academic experts of DIET and SIE. Coming to the common 
understanding regarding a particular cause is considered a great achievement 
as it is not an easy task as we use to say.

• DIET and SIE have prepared the master trainer for in-service teacher training 
programme, visit districts to provide supports to the teachers as and when 
they are called for the purpose.

• Engineering cell of the department prepares the plan and estimates within 
the prescribe cost given in the SSA framework, supervises the civil works, 
checks the quality of works being executed by School Managing Committee, 
train them, guide them for the construction work.

• Inspecting officers monitors and supervise the SSA programme in the field, 
accelerate the activities and ensure follow ups.

B. Enrolment o f Children:

There were 15033 out of school children in the State in 2003-04. It was almost 
13.70% of state’s children population. Now, it is reduced to 3204, which is only 2.91% 
of total children population. The state achieved very good success in enrolling out of 
school children and reduces the percentage OSC by 10.79%.

Centres have mobilized 
common people, parents 
and panchayats and in­
volve them in the devel­
opmental activities of the 
school.
• A secondary school 

named Neh-Broom, 
which falls under 
South District, has 
mobilized the comm­
unity and panchayats 
and constructed a 5- 
roomed RCC school.
The estimated cost of 
the building is about 8 lakhs. SPO feels it’s a great achievement of the state to 
make the people aware about community ownership.

• State is trying to involve panchayats in mobilizing students for 100% 
attendance and retention. The success of the state in minimizing out of 
school children is due to community mobilization and involvement.

The district has several examples of minor works executed by the CRCs, HTs and 
teachers by mobilizing community and panchayats.
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E. Convergence:

Almost ail the district tried to mobilize the public and panchayats to the 
developmental activities of the schools and has quoted very good examples to 
share. They succeeded in establishing convergence with different departments 
of the state. District wise success story under this subject is summarized as 
under;

South district provided girls toilets to 28 schools converging with Rural 
Management and Development Department. Further, some of the CRCs and 
schools have converged the PRIs at their own level to construct kitchen shades 
in school for cooking mid-day meal. The disaster risk management is a new 
concept in the state and it is incorporated in the textbooks of the government 
schools also. The district could converge the Disaster Risk Management Cell of 
District Office to conduct awareness camps for teachers.

North district converged the Welfare Department and succeeded in constructing 
an ashram typed residential school and 2 girls’ hostel. The district also converged 
with the Rural Management and Development Department and provided 90 single 
unit toilets to the schools. The district converged with DM’s office for providing 
training and reading materials on disaster risk management to school 
management committees. The departmental officials have very good rapport 
with every sections of DM’s office.

East and West district also converged the different departments in the 
developmental activities of schools like other district.

Fixed Assets acquied during the year is directly charged to Income & Expenditure 
Account in order to show the utilization of Grant and corresponding Fixed Assets 
Grant Fund is being credited to show the assets created.
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Fixed Assets created out of Grant received for the State Project Office and District 
Project Offices have been capitalised. However Grant of Fixed Assets for school 
have been shown as Revenue Expenditure.

3. Advances

All advances, pending adjustments are shown under Current Assets in the balance 
sheet as advances recoverable in cash or in kind or value to be received.

We have carried out the Audit of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan State Project office and 
District Project offices at North, South, East and west District and report that.

1. Books of Account

The offices does not maintain proper Books of accounts as prescribed in the Manual.

The Accounts section at all levels are yet to follow accounting manual as prescribed. 
Following books of accounts should be maintained at all levels.

Cash Book For daily Cash & Bank transactions.

General Ledger Showing the account wise accumulated balance 
undereach head of Account.

Advance Ledger Staff Showing the Advances paid to staff and their 
adjustment.

Advance Ledger Travelling Showing the Advances paid for travelling 
expenses and their adjustment.

Advance Ledger to Supplier Showing the Advances paid to suppliers and their 
adjustment.

Fixed Assets Register All assets category wise, location wise with 
quantity and value.

Journal Register Showing all adjustment transaction.
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2. Cash Receipts and Payments

a) It has been observed that payment to staf for salaries and advances are being 
■ made in cash. The Cheques are issued in the name of one of the staff/officer who 
withdraws the amount from the Bank and dsburses it to the others for payment of 
salaries, and other expenses.

b) Refund of advance received from the staff/cfficers after adjustment of the expense 
bills are not accounted for in the accounts books but are directly deposited to the 
Bank through a pay-in-slip.

The above method followed for cash transactions is an inherent weakness in the system 
and should immediately be changed. The system may result in cash loss and/or not 
accounting of cash transactions.

3. Fixed Assets Accounting

Fixed Assets register showing details of location of the assets together with the 
quantity and value are yet to be maintained

In the absence of such a Register it is difficilt to exercise physical control over the 
fixed assets. Moreover, physical verificatioi of such assets has not been carried 
out during the year. In the absence of such yerification at certain intervals, we are 
unable tB form an opinion with regard to their proper accounting.

4. Accounting o f Advance to Staff/ Officers

Advances paid to staff/ officers should be entered in the Advance Register. The 
adjustment of advances given is also to be entered in this register.

In the absence of such Register it is difficilt to reconcile the advance given and 
their adjustment.

It has also been observed that payments of travelling advances have been made to 
staff/officers, prior to adjustment of the previous advance given.

5. Accounting o f other Advances

Advances paid during the year by the state project office are lying unadjusted as at 
31®' March 2007, in the name of individuai staff/officers. The system of keeping 
advances unadjusted for long period in the name of individuals for expenses of 
specific programs should be discontinued.
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6. Bank Reconciliation Statement

It is observed that bank reconciliation statement have not been prepared on monthly 
basis. In the absence of monthly reconciliation statement on a regular basis it may 
lead to accumulation of outstanding items and no follow up action in respect of 
those items. Sometimes such weakness in the accounting system may lead to 
fraud.

7. Others
In our opinion and according to the explanation given to us the internal control 
procedures are to be strengthened.
