INTRODUCTION

This report is the third in the series of brochures giving useful data on
examination results of Boards of Secondary Education. In the previous issue
we had published the results of examinations at the Secondary level declared
by various Boards for the years 1975 and 1976 . In this issue we are publi-
shing the examination results of thesc Boards for the years 1977 and 1978.

The examination results data at the Secondary level is very impor-
tant and significant as it helps in the planning of a number of schemes
and projects. One such are a being employment, marnpower planning
and manpower studies. State Governments also utilise the examination
results data in their own spheres for various purposes.

Further, in some States more than one Board is functioning for the
Secondary and / or Pre-University level examinations. However, the biggest
Board in regard to the volume of work and number of candidates appearing
continues to be that of Uttar Pradesh that combines the functions of holding
examinations of both the High School and the Intermediate levels.
In this brochure the results of various examinations conducted by the

Thus it will be seen that with the introduction of the new system of educa-
tion at this Jevel separate examinations are being held for the High School
and the 10—=2 levels. In case of the latter there are two types of Examina-
tions being held pre-University and intermediate. Whereas Karnataka has
Foard of its own for conducting examination of the Pre-University stage establi-
shed at Bangalore specifically for this purpose, some of the states continue to have
their respective Boards to conduct both the High School and  Intermediate
Examinations. It may also be mentioned here that the resulis of thé Matricula-
tion level examination conducted by some of the Universities could not be
available for incorporation in this publication.  As in the previous issue this
publication provides detailed sex-wise information in respect of the number
appeared and the number passed as well as the pass percentage in respect
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various examinations like the High School, Higher Secondary and Higher
Secondary part I. '

On a comparison of the information compiled for the previous two years
1975 and 1976 with that of the present data it is found that the position
has substantially changed in the case of High School Examinations in respect
of the number of students appeared,their number has gone up from 32,23,501
in 1976 to 35,32,858 in 1977 and to g6,54,157 in 1978. Further, the number
of students passing the High School annual examination has gone up from
12,85,318 in 1976 to 1,569,464 in 1977 and 17,03,667 in 1978. The pass
percentage (for all the High School Examinations taken together) has shown
an upward trend from 39.9 in 1976 to 44.4 in 1977 and 46.6 in 1978.
Ac regards supplementary examination results the pass percentage has gone
up from 24.7 in 1976 to 28.9 in 1977 though it declined to 26.8 in 1978,

In the case of Higher Secondary (Annual) Examinations the posi-
tion has improved when compared with that for the earlier years °
the number of candidates appearing has gone down slightly from
Goyorg in 1976 to 560993 in 1977 and it has again gone up to
737492 in 1978 whereas the number of those passing this examination has
shown an upward trend throughout these years, with 250738 passing in
1976, 287626 in 1977 and 402434 in 1978, thus showing a continuous
rise in pass persentage from 41.7 in 1976 to 51.3 in 1977 and 54.6 in 1978.
In the case of supplementary Higher Secondary Examinations the position
was otherwise since the number passing out went down from 54261 in 1976 to
27134 in 1977 and 21980 in 1978 and the pass percentage that slightly
went down from 41.0 in 1976 to 40.7 in 1977 went further down to 29.6 in
1948, Thus it can be observed that the resuits over these few years have been
showing a mixed trend and the pass percentage has gone down in respect of
the supplementary Higher Secondary Examinations much more than normally
expected. In the previous years 1971 to 1974 the trend was quite different from
that observed now since it was found that for the supplementary Examinations
the pass percentage had gone up in the case of High School Examinatioy
from g2.9 in 1971 to 35.2 in 1974.

Among the two sexes, the pass percentage has shown a strange variation for
the various examination. While m the Annual High School examination in
1977, 44.8%, boys passed as against 43.5% girlsin 1978 the percentage of
boys was 45.7 as against 49.0 for girls, while in the case  of
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greafaw ey 1 foeeht (62,7 wfom) femrasr 93w e famr i@
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supplementary High School Examinations, the percentage of boys passing thig
Fxamination was higher as compared to that of the girls in both the years and
with almost the same differential. In the case of Higher Secondary 'Examination
the sex-wise percentages show a much more tilting of the balance in favour of
girls in both the Annual and the Supplementary Examinations. In 1977
Annual Higher Secondary Exmination, 63.0%, girls passed against " 51.4%,
boys and 66:-39%, girls passed in 1978 Annual Examinaticn. While in the
Supplemenatry Higher Seconidary Examination 'in 1977, 42.6%, girls passed as
against 39.8%, boys while in 1978 Supplementary Examination - 3009, girls
passed as against 29.5%, boys. However, it may furiher be mentioned that the
2hsolute number of girls passing out still remains to be much less in both the
Annual and the Supplementary Higher Secondary Examinations.

