This report is the fourth in the series of brochures giving examination 
results of Boards o f Secondary and Higher Secondary Education. In the 
previous issue we had published the results o f examinations at the Secondary 
level conducted by various Boards for the year 1977-1978. In this issue 
examination results are published for the years 1979 and 1980.

2. Examination results data at the Secondary level is of immence impor­
tance as it helps in the planning of a number of schemes and projects. Some 
o f these relate to  employment, manpower planning and research studies 
conducted with these. State Governments also need the examination res­
ults data in their own spheres for various purposes like opening o f new uni­
versity and colleges and formulating admission policy to different courses 
etc.

3. Further, in some states more than one Board are conducting examina­
tions at Secondary and or Pre-University level examinations. However, the 
biggest Board in regard to  the volume of work and number o f candidates 
appearing continues to be that of U ttar Pradesh. The U.P. Board is res­
ponsible for holding examinations at the High School and Intermediate 
levels. In this brochure the results of various examinations conducted by

4. Thus it will be seen that with the introduction of the new system of 
Education at school level separate examinations are being held for the High 

school and 10+2 levels. In case of the latter there are two types of exami­
nations being held, Pre-University and Intermediate. Where as Karnataka 
has a separate Board of its own for conducting examination at the Pre-Uni­
versity stage established at Bangalore specifically for this purpose, some of 
the states continue to have their respective Boards to conduct both the High 
School and Intermediate Examinations. It may also be mentioned here 
that the examination of a number o f courses of matriculation level conducted 
by some of the Universities have not been covered in this publication.

5. This issue besides giving detailed sex-wise information in respect o f 
number appeared, number passed and pass percentage, also gives separate 
information in respect of scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe candidates 
which were not being given earlier. In addition examination results have 
been separately given for regular and private students.

6. On comparison of the information compiled for the previous two 
years 1977 and 1978 with that of the present data it is found that number 
of students appeared in High School examination increased from 36.5 lakhs 
in 1978 to 42.4 lakhs during 1980. The pass percentage (for all the High 
school examinations taken together) also slightly decreased from 4 6 .6 in 1978 
to 46.4 in 1979 and again increased to 49.6 in 1980. However, for supple­
mentary examination re ults, the pass percentage has gone up from 26.8 
in 1978 to 31.3 in 1979 which again declined slightly to 31.0 during 1980.

7. In case of Higher Secondary (Annual) examination the position has 
shown a mixed trend during the period 1978 to 1980. The number of can­
didates appearing declined from 7.4 lakhs in 1978 to 6.5 lakhs in 1979 but 
increased to 8.5 lakhs in 1980. Number of those passing this examination 
has shown a mixed trend during these years with 4.02 lakhs passing in 1978 
to 3.24 lakhs in 1979 and to 4.65 lakhs in 1980. The pass percentage declined 
from 54.6 in 1978 to 50.0 in 1979 but again increased to 54.5 in 1980.

8. In case of supplementary Higher Secondary Examination the position 
has shown an increasing trend as the number o f  students passing increased 
from 0.22 lakhs in 1978 to 1.03 lakhs in 1979 and to 1.14 lakhs in 1980. 
The pass percentage also increased from 29.6 in 1978 to 35.4. in 1979 and 
further to 40.5 during 1980. Thus it can be observed that the results during 
these years have been showing a mixed trend in case of Higher Secondary 
Examination (Annual) and the upward trend for the Higher Secondary 
(Supplementary) examination.

9. Among the two sexes, the pass percentage has shown a significant 
variation for the various examinations. While in the Annual High School 
Examination in 1979, 44.4%  boys passed as against 52.8% girls, in 1980 
the percentage o f boys was 48.0 as against 55.6 in case of girls. At the same 
time in case of supplementary High School examination pass percentage o f

boys was 25.9 and for girls 24.6 in 1979 as against 28.0 in case of boys and
29.0 in case of girls during the year 1980. Looking at the Sex-wise pass 
percentage in respect of Higher Secondary examination, it may be observed 
that girl’s performance has been better than that for boys. In 1979 (Annual) 
pass percentage for boys in higher Secondary examination (annual) was 
66.4 and for girls it was 73.5. The corresponding figures were 50.9%  
and 60.9%  for boys and girls during 1980. In supplementary Higher Se­
condary Examination the respective pass percentages for boys and girls was
66.0 and 70.4 in 1979 as against 37.0 and 36.1 in 1980.

10. It may also be observed that Himachal Pradesh Board of Secondary 
Education conducted last batch of Higher Secondary Examinations Part-I 
and Part-II in the year 1979. These examinations were abolished from the 
year 1980 by introduction of 10 +  2 pattern of education.

11. Regarding the Intermediate/Pre-University (Annual) examination 
the position improved during the years under review over 1978. The num­
ber of candidates appeared increased from 4.94 lakhs in 1978 to 6.30 lakhs 
in 1979 and further to 6.76 lakhs in 1980. The number o f students passing 
these examinations also increased from 3.03 lakhs in 1978 to 3.77 lakhs in
1979 and further to 4.21 lakhs during 1980. In Intermediate/Pre-Univer­
sity (Supplementary) Examination the number of students appeared was 
33,693 representing only Board of Pre-University Education Examination, 
Bangalore. Out of which 12,355 had passed the examination. On the other 
hand 84,742 appeared in 1979 which slightly declined to 82,764 in 1980. 
Number of passed candidates was 39,761 in 1979 which also slightly 
decreased to 39,561 in 1980.

