This report is the fifth in the series of brochures giving statistics of 
examination results of Boards of Secondary and Higher Secondary Educa­
tion as well as Intermediate/Pre-Umversity Education. In the previous 
issue we had published the statistics of results of these examinations conduct­
ed by various Boards for the years 1979-1980. In this issue examination 
results information i -, published for the years 1981-1982.

2. Examination, result? data at Secondary level is of immence impor­
tance as it helps in planning of number of schemes and projects. Some of 
these relate to employment, manpower, planning research etc. State 
Governments also need the examination results data in their own spheres 
for various purposes like opening of new university and colleges and formula­
ting admission policy to different courses etc.

3. Further in three states more than one Board are conducting exami­
nations at Secondary and or Pre-University level examinations. Karnataka 
has two Boards, one for conducting Secondary Examinations and the other 
for Pre-University examinations. Tamil Nadu also has two separate Boards 
for High School as well as Higher Secondary examinations. Similarly 
West Bengal state too has one Board for conducting High School examina­
tions and the other for Higher Secondary examination. The biggest Board 
in the country keeping in view the volume of v^ork and number of candidates 
appearing continues to be that of Uttar Pradesh. The U.P. Board is con­
ducting both High School and Intermediate examinations. In this brochure 
the statistical analysis of various examinations conducted by the following 
Boards have been given :—

4. All the States and Union Territories where 10+2 pattern has been 
introduced are having two separate examinations after class X and XII by 
the respective Boards. There are two types of examinations, Pre-Univer­
sity and Intermediate in some States equivalent to this new pattern. Karna­
taka has a separate Board of its own for conducting examination at the 
Pre-University stage established at Bangalore specifically for this purpose. 
Most of the States still continue to have their respective Boards to conduct 
both the High School and Intermediate or Secondary and Higher Secondary 
Examinations. It may also be mentioned here that the examination of a 
number of courses of matriculation level conducted by a few universities 
have not been covered in this publication.

5. This publication contains dstaibd ^sex-wise infoimation in respect 
of number of candidates appeared and passed and the pass percentage- 
It also contains separate information in respect of Scheduled Caste and 
Scheduled Tribe candidates. In addition, examination results have boon 
separately given for regular and private cfndide.tes.

6. On comparison of the information co rrfikd  for the previous two 
years 1979 and 1980 with that of present dita, it is found that the number 
of students who api^eared at Higli School (Annu il) Examindticn increased 
from 4'.. 13 lakhs in 1979 to 45.53 lakhs du'ing 198 . The pass percentage 
for all the High School Annual Examinaticns taken tcgethcr w f s  46.4 in 
1979. This increased to 49.6 in 1980 and declined to 47.8 in 1981 and 
further increased to 4 8 . in 198'. There is a mixed trend of pass percen­
tage for High School Supplementary Examinrtion. It was 31.3% in 1979 
which declined to 31.0%in 1980 and has again increased <0 3].7% in 1981 
and further declined to .' 8 .? % in 198^.

7. In case of Higher Secondary (Annual) Examination, the position 
has also shown a mixed trend during the period 1979 to 198 . In 1979'
6.5 lakhs students appeared and the number incr .^sed to 8.5 lakhs in 1980. 
The number of candidates appeared in this examination went down to 7.7.1 
lakhs in 1981 and slightly increased to 7.72 lakhs in the year 198 . The 
number of candidates passing this examination has also shown a mixed 
trend. It varied from 50.0% in 1979 to 54.5% in 1980, 5 .5%  in 1981 
and 52.2% in 1982.

8. In case of Supplementary Higher Seccnd'>ry Examination also 
a mixed trend has been observed. The nun-;ber of candidites appeared 
varied from 1.03 lakh in 1979 to 1.14 lakh in 1980, 1.03 lakhs in 1981 and
1.21 lakh in 1982. The corresponding pass percentages during these years 
has been worked out to be 35.4%, 40.5%, 35.6% and 30.3% respectively.

