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ABSTRACTS

1. Population

The total population of India increased from 68.5 crores in 1981 to 75.4 crores in 1986. The projected papulation 
>n the age groups 6-—11 and 11—14 years is also estimated to have increased from 8.91 and 5.16 crores in 1985 to 
9,25 crores and 5.40 crores in 1986. This implies that the school going population in the age-groups 6-1.4 years has 
increased from 14.07 croresto 14.65 crores during the period 1985.to 1986.

2, Institutions

There was an increase in the number of educational institutions of all types. A comparative position of selected 
type o f  institutions for the years 1984-85 and 1985-86 is given below inTable I

3. Enrolment

The total enrolment in School Classes I-V. VI-VIII and IX-XI/XII changed from 839.3, 261.5 and 138.2 lakh^ 
n 19*84-85 to 864.6, 281.2, 151.1 lakhs respectively in 1985-86. The enrolment ratios for the Primary and Middle 
stages have been shown in the following Table II.

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4. Teachers

The number of teachers in Primary, Middle and High/Higher Secondary Schools mcrcasfed froir 14.58, 9.05 and 
{0 . 7 5  lakhs respectively in 1984-85 to 15.09, 9 .’67 and IL,58 lakhs respectively in 1985-86. The total number of 
teachers in all type of schools for General Education increased from 34.38 lakhs (24.48 lakhs men and 9.90 lakhs 
women) in 1984-85 to/36.34 lakhs (25.62 lakhs men and 10.74 lakhs women) in 1985-86. The percentage of trained 
teachers in Primary, Middle and High/Higher Secondary Schools was 89.7, 90.3 and 91.6 respectively 1985-86.

The teacher-pupil ratio in Primary, Middle and High/Higher Secondary Schools was 41, 35 and 27 respectively 
in 1985-86.

5, Education among scheduled castes and scheduled tribes -

The total enrolment of Scheduled Castes was 139.21 lakhs, 36.18 lakhs and 18..09 lakhs respectively in classes 
1-V, VI-V1II and IX-XT/XII during 1985-86. The corresponding figures for the Scheduled Tribes were 65.80, 12.82 and 
5.84 lakhs respectively. Table III given below gives the enrolment ratios for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes 
in 1985-86.

6. Budget Provision

The total budgeted expenditure on, Education (Education and other Departments) in respect of all the States 
and Union Territories increased from Rs. 6361.8 crores in 1984-85 to Rs. 7642.2 crores (Rs. 926.4 crores Plan and 
Rs. 6715.8 crores Non-Plan) in 1985-86 showing an increase of 20.12 % during the year. The percentage o f budgeted 
expenditure on Education to total State Budget ranged from the lowest of 12. 8  % in Nagaland to the highest of 30.0 % 
in Kerala in respect of States whereas for Union Territories, the percentage of budgeted expenditure on Education to 
total expenditure varies from as low as TI0.0%  in Arunachal Pradesh to as high as 33.0 in case of Delhi. The per 
capita budg?tcd expenditure on Education in the States was the lowest in Bihar (Rs. 64.3) and the Highest 
(Rs. 315.5) in Sikkim while in the case of Union Territories it was the lowest in Dadra & Nagar Haveli (Rs. 184.7) 
and the highest in the case of Lakshadweep Rs. (615.2.)
