Chapter - 1
SARVA SHIKSHA ABHIYAN (SSA)

SSA is a holistic and convergent programme targeting primary and upper primary
education with the main focus on providing basic quality education within a clear time frame. It
aims at providing access to schooling to all children in the age group of 6-14 years. SSA is an
effort to improve the performance of the school system and provide community owned quality
Elementary Education in a mission mode.

For the last five decades, Universalization of Elementary Education (UEE) and the
fulfilment of the mandate of Indian Constitution have been attracting the attention of educational
planners, administrators, educationists and the nation. The National Policy of Education (NPE)
1986 and programme of action (POA) 1992 have given top priority to the achievement of the
goals of Universal Elementary Education. Education for the Children of 6-14 years age group
has been made fundamental right by the 86th constitutional amendment Act. Many projects and
programmes have been undertaken at micro and macro levels in this direction. This has resulted
in considerable progress in providing access to Elementary Education, increase in enrollment &
retention, improvement in school attendance and generation of strong demand for education
especially for girls.

The National Elementary Education Mission (NEEM) was constituted in 2001 under the
Chairmanship of the Prime Minister in the MHRD, Govt. of India to speed up the achievement of
the goal of Universal Elementary education. Similar missions have been constituted at the State
level under the Chairmanship of Chief Minister of the State. Number of programmes and
projects have been implemented over the years to provide useful inputs for achieving the
constitutionally mandatory goal of Universalization of Elementary Education.

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan is :

A programme with a clear time frame for UEE.
A response to the demand for quality basic education all over the country.
An opportunity for promoting social justice through basic education.

An effort for effectively involving the PRIs, School Management Committees, Village and
Urban Slum Level Education Committees, Parents’ Teachers’ Associations (PTAs), Mother
Teacher Associations (MTAs), Tribal Autonomous Councils and other grass root level structures
in the management of elementary schools.

An expression of political will for Universal Elementary Education across the country.
A partnership between Central, State and local government.

An opportunity for State to develop their own vision for Elementary Education and implement
them.

An effective convergence with other departments is concerned with poverty alleviation and
promotion of quality of life.

During the 11th five year plan, after most of states reported improvement in infrastructural
facilities, the issue of providing quality education to the children over shadowed all other
objectives.



Programme Implementation

SSA is being implemented in all the twelve districts of the Pradesh and the work has increased
manifold. The existing structure of State Project Office, established under DPEP has been
sustained for implementation of SSA.

The meetings of the GC are to be convened twice a year and efforts have been made to convene
the meetings of EC every quarter. The SRG for the State in the thrust areas of pedagogical
renewal and inclusive education for disabled children has been activated. Efforts were made to
activate SCERT to take up the SSA implementation in H. P.

To build the capacity of key functionaries of the HPPES and SPO staff in the innovations in the
field of education, exposure visits have been planned. The key functionaries of HPPES and SPO
staff have also been trained at the national level through various trainings and workshops
organized at National level, other institutions and MHRD for efficient implementation of SSA.
Internal review, audit and monitoring has also been strengthened to accelerate the pace of
expenditure in a planned manner for the achievement of SSA goals.

Efforts have been made for better linkage with main line administration. Capacity building of
Block Primary Education Officers and Central Head Teachers in Financial Management and
Administration has been taken-up and they will also be involved in academic support.
Convergence with State Government will be ensured and matters like rationalization,
deployment, filling up of the vacant posts of teachers, strengthening of DIETs, SCERT and
SIEMAT will be taken up.

INTERVENTION WISE PROGRESS

Civil Works

Civil Works under SSA is being implemented through community participation at all the

sites. Experiences of DPEP, cost-effective designs using local material and technologies,

alternate designs, child friendly elements, solar passive design features are being shared and

implemented. VEC Manual devised at the State Project Office for execution of Civil Works

through community participation has been disseminated to all the schools. Capacity building

/training of field staff has been made a regular feature as the staff has been appointed in all the

districts at CD block level. Water & toilet facilities are being provided in the schools in

convergence with I & PH and Rural Development Department.

The Civil Wing at the State Project Office is facilitating the following :-

Replication/improvement of the designs developed under DPEP for school room
construction under SSA using low cost technologies and material.

Preparation of designs, drawings and estimates of BRC and CRC buildings under SSA
and disseminating to the field for execution.

Estimation and execution of minor works.
In- house coordination with other wings for implementation of SSA.

Convergence with other departments like Irrigation & Public Health Department and
Rural Development Department for providing toilets and water supply in the schools.

Sharing of the book titled “Building as a Learning Aid” (BalLLA) with the districts and
incorporating the features enumerated in the book to make school more child friendly.

Monthly meeting, monitoring and to convey the instructions of Authorities for
implementation of Civil Works being carried out in the State under SSA.

Correspondence with MHRD, Ed.CIL. districts, GOI, GOHP, public representations, etc.

Execution of construction of Kitchen Sheds of all elementary schools under MDM
scheme.

Training/Capacity building of SMC so that stake holders are encouraged for overall
development of infrastructure under SSA.
KGBVs for girls of disadvantaged group have been constructed where they have been

enrolled.