With the introduction of Higher Secondary parts 1 and 1I Examination®
conducted by the Himachal Pradesh and the Central Board of Secondary Edu-
cation, Delhi, it is found that the number of students appearing and passing
has sharply declined. With the introduction of the new system of 1042 in
other States, there are some changes visible in favour of the 42 stage final
Examination and their number is slightly going up.

The position with regard to the High School Examinations conducted

during the year 1977 and 1978 could be seen from Table I (A), I (B)," VIII(A)
& VIII (B) :

High School Examinations

1 (a)—1977 (dnnual) :

Table I(A) shows the vesults of Annual High School Examinations
conducted by various Boards during 1977. The pass percentages given in
columns 8, g and 10 of this Table show an interesting variation between
the two sexes and among the various Boards. In the'case of boys, the highest
pass percentage was reported by the Council For Indian School Certificate

xamination, New Delhi (85.4) followed by the Punjab Board of School
pducation (64.3). Among others, the Central Board of Secondary Education,
Delhi. (62.7%), Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education (57.5%)
Gujarat Secondary Education. Board, Karnataka Secondary . Education
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(xi)

Exzamination Board, - Beard of Secondary- Education, Rajasthan,f Board of
Secondary Education Tamil Nadu and Board of High School and Interme-
diate Education U.P. Showed their pass percentages above the national
average of 44.89% in case cf toys. The lowest pass percentage was reported by
the J & K Board of School Education at 29.0. Among the girls, the national
average was 45.5% that was surpassed by the Bihar School Examination
Board (57.7%). Himachal Pradesh Board of School Educatlon (53.89%),
Karnataka Secondary Education Examinaticn Board (49.5%), Nagaland
Board of School Education (48.19%.). Funjab Board of School Education
(70.9% ), Board of Secondary Education' = Rajasthan (47. 1‘7), Board of
Secondary Education, Tamil Nadu (57.4%), EPoard of High School and
Intermediate vEducanon U.P. (€9.0%), Central Board of Secondary
Education, Delhi (67.8% ) and the highest in the case of the Council for
Indian School Certificate Education, New Delhi (88.69% ). The lowest pass
percentage in the case of girls was reported by the Board . of Secondary
Education, Andhra Pradesh at 14.0%. In the 2ggregate, the na-
tional pass percentage was 44.4% that was surpassed by the Boards of Bihar,
Gujarat Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka, Punjab, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu,
U.P. and the Central Board of Secondary Y.ducanion Delhi as also by the
Council for Indian School Certificate, New Delhi that had the highest percent
age of 86.7.The lowest pass percentage was reported by the Board of
Secondary Education, Andhra Pradesh at 24.1.

‘The pass percentage of girls has thown: 8 declining trend -when we com-~
pare with similar results for the years 1975 and 1976.

1(b)—197y (Supplementary)

Table I(B) shows the results of Supplementary ngh School Examinations
held by various Boards during 1977.- Here again the pass percentages given in
columns 8, g and 10 show a significant variation between the two.sexes and
among the various Boards. In the case of boys the national average stood at
29.5%, and_it was surpassed by the Boards of Assam, Bihar, Himachal Pradesh
Manipur, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Rajasthan, Tripura, and U.P. While
the highest pass percentage was 65.7 in the case of Meghalaya Board of
School Education, the lowest pass perCentage recorded was 15.5 in the case
of West Bengal Board of Secondary Education. Among the girls where
the national average stood at 26. 90/“ ‘the highest pass percentage stood at

" 73.5 in the case of Meghalaya Foard. of School Education followed by 70.9%

in the case of Board of Secondary Education, ' Manipir. The other Boards
that suspassed the national average included that of Andhra Pradech, Assam,
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Bihar, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Maharashtra, Nagaland, Orissa, Punjab,
Rajasthan and Tripura. The lowest pass percentage was reported by West
Bengal Board at 12.6 only, The pass percentage of the National level for the
Supplementary High School Examination was 28.9% and the highest pass
percentage was shown by Meghalaya Board of - School Education at
68.4% while the lJowest pass percentage was given by the West Bengal
Board of Secondary Education at 14.5.