High School Examination, 1979 (Annual)

12. Table lA  shows the results of Annual High School Examinations 
of various Boards in the year 1979. The pass percentages in columns 9,
10 and 11 show an interesting variation between the two sex as and among 
the different Boards. Among the Boards the pass percentage was the highest 
in case of council for Indian School certificate Examination, New Delhi 
(90.5%) followed by Central Board o f Secondary Education, Delhi (67.9%) 
and Bihar School Education Board (59.5 %) and the lowest in case of Board 
of School Education Assam (25.7%).

13. Regarding the pass percentage of girls, the highest was in case of 
council for Indian School Certificate Examination, New Delhi (94.1) and 
the lowest in case of Board of School Education, Assam (18.3). The pass 
percentage for girls at all India level was 52.8. The Board for which pass 
percentage of girls was higher than the national average of 52.8 are Board 
of Secondary Education Andhra Pradesh (54.6), Bihar School Education 
Board (77.5), Board of Secondary Education (61.5), Jammu and Kashmir 
Board of School Education(56.9), Punjab Board of School Education (60.7), 
Board of Secondary Education, Tamil Isladu (65.3), Board of High School 
and intermediate Education, U ttar Pradesh (59.5) and Central Board of 
Secondary Education (66.9).

14. Table. IB shows number of candidates appeared and passed with 
their Regular/Private bifurcation in High School Annual Examination con­
ducted by various Boards. It is interesting to note that total number of 
regular candidates appeared and passed at all India level were 27,39,462 
and 11,80,117 respectively.

1979 (Supplementary) :

15. Table 11(A) shows the results of supplementary High School Exa­
minations held by various Boards during 1979. Here again the pass per­
centages given in columns 9, 10 and 11 show a significant variation between 
the two sexes and among the various Boards. In case of boys the national 
average stood at 25.9 % which was surpassed by Boards of Bihar, Haryana, 
Jammu and Kashmir, Manipur, Meghalaya, Orissa and Rajasthan while 
the highest percentage was in case of Nagaland. The lowest pass percentage 
for boys was 15.2 in case of M aharashtra Board of Secondary Education. 
Among the girls where the national average stood at 24.6 the highest pass 
percentage was reported at 70.0 in case of Nagaland Board of School Edu­
cation followed by 65.1 % in Tripura Board of Secondary Education. The 
other Boards that reported pass percentage above the National average 
included that of Bihar, Haryana, Jammu and Kashmir, Manipur, Meghalaya, 
Orissa, Rajasthan and West Bengal. The lowest pass percentage for girls 
was 14.7 in case of Board of Secondary Education, Kerala. The pass per­
centage at the National level for supplementary High School Examination 
was 31.3. Among the Boards the highest percentage was reported by Tri­
pura Board of Secondary Education (63.8) followed by, Gujarat Secondary 
Education Board (58.6) and Nagaland Board of School Education (57.4) 
and the lowest in case of Maharashtra Board of Secondary Education (16 .0 ).|

52. It could be seen from the Tables XXV-A that the same 7 Boards 
conducted Annual Examination equivalent to 10 +  2 stage in 1980 as in the 
previous yetir. However, only 4 of these Boards conducted supplementary 
examination in the year, 1980. The particulars o f the supplementary exa­
mination results could not be available from the Board of Secondary Educa­
tion, Madhya Pradesh. The pass psrcentage for the Annual Examination 
was 62.3 in 1980 which is slightly lower than that during the year 1979 
The Board of Pre-University Education Bangalore had.a percentage o f 48.7% 
in Annual examination as against 36.1 % in supplementar}' Examination in
1980. Both of these percentages arc significantly lower than their corres­
ponding figures at all India level. The pass percentage was the lowest in 
case of Board o f Madhya Pradesh (41.9) followed by Jammu and Kashmir 
(43.0) in respect of Annual Examination for the year 1980. Council for 
Indian School certificate reported the highest pass percentage (86.2). As 
regards sex-wise distribution, it was found that pass percentage o f girls is 
comparatively more than for boys in all the Boards except that for Jammu 
and Kashmir Board of School Education. It can also be noticed that in 
supplementary examination pass percentage for girls was reported at 42.1 
being much lower than that of 56.3 for the Annual examination in the year
1980 in respect of Board of Pre-University Education, Bangalore.

Intermediate (Technical) Examination :

55. In this case only Board of High School and Intermediate Education, 
U ttar Pradesh conducted Annual and supplementary basis in the year
1979 only. Table. Nos. XVI-A, XVI-B, XVH-A and XVH-B depict 
the particulars o f the Annual Intermediate (Technical) Examinations only. 
102 boys appeared and o f them 66 passed. All these candidates appeared as 
regular candidates only. At the same time in the corresponding supplemen­
tary examination only 3 boy candidates appeared and of these 2 passea.

Conclusions :

56. As already mentioned in the previous issue of this brochure there is 
the need for improvement for the standards of education in all the States. 
This fact has also been highlighted from time to time in various conferences 
meeting organised by the Ministry of Education and other organisation. 
The analysis made in the preceding paras reveal that the new system o f 
10 +  2 has not helped in reducing the wastage in education, as evidenced 
low pass percentage in the Boards Examinations. As already suggested 
in the previous reports a proper evaluation system needs to be introduced 
by differeBt Boards o f Education also.