9. Among the two sexes, the pass percentfge has shown a significant 
variation for the various examinations. While in the Ajinual High School 
Examination in 1981 46.2% boys passed as against 52.2% girls, in 1982 paw 
percentf ge for boys was 47.6% as against 48.8 % for girls. At the same 
time in case of Supplementary High School Examin’̂ ti. n the pass percentage 
for boys was 9 1 % as against 31.1% for girls in 1931 while in 1982, it 
was 27.1 % for boys & 30.7%for girls. Looking at the sex-wise pa.ss per­
centage in Higher Second ry Examination alsj it may again be n ted that 
the performance of girls has b;en found to b; b ;tt3r than that for boys

Pass percentage for girls was 55 1 % as against 48.2% for boys in Higher 
Secondary Examination (AniiUai) of 198J. In 193: tjo , the girls’s pass 
percentage was 61.2% as against 48.5% for boys. However in Supple 
mentary Higher Secondary examination the corresponding pass percentage 
for girls and boys were 3 .1 and 36.1 in 1981, and 35.5 and 28.5 in 198? 
respectively.

10. Regarding Intermediate/Pre-University (Annual) Examination 
position improvtd daring the years ovei \9S0. Total candidates appeared 
in Intermediate/Pre-University Examination increased from 6.76 lakhs 
in 1980 to 7.96 lakhs in 1981 and further to 9.02 lakhs in 198 .. The 
corresponding pass percentage worked out at this level of examination was 
62.3%, 51.1% and 53.1 % for the years 1980, 1981 and 1982 respectively. 
The number of candidates appeared in Intermediate/Pre-University (Sup­
plementary) Examination was 0.83 lakh, 0.82 lakh and 1.17 lakh respec­
tively for the years 1980, 1981 and 1982. At the same time the correspon­
ding pass percentages worked out were 47.8%, 43.1%  and 39.8% for 
these years respectively.

High School Examination, 1981 (Annual)
11. Table 1 shows the results of High Scliool (Annual) Examination

of various Boards in the year 1981. The pass percentage in columns 9, 
10 <£: 11 shows an interesting Sex-wise and Regional patterns. Among the 
21 Boards from which the information wa.s available, the pass percentage 
was the highest in case of Council for Indian School Certificate Examina­
tion, New Delhi, (93.2%), followed by Central Board of Secondary Edu­
cation, Delhi (64 .5 %) and Board of Secondary Edu:ation,|Haryana (61.4 %) 
and the lowest in case of Karnitaka Secondiry Education Examination 
Board (33.3%). Among all the Boards, U.P. Board was the biggest in 
which as many as 7.94 lakhs candidites appeared. This was followed by 
Maharashtra Board of Secondiry Education which reported 4 . 9 .  lakhs 
candidates, appeared and Board of Secondary Education, Kerala (4.67 
lakhs). *

12. The highest pass percentage for boys was noted in case of Council 
for Indian Certificate Examination (92.1 %) and the lowest in case of 
Karnataka Secondary Education Examination Board (3 .2%). At the same 
time the highest pass percentage of girls is reported by Council for Indian 
Certificate Examination (94.7 %), followed by Board of Secondary Educa­
tion, Tamil Nadu (68.2%) and the lowest was in case of Tripura Board of

13. Table ': furnishes the number of candidates appeared and jpasscd 
with their Regular,^Private bifurcation in High School Annual Examina­
tion conducted by various Boards. Total number of regular candidate! 
appeared and passed at all India level were .6, 48,49 * 4& 13,17,9 .1* respoc- 
t i v e l y  i n  1 9 8 1

1981 (Supplementary)