2. Present Status of out of School Children (OOSC) in H.P.

There were 2309 out of school children in the age group of 6-14 years in different
districts of Himachal Pradesh in the month of March, 2011. NRBC centres have been opened for
the out of school children who cannot join the mainstream of education due to various reasons.
Age appropriate and class appropriate Education is being imparted as per the RTE ACT 2009
which came into force in April 2010. Special Training to the older children was imparted after
notifying the RTE norms. Bridge courses were started to impart the age appropriate and class
appropriate education to out of School Children. Instructors to impart special training were
recruited as per the NCTE norms so that quality education could be imparted as per the letter and
spirit of RTE Act, 2009.

98 NRBC centres & 21 Mobile NRBC Schools have been opened across the State. 2780
children (newly identified and continued from last year) have been enrolled in these centres
across the State. Some children were identified in the month of August and were simultaneously
enrolled. The mobile schools are quite similar to the non residential bridge curse centres except
for the fact that here the location of the centres keeps shifting from one place to another. These
centres are catering to the education of migrants and drop outs. NRBC centres will be opened
only for 3 to 9 months and can be extended upto 2 years. After enrolling the children in nearby



primary schools, children especially with higher age group are taught in NRBC centres in the
vicinity of Pr. Schools or as per convenience of the children. After age appropriate competence
these children are enrolled in formal schools. Migratory children are enrolled in NRBC centres
and migratory children from other states whose sojourn in the state is for limited periods, identity
cards will be provided so that these children can be given educational benefits when inter or intra
state migration takes place. There is also the negligible number of dropouts especially in the far
flung areas of Chamba, Sirmaur, Shimla and Mandi.

At present the number of OOSC has come down as we have been able to enroll most of
children in Govt. Schools through special enrolment drives, motivational camps and counseling
camps across the State. Due to seasonal migration, the data related to OOSC fluctuates from time
to time. There are negligible numbers of out of schools children who are the inhabitants of
Himachal Pradesh. Most of them are migrant Gujjars who shift to the higher reaches during
summers and come back to low lying areas during winters. For migratory community (Gujjars),
21 mobile NRBC centres have been opened (15 in shimla, 5 in Sirmaur, 1 in Chamba)

Proper counseling has been started in these pockets as the parents are not aware of the
benefits of education. SSA is doing the best to counsel and motivate the parents & community in
these vulnerable areas in convergence with other departments & NGOs. Before starting the
NRBC centres care was taken to close down all the existing EGS Centres. If in some location
there was a felt need for starting some special training for OOSC, NRBC centre was provided.

3. Early Childhood care and Education

Presently the ECCE Programme is being run by the Dept. of women & Child
Development under ICDS Prigrammme. State Project Office (SSA) is also supporting this
programme by providing funds for different activities.

The following initiatives are taken by SPO:-

K/

% Out of 18376 Anganwari centers 1926 Anganwari have been clubbed with the Govt.
primary school in the entire State to increase enrollment in Govt. Primary school.

++ Master Trainers was trained in Pre-school activities by DIET faculty and pre school
activity calender was designed and percolated down to cluster level.

* In 2011 a Programme(Udan) for Anganwadi children has been broadcasted from Delhi
Doordarshan in which the Anganwari children from Distt. Shimla had participated. The
Programme was broadcasted on 18" June, 2011 from Doordarshan.

4. Inclusive Education for CWSN

With the mandate of providing education to every child with special needs (CWSN),
irrespective of the kind, category and degree of disability, in an appropriate environment,
Inclusive Education For Disabled (IED) in state was commenced in 1999-2000. SSA is a
flagship programme for universalization of Elementary Education and there is a special
component under SSA which covers CWSN. In Himachal Pradesh there are nearly 18211 CWSN
who suffer from one or the other disability, 15616 CWSN have been integrated in formal schools
and for 2595 out of school CWSN have been identified. Different strategies have been adopted to
bring them in educational system.



There are 2595 CWSN who are of severe and profound category. For these children

Home-Based Programme has been implemented at elementary level in the age group of 6-18
years in H.P. Out of these 2595 CWSN, 550 have been adopted by the 24 NGOs in various
districts and remaining are being covered through In-Service trained teachers.

For education and training of children with severe disabilities “Home based Programme”
has been started. The case histories, Individual Educational Plan\ Individual Training
Plan (IEP/ITP) have been prepared for these children.

For initiating and enhancing NGOs participation in this programme, meeting with NGOs
have been conducted to have their convergence with SSA for the Education / Training of
severely disabled children under’ Home Based Programme’. To facilitate
education/training of out of school CWSN, Rs. 1037/- per child per month is being
provided to the NGOs which are providing HBP to the severe and profound CWSN.
Total children who are being benefitted under HBP are 550.

The remaining out of school CWSN are being covered through Home Based Education
through designated in-service trained teachers.

2 Day Care Centers in the Primary schools in the integrated set up have been established
at Shimla and Mandi. These special wings are rehabilitating around 32 MR children.