Sex-wise distribution of the number of students appeared and the
number passed shows that the pass percentage in case of girls was below that
of the boys by a small margin in the case of Supplementary Examination
as compared to the Annual Examination. Thus the trend has changed from
the previous year in so far as the percentage of girls passing out being com-
paratively higher than that of the boys in the years 1975 and 1976.

2{a)—1978 (Annual) :

Table VIII(A) depicts the results of Annual High School Examinations
held during 1978. The pass percentage as shown in columns 8 to 10 of the
table gives out a significant variation for sex-wise and Board wise. From
column 10, we find that the highest pass percentage continues to be that:in-
respect of Council for Indian School Certificate Examination. New Delhi
(89.6), followed by the Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi
(72.2). The other Boards that showed a percentage higher than the national

* average of 46.6 were the Bihar School Examination Board (55.6), Himachal

Pradesh Board of School Education (55.9), Karnataka Secondary Education
Examination Board (50.8), Punjab Board of School Education (50,2}, Board
of Secondary Education, Rajasthan (47.6), Tripura Board of Secondary
Education (54.5) and Board of High School and Intermediate Education,
U.P. (51.9). In the case of boys and girls almost similar pattern followed
with the exception that in some cases like Bihar School Examination Board,
Karnataka Secondary Education Examination Board, Board of Secondary
Education, Orissa, Punjab Board of School Education, Board of Secondary
Education, Rajasthan and Board of Secondary Education, Tamil Nadu as
also the Board of High School and Inter Education, U. P. the pass per-
centage of girls was Ligher than that in the case of the boys and also it was
higher than the national average of 49.0%. However, it may be mentioned
that there was a mixed trend in the comparable percentage of passes
amongst boys and girls in various States.
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‘The sex-wise distribution of the number of students appeared shows that
girls formed about 1/4th of the total while among the number passed the
percentage share of the girls comprise about 28%, because of a higher pass
percentage of girls (49.0) as against 45.7 for boys. This trend has
been changing from time to time; while in 1976 it appeared to be in favour
of girls, in 1977 it was otherwise,

2(b)—1978 (Supplementary) :

Table VIII(B) depicts the results of Supplementary High School Exami-
nations held during 1978. The pass percentage in this case varied significantly
from 0.39% in Tamil Nadu at the lowest end to 75.8% in the case of Nagaland
Board of School Education. A number of Boards including that of Andhra
Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Manipur, Megha-
laya, Nagaland, Rajasthan, Tripura, U.P., West Bengal and Goa,
Daman and Diu were showing a pass percentage of more than the national
average (26.3). Among the two sexes, the variations were showing a mixed
trend and in the number of cases the pass percentage of girls was higher than
that for boys butin the aggregate as well as in the case of a number of States
the pass percentage in respect of boys was much better.

Higher Secondary Examinations :

3(a)—1977 (Annual) :

Table No. H(A). shows the results of Annual Higher Secondary Exami-
nations held by the various Boards during 1977. The pass percentage is
shown in columr.ns 8,9 and 10 itis moticed for that pass percentage of
girls is much better (63.0 ) as agamst that boys (47.2), Among the
various Sta‘es 1he variation was significant in that the Tripura Board of
Secondary Education had a rass perceniage ‘of 8.3 at the = lowest
end as compared *o the Councial for Indian School Certificate
Exemina’ion =~ New Delhi  that chowed a percentage of 87.1.
The other Boards that were showing a comparatively higher pass percentage
in this examination included the Gujarat Board, Board 9f Secon.dary Edu-~
cation,  Rajasthan; Central Board of Secondary Education D?lhl,‘ and the

G oa, Daman and Diu Board of Secondary and Higher Education.
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3(b)—1977 (Supplementary) 1

Table No. II(B) shows the results of Supplementary Higher Secondary
Education held during 1977. Here again the pass percentage as shown
In columns 8, g and 10 of the Table brings out similar facts as in the case of
previous Table discussed above. Here the pass percentage of girls (42.6) is
higher than that for the boys at 39.8 with the average coming to 40. 7 for both
sexes. One significant factor in this table is the cen’ per cent fesults of 7
students appearing and passing the examination in the case of Meghalaya
Board of School Education as compared to §1.4%. for the Annual Examina-
tion  of the same Board. Further the Board of Gujarat, Haryana, Orissa,
RaJas.than, Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi and the Goa , Daman
&_ Diu Board of Sccondary and Higher Education showed a comparatively
higher pass percentage than the national average. 1t will also be noticed that
the pass percentage of supplementary examinations was much  below  the
natjonal average of 51.3%, in the Annual Examination in keeping with a
Slmllal_f trend noticed in the case of High School Supplementary and Annual
Examinations where the pass percentage was 28.9 and 44.4 respectively