14. Table 3 showJ the results of Supplmentary High School Examina­
tions held by various Boards during 1981. Here again the pass percentage 
shows significant variation between the two sexes and among the various 
Boards. In case of boys the national average is found to be 29.1 %, which 
is more than that for the Boards of Karnataka, Kerala, Maharashtra and 
Punjab. While the highest pass percentage for boys was in case of Tripura 
Board of Secondary Education (73.0%) and the lowest in case of Board 
of Secondary Education, Kerala (11.3%). Girls’ pass percentage was 29.0% 
at all India level, being slightly more than for boys. West Bengal Board of 
Secondary Education reported the highest pass percentage for girls (52.9%) 
followed by Board of Secondary Education, Rajasthan (51.6%) and the 
low^'st was in case of Board of Secondary Education, Kerala (10.6%). Board- 
wise particulars of appeared and oassed candidates can be seen from Table
3. ‘

! 5. Table 4 indicates board-wise particulars regular and private 
candidates who appeared and passed in Higli School Examination in the 
year 1981. Information on separate examination results of SC/ST were 
available only for 12 Boards.

16. Tables 5 and 6 rdspectively give particulars of Schukd Caste 
and Scheduled Tribe students who appeared and passed High School 
(Annual and Supplementary) Examination conducted by different Board* 
in the year 1981. The pass percentage of Scheduled Caste students was 
34.1% and that of Scheduled Tribes 33.7% at the national level. Thus 
it can also be concluded that performance of S. C. & S.T. candidates is 
found to be poor vis-a-vis other than this examination.

17. Table 19 depicts the results of High School Annual Examination 
conducted by various Boards in 1982. The total pass percentage at all 
India level was 48.2%. The highest pass percentage w is in case of council 
for Indian School Certificate Examination, Mew Delhi (89.9%) followed 
by Central Board of Secondary Education (68.3 %) and the lowest in case 
of Board of Secondary Education, Assam (28.4%). The other boards 
that showed higher pass percentage than the national average were Boards 
of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, lTary?na, Punjab, Tamil Nadu, Tripuxa, West 
Bengal and Goa, Daman &. Diu on the basis of number of candidates appea­
red U. P. Board is the biggest (8.20 lakhs) followed by Mahra- 
rashtra Board of Secondary Education (5.?1 lakhs) and Board of Secondary 
Education (4.93 lakiis) in term of number of candidates appeared in 1982 
too. Boards: of Meghalaya, Nagaland and Mizoram could be considered as 
smaller ones as the ntimber of candidates appeared in these boards arc 
even below 7000.

18. In 1982 also Council for Indian School Certificate Examination, 
Board reported the highest percentage of 92.8 % in case o f girls followed 
by Central Board of Secondary Education (70.1 %) and the lowest in case 
of Board of Secondary Education Assam (19.7%). It is interesting to note 
that out of 24 Boards the pass percentage of girls is found to be more than 
that for boys in as many as 15 Boards.

19. The sex-wise distribution of number of students appet-red shows 
that where girls formed 30.3 % of the total number of candidates appeared 
while the number passing the examination is found to be 31.9%, because 
of a higher pass percentage in respect of girls (48.8)% as against 47.6% for 
boys. The same trend was observed in the years 1979 and 1980.

20. Table 20 shov/s break-up of number appeared and number passed 
into regular and private candidates. Regular appeared candidates formed 
more than 70.0% of the total number while their pass percentage w ^  
74 3 % at all India level.

1982 (Supplementary) :

21. Table 21 depicts the results of High School Supplementary 
Examination held in the year 1980. The pass percentage for the different 
Boards varied significantly .

38. 9,02,078 candidates forming 6,65,253 boys and 2,36,825 girls 

appeared in Intermediate/Pre-University of 10 + 2 pattern examinations 
conducted by 8 Boards in the year 1982. Of these 53.1 % passed the examina­
tions Pass percentage for boys and girls at National level was 50 6% and 
59.0%  respectively. Highest pass percentage of this level of examination 
was reported by Council for Indian School Certificate Examination (94. 5 %) 
followed by Central Board of Secondary Education (75.9%) and the lowest 
was in case of Board of Pre-University Education Karnataka (43.1 %). It 
is also interesting to see that pass percentage of girls was higher than for 
boys in all the 8 Boards except Jammu & Kashmir Board of School Education.