Medical Assessment Camps for CWSN are being organized and the Aids/Appliances are
being distributed to the CWSN as per requirement. To expedite the process of organizing
more medical camps for certification and to assess the degree of disability of CWSN,
Health Authorities at higher level have also been approached and synergy with them has
been chalked out.

To and fro local bus fare has been allowed to the CWSN with their one attendant in the
medical camps for formal assessment. Hiring of conveyance at the local transport rate for
group of severely CWSN has also been allowed so that they can be brought to the
medical camps for assessment.

Free text books have been allowed to the all CWSN who are mainstreamed in the formal
school at upper primary level.

Braille Books from class 1% to class 8" have been provided to the Special school Dhalli
Shimla and Good quality of enlarged Print Books have also been provided in all District
of H.P.

Capacity building of teachers for inclusive education is an integral part of 10 days

Compulsory Teacher training programme. Under SSA, Teachers have received:-

Total teachers trained for 3-5/5-7 days on IE* 26331

Teachers trained for 45/90 days on IE 1472

Barrier free access has been made available in 8530 schools where the location of
building permits and in 120 schools disabled friendly toilets have been made.

Parents counseling sessions especially under “Home Based Programme” have been
initiated in all the districts.




® Vocational Training i.e. Candle making, Chalk Making, Computer Education have been
imparted to eligible CWSN in all Districts.

e Escort allowance has been provided as per the need of CWSN.

e 375 IE Resource persons have been trained in 20 days multi category training by SPO
SSA.

e 141 special educators have been appointed in those school where enrollment of CWSN is
highest in H.P.

e The escort Allowance of Rs. 300 per month is being given to the person escorting the
child to & fro from the school.

5. Distance Education Programme — Under — SSA

The programme is being sponsored by MHRD, Government of India and IGNOU in the
country. The DEP-SSA is functioning in all the States/ UTs from class I to VIII, however, there
are also initiatives which extend further from elementary to secondary level. The main focus of
DEP-SSA is strengthening training of elementary school teachers through distance mode,
producing quality training material (print, audio-video, multimedia and teleconferencing)
providing workplace-based training without dislocating the functionaries and facilities and
facilitating States/ UTs in content generation for utilization of ICTs for ensuring qualify in
elementary education. Hence through distance mode we are “reaching the unreached” large
section of target group. Since inception,/DPEP/DEP-SSA has played key role in capacity
building and developing training materials for training of in-service teachers both trained and
untrained, newly recruited teacher, serving teachers and Para- teachers etc.

Objectives:
DEP-SSA has following major objectives:

e To provide technical and financial support in designing, developing and delivering
distance learning materials, audio/video programmes for training elementary school
teachers and other functionaries.

e To strengthen institution by creating infrastructural facilities like Direct Reception Set.
(DRS) Satellite Interactive Terminals (down link facilities) at the SPO, SCERT,
SIEMAT, SIE and DIETs in state.

e To monitor SSA activities and their implementation through teleconferencing.
Development of Audio-Video Material:-

The content based (Science, Mathematics and English) Audio/ Video programme for in
service teacher training were already developed by DEP-SSA. On the basis of recommendation
of the experts, need based programmers were identified and are in the process of
duplication/procurement from NCERT (CIET) for wider dissemination to different districts and
schools in accordance to their need.

Teleconferencing:



Teleconferencing is a powerful and effective mode of Distance Education; it covers a
much larger client group and reduces the loss of transaction. It is a more cost effective when used
for largest number of learners. During the year DEP-SSA organized the 8 teleconferences.

8 Teleconferences have been organized during and refresher Progrannes with the help of
DEP-SSA IGNOU from August, 2011 to March, 2012 on various topics i.e. Maths, Sciences,
English, RTEQ9, Inclusive Education and CCE.

e State level Resource group was formed and oriented at SPO,SSA
¢ The material developed at national level was disseminated to the field for its use.

e Refresher course was held at zone level in the subject of maths, science and English. The
course was organized in three phases. 31 teachers were trained in first phase. 32 in
second phase. The teachers trained under this programme are being used as master
trainers in general training of SSA.

6. Research Activities:-

Research and evaluation are very important for the quality improvement and
implementation of any programme given by the GOI or State Government. It is the research
which gives base for the future policies and planning through qualitative and quantitative data
the SSA plans may be formulated, the impact of all SSA Interventions evaluated.

Providing quality education to all the children is the major focus of the Department of
Elementary Education. Provisions were made in the Annual Work Plan and Budget for the year
2010-11 that in order to determine and measure initial efficiency of the education system at the
upper primary and secondary level through different flow indicators.

Through SSA 2010-11 COHORT study (VI-VIII) & (IX-X) has been launched by SSA which is
done by the State, Distt, Block Coordinators and teachers. This study has been done in all the
district of a State in those schools in 2003. The main objective of this study is to find the reasons
for school dropout and repeaters in the same class.

The main objectives of the Study:-

e To Study the indicator of coverage of children with regard to enrollment and completion
of upper primary and secondary level education.

e To study the transition with help of ‘“TRUE COHORT METHOD’ from class VI-VIII &
IX-X.