4(a)—1978 (Annual) :

Table No. X(A)s hows the resu'ts of the Annual Higher Secondary
Examinations held during 1978. The pass percentage given in Columns
8, g and 10 shows that there was a significant difference between the two
sexes in that the pass percentage for girls was 66.3 as compared to 51 4
for boys. Among the various Boards that of Gujarat, Maharashtra, Rajas-
than, Tamil Nadu, Cen'ral Board of Delhi and Goa, Daman and Diu Board
of Secondary and Higher Education showed a better pass percentage than
the national Average. Between the two sexes a mixed trend was observed
among the States in that the Tripura Board of Secondary Education and
Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi showed better percentage
for boys as an exception in this case since all other Boards were showing a
better pass percentage for girls. In the case of West Bengal Board of
Secondary Education, the sex-wise distribution was not available.

4(b)—1978 (Supplementary) :

Table No. X (B) shows the results of the Supplementary Higher  Se-
condary Examination held during 1978. The pass percentage shown in
columns 8 to 10 of this Table depicts a significant variation with 0.8%
pass percentage in the case of Tamil Nadu Board as against the Board
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o}f1 Secondary Education, Rajasthan showing 74.1.

Higher Secondary Technical

5(a)-—1977 (Annual and Supplementary) :

Tables HI{A) and (B) on page 5 show the results in respect of both the
Annual and the Supplementary Higher Secondary Technical Examination
held during 1977 by the Bo ard of Secondary Education, Orissa and the
Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi. It is noticed that the pass
percentage was higher in the Supplementary Examinations as compared
to that for the Annual Examination and between the two Boards, the Board
of Seconcary Education, Orissa was showing higher percentage for both
the Annual and Supplementary Examinations. As in the previous two
years 1975 and 1976, no fcmale student appeared or passed in these
examinations. )

High School Technical And Higher Secondary Technical
5(b)—1978 (Annual and Supplementary) :

The Tables IX-A and XI-A depict the Annual Examination results
for the High School Technical and Higher Secondary Technical Examina-
tions respectively, while Tables IX-B and XI-B depict that of Supplementary
Ezaminations held at the two levels respectively.  Whereas the  Central
Board of Secondary Education, Delhi held the High School Technical Exa-
p naticn only and in that case also no  Supplementary  Examination was
held, the Board of Secondary Education,  Orissa held both the Annual
ard the Supplemcntary Examinations at both the High School and the
H gher Secondary School levels Technical Courses.  The pass percentages
incicate similar results for both the High School Technical and  Higher
Secondary Technical 1978 Annual . Examinations, while in the Supple-
mentary Examinations the pass percentage of the High  School level was
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much lesser than the Higher Secondary Technical Examination. The Central
Board of Secondary Education showed a much better percentage of 59.5
for the Annual High School Technical Examination in 1978 as compared to
24.2 in the previous year Annual Examination and 36.1 in the case of Sup-
plementary 1977 Examination. As in the previous year no girl candidate
apr eared or passed in the case of Higher Secondary Technical Examina-
tion. However, the pass percentage for girls was much lower as compared

to that of the boys in the case of High School Technical 1978
Examination.

Higher Secondary Part I and Pari 11

These examinations are held by only two boards viz. the Himachal
Pradesh Board of Secondary Education and the Central Board of Se-
condary Education, Delhi and these examinations enable the students to
accomplish the Higher Secondary Standard after they have passed the
High School Examination and continues to be in vogue during the transi-
tional phase of the new system in particular.

6(a)—Part I 1977 (Annual) and Part 11 1977 (Annual)

In the year 1977 both the Annual and Supplementary Examinations
were held for the two parts by both the Boards and these are depicted
in Tables IV-A, IV-B, V-A and V-B. The pass percentage in Part [
was comparatively higher in the case of the Himachal Pradesh Board of
Secondary Education while it was otherwise in the case of Central Board
of Secondary Education, Delhi. Betwe n the two sexes the pass per-
centage for females was better in the Annual Examination in the case of
both the Boards whereas it was lesser than that of the boys in the Supple-
meéntary 1977 Higher Secondary Examination Part T and it was higher
for the females in the case of Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi
for the same Supplementary Examination. In the case of Part II Annual
and Supplementary Examinations, the pass percentage was showing a mixd
trend betwecn the two sexes but it was consipicuously lesser in the case of
girls for the Supplementary 1977 Examination. Thus it s noticed that the
trend has normally been not peculiarly maintained between the two sexes
for any of the examinations.