¢ To Study the indicators of efficiency of school system.
Major findings of the Study:-

e The average duration of the stay of the dropouts was noticed as 0.00 in district Lahaul
Spiti and 3.06 percent in case of Shimla for general category students. In other districts
the figures ranged between these two figures.

¢ In case of other categories of students, the figures varied between1.00 and 3.67 percent.
This indicates wastage on the part of the dropouts.



e Cobhort survival rate was observed 100.00 percent in district Lahaul Spiti from grade VI
to VIII for all categories of students except ST students in VI grade where it was
observed as 99.22 percent.

¢ In case of other districts for all categories, the survival rates varied from 81.29 to 100.00
percent from grade VI to VIIL

7. Girl Education, KGBV and NPEGEL 2011-12
Girl Education

The main activities undertaken are:

State Gender Resource Group (Adhyapika Manch): Resource group presents a
symbol of continuity in translating the set objectives. The services of these resource groups are
being utilized in training of teachers, orientation of community and in the organization of
different programmes especially for girls. Gender Resource Group needs an orientation on
regular basis. This practice will be continued this year also. This resource group would lend all
types of needed support to the teachers in the area of empowerment of girl child and gender
related issues. Gender resource group comprises of gender coordinators, community
coordinators, and selected lady teachers, members of selected NGOs and selected community
members



Development of module for gender training: For the year 2011-12 for gender
sensitivity module for teachers training was developed at district level and was incorporated in 9
days training module. This training has been given to all the elementary teachers in the state.

Girls’ Resource Room- Resource room is a place other than a classroom where girl
children feel free to express their feelings; ideas about various issues, show their talent and share
their problems. They learn qualities like leadership, cooperation, sharing and self confidence
through performing various gender specific activities. GSSS of block headquarter where we can
use existing infrastructure were identified for Resource room.

Orientation /training of District Gender Resource Groups: The district gender
coordinators and Master trainers were trained at state level. This group was used in general
teachers training. Gender Resource Groups of different districts are being oriented about gender
issues every year.

Review Meeting of Gender Coordinators: Regular meetings of the district gender
coordinators were organized at SPO to review the progress in the field of Gender.

Workshop on International Women’s Day: Women day is being celebrated every year
as women empowerment through education is an important agenda of SSA. On 8" March 2011
state level women day was celebrated at DIET Bilaspur where 1000 lady SMC members
attended the programme.

Monitoring of Innovative activities, Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBYV)
and NPEGEL activities by monitoring team: Girls child related activities were monitored by
DRG (gender) and faculty from SPO .

Life skill Education for girls

Different activities are being undertaken in different districts based on the local needs
namely ; Karate, electrification , Horticulture, floriculture handicraft , mushroom production
knitting and embroidery cutting and tailoring , book binding , candle making , Training in Health
and Hygiene, production of soft toys, embroidery in Chamba Rumaal, first aid, Yoga, painting,
cutting and tailoring, Carpet weaving, Sewing, computer education and pickle and jam making,
Judo, Karate etc.

Empowerment through Exposure Visit:

To provide a chance to the children of remote areas who belong to poor families and to
know about various landmarks of various educational, historical, cultural values, exposure visits
are being conducted. They can learn so many qualities like leadership, sharing and travelling.
They can exchange idea of their own culture, monuments and social customs. Meritorious
SC/ST/deprived/minority girls were given exposure to the historical places. To give experience
of train journey , to enable them to understand historical places, to understand the working of
Bank/Post officers/Panchayat/ Police station etc., to give them exposure of working of various
agencies by mean of travel/visit exposure visits have been planned by all the district

MEENA Initiative- Organization of Camps: Girl child is being provided enough
opportunities at different levels for her personality development through Meena Manch. Meena



Utsav at state level and MEENA WEEK/Balika Saptah at Block and cluster level are being
celebrated once in a year. It has resulted in better understanding of girls’ related issues and also
more participation of girls in different co-curricular activities in schools. MEENA WEEK will
be organized in the month of September. A set of activities will be performed by girl children
selected at district level. Children, Parents, VECs, members of Mahila Mandals SMC particularly
mothers will participate in this campaign.

Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBYVs)

Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBYVs)

There are 10 Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBVs) functioning in Himachal
Pradesh. Eight KGBVs are in District Chamba, one each in district Shimla and Sirmour.
Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalayas are functioning under model- III, in which hostel facility is
provided in the existing Government schools.

Chamba district- Chamba Rumaal, Chamba chukh, Chamba badiyan, Khadi unit and computer
education and in Shimla district activities related to horticulture and in Sirmour making of soft
toys, tat Patti etc.

» Curriculum instructions are being supplemented through tutoring. Learning gaps are being
identified through CCE checklist register and accordingly remedial measures have been taken
through tutoring. Enhancement in learning level will be ensured through regular monitoring.
Monitoring team comprises of gender coordinator, DPO SSA and members of gender resource

group.

» To inculcate reading habit libraries have been established in all KGBVs in collaboration with’
Room to Read’. These libraries are being managed by KGBV girls.