6(b)—Higher Secondary Part I 1978 (Annual and Supplementary) and Higher
Secondary Part 11 1978—{Annual and Supplementary)

As in the previous year toth the Annual and Supplementary Examina-
tions were held for Part I and Part 1T Higher Secondary level. Both the
Boards of Himachal Pradesh and Delhi a held these examinations. How-
ever, the Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi did not hold the
Supplcmentary Exeminations for any of these Parts. The pass percentage
for the Supplementary Part I Examination was much lower when
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compared to that for the Annual FExamination and between the
two sexes there was a definite tilt in favour of the females in
case of bath the Boards.

_ In the case of Part II Annual and Supplementary Examinations results
it is noticed that the pass percentage was much better in the case of Annual
Examinations and here again in the case of Annual Examination it was
found that the females were having a better pass percentage while in the case
of the Supplementary Examination for Part II Higher Secondacy it was
noticed that the pass percentage of girls was only 21.6 as against 41.7 for
boys in the case of Himachal Pradesh Board of Secondary Education that alone
held this Examination. Thus it is noticed that a trend of better pass percent=

. age for girls continued to be maintained as also a better percentage for the

Annual Examinations,

w(a)—Resulls of Intermediate]Junior Examinations, 1977

With the onset of the new system of 104-2 ia some of the major States
including those of Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and Jammu
and Kashmir as also for the Council for Indian School Certificate Exami-
nation, New Delhi, while Uttar Pradesh was having provision for Intermediate
Clourses, the following Boards in these states conducted examina ions at this
level in 1977 as shown in Tables VII-A and VII-B,

1, J & K Board of School Education.
2. Board of Pre-Uniersity Education, Bangalore.
3. Board of Secondary Education, Madhya Pradesh.

4. Board of High School and Intermediate Education, U.P.

5. Council for Indian School Certificate Examination, New Delhi.

The pass percentage was however noticed to be much lower in the case of
Supplementary Examinations and especially in the case of the Board of pre=
University Education, Bangalore, Karnataka, as compared to the other Board.

However, in the case of J&K Bo1rd of School Education the Annual Exami=
nation result was also noticed to be at the lowest ebb in respect of the Annual
Examination as compared to other Boards.

Further, the pass percentage of girls was higher in the case of almost
all the Boards in the Annual examinations while in the case of Supplementary
Examination the sex-wise distribution was not available for the Boards of High
School and intermediate Education, U.P.
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7Av(b)——-Resulls of Intermediate]Junior College Examinations, 1978

As mentioned in the para 7 (a) above, along with the 5 Boards mentioned
in that para the Tripura Board of Secondary Education also conducted the
Annual Intermediate level examination while only the Board of pre-University
Education Karnaraka, Bangalore alone conducted the Supplementary Pre-
Unijversity Examination. 1t was in fact with the onset of the new system of 10-}-2
in some of the major States, that these 6 Boards conducted the requisite exa
minations at the intermidiate | plus 2 Stage in 1978 and these results are
depicted in tables XV (A) and XV(B).

The pass percentage was, however noticed to be much lower in the case of
Supplementary Examination as it happened in the previous year. The Board
of Pre-Unijversity Education Examination, Bangalore showed 49-59%, as pas$
percenfage in Annual Examination as against 36°7 in the Supplementary
Examination. However, both these percentages were much below the national’
ayerage of the Annual 1978 Examinations that stood at 61.5. The pass
percentage in the Supplementary 1978 Examination was even below that of
1977. Further, the J&K Board of School Education continued to show the
lowest pass percentage even during 1978. Though it has slightly improved
from 40°8 in 1977 to 421 in 1978. As regards sex-wise distribution it was
found that wheres in the case ofthe Annual Examination there was almost
equal percentage with the balance slightly tilted in favour of girls, in the case
of supplemen’ary Examinatjon the pass percentage of girls was much higher in-
the case of Board of pre-UniversityEducation, Bangalore.

8(a)—Higher Secondary One-Year Course, 1978 (Annutal)

In this case only the Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi conducted-
this Examination to help those students who had passed the High School
Examination and help them equip themselves with the Higher Secon dary
Certificate in order to enable them for admission to various professional courses.
The pass percenfage among the two sexes was almost the same. However, it
was little less in the case of girls. The total aggregate pass percentage was
quite lowat 34.8.

On the whole when the results of the various Examinations mentioned in
the previous pages are reviewed together as a whole one can realise that normally