» Regular monitoring of Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalayas (KGBV) by state level and district level
monitoring team. Monitoring report is being shared at SPO in monthly meeting.

National Programme for Education of Girls at Elementary level ( NPEGEL )

The programme is being implemented in 8 educationally backward blocks of four
districts ie., Mehla, Pangi, Tissa, Bharmour and Salooni blocks of Chamba, Seraj block of Mandi,
Chhauhara block of Shimla and Shillai block of the Sirmour district where the rural female
literacy rates are below the national average and the gender gap is above the national level as
per 1991/2001 census. Three blocks namely Bharmour in Chamba, Chhauhara in Shimla and
Seraj in Mandi district were earlier covered under NPEGEL as these blocks were fulfilling the
conditions as per the 1991 census but now as per Census 2001, the literacy rates in these blocks
have improved and found above the national level but the recurring activities of NPEGEL are
being implemented in these blocks also. There are eight educationally backward CD blocks
where NPEGEL programme is being implemented.

Activities undertaken

Community Mobilization: Community orientation workshops are being organized at cluster
level in all the NPEGEL blocks. SMC members specially mothers, PRIs of these clusters
participated in these workshops.

Life skill Education: Under Life Skill Education different activities are being undertaken in
different districts based on the local needs. The details of activities are as follows:

Chamba: Embroidery in Chamba Rumaal, Health education, first aid, Yoga, painting, cutting and
tailoring, Carpet weaving, Sewing, computer education and pickle and jam making, Judo,
Karate.

Sirmour: Training in Health and Hygiene, production of soft toys, bag making, Knitting of Tat
Patties and making of brooms with the help of local date tree

Mandi: Karate, Health hygiene, electrification, Horticulture, floriculture, handicraft, mushroom
production, knitting and embroidery, cutting and tailoring, book binding, candle making
disaster management, mushroom growing, wiring and carpentry, fire fighting, pruning and
grafting, handicraft, horticulture and floriculture

Shimla: Tailoring, Training in Health and Hygiene, pickle making and fruit preservation, computer
education, karate.

PEDAGOGICAL RENEWAL AND QUALITY IMPROVEMENT-2011-12
Progress Overview

Revision of curriculum and Text Book Development for Primary classes on the basis of
NCF-2005:



State is following NCERT curriculum at upper primary level but at primary
level state has its own curriculum which has been developed and designed by the
practicing teacher educators. This material is contextual and takes care of play way
methods of learning. But since it was developed about seven years back, we have
already started the process of its review with active involvement of SCERT and HP
Board of School Education. Draft text books for class-1 have been developed based on NCF-
2005. The text books for class-Il are under process of development.

Continuous and comprehensive Evaluation: The CCE pattern of evaluation has been adopted in
the State as per RTE 2009. For smooth and effective implementation of CCE, teacher’s check list
register, teacher diary and pupil progress cards are well maintained in all the schools. All the
teachers of primary and upper primary level were trained in the concept of CCE at block level in
general training under teacher training programme during the year 2011-12.

Revision of Pre-service training curriculum:

As per quality plan 2011-12, pre-service training syllabus has been revised for JBT on the
basis of National Council of Teachers education (NCTE) guidelines. It was prepared with the
help of teacher educators from teachers training institutes (DIETs), educational administrators,
Directorate of Elementary Education, SCERT, HPBSE and training wing of State Project Office
(SSA) and the working school teachers. The revised two years syllabus has been sent to all the
training institutes of the Pradesh.

Reference Material Development:

Reference material on the basis of training syllabus has been developed by subject
expert of DIETs and sent to all the DIETs.
Training of untrained teachers: RTE Act 2009 attaches immense significance to the academic
and professional qualification of teachers. SSA supports training of untrained teachers to meet
NCTE requirements. Training syllabus has been revised for PAT on the basis of National Council
of Teachers education (NCTE) framework. It was prepared with the help of teacher educators
from teachers training institutes (DIETs), educational administrators, Directorate of Elementary
Education, SCERT, HPBSE and training wing of State Project Office (SSA) and the working school
teachers. The training curriculum is divided into two parts -face to face training and through
assignments. The duration of this two year course is 52 days annually.

In-service teacher training :

Teacher Empowerment is one of the main focus areas under SSA. 15 days annual
teacher training is being provided to all the elementary teachers. For the year 2011-12, fifteen
days training to all teachers have been approved .To ensure that teachers are trained in actual
classroom settings 6 days District/Block level training and 9 days cluster/school level trainings
have been imparted. All the Teachers are being trained for effective teaching learning process.
This training is being implemented in two phases. Block level phase is of six days duration and
cluster level phase is of nine days duration.

Development of modules for teacher training in different areas:



Training module for 6 days general teachers training (both for primary and Upper Primary) has
been developed at DIET /DPO level. The following issues were discussed:

Provision of RTE,

Effective Use of TLM,

Preparation of School Development Plan,

Active involvement of SMCs ,Multi grade teaching,

Effective use of Library and Labs,

Continuous and comprehensive Evaluation (CCE),

Education of CWSN and

Gender issues.
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Need based training modules have been developed at the district level with the active
participation of teachers and teacher educators.

9 days teachers training module, training material have been developed at the State
level with the active participation of teachers, teacher educators and National level resource
group.

Development of training material (reading material for teachers):

9 days teacher training materials have been developed for primary and upper primary at
the State level with the active participation of teachers, teacher educators and National level
resource group.

Training of State Resource Group:

A state resource group including district quality coordinators, identified teachers, NGOs,
retired teachers form the resource group. A strong group of resource persons has been
developed to accomplish the task of effective teacher training in the state. The resource
persons are being trained by national level resource group for implementation of activity based
teaching and learning in the classroom.

Development of Supplementary reading material:

The curriculum will be transacted in an activity based manner and to that end the
textbooks will be supplemented by a workbook giving an indicative list of activities and the
teachers and the students will be encouraged to explore their own ideas related to various
concepts through trainings. Aadhar and Samvridhi supplementary reading materials have been
provided to all the elementary schools of the Pradesh. Through Aadhar material at the primary
level and Samvridhi at the Upper- primary level, the learning gaps of the students are also being
addressed.

Training of BRCCs and Review meetings district coordinators:

The zonal level workshops with the BRCs have been conducted for their capacity
building and concerns for quality education. State quality plan was discussed with all the BRCC.

Regular meetings of the district quality coordinators have also been organized.

Training of CRCCs :



All the CRCCs/CHTs are being trained at state level with the active participation of SRG. The
training module and training material to train CRCCs have been developed at state level.

TLM Exhibition / Bal Mela :

This event is a big attraction among both the teachers and students. Participating
teachers and students get an opportunity for useful interaction with the resource teachers and
guest faculty thereby widening their intellectual horizon.

Functional Libraries:

Quality plan 2011-12 emphasizes the need to focus on reading skills during the primary
school years and on creating a print —rich environment in order to encourage reading as a
lifelong habit. For making libraries functional following activities are being undertaken at
different levels:

v’ Library movement is being strengthened by constituting Children Book Clubs in each of
the schools.

v Use of library as an integral part of training modules and teaching learning process in
actual classroom.

v Expertise of Room to Read is being utilized in this process. This NGO has covered 470
schools with children libraries and created the model libraries for children.

v Collaboration with Room to Read for establishment of libraries in 470 Schools and 10
KGBVs.

v" 361358 books have been checked out in schools libraries of the state.

Library programme has been observed as a best practice in a study by 'Save the Childrens
which was funded by European Union.

8. Community Mobilization

Composition/Formation of School Management Committee in all 15083 Schools of
Himachal Pradesh. Six days Residential training imparted to seven members of each SMC of
Primary / Upper Primary schools. It comprises from Executive Council one from Teaching, five
from parents of students, one from elected members of concerned ward/ Panchayat. Six days
non- Residential Training imparted to other than these members of SMC.

For this training purpose Master Trainers / Resource Persons trained at two levels viz
(State/District) for three days each.

Guidelines for SMC Training Module developed at State Project Office with the help
District Community Coordinators. About 106600 copies of SMC training module printed at SPO
level. Seven copies of SMC training module distributed in the executive members of each SMC.

About 250 Master Trainers / Resource Persons trained in the month of August and
September 2011, at different venues viz State Project Office SSA Shimla, SIEMAT Shamlaghat,
and SCERT Solan. Two members from each Elementary Education Block along with one
Community Coordinator of Each DIET trained at state level. These 250 Resource Persons trained



about 744 Resource Persons at District level and all of these trained RP’s took this training at
cluster level for SMC executive members.

In State level training Resource Persons from National Institute of Rural Development
Dr. T. Vijay Kumar ( Sr. Consultant ) and Mrs. T. Praveena ( Consultant) Centre of Equity and
Social Development Rajender Nagar Hyderabad were the special invitee from national level
who were our Resource Person for Community Mobilization, Community Participation and
capacity building of Community leadership. Dr. Gopal Chauhan from NRHM Shimla also took
the Session on Health and Hygiene among children in schools.

e Composition of SMCs in every school except unaided schools as per RTE Act- 2009.

e School Development Plan.

® Right of Free and Compulsory Education Act -2009 and Right of Free and Compulsory

e MDM, Girls Education, CWSN, Civil work, Teacher Training, value Education were special
components which added in the training.

9. Media Activities

Media plays a significant role in disseminating information and message of Sarva Shiksha
Abhiyan to the target population by using different modes of publicity like Print Media
/Electronic Media/Transport Buses / Post Cards /Calendars/ Banners and other publicity
material like; Brochures, Booklets, etc. In Himachal Pradesh under Media Activities a number of
initiatives have been taken.

Initiatives undertaken in Himachal Pradesh during the year 2011-12:

1. To disseminate information and highlight SSA and RTE achievements of Himachal
Pradesh, two pages (Centre spread) in Giriraj Saptahik are being published on last
Wednesday of every month. Since the Sptahik reaches to all Panchayats, Mabhila
Mandals, Schools, various Departments of the state, it has proved to be an effective
means to take programme upto grass root level.

2. Press releases and Write-ups based on SSA, RTE activities/ achievements are being
regularly released for publication in Print Media.

3. Electronic media like Radio, Doordarshan and private channels are also being used for
the coverage of activities organized at Block, District and State level to publicize and
impart information to the community. SSA related news is a regular feature of Regional
News from Doordarshan Shimla.

4. All the meetings/Workshops/Training Programmes organized at State/ Distt. Level are
being regularly covered in the Regional News on Doordarshan and All India Radio
Shimla.



5. Annual report of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan for the year 2011-12 has been printed and
submitted to GOl and process to prepare Report for the year 2012-13 is in progress.

6. Advertisement have been prepared and released for Print Media, Souvenirs, Magazine,
and Periodicals etc.

7. Media file has been maintained for future references.

8. To highlight activities under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (RTE) Write-ups, Articles with
photographs are regularly being sent to Public Relation Department/ Print Media for
vast publicity of the programme and disseminating information and message of Sarva
Shiksha Abhiyan amongst the community.

9. Department of Information & Public Relations, Himachal Pradesh installs the Hoardings
highlighting activities/achievements of SSA(RTE), Himachal Pradesh at the gateways of
the state and other places.

10. Publication of the activities (RTE) which has been carried in the schools for quality
education in a Booklet * Gunnatamak Shiksha ke Shikhar Par Himachal'.

11. RTE day celebrated on the state level.

10. Management Information System (MIS)

In order to collect the annual school information and to meet the data processing needs
of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan, MIS wings have been established in all the DIETs and at State Project
Office. These MIS wings have been fully equipped with requisite Computer Hardware &
Software along with professional/ trained manpower.

The detail of hardware in the SPO and in the Districts is as under:

Every Non-DPEP district have (one Server & seven Nodes), two laser printers, one Dot Matrix
Printer and one UPS, whereas DPEP districts (Chamba, Kullu, Sirmour & Lahaul-Spiti) have 8 PCs, 4
printers (Laser-2, Dot Matrix, Inkjet) and one UPS.

State Project Office has 2 Servers and 12 Nodes, 5 Printers and 2 UPSs. Besides this every officer
at State Project Office has been provided with one computer. All computers at State Project Office are
connected through LAN.

Inchages of districts attended a National Level regional workshop on training & capacity
building from 23rd to 24t December, 2011 at Patna (Bihar).

e MIS incharge and one data entry operator from State Project Office attended National
Level Workshop on preparation of AWP&B for the year 2012-13 on 30* December, 2011
at New Delhi.

PMIS

Monthly and Quarterly PMIS report on five formats are being submitted to Govt. of
India regularly under SSA.

EMIS

EMIS data for the year 2011-12 of all the 12 districts of the State was compiled and
submitted to GOI during the month of January, 2012. Districts have been asked to share the
respective DISE reports with the schools, CRCCs, BRCCs, BPEOs and Deputy Directors. Further,
the districts have been asked to undertake Social Audit by sharing & discussing the DISE-School
Report Card with the Community i.e. SMC/MTA etc.

EMIS data is being utilized for preparation of AWP&B and in State level Planning.
Directorate of Elementary & Higher Education also uses DISE data for their planning of various
schemes. Department of Economics & Statistics also uses DISE data besides NIC H.P. State Unit,
Health Department, H. P. University etc.

Steps taken to improve the quality of DISE data:

a. Districts have been directed to cover all the schools under the DCF training in order to
get accurate and authentic information on DISE from every school.

b. Districts have been directed to physically check and count the DCFs with the list of
schools maintained in the clusters to ensure that all the schools have been covered and
none is left. CRC coordinator is made accountable for this activity.

c. Districts have been directed to verify and check every column of the DCF to find out that
no column is left blank. CRC coordinator has to ensure that all the columns of the DCF
have been filled up correctly and none is left blank or without response.



d. At the block level, the BRC coordinator will ensure that DCF in respect of all the schools
falling in his block are covered and received. He will also ensure that there is no blank
entry in the DCF before passing on to the district. He is supposed to verify 20% to 25%
DCFs of his block.

e. When the work of data entry of a particular block gets started at the district level,
districts have been advised that BRCC of that block is officially present at the district
level for a day or two for any clarification on items where such clarification is required.

f. 5% Random Sample Checking of DISE Data for the year 2011-12 was got conducted in
two selected Districts viz. Kangra & Una through an independent agency. The report
submitted by the independent agency has been shared with GOl (NUEPA) and districts.
The broad findings of the survey indicate that there is very meager variation in the two
sets of data collected by two different agencies at two different point of time for the
same date i.e. 30" September, 2011.

Sharing of DISE data:

Districts have been directed to share different DISE reports with the concerned
authorities i.e. Deputy Commissioners, Deputy Director (Primary & Upper Primary), Block
Education Officers, BRCCs, CRCCs etc. School Report Cards generated through DISE is also being
sent to every school for verification & record. Districts have been asked to share the DISE Data
with other Department in the District.

Analyses and Usage of DISE data:

The DISE data is analyzed at State and District Level and is used in planning. The AWP&B
of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan is based on DISE data. The Department of Elementary Education and
Higher Education also uses DISE data for their planning.

11. Planning and Management

State Institute of Educational Management & Training (SIEMAT)

The institute was established in Himachal Pradesh as a part of State Project Office
during DPEP. Posts of three faculty members and one statistical assistant were created at that
time.

The SIEMAT as an institute is mainly responsible for the capacity building of the district

education administrators in the development of perspective and annual work plan & budget
and formulation of the State plan. Educational administrators are trained in maintaining proper
administration at the school level and the management of Financial Rules and Regulations of
the State Government. SIEMAT is imparting training in Micro Planning and School Development
Planning areas. Faculties are also looking after special training for out of school children,
research, monitoring and evaluation of the programme implementation.

Activities undertaken during the year 2011-12:

Appraised the district plans under SSA and developed the Annual Work Plan & Budget
for the year 2012-13 in respect of State Project Office. All these plans were first
approved from the State EC and further submitted to the Government of India during
the month of March, 2012.

Attended Project Approval Board meeting in New Delhi with Mission Director and State
Project Director. PAB approved the Annual Plan for ‘30261.655 lac including ‘44.478 Lac
under NPEGEL and ‘139.500 lac under KGBV for the year 2011-12.

SIEMAT is also involved in the arrangement of EC/GC meetings, Internal and Joint
Review Missions.

SIEMAT faculties were involved in planning and monitoring of the SSA activities. To
strengthen the monitoring component, monthly review meetings of the District level
officers were organized at the State Project Office for taking regular feedback on the
progress of SSA at the district level.

A team of seven State coordinators from the State Project Office attended the workshop
in New Delhi on pre-planning exercise for the year 2012-13. In the workshop, a set of
guidelines for the formulation of SSA-RTE annual plans were shared and provided by the
Technical Support Group of the GOI. Accordingly the work for the development of
District Elementary Education Plans on SSA-RTE for the year 2012-13 was initiated with
the districts during the month of January, 2012. Successive meetings were conducted
with the planning teams at the State Project Office during the month of February, 2012.
District plans were appraised and approved in the State EC meeting held on 5% March,
2012.

Annual Work Plan & Budget in respect of State Project Office was developed with the
involvement of the concerned State Coordinators during the month of February 2012.
The plans will be submitted to Government of India by 13* March, 2012.

Evaluation

As per RTE (2009) students from It to VIII th class are to be evaluated under Continuous

and comprehensive evaluation CCE and this has been implemented upto VIII th class from this
session.



13 RTE
Introduction:

The crucial role of universal elementary education for strengthening the social fabric of
democracy through provision of equal opportunities to all has been accepted since inception of
our Republic. The Constitution (86" Amendment) Act, 2002 inserted Article 21-A in the
Constitution of India, the Government of India enacted the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 and this Act came into effect on 1% April, 2010 with the
objective of fulfilling the Constitutional mandate of free and compulsory education till the
completion of elementary education in the age group of 6-14 years. The RTE Act provides for
the removal of all gaps to education for every child regardless of his/her social, economic,
religious or physical background. It also emphasized the foundation of equity and quality within
a rights perspective , entitlement for every child and the duties of duty bearers which includes
the State, Teachers, Parents , School Management Committees’ and community at large. The
nation has given itself 31t March, 2013 as the deadline for a neighborhood of prescribed quality
for every child.

Progress overview of Shiksha Ka Haq Abhiyan 2011-12

The Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 was passed by the
Indian Parliament on August 27, 2009 and came into effect on April 01, 2010 is a landmark in
the history of Indian Legislation. Education as a Fundamental Right and enjoins the State to
fulfill its duty in ensuring that all children have access to free and compulsory education. With
the passing of this Act, India joined the list of 135 nations across the world that has declared
Education as a Fundamental Right.

Implementation of the RTE Act requires the coordinated efforts of a wide variety of
stakeholders. This needs widespread awareness among the different stakeholders and the general
public about the rules and entitlements that are part of the RTE Act, as this Act is for every child



regardless of gender, caste, ethnicity, class or physical ability. The Act also acknowledges and
stresses the importance of community involvement and ownership in the education process by
conferring specific powers on the School Management Committees which are made up of
members of the community.

Recognizing both the importance of the RTE Act in the process of nation building and
the challenges that obtain in ensuring the effective implementation, the Ministry of Human
Resource Development had launched the year-long nation-wide Shiksha Ka Haq Abhiyan from
November 11, 2011, as a National Education Day to raise awareness and move forward in
ensuring that children secure their entitlement in a mission mode. In Himachal Pradesh, we had
launched Shiksha Ka Haq Abhiyan on November 11, 2011 in all schools, blocks districts and
State level in which Hon’ble Prime Minister message, Hon’ble Chief Minister message and
Hon’ble HRD Minister message was read out with different activities performed by the children
on this occasion. Stakeholders have taken active part to ensure the success of the programme.
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
