The title — 'O n  the way to autonomy' - suggests some hidden ideas. Autonomy means self-reliance, 
self-decision and self-progress without any pressure.

Autonomy is a way to woman's freedom - a  self-respecting way- to freedom. Education, employment 
and awareness are a way to get freedom from the present situation of bondage. It brings her out from the 
situation in which power rests with Man; makes her get equal rights with M an and honourable status.

The picture on the front page suggests : Folded hands is a symbol o f bondage; but its shadow becomes 
free birds shown flying in the sky.

This march is sublimation, It is a march providing higher view and higher value to person, family and 
society.

The aim of the program me of M ahila Samakhya is to make woman, who is crushed and bound by 
a number o f bondages o f the society, who leads her life constantly under tension of direct or indirect 
violence, capable of playing her positive role in the upgradation o f the society. Besides it develops her self- 
confidence, makes her aware and autonomous and capable of knowing her equal participation in society and 
in every field of life.

In Gujarat 1295 villages o f 35 talukas and 6 (six) districts have implem ented this programme during 
last 11 years. In the current year it has been implemented in Dang District, where 93% aboriginals live. 
Implementation in 60 villages of Dangs District has been started. The women are alert. Their main problems 
are hygienic, pertaining to poverty and bodily violence/rape. Awareness for education has been inreased 
there.

In Rajkot. Banaskantha, Baroda, Panchmahal, Sabarkantha and Surendranagar districts 1295 Sanghs 
have been established. By this programme rural ladies have given up their veils and come out from their 
homes. Women Sanghs are being formed; and it is the achievement of this programme. H unger for 
education is increased . By active participation in frequent seminars and training program m es, they get 
information for their self-development and development o f their family and village of the fields of health, 
Panchayati Raj, education, natural resources, law etc. They come to know which local, taluka and district 
level which schemes exist and from where, how to get their advantage. Then they rem ain in Sangh and work 
af free ^ance. Mahila Sanghs have been stronger. They work as a pressure group and help women, in getting 
their benefits and pardcipate in social works like preparing roads, repairing hand-pumps, manage to get 
water, remove irregularity o f teacher and make them work effectively, supervise school administration, 
remove evils o f wine, help women in gettmg benefits o f scholarships and uniforms and solve the problems 
o f domestic violence.

As a result of constant work for 11 years and child-care centres, girls' education centres, women 
education centres, M ahila Kutir. literacy classes, ladies organisations, Nari Adalat/M ahila Panch and such 
other structures have been working. All these activities are managed by women. Many other states of India 
have noted Nari Adalat/M ahila Panch and it has been known outside India too. This is a court run by and 
for women only. There is neither the judge, nor any pleader. Women with their own experience and training 
programmes get information / legal training prepare a structure and try to get rid of domestic violence.

Women are no less eager to be self-reliant. For last two or three years they have been doing some 
works which help them in financial earning e.g. preparing bowls and plates from leaves, paper-cups, 
collective farm, dhangola, providing cooking utensils oji rent, nursery, selling local seeds, domestic manure, 
spices etc. From Rajkot they have been preparing things from fibres from 1999-2000, e.g. troughs o f fibres, 
school-bags and small and big leather purses. In the current year this activity has been started in 
Sabarkantha, Banaskantha and Baroda. Gujarat Rural Technology Bhavan has co-ordinated with 
Gandhinagar and trained them in preparing footballs, paper-cups, troughs, big and small leather purses etc 
and started efforts to become self-reliant. They have started agricultural training centres which form savings
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associations to train in marketing (micro credit). They undertake responsibilities of Government Schemes 
like -  Sardar-avas and water-shed project, C.C.A, programmes and try to lead women to self-employment.

As a part of m aking M ahila Samakhya Programme stronger and more effective, we expect women 
to come out from their homes, get information to be able to become self-reliant and then they will make 
Mahila Sangh an autonomous body. They will form a M ahasangh at block level; which will be working as 
a Mahilasangh. They will continue the developed activities and structures till now and include future 
generation in it and teach them to live on equal level. The aim of Sangh Federation is to create this sense 
in all the districts by its working. We see good progress in Rajkot, Sabarkantha and Baroda. M ore than 100 
sanghs have been changed into Mahasanghs. They have formed different women teams, provided them 
information, to work on different issues. Now after training we have planned to develop their capability as 
a trainer of that issue.

But only formation o f Federation/M ahasangh is not enough. The members of the sangh should be 
capable to work as an autonomous body without any support from Mahila Samakhya. For this we have made 
strong connections with Government and non-government institutes and have started learning how to get 
advantage of some schemes (including financial help). The connection is to get advantage o f projects of 
constant education, Swashakti project, I.P.D. etc., so that after the working of federation, it will be registered 
under Society Act as an autonomous M ahasangh and in future years it will be working as an autonomous 
Sangh.

Women have been self-confidnt. Their power to be self-reliant and work freely in the village has been 
trained and it is a result of the hard work of D.I.U. and Sahayogini sisters for so many years. We are 
indebted to co-operation of the women o f nari sangh, sahayoginis, D .I.U ., local institutes and society, who 
are at the root of this progress. We are indebted to the workers at district and stale level, with whose help 
we have been able to show this progress report.

The progress /  achievement o f the whole programme would not have been possible if we had not got 
guidance from National Director Shreemati Shalini Prasad and members of NRG. We are indebted to Shree 
Hiteshbhai Dave and DIU workers at district and state level who have prepared this report in written form.

How can we forget debt of Mr, Bharadwaj (Secretary to Education), senior member and ex-secretary 
to M ahila Samakhya Executive Committee, who has been constantly guiding to continue the programme 
constantly and more numbei of rural women would be benefitted by it.

The more I thank Shreemati Anandibahen Patel, Minister Education, Women and Child-welfare 
Department who has always been worried about girls’ education and has been always trying to upgrade 
women in society and at state level. She is well acquainted will all the activities o f M ahila Samakhya and 
without keeping any distance attends the programmes when she is free and sometimes she spares lime only 
for this purpose; She inspires women to proceed.

Respected Shree Varesh Sinha is Secretary (Education Department) from June 2000. Mahila 
Samakhya Family welcomes him. Though he has always been engaged in Earthquake working he spares 
time to come near the programme and always tries to solve its problems and to develop it. We expect his 
constant inspiration and guidance for development in a new direction by this programme, so that Mahila
Samakhya Programme would get special achievement in the next year.

Finally, we are indebted to Shree Lalitbhai Lad, who has literacy insight and who has painted the front 
page of this report and Shree Hamendra Shah, who has helped in m aking the report well systematic.

We are indebted to all who have helped us directly or indirectly in preparing this report.

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(1) Mahila Samakhya Programme - A Glimpse

The whole nation celebrates the year 2001-2002 as ‘\V^man 
Empowerment year.’ We have got freedom from so many years and yet 
wickedness, tyrany and oppresion have not decreased the least in our 
country. Women cannot enjoy their rights in social and political fields. In 
Gujarat, except urban and prosperous society position of women is very 
pitiable. Women suffer indifference from men and they have to depend 
upon them in educational, hygienic and financial matters. They are not 
allowed to enjoy their rights.

Mahila Samakhya has been working in Gujarat in such situation for the last eleven years in seven districts, 
which are considered very backward, constantly in the fields of woman-awareness. literacy, hygienic awareness, 
legal advice and financial empowerment in women.

Mahila Samakhya Programme -  An Introduction to the Programme
In the phrase 'M ahila Samakhya, word 'Samakhya' has been formed by Joining two Sanskrit words. Sam

+ Akhya = Samakhya. 'Sam ’ means equal and 'Akhya' means dialogue. Thus Samkhya means a dialogue for
equality; or an effort for giving and taking expression.

Mahila Samakhya Programme is a social - educational programme, which provides enough opportunities 
to bring awareness in women and to give equailty to them;

^  Functions of Mahila Samakhya : Its Role and Aim :
^  It creates self-confidence in women and tries to make them aware and autonomous.
^  It makes them capable of knowing the value of their co-operation in society and economics.
^  It makes them capable of maintaining their positive role in their development and that of the society
^  At district and village level they are empowered to take autonomous decision and create necessary

situation for effective co-operative administration.
^  It makes women capable of supervising village primary schools forma! and nonformal educational

activities like constant education.
^  It provides situation for non-formal education and creates opportunities of education for women and

girls.

Mahila Samakhya Activities at Various Levels :
❖ Sangh : It is the central point of Mahila Samakhya Programme. Sangh means group of

empowered and aware women, working at village level, It is a nodal centre around 
which all the programme works.

^  Samakhya : Sahyoginis are an important chain, joining one another at village, district and slate
level. As these workers are well acquainted with local culture, they can facilitate in 
the best way. They are in near contact with groups of women and sanghs of villages.

Main Functions of Sahyoginis :
Assemble women under a Manch and form Sanghas.
Arrange meeting with women and talk with them to know their delights and miseries.

^  Provide information about the districts to village women.
Get information from block district unit and the government.

(3) Central Point of M ahila Samakhya Programme -  From Sangh to Mahasangh

This work of Mahila Samakhya will complete 12 years. As a result of enthusiasm, empowement and desire 
to know and understand something, development of Ihe programme will be progressing successfully till the end 
of the 2Uh century. On (he base of the experience o f eleven years Mahila Samakhya has already started its 
planning work for progress from the first year of the 21th century.

Mahila Samakhya Programme has been implemented in villages of 36 blocks of seven districts of Gujarat 
State. The progress of this year, compared to that of the last year is better.

The work of Mahila Samakhya Sangh is modelled. Sahyogini contacts village women and leading persons 
of the village in the beginning and establishes rapport with them with a view to making Sangh strong and self­
supported. Then gradually she arranges meetings, night meetings/Sangh meetings -  Sangh-training and trains 
them acording to the issues of Sangh-reflection and demands of Sanghworhen. Then it is affiliated to other 
institutions/Govemment departments.

It is also an aim of Mahila Samakhya to 
create thirst for information, and knowledge in 
women. Mahila Samakhya works as a monitor of 
formal and informal literacy classes of the village 
and tries to make them working. As for example 
they observe if the teacher of Anganvadi-nurse- 
talati come to the village regularly or not. With the 
support of ocher departments they impart training 
in agriculture, handicrafts, poultry farming, 
fishery, preparing products from fibres and paper.
Sangh women give loans too.

It has been decided by Sangh to implement 
it by voluntary contribution of the, people to it, to 
increase iheir co-operation, to an-ange seminars 
in the village and get contribution from (he women 
when these activities are going on at village-level; 
so that they can develop their programmes in their 
own way in future.

At present 410 Sanghas of Mahila Samakhya in six districts of Gujarat have been strong; and efficiency 
of the workers has been increased by the programmes of the Sanghas. Some Sanghas continue their activities 
in their own way and they have been trying to come forward thus. Efforts have been made to continue the 
activities of the Sanghas and women would be progressing under constant guidance of Sahyoginis to lead the 
Sanghas lo decentralisation. We have concentrated more attention on Sangh training by continuing constant 
valuation of the Sanghas.
Decentralisation and Federation of Sanghas

Wiih reference lo the discussion on Sangh Federation at national level, on ihe process of decentralisation 
and federation, the state office has actively discussed it in all the districts.

Right now Sangh Model has successfully been started at district level. Following the process adopted by 
other states Gujarat has placed the Sanghas in three categories -  strong, medium and normal and the Sanghas 
are valuated accordingly.

Understanding was developed on strategy of decentralisation and the points related to it as follows : 
Inter Sangh and intra Sangh co-ordination.
Required confirmation for decentralisation.
Expected change in role at level of workers-poinls of structure like Nari Adalat-Mahila 
Panch-Jasud Health Centre, Child Care Centre etc.
Decentralisation as a strategy in the beginning in new districts.
Aspect of continuation in strengthened Sanghas.

In Baroda D istrict at village level Sakhi Training, training on the points of law, health, literacy and 
Panchayat and their understanding, various problems/points of village and women have been worked on. As a 
result education, co-operation and self-confidence are created in Sanghas. They have reached the stage of 
maturity, who have been in a stage to work independently, if provided slight help and guidance.

This type of training was given to the sanghas of every block, Sangh Fund was given, Sangh is given 
contribution for three years, which helps them in starting educational activities. In this way totally 55 Sanghas 
had been trained. In future, in these Sanghas committes will be formed on each point and it is thought to train 
them on the point concerned. For that meetings are arranged on vairous points at block level. Activities like 
Saving Group/Nursery/Dhangola are implemented in some villages. Besides note-worthy activity like Nari 
Adalat is conducted by the women of Sangh independently.

The women of one Sangh co-operate with training of the other Sanghas. Sahyogini workers have started 
choosing new villages. The committees in the Sanghas are being trained with a view to providing information 
to MahiUi Sangh, supporting them and forming an identity for them. They have been understanding what 
federation is, Sahyoginis insist on converting Nari Adalat and Jasud Centre into Federation and get them 
registered. They have started procedure at Sangh level to cover all the points as in other districts and form a 
Mahasangh.

Such an activity is going on in 170 villages of Banaskantha District. Out of these, 33 Sanghas are quite 
strong, 92 are medium and 45 are at the level of forming Sanghas,

Training is planned to strengthen Sanghas. The main aim of it is to provide information of government 
schemes, gender, problems of villages, self-introduction, future planning of Sanghas, empowerment of women 
and on such other themes training is given; and then it is being followed up. Government schemes like S.G.S.Y. 
Nabard, Daughter is real wealth, help to widows and disabled and information regarding such other schemes is 
being gathered, given to the village women and simultaneously get benefits from them. The lady members of 
strong Sanghas think that after abolition of Mahila Samakhya, their activities like problems of women, health, 
village and education will continue and would act considering the social differences pertaining to gender. Besides, 
Sanghas will create alternate structures and will provide an ideal administration by co-operation with government 
structures and voluntary institutions. For this Sangha thinks to form committees from district to village level; and 
affiliate them to block and district level. Training is being given in this regard. Efforts are being made to establish 
co-operation of the Sanghas with other institutions and making them work independendy. At present women work 
on their any problem at their own expense and if required they collect funds from the villages.

In Sabarkantha District, Sangha women in decentralised Sangha meet regularly, even in absence of 
Sahyoginis. They discuss regarding saviny committee and benefits given by Government. The committee 
meetings are being held at block level. They are trying to form committees for related matters.

Problems of village like water/hand-pump mechanic. Community Hall are being presented before 
Government offices and banks too. The structure of Nari Adalat is quite ready and has been functioning.

Running Child Care Centre by their own will, is under process. A voluntary Child Care Centre is being 
run in one block. Process of co-ordination with l.C.D.S. is at hand. Activity of Dhangola and individual and 
collective profession investing their own savings have been implemented. They are trying to increase their own



capital to be financially autonomous. They have entered economic field by starting poultry farm. They have 
started triiining in fishery too.

Sanghas are decentralised and thereafter programme has been started in new villages. The women of 
decentralised villages are thinking of joining with matters. DIU team also tries to merge with Government and 
voluntary organisation.

In district 136 Sanghas have been strong, 59 are medium and 85 are normal. Process to make them strong 
is going on. Besides, process to decentralise strong Sanghas and making them independent by associating them 
with Government Schemes, Mahasanghas have completely been formed in Meghraj, Khedbrahma and Bhiloda 
blocks. Functioning of Federation at block level is over. Constitution is formed and training is started.

In Rajkot District, having reached a distant destination of Programme strong Sanghas have started many 
important activities collectively with their own decision. In district according to norms of autonomy formed by 
Sangh, such Sanghas have applied their own programme: and in this way they have been stepping towards 
independence. Such Sanghas not only pul Mahila Samakhya Programme into action, but join hands with N.G.O. 
and Government programme too and start other activities. It seems probable that women who are leaders of such 
Sanghas can contribute to the political field too in an extraordinary way. Such Sanghas have been financially 
free; and have come forward to have their own administration to solve their own problems.

55 Sanghas are made independent this year through the process of decentralisation. Sangh training is being 
carried out in such Sanghas. Process is being carried out for registration under Society Act. and Trust w'ith 
Charity Commissioner office. Such Sanghas have formed independent committees of their own. New villages 
are pm in place of such independent Sanghas. This process has been started. Total 55 such Sanghas in district 
have stepped towards independence and self-reliance. There arc 323 Sanghas in Rajkot District, out of which 
125 are strong, 150 are medium and 48 are normal. The functioning of Federation is about to be over in 7 blocks. 
It will cover 200 villages. They are under process of registration. They are being trained. Besides, with view 
to continuing implementation of activities and planning efforts are made to rai.se funds and affiliate with other 
institutions.

Decentralisation programme is started from the beginning in Panchmahal District. It is being woven with 
plan admmisiralion e.g. instead of starting an activity by preparing a structure of Mahila Samakhya to fulfil a 
demand at rural level, it is associated with other programme.

Child Care Centre is linked with D.P.E.P. Programme and activity of literacy class is linked with optional 
teaching class. Women of the villages know this programme.

Women have been contriuting to Sangh level voluntarily; e.g. work-shop, organic farming, training etc. 
Lady members of Sangh support in lawful language, other women monetarily in solving their family problems. 
Sahyogini workers have been knowing decentralisation. There are totally 131 Sanghas in Panchmahal District, 
out of which 40 are strong, 34 are medium and 57 are normal. Their valuation is going on. Sangh fund has been 
started in 3 Sanghas. Seminars to introduce Federation are going on,

The progress of Sangh women is helped by linking them with other projects. Women have raised a fund 
at block level by legal cases and other contribution.

Mahila Samakhya Programme had been started in Surendranagar District from February ’98, as in 
Panchmahal District. It was decided to co-ordinate surrounding villages of the district from the beginning and 
prepare a Manch at block level and promote the functioning by it. Sangh at village level has been working as 
a Mahasangh and a pressure group. As this group is open any woman can join it.

On the experience of other distiicis. Sahyogini/DIU group has decided to implement the programme by
voluntary contribution. In this way all are participants. Women contribute Rs. 10 to female activities of literacy 
class. The responsibility of Lakhanaka Balika Shikshan Kendra was undertaken by ladies/girls and the results 
were good. Drop out girls have appeared at the examination at a trifliny cost. (They have got education).

It is a strategy of district Sangh decentralisation to conduct activities and develop Sangh by voluntary 
contribution. It is future Planning in the process of Sangh to get contribution from outside.

Out of n o  Sanghas of Surendranagar 10 are strong. 25 are medium and 75 are normal. In Mooli and 
Sayan blocks Swashakti Project has been implemented and women are being financially stable.

In this way at district level Sangh is progressing towards decentralisation.
At this Sangh formation stage out of 1349 Sanghas nearly 414 are strong, 486 are medium and 449 are

normal. The other Sanghas are in the process of being formed. At the level of decentralisation and federation 
strong Sanghas are given Rs. 500/- per month for the first two years and Rs. 250/- honorarium is given in the 
third year. At present honorarium is given to 170/- Sanghas.
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Some of the worlh-noting experiences of Mahila Samakhya, Gujarat.

^  Summary of the services of a Strong Sangh *

Strong collective indentity and co-ordination among Sanghas.
Try to find out equal causes.
Each member actively attends the meetings regularly -  and 
Participates actively as a leader in village programmes.
In solving problems Sanghas have been taking collective decision independently.
Women decide to educate themselves and their daughters to wipe of the sin of illiteracy.
By co-operation with other institutes and plans, they try to be federal and self-supported.
They toil to get equal rights and a place in society.
They work as a pressure group.
They have got information in many fields and benefit other villagers by providing this information. 
They have advanced towards Fedaration and have been capable of training others.
They go to other districts-states for training to develop their capability.

Implementation of Mahila Samakhya Programme in one more district :
It was decided in the 25th meeting of the Executive Committee held on 19-6-2000 to reafirm Mahila 

Samakhya and to put it into action immediately. In the' Jast week of March a unit of Mahila Samakhya 
Programme has been working and from 1st April office work has been started. 6 Sahyogini workers have started 
public relation in 60 villages.

In this way from the year 2000-2001 now 7 districts of Gujarat have been into action.
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 ̂ Progress towards Federation m districts :
District co-ordination officers tield a  meeting at state-level to convince about Federation and in this way 

accelerated the process of federation.
In Rajkot District the formation work of the Federation of Mahila Sanghas is going on in which, at the 

beginning stage, a meeting of Sahyoginis was held by D.I.U. They discussed the points -  'W hy Federation ? 
'Role of Sanghas affiliated to Federation’ 'Necessity of their training' etc. Suggestions made by Sahyogini 
workers were also included in them. When the picture of Federation was clear in D.I.U. and Sahyoginis, 
functioning at village level was planned. In the beginning of the workers of Sangh at village level was held. 
Points like -  'W hat is Federation’, formation of Federation, its constitution, eligibility for the membership of 
Federation, its structure, its future functioning etc. Women were convinced by detailed discussion of the struc­
ture of Federation attached herewith, in which, five women workers are chosen from Sangh, the Federation is 
formed by joining 10 villages in a cluster level. Strong, medium and normal Sanghas are to join it. Membership 
of Federatioji is open for the Sanghas.

When the concept of Federation was clear at the meetings held at village level, five women were choosen 
from each Sangh to represent the Sangh in Federation. In this way, five women of each Sangh have formed a 
Federation of cluster level (of 10 villages); and they arrange meetings regularly. Till now the following meetings 
of Federation of cluster level have been held :

When the cluster-level meetings will be over. Federation of block level will be formed and for that 
Sanghas will choose five workers from each sluster (group of 10 villages.) Meetings of Federation at cluster- 
level are being held at present. Workers to join Federation at block level will be chosen from them by collective 
decision. Women intend to plan Federation at district level by choosing two workers at block-level to have their 
representation at district level when the affiliation and network at the block level will be over.

When the meelings of Fedration at clusterlevel will be over process of registration of Federation, process 
of meeting/training of Federation at block level will be started. At present, in the meetings of Federation at 
clusterlevel, information of the process about registration ^nd the rules for constitution and membership and 
specifications are being explained.

Sanghas have started their efforts at blocklevel with a view to getting structural facilities al varous stages 
of Federation. Jetpur Sangh of Morbi block has got 2500 to 3000 square metres of land from village Panchayat 
for stiTjctural facilities at blocklevei. They have planned to establish a common Facility Centre (CFC) on this 
land with the help of village technology. Sanghas in other blocks too have tried to create structural facilities with 
help from D.R.D.A. D.R.D.A. has assured to allot grant to raise five centres at varous blocks.

Blocklevei Federation thinks of starting a credit society. Savings of varous Sanghas will be collected. 
Complete administration and management will be handled by women and in future it will be in form of "Mahila 
Bank.'

Besides, being associated with various institutions they will raise a fund and the benefits of G.O. (N.G.O.) 
scheme advantages will reach upto village Women and make them capable and selfdependant. This year about 
55 Sanghas have been decentralised.

Formation and Structure of Federation



Mahila Samakhya Panchm ahal started in 1998 and Sangh has been approaching towards decentralisation 
from 2000. Before this in the beginning women were sent for to attend a meeting for two days at district and blocklevel 
to bring t)iem in light. They discussed the points structure of Mahila Samakhya, constitution, local problems and 
how to handle them. Then at district level 13 Sanghas were given residential training for five days at districtlevel. 
The points discussed at these meetings were structure of Mahila Samakhya, Paternal based social order, union 
(Sankh) resolutions of Sangh, rules, distribution of the responsibility of work, financial clarification etc.

Then 4 Sanghas were valuated and given financial sanction. Some Sanghas needed training for two days. 
They were given training. When the training was reviewed, committees were formed. They discussed the points 
responsibilities of Sangh, analysis of the activities of Sangh, clarification of financial matter, structure of 
Sanghas. opening an account in the name of Sangh etc.

In some Sanghas women gather together in a  good number and hold meetings but they have no knowledge 
of Sangh and its programme. We have thought of planning Mahila Samakhya Jagruti Shibir/Mahila Jagruti Mela 
in such Sanghas.

Co-operative conception developed in Sangh :
Mahila Samakhya Panchmahal has been working for three years in Jambughoda, Sadda and Katkoi 

villages. An ideal of co-operative conception was seen in women of two villages of Sangh. They hold a joint 
meeting of two villages. This year, when the monsoon started and agricultural work began, women of both the 
villages assembled and thought that if they called laboureres for the work in the fields, they would have to pay 
their wages and food-bill too. But if the women of Sadda would go to Katkoi and those of Katkoi would go 
to Sadda in turn for agricultural work in turn, the work would be over earlier. Women of Sangh gave facility 
of food only to eachother. When this plan was implimented men and women of both the villages were pleased 
because they could complete their work earlier and could save money. This was a good change.

Six villages of Sangh Model were given financial sanction when their valuation was over.

Blockwise details of Federation :
Co-operative meeting was held in Jan. 2001 in which points of Federation were discussed. The position 

of blockwise decentralisation and federation on that base is as follows. Process of Federation is going on in four 
Sanghas. Out of 120 Sanghas, 17 are strong, 39 are medium and 64 are normal.

Jambughoda Block :
From last four months, Nari Adalat is held on 15th of every month at blocklevel in which 20 to 25 women 

from the surrounding villages participate.

Future Planning :
Problems of violence are handled in this forum. Now we shall try to treat these problems in the forum 
and work out on these problems too, when discussion on other points is over.
It is hoped to see that at least two women from every village would participate.
Committiee of village women solve the problems of health, education, Panchayat and violence and so the 
Sangh will be a strong Sangh.

Kalol Block ;
-  Nari Adalat started since 14th Dec. 2000 and about 25 women of the surrounding villages joined it. 

Planning of points other than those of violence was made.
Now a committee on every point will be formed, which ill manage training and functioning.
From every strong village at least 2 women will join Nari Adalat.

Kalol and Ghoghamba Blocks :
Meetings of women are held at blocklevel. Work on any point is entrusted to them with a view to having 
better understanding. Their work is reviewed at the end of three months. Greater number of women will 
join the works.
Sangh meetings are held now and then to change normal Sanghs into medium Sanghs (into Strong 
Sanghas) and Medium Sanghs are included in Federation. After federation, process to change normal 
Sanghs into strong Sanghs will continue from Mahasangh level; and they also will get representation by 
rotiition (will be included into strong ones.)
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A process to form a Mahasangh of the strong Sanghs of Deesa. Dhanera, Kankarej and Radhanpur of 
Banaskantha District has been started, so Sanghwomen at blocklevel were called and the matter of Mahasangh 
was discussed. D.I.U. discussed about Sahyoginis. The number of D.I.U. and Sahyoginis was 17 and total 
number of women was 213. After dicussion about Mahasangh with women, future planning was decided. A 
Mahasangh workshop was arranged at blocklevel for two days, which was residential. In the meeting at 
blocklevel, it was planned to develop the understanding of sangh women for Mahasangh.

In April 2001 blockwise meeting of the sanghas was called. When the concept of every point will be clear, 
various groups for various points will be foimed. When the process of developing concept and clarification will 
be over federation at blocklevel will be formed. Sahyoginis, D.I.U, workers and women are convinced to attend 
Sangh federation meeting to get experience and information about federation in Sabarkantha. Procedure of 
federation as in Sabarkantha District is into action

Sangh Workshops :
Kankarej -  10 villages -  22 women

Dhanera -  8 villages -  38 women

During last two years, (1997 to 1999) there was no permanent District Co-ordination Officer and
Executive District Co-ordination Officer was appointed, so expected progress in this direction could not be 
achieved; but now, as Regular Officer has been appointed, so process will be quicker.

In Surendranagar District, Mahila Samakhya Programme has been implimented in 120 villages of Chotila- 
Sayla and Mooli blocks. Though M.S. Programme was implemented in 1994 in this district, as in Panchmahal 
District, there is majority of Darbars in most of the villages and so it was difficult for the women to come out 
from their homes very soon. So it took more than two years in formation of the Sanghs. As the tandard of literacy 
in women in these villages is very low and so it is very difficult to get services of Sahyoginis and if she is 
appointed, she does not continue her service for a long time. Yet during 2000-2001more women have joined 
Sanghas and better understanding about the Sanghas is established. Process of Sangh Federation has been 
implemented in 10 villages, Functioning of federation in this district is into action, as it is in the other districts.

Sanghs have been known at village, block and district level. As a result of co-ordination with N.G.O. and
G.O. work has been started on some points, so Sanghs will get help, when iederation will take place in future. 
When an identity is created, they will get advantage of some government schemes.

Some Sanghs have been working as a pressure group at clusterlevel and blocklevel; and as a result, they 
have taken form of Mahila Manch, to solve village problems of women, water, soil and roads. Mutual joining 
of Sanghs has developed mutual co-operation. Some women on staff of Sangh of this village were sent to attend 
the meeting held in Sabarkantha District for formation of Mahasangh with a view to having better understanding 
of federation.

After valuation amount of sanghmoney of Sanghs or six villages has been sanctioned. Swashakti Project 
in Mooli and Sayla blocks of this district has been implemented and are being formed. Women contribute to 
every activity and majority of sanghs have opened their bank accounts.

Process of Sangh federation is in action as it is in Panchmahal and Sabarkantha.

* Process in Sabarkantha to form a Mahasangh :
A meeting of Sanghs of Sangh model and decentralised Sangh was held to form Sangh Federation in 

Sabarkanlha District, to have understanding to form Mahasangh Federation. According to issues, discussion, the 
functioning and responsibiliies of women were discussed and five women from the Sangh were chosen. Sangh 
Mela was arranged at blocklevel. According to issues all the women were made understand, what functions 
women were to perform. According to issue various women were chosen from each village and a committee was 
formed at block level. An administrative committee of II women was formed from the women, who had joined 
Mahasangh Federation. Out of 11 members of this committee three were chosen as President, Vice-president and 
secretary, The name of Mahasangh was decided and given. Amount of fees was decided and fund for Mahasangh 
was raised. Date for opening an account at Taluka was decided and Bank Account of Mahasangh was opened. 
Dates and time of the meetings and mles and regulation, fines etc. points were discussed. To keep item-wise 
committees active, it was joined at different places lo provide information and they were to undertake follow 
up work to show what functions they had done. In this way women of Mahasangh Committee were made work



actively, The Mahasangh of Meghraj Block was named “Sahas Mahila Samakhya Mahasangh, Meghjraj.” 
An account of Mahasangh is opened. Constitution is prepared for the registration of Mahasangh. The name of 
Mahasangh is 'Siddhi Mahila Samakhya Mahasangh' and the name of Bhiloda Block Mahasangh is 'Umag 
Mahila Samakhya Mahasangh. Women of Khedbrahma and Bhiloda Mahasangh have not opened hteir Bank 
Accounts, but they have got fixed deposit certificate in the name of women.

The number of villages in Khedbrahma and Bhiloda Block is high, so one woman from each village is 
a representative in Administrative Committee. In Khedbrahma Siddhi Mahasangh, 29 members are in the Ad­
ministrative Committee. In Umang Mahasangh of Bhiloda there are 41 members in the Administrative Commit­
tee. In Meghraj Sahas MahasangJi, 11 members are in the Administrative Committee.

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(4) Mahila Samakhya Programme : A glimpse of various activities

Our 'New National Policy of Education' of 1982 is more inclined to improvement in education and 
its wide spread. Some steps have been suggested, as a result of which people of poor and down-trodden 
class also will get an opportunity to get education. Provision is made for illiterate persons and they can 
learn to read and write. In new national policy of education there is special provision for the education of 
women as it is the basic responsibility of social development.

'M ahila Samakhya Programme' is a programme* started to implement one of the important decisions taken 
by the national policy of education-1986, the main aim of which is to educate women. In 1989 Mahila Samakhya 
Programme was started in ten districts of three states of country - Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat and Karnatak on 
experimental base. Mahila Samakhya Programme is in action in seven districts of Gujarat State.

[A] Literacy :
The meaning of the technical term 'education' in Mahila Samakhya is learning how to read and write and 

getting knowledge of various fields. Besides, they would be acquainted with various subjects, would get knowl­
edge of their rights and equality. They would learn to speak and demand their needs, would be capable to resist 
violence and harassment. This is education of Mahila Samakhya in real sense. It is expected that women would 
demand education, they would educate the children of their families without any disunity, would get power to 
express their opinions in the family and take decisions.

Literacy classes are conducted in the sanghs. Women go there to study. They have been able to sign and 
now most of them do not give thumb impression. The main aim is to provide an opportunity to girls/women who 
have been dropped out and crossed the age-limit to study at school -leved, to study, accelerate girls’ education 
and promote the proportion of women's literacy.

In S abarkan tha  from last three-four years, a  residential Balika Shikshan Kendra has been working. Aged 
girls who have not been able to get regular education and who are dropped out, who have crossed age-limit are 
admitted. They appear at the annual examinations held by the local schools, pass the examinations and join the 
local schools with the regular students of that school. In 2000-2001, 23 girls had newly started their study and 
43 girls of the year 1999-2000 have been regularly going to local schools.

In Sabarkantha District 18 literacy classes are being conducted and the number of women attending them 
is 270. Sangh workers decide time and place suitable to them and teach them there at that time. In Sabarkantha 
from January 2001 to March 2001, women have been studying at Asal, Shobhayada, Abhapur, Rampuri and

In spite of scarcity of water and impact of 
famine in Sabarkantha District Balika Shikshan 
Kendras have been working constantly.

When the study of these 20 girls was over, they were admitted to AshramShalas. In Sabarkantha District, 
'Literacy Day' was celebrated on 8th September. Collector Shree Thirupungal and Director of Adult and Primary 
Education Shree Pathan talked of women's participation in 'N irantar Shikshan' Programme.

At Chhabapur village of Halol block of Panchmahal, district, women of Mahila Samakhya decided to 
study, when their Sangh training was over. They met the village women, held a meeting and convinced them. 
25 to 30 women joined in the beginning. Some volunteers were decided for this. They held a meeting with 
sahyoginis. At the end of some discussion decision to start class was taken. They beat a trough to announce the 
women to assemble. In this way literacy classes started. Literacy classes are being conducted at Amrapur, Sura, 
Sultanpura, Nava Dhinkava, Masabar, Garmoda, Dhanpuri, Mokal's Muvadi, Sardarpura, Salka and other vil­
lages.

Educational programmes in villages of various blocks of 
Panchmahal District have been successful. During Shibir in Masabar 
village of Jambughoda block a committee of five women was formed.
The children of this village did not go to Anganvadi. 5 members of this 
committee undertook the responsibility of carrying the children to 
Anganvadi. They were carrying the children to Anganvadi. In Garmoola 
village one girl was admitted to seventh standard.

Mahila Samakhya of S urendranagar D istrict has changed the method from the beginning. They have 
started work with public participation of a small amount. Girls of various sanghs raised volunteu’y contribution 
of Rs. 10/- to the class and started learning. These girls paid the expense of books, note-books, examination 
fee etc. In Khakhrala village of Mooli block a worker of sangh charged Rs. 30/- per girl and started teaching. 
As the girls had to pay for learning, they were willing to attend the classes and they regularly attend literacy 
classes even to-day.

There is majority of Darbar community in Surendranagar District and they do not let their daughters go 
out from home. In cases, where ihe financial condition is poorer, women have to go out for earning bread and 
daughters have to stay at home for domestic works; so they do not go to school. This issue was discussed at 
the sangh meeting. As a result sangh works do realise the importance of basic education for their daughters, but 
as they have been aged ones, they are ashamed of going to school. So literacy classes have been very much 
useful for the daughters and newly married women. They attend literacy classes at suitable time and learn to 
write their own names, names of village, taluka, district, husband and other relatives. In literacy classes, games, 
songs, charts, pictures etc. are teaching aids. At present literacy classes are conducted in five villages.

The villages in which girls are dropped off from schools during study-period, sangh holds a meeting and 
insist their guardians to re-admit their daughters to schools. Such 35 girls have been readmitted to school.

In Banaskantha District 15 literacy classes are being conducted under Mahila Samakhya Programme 
Number of women attending such classes is 300. As a positive effect of these literacy classes illiterate women 
became literate and they can read and write.

Balika Shikshan Kendra means a management to provide an opportunity to the women, who have crossed 
age to be admitted to schoool or who are dropped out, to study further, Mahila Samakhya Baroda conducts 
classes for such girls at suitable time and guides them, so such girls are readmitted to school. This activity is 
in force in 40 villages of Dabhoi block. Chhipapura village of Dabhoi block is 8 k.m. away from main road. 
22 girls of that village were willing to study, but there was no transport facility. 16 girls attended literacy class 
of the village and 11 of them appeared at examination of that standard. They got through the examination.- 

A literacy camp was planned by Mahila Samakhya units of Surendranagar and Banaskantha districts. 120 
women of three villages of Surendranagar and 17 women of one village of Banaskantha participated in it.

[BJ Health :

In Sabarkantha District 'Jilla Arogya Mela' was planned.
There were 13 stalls managed by various sections. In one stall of 
this Mela, literature used during the training by R.C.H. was dem­
onstrated.

In stall no. 3 and 4 showing various activities of Mahila Samakhya pertaining to gender, health, 
violence nutritious food etc. were demonstrated by posters, stories, cloth-charts etc. Girls reading in std. 
V to XII, who visited the fair, got information about physical development of a woman's body, its 
reasons, food, uterus etc. Minister of Health, D.D.O., T.D.O., D.H.O. and Civil Surgeon visited the stalls 
installed by Mahila Samakhya. When they were acquinted with the activities of Mahila Samakhya, they 
all were much impressed.

Four women from Baroda District Sangh had come to participate Arogya Mela, they had brought with 
them from Jasud Kendra neen oil, medicines for venereal diseases and irregular menses. These medicines were 
placed in the stalls and they had high demand. By communal gathering, drama and other activities, information 
regarding child health was provided.

* Yuvati Mela :
On l “?-2-2001 planning of a Yuvati Mela was held at Shamlaji as follow up work of Yuvati Shibir of 

Meghraj block. Main points of Yuvati Shibir, its results and anaemia were the topics of discussion. An exibition 
providing hygienic information was arranged.



* R. C. H. : Anaemia Shibir :
R. C. H. Anaemia Shibirs were started in Lilavanta and Umbora villages of Khedbrahma block. Old 

Surpur, Bhavangadh, Haripura colony and Mangadh villages of Idar block of Sabarkantha district during Sep­
tember 2000. The points which were discussed in detail were, what anaemia is, how we acquire it, its prevention, 
nutritious diet, its symptoms, when small pox becomes risky etc. P. H, C. Staff of Davad, Deshotar and Dobhada 
joined this shibir and co-operated well. They gave information of health s^ivices.

* Anaemia follow up Shibir : During October 2000 :
R. C. H. anaemia follow-up shibirs were conducted at Antarsuba, Limda, Monghari, Vasai and other 

villages of Vijaynagar Block of Sabarkantha District. The women who had joined shibir fomiarly, took part again 
in follow-up shibir. How much the women who had got information in the former shibir had used was 
discucssed in detail.

* Aarogya Mela :
Pursuant to the Aarogya Shibir, Aarogya Melas were arranged in Meghraj and Bhiloda Blocks of 

Sabarkantha District on 29-7-2000 and 31-7-2000 respectively in which rally of women was attractive. 
More information was given by video cassettes and exibition in this fair. There was provision for 
bloodtest in the fair, in which change in iron element was recorded. Officers at block and district level 
had remained present on the occasion to encourage the women.

* R. C. H. :
Anaemia Shibirs were planned in Sabarkantha District, under impregnation and child health programme 

during May 2000 to July 2000 by 'Chetna' intitute of Ahmedabad. Totally such 30 shibirs were arranged in 
Bhiloda, Meghraj, Vijaynagar. Khedbrahma and Idar blocks of the district. During Anaemia Shibir with a view 
to raising the standard of health of women and children information regarding diet of pregnant women medicines 
and pills, care of body and its proper treatment, vaccination, nutritious food, its kind and proportion etc. was 
given. They were made understand that the main cause of most of the diseases is anaemia. The programme of 
the Shibir was as follow s':

* Celebration of Nutrition Week :
Nuirition week was celebrated [in fouteen (14) villages of Bhiloda block, five (5) village os Meghraj block 

and three (3) village of Vijaynagar block] in Sabarakantha District. In three villages wrong beliefs of women, 
of not eating certain food was discussed. During the celebration, how to cook in which food, vegetables and 
pulses which vitamins and proteins exist, now these vitamins and proteins are useful in body, how much 
immunity they possess, these and other topics were discussed. Why a pregnant woman should take balanced 
food, how malnutrition is harmful and what will have to e done to prevent it, all these points were handled and 
explained.



* Celebration of Breast-feeding Week :
Having got the experience of R. C. H. breast-feeding week was celebrated in seven villages of Bhiloda 

and seven villages of Meghraj blocks of Sabarakantha District. Information regarding diet of mothers 
providing breast- food and pregnant women, when and in what dose medicines and pills should be taken, when 
the child should be vaccinated, what care should be taken in breast feeding tc. was given.

Importance of the first breast feeding and its immunity was convinced. 'The first breast feeding is 
vaccination without needle' and how it gives the baby strength to fight against Various diseases was taught; along 
with the importance of cleanliness. Informtation of 1. C. D. S. programme was given during celebration weight 
of the babies was recorded and the first three babies were awarded prizes.

In Panchmahal District, Mahila Samakhya Sahyogini Group and J. R. P. were given training about aids 
by Aids Control Society, Gujarat. Then the Sahyoginis planned to give this training in their ten villages. Training 
at village level was given to the village women for one or two days from 12.00 noon to 4 p. m. sahyoginis, R. 
P. and J. R. P. had co-operated in this training.

This training of aids was planned in 18 villages and about 760 women had participated it. They had joined 
this training very enthusiastically. Discussion on the points the origin of this aids disease, its causes, its 
sympoms, its form as a sexual disease, its cure wer ediscussed in details. At the end of the training, it was 
decided as summaiy that the trainees would talk to their husbands, inform them about the use of Nirodh. They 
would test the needle of the syringe if it is boiled or not, before injucting or will use new needle and syringe 
and will insist on taking tested blood. It was decided to plan follow-up work after three monts.

* R. C. H. :
Mahila Samakhya Unit, Panchmahal District has made a proposal of R. C. H. Project Keeping in view 

pregnancy and child health covering to villages of Jambughoda Block. This proposal is sent to 'CHETNA' 
intitute and the process is going on.

With reference to R. C. H. Project training to Panchmahal Sahyogini workers was given by D. I. U. 
Planning of R, C. H. for villages was done and disucussion on venereal diseases, limbs of body, anatomy, 
menstruate .period, Goveran\ent services, took place.

Impregnation and child-health programme :
Government of India had implemented the programme of impregnation and childhealth, under which 

benefit of full information and service of impregnation and health is given to every man who has potentiality 
and power to control it, women who are able to impregnate and successfully pass the process of the birth of 
a baby, ever>' couple is capable of having a child when they desire, much importance is not given to the event 
of being jiregnant. Woman is safe with her baby after delivery, apparatus to prevent conception are available to 
their choice and there is no fear of being pregnant or having any disease. Idolescent boys and girls get knowledge 
of health during impregnation, they are in sound adolescent age -  effors are made for all these.

Besides, in this approach of health service, stress is put on the following principles
(U  Beneficiary centred approach,
(2) Lifecycle approach,
(3) Qualitative care,
(4) Decentralised planning,
(5) Sexual sensitiveness,
(6) Increasing participation of men,
(7) To get active co-operation of leaders and masses.
(8) Safe and chosen apparatus to prevent conception are available.
Awareness of women and adolescents is very necessary in exlending these aims upto masses. To

implement the demand of health and to increase the contact of village people with health structure Mahila
Samakhya chose to associate with 'Chetna' institute of Ahmedabad under implementation of the programmes of 
impregnation and child-awamess. 'Chetna' institute is mother N. G. O. at Gujarat level (M. N. G. O.), with 
which Mahila Samakhya Panchmahal is co-operated as a companion institute, Medical camps are arranged under 
R. C. H. project and information and awareness about pregnancy, social change, impregnation problems have 
been increases.

As a result of health shibir at village level common and venereal problems of women came to light. Their 
contact with Government hospitals increased. For the treatment of problems creating uneasiness, education of 
impregnation health in the field of health was established. Diagnosis camps were planned in co-operation with 
Primary Helath Centre and Community Health Centre to strengthen identity at block level.

* Impact of Camps :
Diagnosis Camp was planned in September. Total 172 women participated in them. General Test of 103 

of them was takne. 17 patients had the complaint that they were barren. They were given dates to come back 
again with their husbands. Women of Kalol C. H. C. were sent to Halol C. H. C. The other problems of the ladies 
were leuconiioea and irregular menses. Common diseases were fever, stomach-ache etc. 38 women were 
checked at Halol block. Women who went to the camp were satisfactorily checked and so they were satisfied. 
As the number of women at Kalol block was great, enough time could not be given for their testing. In 
Ghoghamba and Jambughoda too C. H. C., P. H. C. came into closer contact. Women and Programmes came 
into light.



In  B aroda D istrict follow-up training of healih was given under Mahila Samakhya. Sahyogini group 
came for follow-up training of health and alJ the points of health were covered under it. Training of aids also 

was included in it. On the base of those points health training is given at block level. 'H ealth and Aids' camp 
for training was conducted in Vaghodia block in which 24 women took part. A planning for two-month-shceme 
is decided by the workers to carry on this information upto village level. During all these training women of 
Sangh have played the role of trainers and it is a matter of special pride for Mahila Samakhya.

Besides three health workers at block level and sahyoginis had got training for three days and as a result 
of it, they are to arrange Health Fairs at village level. About 10 Aarogya Melas have been organised in Baroda 
District and as a result of it, number of women at Jasud Aarogya Kendra has increased. Without being ashamed, 
they submit their personal problems and venereal diseases too, worker of Sangh tests them properly and gives 
them medicines, oils of Neem and nirgundi.

In Nasvadi block of Baroda District 10 Aarogya Melas were arranged at 10 villages by sahyoginis, in 
which 30 women participated. The aim of these melas was to provide information about health. Information 
about diseases of women, blind faith and impregnation was given. As a result women began to come to Jasud 
Kendra and without being ashmed told their difficulties.

Jasud Kendra :
In Sankheda, Kwant and Nasvadi blocks of Baroda District, Jasud Kendras are conducted to provide 

complete information and training of health. Local women and adoleseents come there to seek advice of herbal 
medicines for their common and chronic diseases.

Jasud Kendra is conducted by Sangh women and Sahyoginis. They have been trained for this purpose.

With the co-operation of Chetna institute Mahila Samakhya of Rajkot District, under the training of W. 
H. O. Five trainees were trained on the subject “On the way to physical fitness of women” and then they were 
appointed as Master Trainers, to train the women of sangh at village level. 203 women from 99 villages 
participated the training.

Having got the training, Sangh women trained the other women in their villages. Local P. H. C. nurses, 
malaria workers, health workers and others also had participated the training.

Then as the follow-up work of the training, follow-up training to the master trainers of the district was 
given by 'Chetna' institution, in which subjects like 'Effect of Famine on women' and 'H . I. V./Aids' were
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included. When Master trainers follow-up work was over, training was given to the other women at district 
level, in which 25 women had taken part. Training in Jetpur and Upleta Blocks is over.

As planned by the head office of Mahila Samkhya of Rajkot District, training in aids was given by Gujarat 
Aids State Control Society. Having got this training, subject of aids is included in the follow up training of the 
sangh at block level by W. H. O. and women are given training at sangh level.

When some new villages were included in decentralised Sanghs, a demand for the training of nurses came 
from those villages.

In co-operation with 'Seva Rural Zagadia' institute Rajkot Mahila Samkhya planned for the nursing 

training of 30 women.
In co-operation with World Health Organisation, (W. H. O.) 288 women were given training of 

impregnation and health (R. C. H.) in blocks under the field of work of Rajkot and Baroda Districts. The aim 
of this training was to enable the women to keep the ladies and daughters of their villages, their families and
other families healthy, so healthy children of to-day would be healthy citizens of future and in this way they
would get a chance of providing healthy future citizens. Besides these points they can help in preventing 
dangerous evils of the country like aids and overgrowth of population.

* Main Points of R. C. H. Training :
Inequality of Sex-Social and Natural 

Nutrition and health of women 

Men and impregnation of women

Beliefs about conception, harmful symptoms during pregnancy and causes of death.

-  Post-natal care of mother and child’s health.

-  Abortion -  its instruments/risky points and use of contraceptives.

T. B. Consumption, malaria, aids etc. diseases, their prevention and cure.

-  Explosion of over population, a national problem and equal participation of men and women in 
solving it.

Classes of hygienic Training were conducted by Banaskantha District Mahila Samakhya Units. The main 
points of the meetings of hygienic training at village level of Deesa block were vaccination, iron pills, 
registration of pregnant women etc. It was decided to have a survey of nurses in each Sangh of District and plan 
their training at block level. Under R. C. H. hygienic shibir, two leader workers were trained and totally 10 
workers were trained on hygienic point five shibirs were planned in Deesa Block and other five shibirs were 
conducted as follow-up work.

105 women participated in hygienic meetings at block level in Radhanpur. These worker of Sangh hold 
meetings at village level and give every woman information 20 workers had attended meeting at block level. As 
a result of these meeting blind faith of women was abolished and they started going to hospital for delivery. 
Women began to go to P. H. C. for medicines. Pregnant women got vaccinated and started taking iron pills.

Regular meetings are held on hygienic points at village level in Dhanera Block. The follow-up work of 
the meetings of the nurses held at block and district level is done at village level. Two days hygienic shibirs
were conducted at village level in totally five villages.

* Impact of Hygienic Shibirs :

Women liked shibirs. They got new information from the shibirs.

Their blind faith was abolished.



* They knew about vaccination and began to take iron pills.

* They started going to P.H.C.

* Good Co-operation from rainers.

* Good co-operation with reflections from D.LU.

* Good co-operation from Anganvadi worker and nurse.

In a hygienic meeting held at village level points like vaccination, iron pills, registration of pregnant, 
P.H.C. etc. were given more importance. Planning of meetings of nurses, is made at village level. In Kankarej 
Block Shibirs under R.C.H. were arranged in 9 villages. Follow -Hip-work of these meetings was done every 
month. Regular meetings are held with the nurses. The responsibility of Anganvadi centre and school is entrusted 
to the leader woman of the village. Shibirs are arrang-ed in every village on the base of the points of hygiene, 
R.C.H. Nutrition week was also celebrated, Cleanliness movement was started in Torana village work on the 
point of hygiene was taken up in co-operation with the students of Jam Jodhpur Arts and Commerce College.

Shibirs on “Impregnation and chiid-health programme' was planned by Banaskantha Mahila Samakhya 
Unit under R.C.H, in co-operation with 'Chetna Institute. Total 18 Health Shibirs were arranged under R.C.H. 
at village level in which care in pregnancy, nutritious diet, care at the time of delivery, care of the newly bom 
baby, vaccination, advantages of family-planning and other points were discussed and information was given. 
Deesa, Dhanera and Kankarej Blocks were covered under it. Total number of trainees was 689. Total 3 Yuvati 
Shibirs were arranged under R.C.H, in which number of trainees was 100.

Bef^ides R.C.H., 'Nutrition and Breast-feeding Week' was celebrated by Unisef in 15 villages. The activi­
ties held in them were competition of variety of food-items, rally, exhibition, writing slogans etc. About 150 
women participated in this celebration.

Before the Sangh working of village level of Surendranagar District, main problems were pertaining to 
the health of women. Diseases of women were specially discussed. As women are shy by nature, they could not 
talk about their own diseases; but individual questions were placed./Hygienic problems of the women were 
discussed at the meetings at village level and in cluster meetings at bl«j)ck level. Discussion in small groups took 
place on -  what is health ? Which members of family fall ill now and then ? What are the common diseases 
of women ? etc. This created a hygienic atmosphere. Women began to think about their health and learnt to ask 
questions. This proved the importance of hygienic shibirs at village level and shibirs at village level were 
planned.

In the hygienic shibir its aim, procedure, socially sex- difference, importance of women’s health, anatomy 
of a female body, menses cycle, problems of menses, reasons of barrenness, how the sex of the baby in uterus 
is determined, causes of abortion, symptoms of risky pregnancy, precautions during delivery, how to make 
delivery safe, information about Mamta Kit, Structure of health service, diseases of women and their symptoms, 
their domestic treatment anaemia or 'Pandu', what it is and how to prevent it -  all these were' discussed.

Shibir was co-ordinated with Primary Health Centre. The Medical Officer and nurses had visited the 
Shibir and guided the trainees in health service, tested the women and gave them medicines.

As a follow-up work of shibir, taking into consideration the need of women a gynaecologic camp (health 
camp was arranged. Two gynaecologist doctors tested the women, gave them medicines on the place and advised 
them to come to Surendranagar if their further help was required. The doctors'gave their services free; the 
medicines also were given free by Lions’ Club. Primary Health Centre had deputed its staff for help, 90 women 
were beneficiaries of this camp.

Besides, Health Shibir and Health Camp, Surendranagar Mahila Samakhya had arranged a camp for the 
training of nursing in which, the number of trainees was 21. The points discussed were precautions during 
delivery, post- delivery hints, importance of Mamta kit, symptoms of risky, pregnancy, causes of miscarriage, 
diseases of women, their symptoms, prevenion and cure etc. Some nurses had not got Mamata Kits and eligible 
remuneration for deliveries. This point was discussed and their application was forwarded to District Health
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Officer, so that they would get their Mamata Kits and due remuneration.

Aarogya Shibir Arranged by Surendranagar Mahila Samakhya brought many hygienic problems of women 
into light. In continuation to this health camps were arranged in two villages. In one village medical test was 
performed by Primary Health Centre and medical test of women and children was done. The medicines were 
given on the spot, A gynaecologic camp was arranged, two gunaeco logists were invited from Surendranagar. 
The camp was arranged with co - operation of Lions’ Club. The staff of Primary Health Centre had given their 
services. Tonics and other necessary medicines were supplied to the needy women.

Mahila Samakhya Unit of Surendranagar District had planned a two-days camp at village level. It was 
a health camp in which 241 women participated. The aim pf the camp was to provide information about menses
cycle, anatomy of a female body, its functions, diseases of women, their prevention and treatment etc. In one
other camp from October to December-2000 12 trainees got information about hyganeic problems, diseases of 
women, their symptoms and treatment etc.

[C] Legal Advice and Mahila Panch : (Nari Adalat)
The main object of Mahila Samakhya Programme is to 

provide information to women and adolescents who are back­
ward and illiterate, who reside in far off villages about their 
equal rights and authorities in social, economical, political and 
educational Fields and laws and free them from injustice, vio­
lence and tyranny, they can demand justice and raise their heads 
high against the tyrannies and violence, which they have been 
constantly suffering. Mahila Samakhya gives them legal advice 
to make them capable in social, economical and educational fields.

Under Mahila Samakhya Programme activity of Mahila Panch -  Nari Adalat -  started, in Baroda in 1995 
as Nari Adalat and in Rajkot in 1998 as 'M ahila Panch*. Till now more than 800 cases in Rajkot have been 
recorded. Scarcely 10% of the cases could not come to compromise and have gone to the courts. 'Adalat Panch' 
has settled many cases of the courts which were unsolved pending there for a long lime.

At Baroda and Rajkot Nari Adalat Mahila Panch cases are handled by the women of Panch. There is 
neither a judge, nor a pleader woman of sangh. They sit under a tree, collectively discuss different problems and 
get solution. When any woman comes to Nari Adalat or Mahila Panch with her problems of physical-mental 
violence, woman's property, dowry, divorce, beating maintenance and other family problems or social problems 
like teasing or deceiving, women of sangh assemble and give proper justice.

Village public and members of family accept the verdict given by the women of panch and in cases of 
maintenance and woman's property women co-operative in follow-up work too. In remarkable matters, now men 
also come to Nari Adalat. In Rajkot Muslim ladies have joined Mahila Panch. They too come with their 
problems. Thus, this Adalat has kept its door open for all without any distinction of caste and creed, rich and 
poor and yet all the cases are regularly recorded in detail as they are in the courts.

This activity gradually progresses in other four districts. International institute 'Dristi' situated at Delhi 
and I.C.R.W. have noted the activities of Nari Adalat/Mahila Panch and the institute tries to give legal protection 
with their co-operation and help. E.T of Haidrabad visited Nari Adalat of Padra Block of Baroda District. 
Cassettes of parts of this visit for seven minutes are prepared. They are translated in different seven languages. 
Mahila Samakhya has tried to send this activity to other countries.

Women o f Mahila Samakhya Sangh of Sabarkantha conduct, Nari •^Adalat in co-operation with Jnati 
Panch, in Bhiloda and Vijaynagar Blocks, and women of surrounding villages come to the block with their 
problems. Women of sangh keep the members of both the parties present. First of all they get information of



the case from both the parties by calling them personally, and then only they solve the problem and give 
judgment. Many cases, which had been registered in courts and delayed for years are easily solved by Mahila 
Panch. Women of Bhiloda Block on 15th and those of Vijaynagar Block on 5th of every month meet at Taluka 
Panchayat compound and conduct Adalat.

One speciality of Mahila Panch conducted by Mahila Samakhya is that women come here with their 
complaints and they get scope to express themselves, while 'Gnati Panch' do not hear the ladies and give one­
sided judgment. Nari Adalat hears both the parties, so its verdict is proper and true

In panchm ahal District Nari Adalat had been started in Jambughhoda on 15-12-2000 and Halol on 14-
12- 2000 .

In Jam bughoda Block when legal problems were put before Sahyoginis, they did not think it proper to 
handle them, so they invited both the parties by leters and discussed and if it was not possible to come to 
comromise, the cases were referred to Nari Adalat, Pavi-Jetput Block of Baroda District. They saw the rapid 
process in giving proper justice, so the women thought of having such Adalat in their own block, so that they 
would gather to - gether at a place and solve their problems in their block and would save physical labour and 
money. Then in October Nari Adalat (Jambughoda) used to meet on 15th of every month. In the beginning 25 
women of strong and medium sangh used to join.



Then 12 women of 4 blocks of the district had gone to see Nari Adalat of Padra block. They saw the 
process of the case and described it in a meeting held at Halol Block, the women who were present there thought 
of having such an Adalat in their own block. It was regularly planned in November Information regarding what 
types of cases they would handle, was given Member fee of Rs. 51 /- was decided. 2 workers from every sangh 
would regularly come to taluka panchayat office to handle Adalat. In December under a neemtree about 30 
women had asembled. Now on 16th of every month Adalat works regularly. The cases at both the Nari Adalats 
are divorce, womans property, physical and mental torture, family disputes, cases of property suspicion on 
character, not having child, wifebeating, maintanance expense from husband etc.

On 26-1-2001 the earth-quake disfi^ter prevailed everywhere in Gujarat and as a result, the facility for 
the meetings of Mahila Panch stopped Morbi-Maila and Wankaner blocks of Rajkot district were so much 
injured that no proper place for meeting was left.

Even under these circumstances, workers of sangh and panch co-operated and encouraged oneanother. 
Besides, they got inspiration from District by D.P.C., R.P., J.R.P. and sahyoginis and women thought of starting 
Mahila Panch meeting again.

Now Mahila Panch meetings of Wankaner block meet at Danapith hall of Wankaner on 12th and 26th of 
every month. Mahila Panch meetings of Morbi block meet at Bharatnagar I.T.I. school on 1st and I5th of eveiy 
month and Mahila Panch meeting of Mahila block meets at Gram Panchayat, Hall of Sarvad village on 20th of 
every month.

[D] Economic Activities :

District units of Mahila Samakhya programme have 
started activities for the progress of women in the economic 
field. Some of the Mahila Sanghas have formed saving 
groups. Training of economic self-dependence is given by 
bank, post-office, gram-technology kendra, Gandhinagar,
Krishi taleen kendra, poultry kendra and other institutes.
Women have learnt to start small or big profession with the 
help of the amount they have saved.

In Sabarkantha and Banaskantha districts the activities are agriculture and Dhangola. Women get a field 
on rent, take three crops (potatoes, millet and oily seeds). They get profit and repay the amount of loan received 
from sangh saving. Women of Mahila sangh. Sabarkantha district buy cooking vessels and give them on rent on 
dinner parties. In Kavada, Gopavada and Kotda villages of Meghraj Block of Mahila Samakhya Sabarkantha 
sangh, women set land on mortgage, adopt collective farming, reap the crops, sell it and distribute profit equally, 
after deducting the expenses.

Dhungola is a special type of economic activity adopted by Mahila Samakhya Sabarkantha and Baroda. 
Members of Sangh collect grain at the time of season per head. If any one of the members of Sangh has no com 
to eat and she has to starve, she is given corn as a loan and she would have to return one and a half quantity 
of the corn taken as loan. Besides the collected corn is given to the persons of the village for sowing as seeds 
and they have to return double corn in season. Women of Matha Timba, Kai Dungari and Haripura have stated 
three dhangolas. 18 women of Matha Timba have started dhangola by collecting 1 k.g. com perhead. 16 women 
of Kali Dungari have started dhangola by collecting 5 k.g. of com per head. In Haripura too women started 
dhangola by collecting 5 k.g. of corn per head.

In Vankada village of Vidyanagai*
Block women of sangh held a meeting and 
prepared a collective cow-dung-heap. As 
decided by sangh, women collect dung 
from the roads, deposit it in the cow-dung 
heap sell it as manure in the rainy season 
and distribute the amount of sale equally.
In Toda no. 1 of Bhiloda Block the activity 
of collective cow-dung heap has been 
started.

In Napada village of Bhiloda Block 
Nursery has been started. Women of sangh 
set the plants prepared in nursery and get

income. 32 women of Bhiloda Block from 17-3-2001 to 31-3-2001 and 25 women of Khedbrahma Block from 
27-3-2001 to 10-4-2001 joined 'Poultry Training' class at 'Poultry Training Centre, Himatnagar', the topics of 
training were their breeding, treatment, how they should be fed, cleanliness of their den, selling of eggs, 
treatment of ill cocks and hens, how to start a poultry centre etc. 25 hens were given to the women of sangh, 
along with food for them.

Women of Mahila Samakhya Sabarkantha sangh are associated with GVam Technology institute, Wankaner 
and they get training of preparing papercups, preparing bowls and dishes from leaves and use of natural fibres 
was taught. When the training period was over, women buy faw material is purchased from the money with­
drawn from their saving money and productions are sold. In this way women can manage their business at home.

Women of Mahila Samakhya Sabarkantha are given farming training by Khedoot Taleem kendra, 
Khedbrahma. The points of the training are importance of local manure, grafting, methods of farming, duration 
of time in the process of tilling, manure and irrigation, how to get more production in less sowing, how to kill 
insects spoiling crops, how to preserve seek and how they can be maintained, cattle breeding etc.

In two months duration from 19-2-2001 to 2 2 ^ -2 0 0 1 , 22 women of Palla sangh of Meghraj Blocic were 
given training of natural fibres by co-operation of Gram Technology Institute in Sabarkantha District. During 
this training of two months the trainees were taught to prepare various things from fibers. They learnt to prepare 
Floor- mattresses, bags, tea-coaster, thread, telephone-mat and other things.

At the end of the training each woman was given 20 k.g. fibres and a machine, so that the trainees would 
be doing follow up work, making various things and would be developing their experience and skill. At the end 
of the training each trainee was awarded a certificate and stipend at the rate of 15/- Rs. per day.

'Krishi Mela' was arranged on 24-1-2001 at Khedoot Tateen Kendra Khedbrahma. Women of Mahila 
Samakhya had participated in the exhibition by raising their stalls. State Programme Director and Resource 
Person were present there to guide and inspire them. Women had taken part in various competitions and won 
prizes. Khedoot Taleem Kendra gets funds from Netherland. This kendra trains women in farming at village and 
block level and makes them compeent; women of Sabarkantha, Banaskantha and Surendranagar have got training 
here and started collective faiTnin?. ^  ^Saving Groups

Women of sangh have stalled activity of 
agriculture and nursery in Baroda and Panchmahal 
District. Women of Baroda district have started the 
activities of collective cow-dung heaps, Dhangola 
seeds and nursery. Now women have joined Gram 
Technology Institute for the training of making 
things from fibres. Courses of nursery had been 
started in 12 villages of three blocks of Baroda 
District from April 2000 to March 2001 with the 
co-operation of forest department 116 women 
took part in this activity. Rs. 98,125 were spent in 
three instalments after this activity.

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In Methad village of Padra Block 11 women of sangb collected 11 kg of tuver pulse, which was 1 kg per 
head. The collected pulse was distributed among the needy women. In return they got 22 kg of seeds. In six 
villages of Nasvadi block 120 maunds of maize was collected. This collected maize was distributed among needy 
women last year (During 2000 to 2001) as there was famine. This distributed maize will be returned in one and 
half quantity if the current year becomes prosperous.

In every village of Baroda District everyone knew the importance of saving in the days of scarcity. In 40 
villages of district attention was paid not only to moneary saving, but to saving of com and seeds also. Women 
of some sanghs of Kwant and Nasvadi blocks prepare neem oil, nagod oid, powder of three kinds of myrobalans, 
and Fragrant hair oil and sell them. Income from the sale of various things is equally distributed among the 
women of the sangh. Besides, they contribute some part of income to sangh fund.

Some women of sanghs of Rajkot District who are given training by Gram Tpchnology Bhavan, 
Gandhinagar, prepare troughs from fibres, foot-balls, school bags, purses from leather, are now preparing better 
specimen. They get outside orders. Women of sangh are now going to establish a 'Production centre' on well- 
arranged basis.

With co-operation of District Panchayat and Unisef Mahila Samakhya Rajkot has implemented C.C.A. 
project. The aim is to know the difficulties of people by awareness camp and to carry them to District Panchayat, 
For this useful work of the public three field-workers are given mopeds. Grant amounting to Rs. 6,00,000/- is 
alloted to build a 'M ahila Kutir’ (workshop) at Veraval village of Koida- Sangani Block of Rajkot District.

Activities of collective farm and dhangola are implemented in Banaskantha District. Women of sangh get 
a field on hire and take three crops. Sangh repays the amount of loan from the amount of saving. 'Nutritionm 
week' was celebrated in Bhavpura village of Deesa Block. During this celebration method to grow more veg­
etables at lower cost was shown to the sangh women, with a view to maintaining their health. Women of sangh 
welcomed (his idea. They descributed the seeds o f  cucumber, brinja), vetches, spinach, fenugreek etc. among 
themselves and sowed them in the open land of their homes and in their fields. The sale of vegetables was 
profitable and it increased the enthusiasm of the women of the sangh.

By sangh women at Palvi village of Radhanpur Block of Banaskantha District a camp for training of 
pearl-work and embroidery was arranged for 15 days from 18-9-2000 to 22-9-2000 by 'State design 
Ahmedabad'. The aim was to train women to prepare fine specimen of handi-craft at very low price, get income 
from their sale and become financially self-dependant. During the training of pearl -work women had prepared 
earings and garlands those of embroidery had prepared small and big bags, wall-pieces, hand-kerchiefs. At 
present these women prepare various specimen of pearl-work and embroidery and gel income.

In Halol, Kalol, Jambughoda and Ghoghamba Blocks of Panchmahal District 345 women of 18 saving 
groups have saved Rs. 995. The main aim of this saving is to empower women to financial development and 
to increase their understanding about it. By this activity we want to join women with banks, to include them 
in bank-dealings and they would get economic sources. Women have no movable or immovable property on 
their names. They have no property, nothing, which they can call their own, so women were convinced with the 
help of various methods by Mahila Sangh, the importance of group saving, the best group discussion was on 
Triangle Method. By pebble method women were convinced how the earning by labour of men and women are 
utilized, the earnings of labour by women are spent after domestic expense and children and those of men are 
wasted after indulgence and entertainment. What would be on the name of the women under, these circum­
stances ? As a result of discussion in detail on this topic, women thought of saving every month. Women made 
some rules for spending and not spending the amount of saving.

As a part of celebration of 'IntemationalAVomen's day' a drama was played on natural resources in March 
1998 in Mahila Samakhya Panchmahal. After the review of the drama women of the village discussed the topic 
of old method of cultivation. In the beginning 7 women worked, on natural resources. Then 'Prayas' institute 
of Mangrol near Rajpipla, District Narbada, worked on the same subject then, from the whole district 22 women 
got residential training for 5 days. Then 39 women worked on natural resources, cultivation by natural resources 
gave better results than cultivaiion by chemical methods. Though there was scarcity at that time, they got good 
crops of paddy and maize.

As a part of Mahila Samakhya Programme women of Sayla, Mooli and Chotila blocks of Surendranagar 
District prepared strong sanghs. Women started saving groups in these sanghs. The problem among the meetings 
of women was discussed that women work hard at home and yet they have no property in their own names, when 
women are in accidental need of money, they are put to great trouble. If the sangh has some saved money it can 
be utilised to help the needy women. This was the main aim of starting a saving group. Rules for groups were 
formed. What amount should be saved by every member in one month, in whose name the bank account should 
be opened, how to perform the responsibilities by turn, how to get advantage of government schemes, all these 
matters were decided. The details of saving groups of Surendranagar are as follows :

Women of Sangh have been thinking which other activity should be adopted in future along with the 
activity of group saving. They get information about benefit which can be received from Government Schemes 
and are trying to start professions. They had attended the meeting of Gram Technology held at Dhrangadhra and 
got information of financial activities, Women are thinking of being self- dependant by getting various training 
by Gram Technology.

'Swashakti Project' was started from November 2000 in Surendmagar District. The project was to make 
total 50 S.H.G. It was decided to make 30 S.H.G. in Mooli Block and 20 S.H.G. in Chotila Block. The budget 
proposal of Rs. 12.50 lacs for this project is prepared and sent. As apart of this budget, the first instalment 
amounting to Rs. 1,87,500/- has already been received.

A seperate project co-ordinator has been appointed for this project.
In May 2000 by the state office of Mahila Samakhya Ahmedabad, a team of co-ordination officers of six 

districts, R.P. of Baroda and Rajkot and Sahyoginis arranged a meeting at Gujarat Gram Technology Institute, 
Gandhinagar with the Director of the Institute Shree Vaidya Sahib. Guidance about which type of professional 
training\'^hould be given in various districts, taking into consideration local situations was given. Rajkot, 
Sabarkantha and Baroda District units got training by this institute and started various activities. Surendranagar 
and Sabarkantha District units prepared a planning for the same.

(E) Yuvati Shibir

m
Various activities of Mahila Samakhya Programme are 

implemented, but 'Yuvati Shibir’ is a specialised activity. Yuvati 
Shibirs are arranged every month at block level in six districts.
We try to guide Yuvatis about gender equality/inequality and the 
right, they can have in various fields, adolescents in the age 
group of 12 to 25 years are invited for training for two days 
training twice or thrice a year, .The aims of this training are the 
following :

* Self-identity and gender awareness
* Self-health/family health/cleanliness of the village.
* Common and chronic diseses and their effects on woman
* Child-breeding and its health
* Importance of education. Contribution of education to the development of personal and family

development
* Status of women in family and society
* Contribution of women to economic, educational and social development
* Local institutes -  information about bank, post office etc.
Yuvati Shibir was arranged in Khedbrahma Block of Sabarkantha District, during J9-20 October 2000. 

32 girls took part in it. A similar Yuvati Shibir was arranged in Vijaynagar Block during october 2000, in which 
82 Yuvatis, 5 sahyoginis, R.P. and J.R.P. were joined. Another Yuvati Shibir was arranged at Sonasan, in Sabar 
Gram Vidyapith in which 120 yuvatis took pan. In all these three shibirs, the topics which were discussed in 
detail and understanding was provided were health of Yuvatis, all sided development of Yuvatis, gender, 
anaemia, impregnation system and its function, individual, family and religious problems. To clarify various 
points role-plays, songs, garbas, picture, acting, drama, demonstration, models, posters etc. were utilised.

In Meghraj Block 7 (seven) Yuvati Sanghs are working. Adolescents of Yuvati Sangh regularly hold a 
meeting once in a month in their own villages. They get information from Yuvati Shibirs and supply that new 
information to other adolescent of their village Yuvatis have made saving groups, These adolescents think of 
getting professional training. They hold a meeting at block centre with the Yuvatis of saving group once in three 
months.

A proposal was sent to District Panchayat of Baroda District to conduct 25 yuvati shibirs in 4 blocks other 
than Adivasi Blocks. An amount of Rs. 30,000/- is awarded in February 2001 for this purpose. Under this 
progamme two days TO.T. training camps were arranged in which two sahyoginis and two women of sanghs 
were invited from each of Dabhoi, Padra, Vaghodia and Sankheda Blocks. In this way 8 sahyoginis and 8 women 
of sanghs attended training programme for T.O.T. training to understand and explain to girls reading in std. VIII 
to std, XII, anatomy of boys and girls difference in their growth, blind faith, menses cycle etc. Then a meeting 
was held with four principals of four Taluka schools and it was decided to hold a two days’ camp for Yuvatis 
in each block.

In Rajkot District work on issue on yuvatis' health is going on from five years. They demanded to hold 
m eetings at village level to train women about health. As a result yuvati shibirs, were arranged. From October 
2000 to March 2001 many Yuvati Shibirs have been aiTanged.

Yuvati Shibirs were arranged at Upleta, Jasdan, Paddhari, Wankaner and Kordasa Gambhi Blocks in which 
200 Yuvatis got training. Yuvatis, w'ho have been trained in former camps are now working as trainers. More 
stress was put in these Shibirs on the points venereal Diseases of women.

* Causes of venereal diseases.
* Domestic treatment of the diseases

H.I.V. and Aids
Gender

Guidance on the above-mentioned points was systematically given.
In Rajkot District Yuvati Shibirs were arranged in diferent villages. As a follow-up work of this Yuvatis 

formed in their own villages 'Yuvati Mandal.' There are 25 such Yuvati Mandals in Rajkot. These Yuvati 
Mandals support sanghs strongly and provide information on various points to include other yuvatis of the



village in tlie sanghs. Besides saving groups are formed by Yuvati Mandal, thiey stand by saving groups and help 
the women of Sangh, when needed.

In Surendranagar District, in January 2001, a  two days' Yuvati Shibir was arranged. 80 Yuvatis had taken 
part in it. The aim of this shibir vC'as to form groups of Yuvatis and to solve their problems. In these two days 
shibir information regarding sex-difference in society, identity self and function of impregnation system etc. was 
given.

In Surendmagar District a health camp too for two days was arranged at village level. Diseases of women 
and their problems were discussed in detail in this camp. Posters, charts, books, songs and pictures -  
demonstration of all these helped women in understanding the diseases of women. We got cordial co-operation 
of the Medical Officer and staff of Primary Health Centre. The information of health facilities at village was 
revealed. Local nurses, Anganvadi staff, members of sangh and nurses of the RH.O. had joined the shibir. At
the end of the shibir yuvatis and women of sangh got information of self-identity, anatomy and anatomical 
problems and various diseases.

* Yuvati Shibir : Benefits of formation of Yuvati Mandal :
* Adolescents of the age of 18 got solution of their problems.
* They could express their individual problems freely.
* They got information about characterstics of adolescene, how twin-babies are bora, menstrualion

impregnalon, how a boy or a girl is bom etc.
* They got knowledge of how aids is acquired how to prevent it, patrarchal social structure, evil social 

customs etc.
* They knew anatomy and got deep knowledge of impregnation
* Yuvatis began to think of professiona training.

(F) Child Care Centre :
In Rajkot District, activity of Child Care Centre is 

implemented under Mahila Samakhya Programe. Child Care 
Centres are conducted to take care of the children during the 
hours of profession/work of the women, who have joined Mahila 
Sangh. The woman undertaking responsibility of taking care of 
babies is called Balsakhi.

In Ashapura Garden of Gondal, District Rajkot a meeting 
was held, in w'hich 36 Balsakhis had remained present. The 
following were the points of their discussion

* Responsibility of Balsakhi Committee,
* Inclination of mothers towards Child 

Care Centre (Bal Sambhal Kendra)
* ConstiTJctive inclination of children.
* Monitoring of sangh on Nurtitious food 

Activities,

Child Care Centres
In totally 16 villages of Khedbrahma, Bhiloda 

and Meghraj Blocks of Sabarkantha District Child 
Care Centres are being conduted. Children upto the 
age of 5 years are adimitted to them and it is a prepa­

ration for the children before being admitted to 16 Child Care Centres.
Meetings are held for Balsanchalikas. Cleanliness, regularity of children, meetings of guardians, how to 

prepare snacks, how to fill registers, are the topics.

(6) Extra ordinary Achievements of Mahila Samakhya District Associations 

Sabarkantha

Information of leprosy revived Gadasa Shantabahen
In May 2000, in Raypur village of Bhiloda Block District Sabarkantha on 'Anaemia Camp' was being 

discussed, they came to know that Gadasa Shantabahen Kamjibhai had scars on her body and she was too ill 
to join the training class. Then our office car was sent to send for her from her home to the camp. She was 
checked by the nurse and Medical Officer and sent to the leprosy hospital at Rajendranagar. She was admitted 
and given treatment and then the Medical Officer recommended her to be admitted to Civil Hospital, Himmatnagar. 
By the medicines she is well. At present she can do her domestic works and she has very much thanked the 
women of Mahila Samakhya.

By implementing this project besides the discussion of anaemia knowledge of human anatomy was also 
discussed. Had this project not been implemented and had Gadasa Shantabahen Kamjibhai not got enough 
information about leprosy, her disease might have been developed. As she had been a victim to blind faith, she 
would have been taking medicines regularly. The information about leprosy removed her blind faith and her disease 
was cured.

Change in IVaditional Customs :
Under Mahila Samakhya Panchmahal 19 shibirs on Impregnation and Child Health Programme were 

arranged, at village level. Totally 1146 men, women and adolescents were benefitted by them. When the Shibirs 
were over, groups of women made planning of work and the staff- members along with men and women 
constantly worked on them. The following results are seen at the end of 4^5 months : During pregnancy they 
have been taking enough nutricious diet and rest. They know the importance of regular vaccination and that women 
get many diseases during the period of pregnancy, if they do not keep clean. They use Mamata Kit. Their old 
beliefs about food are changed. They did not consume milk, curds, bananas etc. Now these beliefs are changed 
and they have learnt to plan e.g.

They get vaccinated regularly 
Names of pregnant women are registered 
Mamata Kits are distributed 
Beliefs about diet are changed
They know the risky symptoms during pregnancy and the pregnant 
woman is shifted to a hospital.

In the scarcity areas of Khedbrahma Block of Sabarkantha District, cattle were starving for want of fodder 
and women were very much worried to save them. During this critical time women took trouble to get relief forms. 
They got them filled and sent to the office of the Mamlatdar and got relief cards from there. About 2000 women 
got fodder by relief work and fed their cattle. Women had gone to other sanghs and informed them of this activity 
and made them get benefit. The presence of mind of women during these times made them, take this activity 
in hand, which resulted in revival of the cattle.

Besides this women got about 20 to 25 trucks Of green grass, in some villages. This relief of green grass 
was a great reilef to the cattle. 10 trucks of hay aUo had been given.

About 5,000 women of Khedbrahma block had participated in relief works. Their wages were Rs. 40 per 
day, which was enough for their daily maintenance. During this critical situation Mahila Samakhya had undertaken 
the work of supporting in providing fodder and water.

Water was supplied to the cattle-camps by tankers and so thousands of cattle are saved from death. Mahila 
Samakhya had undertaken the activity of saving thousands, of cattle by providing them constant fodder.



Water by Labour :
In Chitrodi village of Vijaynagar Block Mahila Samakhaya Sabarkantha people have been trying to get water 

from last two years Regular meetings are held here once in 9 month. During the meeting information was given 
by Sahyoginis and J.R.P., that threre is no handpump in this area. Women went to the water-supply office with 
an application and then there was constant follow up-work. During this time men of another street of this village 
had demanded a hand—pump. Sarpanch did not co-operate when he knew about the process done by women, 
as hand-pump had not been installed there. The opponent group threatened to burn out the vehicle which had 
come to repair hand pump, returned with the vehicle.

Women of Vanfali came to know this. They at once reached the office. They undertook the responsibility. 
They themselves took the vehicle to their village on condition that they would cany and return the vehicle 
themselves. The hand-pump was installed and water they got was very good. Thus the problem of water was 
solved.

This new service increased women’s courage, their team - spirit was encouraged. They learnt to put faith 
in themselves and got a direction to progress.

On the way to be economically selfreliant :
20-20 women of Bhamaria and Dedhia villages of Khedbrahma block co-operated with G.I.I. Sabarkantha 

District got training in preparing paper-cups (bowls and plates made of leaves) The women who have been trained 
are now producing and selling of their goods. They have made a deed on a stamp-paper with G.T.I, deposited 
some amount and got a machine to manufacture paper cups. They have started production of their goods.

17 women of Deria village of Meghraj Block of Sabarkantha District have started saving 10 rs. per head, 
from November 2000 and 20 women of Khokharia have started saving 10 rs. per head from December 2000. 
12 women of Dantia village of Bhiloda Block have started saving group, saving 20 rs. per head.
* 37 Women of Toda~l village of Bhiloda Block have started a saving group, saving 50 rupees per 

head from 18th December.
* Women of sangh in Nandoj, Vantda, Vanjapur and Asaal villages of Bhiloda Block have formed groups of 

'Golden Jubilee EmpJoyment Scheme', and they have started saving 25 rupees per head.
* Women of Jabchitaria village sangh have collectively saved rupees 15,000/- They are deposited in Fixed 

Account from November 2000. Saving group of Haripura village women have deposited 10,000 rupees in 
Fixed Account and they mutually lend 11,000 rupees among sangh women.

Change in Traditional Thoughts
From three months in Bhavanpura village of Bhiloda Block of Sabarkantha District a new village has been 

adopted, to start working. From the women it was known that the husband of Bhanubahen was quarelling with 
her every now and then and was beaing her very much. Sahyoginis persuaded her husband and tole him of Mahila 
Samakhya Programme. She gave him some books to read “Champa Kare Vichar” (Champa thinks). The reading 
of those blooks made a slight change in her husband. He stopped beating Bhanubahen. Now they are living in 
peace.

Achievements of Sabarkantha Sangh :
* Women of Surpur village old of Idar Block of sangh arranged, a meeting with Gram sevak and got some 

instruments like pump to sprinkle insecticides, useful in fanr>ing by subsidy.
* Women of Haripura Sangh held frequent meetings with Sahyogini and the presidend applied and started 

getting water in the village, by a tanker.
* Relief work was going on in Ghanti (Poshina) village of Idar Block. Savitabahen a member of the Sangh 

was handicapped, so she could not go for relief work. Sahyogini gave her information. Savitabahen 
submitted her case. Then she was given 20 rupees and 1 kg. com per day. This benefit will continue, till 
the relief-work ends.

Change in Customs
The work of Hirabahen of Vaghodia village of Baroda District was tiiat of a barber. If someone died, 

Hirabahen had to go there. It was a custom to break down the bangles of wife when her husband died, but instead 
of breaicing them, she used to take them off. She helps in works like providing widow form, income certificate, 
document necessary for getting help after death. She has got training for three months in Mahavad. When needed, 
she at once gathers the women of the village. She stands by any woman who needs her help. She works with 
very much courage and enthusiasm. She would not be defeated in any conversation Hirabahen brought change 
in her own house too. The villagers know her as a pleader. She has carried M.S, programme to every village. 
She has spread this undrstanding in her father's village too. At present she is working as a balsakhi. She attends 
Nari Adalat every Monday. She brings women, with her. If some woman is not ready to accompany, she goes 
to her house, persuades her husband and carries her with her. This is how Hirabahen has been changed.

Thus, if a person is changed, change in family and society, does not take time.

Mahila Samakhya, Baroda, In the Role of a Pressure Group
On 25-8-2000, women of Dabhoi Nari Adalat went to get womans property of Baria Manjulabahen 

Govindbhai of village Ordi, Block Dabhoi, Disl Baroda to village Chiped Block Vaghodia, Dist. Baroda to the 
house of Solanki Udesinghbhai Rayjibhai, the husand of Manjula, his family members relatives and villagers 
refused to give back woman's property and stated that till divorce does not take place, woman’s property 
cannot be returned. Women o f Nari Adalat persuaded them very much, so they were ready to return woman's 
property and divorce. When women of Nari Adalat left the house at 7-00 or 7-30 p.m. and were in the 
street, the villagers attacked them and family members of her husband began to beat them. In this way all 
the people beat the women and the ornaments of gold were whether snached or lost, was not known as the 
event of beating and buffeting happened, the women directly went from Chiped to Vaghodia police-station 
without taking woman's property and without taking signature on the papers of diverse. At the police station 
the police officer in charge refused to write F.I.R. He said that the F.I.R. can be written only if someone 
of you has a fracture of hands or feet or if there is bleeding, This is beating with fists and kicks; so such 
a complaint can be written, in N.C. The police officer wrote a note to Vaghodia concerned to treat the beaten 
women. The doctor got oral information and gave all the same sedative pills. The women had got the names 
of the persons who had beaten them and who were known to them written at the poice station. All these 
persons were called to the Nari Adalat Vaghodia by Baria Prabhatbhai of Alva, who was formerly a member 
of Taluka Panchayat (a politician). They gave in writing that they would not do so and wrote the amount 
of injury treatment and damage and signed the letter. The Sarpanch also signed it.

Then a notice was sent to them to be present before the Nari Adalat Dabhoi. In spite of a number of 
messages and writing letters by the natives of Chiped to come, pay the amount of damage and apologize the 
women who were beaten, they didnot come, so Nari Adalat decided to arrange a rally or Nari Adalat of Dabhoi 
in Chiped. The aim of the rally was to show that what the natives of Chiped had done was wrong. A leter was 
written to the Mamlatdar to permit the show of rally, but as there was probability of breach of peace, he didnot 
give permission.

Then the women went to .see D.S.P. and informed him of the event. He did not give permission for rally 
but promised them to bring the accused before and get back the amount of woman’s property from them. The 
next day they went to thp office of D.S.P. with the women of Nari Adalat and 5 women of Vaghodia block. When 
they reached there neither S.S.P. not P.S.I. was present. After sometime when D.S.P. arrived and they told him 
that the opponent party had not come. They again asked for permission of rally. S.S.P. said, " I  cannot permit 
for a rally. If the opponents are enraged and do harm to you, who will be responsible ? If you are willing, I shall 
take you to Chiped in my poice-van" It would be too late to return, so the women thought of going on some 
other day.

On 20-11-2000 two committees of Vaghodia Nari Adalat were formed. One of them went to the Mamlatdar 
office to ask for permission for rally, but the permission was not given. The plaintiff Manjula was absent on that

day; yet the women of Nari Adalat went to Chiped village and got the amount of woman's property. In bringing 
back the amount of woman's property and setting the case, the role of the sangh of Vaghodia Block was 
noteworthy.

Accomplishment of Sangh in Health Programme
Main activity of three blocks Nasvadi, Chhotaudepur and Samkheda is that of Health Centre and its works. 

The women got training of Health and Nursing and then started their work. Many women come to the Health 
Centre with their complaints. Most of them are pertaining to women's diseases, barrenness, general weakness etc. 
Besides, they discuss their economical and family problems with open hearts. Sahyoginis Health Centre Staff and 
women of Sangh try to solve their problems and get accomplishment in most of them.

In present situation of scarcity, women do not get wages and com is not produced in their fields. So women 
of sangh have started collective economic activity. They prepare neem oil, Nagod oil, ointment of ral, galoi powder, 
bavchi (seeds of babra), powder of three kinds of myrobalans, powder methi -  such medicines, as are useful in 
the Health Centre, as well as the village are made, which are surely beneficial in the field of health. Women sell 
these things in Nari Adalats, Health Centres and at places, where meetings are held and get income. This amount 
helps them' in their maintenance and they deposit some part of their income in their Sangh and part in the Health 
Centre, They think that by this they will collect funds not only at Sangh level but will incease funds at block 
level and will be able to start an independent work.

Details of association with P.H.CVAnganvadi :
* The working of Anganvadi of Mesra village, block Pari -  Jetpur was irregular, so a meeting was held in 

the village.
* The worker of Anganvadi was called for. The women of Sangh said, “The children play in the dust for 

the whole day. Though the children remain present, the teacher does not come Conduct Balvadi regularly 
or resign. The women suggested to keep a watch on Anganvadi.

* Women of Sangh of Ganpatpura, block Padra called the nurse to Anganvadi. She gave the children dose
to immunize them. It is decided to have medical check-up once in a month,

Details of special work done on the point of health in Nasvadi, Chhotaudepur and 
Sankheda Blocks :

* Rathva Leelabahen Kishanbhai was barren for 12 years. She visited Health Centre at Kwant and then she
gave birth to a daughter.

* Rathva Kavitabahen Bharatbhai was barren for 6 years. She visited Health Centre at Kwant. At present
she is running in the fourth month of pregnancy.

* Rathva Majalibahen Jentibhai was barren for 5 years. She visted Health Centre at Kwant. At present she
is running in the third month of pregnancy.

Our saving is in our own hands :
Sisters, we have been implementing saving 5 or 10 rupees per month, but our experience of many years 

makes us think, should we have saving group only for rupees ? In summer we have no stock of com and it is 
very costly outside. Generally we have no money on hand during: that season, so we have to be deblors, to bring 
com. The women of Nasvadi Block found out solution to this problem. Women of Beelgam, Chhaththi Amali, 
Chhevat, Bhamada, Ghantoli and Khaparia gathered together and made large earthen jars in the house of a woman 
of Sangh. Every woman had to deposit maize according to her convenience in the harvest season. The maize 
which was deposited in Ihis way, was lent to the needy women in summer on condition that if they, take 1 kg. 
maize, they should return 1.5 kg. in the season. Women learnt to keep account in this way. In the same way 
in Ganpatpura village of Padra Block prepared local seeds of vegatables for sowing in the kitchen gardens In 
Medhad village women prepared seeds of different kinds of Tuver pulse.

Awareness of women in Health Line; An Achievement :
* Sankhda (Baroda) : There are many cases of tricomonia of women in Jasud Health Centre. Most of the 

cases are those o f barrenness. A woman of Bhoorya Koova Was harassed, because she Was barren. She was 
given treatment and now she is a mother. Women were explained of the diseases causesd by indulging. On seeing 
the posters many women gave up drinking and other addictions.

Sangh showed its 'Power' -
Bakhalvad isa small village in Jasdan Block of Rajkot District. Though the Sangh is small, the works done 

by, them are great. There was no rpoblem of water, but once there was a breakdown in the pipeline supplying 
water. They did not get water for four days.

The women complained the Sarpanch. He went on postponing. Women thought that nothing would happen 
if they do not fflay an active role seven or eight women went to see T.D.O., who realised that it was the Sangh 
of Mahila Samakhya. They intrduced themselves and told of their difficulty. They said, “Pipeline of our village 
is broken down before 6 days. We had requested the Sarpanch but it has not been repaired yet. He had told 
that he woul inform the secretary of that, we are waiting for the secretary for two days; but he has water to­
day before evening. T.D.O. heard their complaint quietly.

Pacifying the anger of the women he said, “1 am just managing it. Your line will have been repaird, just 
before you reach your village. I am just going to send the line-repairers. Do not worry. If you donot get water 
before evening, do come to see me again.”

Then T. D. O. Shree Rana Saheb said, “Tell, me if you have any other complain,” The woen said, “Our 
secretary does not come to our village in time. He does not work, so most of our works have been stoped,” T. 
D. O. said, “Well, I shall talk to him.” The women were pleased. They thanked T. D. O. Then T. D. O. called 
Sahyogini and said to her “The women of your vilage are very aware. They have courage to come here and submit 
their problems. Now they do not need you. Women themselves have been coming and getting the solutions of 
their problems.” It was excellent that before the women reached their, village, the pipe-line had been repaired 
and water was coming.

Right steps had been taken by sangh for water : ,

Banaskantha :

The teacher taking bribe from the help of pension to widows -  the women suceeded 
in punishming him.

There are seven widows in village Un of Kankare’s Block. Women there are active and some windows 
are associated with Mahila Samakhya. A primary teacher of Thara used to go to the house of every widow and 
demand loots. Per month from her pension. When the women of Sangh came to know of this they told it to 
Sahyogini. They J. R. P. and Sahyogini held a meeting and informed Sarpanch of this. Though the Sarpanch had 
beaten him, he was not changed. He went on doing what he was doing. Women went to the block and requested 
T. D. O. A letter was written to the Minister of Education. The head of the state Programme gave all the 
information to the Minister of Education. This case was published in 'RakhevalV Which is news- paper of the 
district, so as a punishment he was transferred to another village. In this way Sangh women taught him a lesson 
and stopped him from taking bribe from the pension money of the widows.

Change in traditional Customs :
There is majority of Darbar community in Madkil village, so old traditional customs exist, e.g. veiling of 

women in the presence of men, not to converse with men, etc. Most of the girls of this village are given in marriage 
is Sansar and by exchange method. Four girls of that village are driven away from their husband's houses before 
8 or 10 years. We met the parents of those girls and thought of having a legal camp in the village. About 60 
men and women participated in it. TTiese four cases, are being conductd in social Justice Centre at Palanpur. 
Warrants are sent in pusuant to ths, so the father-in-law families of the girls have been ready for compromise. 
They have been ready to apologize and wriate down cash house and a buffalo in the name of the girls. They 
have requested to withdrawn the case from the court. They have applied for this. Women of Darbar Community 
have got courage enough to speak in the presence of men and in this way they have been ready to change old 
social order, come out with their problems and co-operate with Sahyoginis.

Sanghpower -  as a pressure group :

Sahyogini Nirmak bahen Vyas goes to village Nava Bhilot, situated in Radhanpur Block of Banakantha 
District. She many times holds meetings of women and persuades them to eigh or their rights. Olf Bhilot is at



a distance of five kilometers from liere. It is not possible to go here with any vehicle because the road is rough. 
This was a great troubJe for the women of the village. When Sangh held a meeting the problem of the road was 
in the agnedy. The matter was discussed and Sahyiogins advised to applyt to Taluka Panchayat. The a meeting 
was arranged with Kantibahen District co-ordination Officer. Kantibahen explained how they can get their rights 
and get benefits of Government Schemes. She encouraged them got an application from then and submitted it 
to T. D. O. in the presence of 15 women of Sangh and Sahyogini. They explained their difficulties, due to rough 
road. Sometimes when a pregnant women is carried to the other villalge he is afraid of miscarraige on the way. 
They also told him that if a deafear is turned to their request, they would see D. D. O., T. D. O. promised to 
visit their village and solve the problem in one month.

Fomerly because of the impact of Sarpanch in the village the women were being afraid, but after giving 
the application they became courageous. A resolution was signed by the women for scarcity relief work in famine. 
They got approval forimediate relief work and went home. In this way with the try of Sahyogini and co-operation 
of Sangh women, the problem of road was solved.

Change in Traditional Customs :
Sangh of Mahila Samakhya exists in Old Nesda village of Deesa Block of Banaskantha. District. Some 

Darbar women have joined the Sangh. When the problem of old traditional customs was discussed in the meetings 
of the Sangh, they experienced the wickedness to them. The Darbar women not only attended the Sangh meetings, 
but went to Delhi too to attend a Sangh Meeting of Shibiri.

Amibahen Dhudaji Darbar is a widow. She has kum-kum mark on her forehead. She is expected to pul 
on red clothes only but she puts on sari of blue, indigo, green and all the colours. She often talks of change in 
their society and has started the change from hereself.

Achievemen of Sangh : In role of a pressure group :
Village members of Sangh of Banaskantha District visited Nari Adalat at Baroda and when they returned, 

they started “Aapani (our) Adalat”. The first meeting was held on 13-10-2000. The total number of participants 
along with the women who had attended Nari Adalat at Baroda was 15. The first case brought by Sahyogini 
to the first meeting was that of the daughter of Dharamabahen Thakor of Sanh, of Old Manpura village, letter 
of the meeting of Adalat and informed to remain present on that day. Both the parties signed the writing of 
compromise on a stamp paper of Rs. 20/-. Samkubahen was sent to her husband's house at Zeelvana village on 
14-10-2000. Sangh women decided that if they had gone to the policestation or court, they would have to go 
there manytimes would have to go there many times and the judgment of the case would be delayed. Thus women 
started solving their disputes thorugh Nari Adalat.

Social Change :
I do field work in 12 villages of Mahila Samakhya. I had gone to Bahadurgadh, which is in my work-field. 

I have been holding meetings in this village for two years. During the first visit Hnsabahen had come in my contact 
on a legal case. She was too much afraid to talk. Her maniage had taken place before 18 yearsr. She has a daughter 
of 12 years and son of 15 years.

From last eight years, she lives alone with her children. Her husband has gone away with his own brother's 
wife, to come other village, most of whom are Darbars, take care of her. She begs flour or goes to the place 
of daily distribution of food to beggars and others and worships i a temple. In this way she maintains her family.

There is only oen temple in this village. For one yeras he worships in the temple and for another year her 
husband's elder brother (whose wie has gone away with her huaband). The income from the temple is received 
by her for one year and year. She was afraid of describing all this, but I encourage her. I introduced Mahila 
Samakhya to her. Being courageous, she came to the meeting of Mahila Panch to record her cas, butshe was 
so much afraid that she did not remain present in the other working.

During the earth-quake her house had fallen down. Sheets and cement were distributed in the village by 
the Govei ment. Eight sheets and two bags of cement were given to every house. He husband's brother kept all

Social Changes : (Change in Tradiaonal Customs) :

(1) Attending Public Meeting :
This is the news of a social change in Gan\irpura village of Halol Block of Panchraahal District. A public 

meeting was held there on every Sunday at Bhathi Dada’s temple. Yocal problesm were discussed in it. Only men 
used to attend it from years. Women of the vilage wanted to attend the meeting. So they told this to Sahyogini. 
Then Sahyogini told this to men and they though that if women want to attend the meeting, they must be allowed. 
Now women also have ben attending the public meetings in that village.

(2) Re-marriage :
In old Zankharia village of Halol Block a girl had been a widow at a very young age. We discussed with 

the mother of that girl that as she had been a widow at a very young age, she must be allowed to re-marry. 
That girl’s mother argued that she was going to work on a hill. If she go ehr dauther, married none would be 
prepared to give his daughter to her Son in marriage and tey would get infamy. Sahyogini persuaded her that if 
in future her daughter would be starving none would go to her to provide food. So you should not give importance 
to what people say and get her married.

Then the parents of the gird chose a bride-groom for her; went to Pavagadh and got her married without 
any pomp. They sent her with her new husband from that very place. In the village they told all that she had 
willingly re-married. For some time they did not allow her to come to their village; but now she comes to her 
parents house. The people ai*e quiet. People of the society could do nothing. As the girl hereself had done it, 
they could not take any step. In this way the parents displeased neither the girl, nor the villagers.

(3) C haise in Social Custom of taking food :
Generally it is a custom that in every house women serve the food and dine the last. Such women are 

considered 'good' in the society, but this custom devalautes women’s status in society. As she takes her food last, 
she gets residue which does not giveher enough nutrition. It has a very bad impact. On her health. In about 69 
families of they following villages have changed their custom. M asabar-10 Garmoola-lO, Naypuri 5, Paththarini 
15, Bhookhis, Muti Bhadaroli?. Khadaki 8, Galmaduda, 1 Abhetava 2, Nava dhikava-Sura Suttanpura-3.

(4) Change in custom of child marriage :
Child-marriage is a custom. This custom was very much discussed in the Shibirs, and with men too. Women 

understood that they must not get girls married beforethe age of 18. In a Shibirs 3 women of Nathpuri, 4 of Moola,
3 of Paththarani Muvadi, 2 of Galmahuda and 4 of Abhetava decided that they would not get their daughters 
married before the age of 18.

(5) Cleanliness and Health :
Taking bath and remaining clean during the period of M. C. was discussed and women had started thinking 

over it.

A change was seen in Bhookhi village and in Surasultanpura village women applied Safai Vidyalaya 
Ahmedabad to construct bathrooms for them to take bath and latrines.

Knowledge ayd awareness about impregnaion increased :
Women are ashamed and reserved to ask about impregnation and sexual problems and think that their 

diseases would be cured automatically. The diseases bnecome chronic when they start treatment after they they 
are ill for a very long time. During the training they were taught about anatomy, and discussed the problem and 
difficulties of impregnation e.g. barrenness discharge of white water, problems of m. c. etc. They started contact 
with private or government hospitals. They learnt they they should start treatment when the disease is primary 
and in the beginning stage.



18 of Masabar, 4 of Garmiit 19, 20-25 of Bhookhi 4 of Moti Bhadroli reported their problems of 
impregnation and get relief.

A unique achievement : Joining and participation with men ;
In R. C. H. Programme active participation of men in the subject of health is given much importance. In 

he aprtiarchal society, it is necessary that men too know the importance of haelth during the time of imrpregnation 
and know their responsibility. Towards towards their homes and wives. Mahila Samakhya started working with 
men with a little worry that men may understand this point with sensitiveness during the disussion because of 
social difference ingenders. Men were a little acquinted. Before this dring the discussions on economic development 
and pollution of soil men had participated. In Shibirs of r. C. H. Programme, when meetings wereheld at village 
level men had joined. Men showed their willingness in an'anging such meetings. They underlook the responsbiblity 
of management.

During training men of eight villages had participated in training. First of all the point of health was put 
before men by the case study of th esubject; “problem of water in villages and increasing. Worldload on women.” 
and men interstingly joined it. Then discussion with them was on food distribution of daily domestic works among 
men and women, problems of adolescene and on th film How Kalidied.' It was response from men that during 
day. women work more and most of the burden of domestic work is undertaken by women. During pregnancy 
woman requires rest.

Summary at the end of training :
* If a girl marries at a young age, her responsibilities increase and when she becomes mother at a young age 

their, health is affected.

* In Galmahuda village. Halo! Block, men demanded that imfomiation of impregnation, halth and sexual 
knowledge should be provided (o adolescent boys too.

* Men of Garmola, village of Jambughoda Block accepted the respnosibility to provide rest and enough feed 
to pregnant women.

* In Garmola village there was stink around the handpump because water had been filled there. Men removed 
that stink. There prepared a sewer for the exit of water and utilised that water in growing vegetables. In 
this way the problem of stink was solved. Men participated the subject of the shibir without being hesitated.

* In village Pathami Muvadi of kalol block problem of water existed because the village well had been filled 
up with soil. During the training men undertook the responsibility of diging it again but as it was a risky 
an application was sent to the govenment department to complete that work.

* In village Moti Bhadroli of kalol Block during conversation 8 young men took an oath, not to take tobacco 
or gutkha.

* In village Bhookhi of Kalol Block 24 or 25 men participated, but they were more interested in their 
remunerration and they took the whole subject in joke.

And yet viewing the complete training, parlicipation of men was well.

Surendrangear

Sangh -  as a pressure group :
At Jivapar village of Chotila Block women of Sangh were working in their fields. An unknown man working 

in the neighouring field leased them. When they too opposed him,he entered the field, quarreled with them and 
one of the women was beaten seriously. At once she was shifted to a hospital. The news spread like a wild 
fire in the whole vilalge. Men of the villageand women of Sangh though an decided taht as he had beaten a woman, 
he must be taught a lesson, Sahyogini of Mahila Samakhya and district team was informed of this and it was 
thought rapid steps should be taken, they held a meeting of men and women at night, the incident was discussed 
there. It was decided that an application should be writen, men and women would singn it and then it should 
be sent ot th epolice station, but when the question of signing arose, some of them thought that they had to live



in the same village some of tiiem wre of the same caste. When they would meet in future, an opposition would 
take place. When this point was discussed, someone said, “He has beaten a woman to-day. If we kep quite, he 
would be prompted to beat other women too. How dare he beat a woman ? If no step is taken other young men 
would immitale him. For this, he must be taught a lesson. All agreed and every man an dwoman presnte in the 
meeting sighed it. The next morning it was sent to the police station,

That man was arrested by the police and then he was released on bail. His case has been filed in the court. 
The woman has copy of the application given at the police station given and its F. I. R. and medical certificate 
of her being beaten. She has documents of the women, who had helped her as evidance. They say that they 
are with her. This shows that now women have been able to know then problems and put them before the public. 
This the strength of their union; that their courage and self-confidence have increased.

On the way to self-dependence :
There are totally 10 saving groups in Mooli and Chotila Blocks under Swashaiti Projects in Surendaranagar 

District. In some vilage women mutually lend money. The women of Sangh have planned this year that as there 
havebeen two continous years of famine, wewould need money for manure and seeds. At that time we shall be 
able to help Sangh. The total amount of saving in Sayla, Mooli and Chotila is Rs. 25,000/-.

The aim of Swashakti Project is to make women self- dependent, economically earning their own bread 
and living with self-respect.

One village of Chotila Block of Surendar. Disrict is in so far off area that it is not possible for Sahyogini 
to live in it and yet that village is constantly working. As ther is no Sahyogini they cannot visit the neighbouring 
villages regularly, but when some women visit beighbouring villages for some social dealings or meet them at the 
time of shopping they talk of groups. The women of that village started a goup in their own village. To-day it 
has been working for last six months and mutually lend money. They keep a register and regularly write accounts 
and hold meetings. This can be calle a success of Sangh because in the process of beginning of a new district, 
it is decentralisation of Mahila Samkhya.

Special Activities
(1) A visit to botanical garden : ^

A study tour to the botanical garden of Vaidya Shree Ravjibhai VisaVadia of Dhanvatari Privar Trust of 
Shapur vilalge of Junagadh District was arranged by Mahila Samakhy Rajkot under W, H. O. with a view to 
training women by practical demonstraion of locla herbs. Vaidya parivar of Shapur airanges Shibirs only for women 
form many years to make them familiar with local herbs and theiruse and to bring awareness in people. 84 women, 
105 Sahyoginis, 1 Resource person and 2 Junior Resource Persons participated in this visit.

Dunng the discussion Shree Ravjibhai said, “Aurved is our most ancient medical science. It has given a 
slogan,” The first happiness is to remain healthy. It shows the following ways to remain healthy :

1. To get up before Sunrise and to go to bed early at night.

2. To purify body.
3. To drink water in the early morning (kept at night in a vessel of copper)

4. Before eating anything in the moming some myrobalan (Harde) should be taken.

5. To brush teeth (with a datoon)

6. To pour oil drops in nostils in the moming.

7. Massage with oil.
8. Take food according to season.

(2) Conversent Community Action (C. C. A,) Programme :
This programme was implemented by UNISEF at primary level in Rajkot District in 1996. 04 Lodhika, 

Jasdan and Paddhari Blocks 35 villages were covered under it. To achieve the aim of C. C. A. the work is entrusted



to voluntary institutions. Then this program m e was in dorm ant position for a  very long tim e and in 2000 

stpes were taken to revive and to im plem ent it.

Information of Programme :
C. C. A. Programme is not a plan, but it is a programme submitted by UNISEF. In Gujarat this programme 

is given to Rajko only. UNISEF provides financial help for this. UNISEF works for women and children of rural 
areas, bui C. C. A. Programme is not only for women and childeren but it is p*for the solution of problems 
of rural people, who would know them understand them and try ot solve them collectively.

Aim of the Programme :
(1) To satisfy the rights and desires of women and children especially of poor and rural women and 

v^omen. of certain areas.

(2) Staff working at rural level would co-operate with poor mral women and children to fulful the aim 
with the aid of some responsible sytem. This process would go on continuously. People woule observe 
the process of development at and it would be setted in such a way that masses would understand 
it.

This the main aim is to co-ordinate public with the develoment programme of C. C. A. It is to be started 
by il. For the achievement of this aim of the programme, meetings of Gramsabhas and Mahila Sanghs were 
organised in every village of work of field of this programme and perople were informed of it. When they had 
been known of this programme, the next planning was to be settled. Knowing their response, because if*t is 
planned to keep the people associated with this programme.

A grant amounting to Rs. 60,000, has been awarded for this programme me and and 4 workers are given 
4 mopeds too by UNISEF Gandhinagar.

8 March (Celebration of Internatioanl Women's Day) :

“8th March Mahila Day” was celebrated keeping in viexy the disaster casued by the earth-quake in Kutch. 
It was celebrated in the cluster of 10 villages in area of work -field of the whole Baroda District Taking into 
consideration the situatio o f Kutcfh planning was discussed how to help them in such critical situation.

The earth-quake had taken place on 26th January. J.R. P. from Sabarkantha Lakshmibahen Numama had 
gone to Bhju, from 18-2-2001 to 28-2-2001. She had prepared a list of the children who had been orphans. 
She handed over the list to the sections concerned.

A week was celebrated in 'Gujarat Vidyapith' from 8th March, i.e., International Women's day. A seminar 
was arranged and prominent workers were invited, who gave speeches on 'mahila Sashakti Karan' AS a part of 
distant education enlightened owmen were called for lectures. Sahyoginis and women of Sangh. Were invited'twice. 
Women of Sangh expressed their experiences and their fefleclions. STate Programme. State Programme Director 
had remained present. He introduce Mahila Samakhya in delail. He showed how marvellow works awareness fo 
women can do at rural level. This seminar brought the workers of constant educaiton nearer to the programme 
of Mahila Samakhya and tus an indentity of Mahila Samkhya was created and both of them had been co-operated.

In Banaskahtna District, the 'International Women's day.’ different way as it is being celebrated every year,

because of the earth-quake. Women of Shanghs gathered blockwise and kept silence for the peace of the souls 
of the dead, and prayed to God They discussed about the damage to the houses, horry the estimated amount 
of damage get enlisted in the 3Goveni>nent, abotu Mahsangh, activities etc. Them the importance of the celebration 
of Mahila Day was explained.Women, who came to allend the meeting did not charge their one-way fair. They 
went ot celebrate to the blSock concerned to change in society due to Mahila Samakhya. They discussed to 
continue baby- siting centre at Limbdivas. They financially helped the persons affected by the earth-quke. This 
was discussed by the women of every sangh. Thus the celebration was in a different way from the genaerl way 
fo celebration adoopted every year,

On 8-3-2001 Tntemational Women's Day' was celebrated in four blocks. They were Kalol of Khedbrahma 
block, Bhutavad Three Roads of Bhilods Block, Antrasuba of Vijaynagar Block and Rajpur of Meghraj Block. 
Due to the damage caused by the earth qOake, they observed silence in the beginning of the programme and 
then celebrated TntematioanI Women's Day.' 250 women had particpated in the programme. They exchanged their 
exeriences. They disacussed how a Maha Sangh, which was being formed would be successful in future an dhow 
to maintaien it. J. R. P. and Sahyoginis had replayed 'Rangala and Rangali' in which the points of MahaSamykha 
were discussed.

In Surendranagar 'International Women's Day' was not celebrated on a large scale. It was celebrated in a 
meeting in which about 300 women of Choiila, Mooli an dSayla were present, the topics discussed werew special 
experinces of the earth-quake, their problemsn and scarcity of water.

Water supply Officer, Block President, Mamlatdar and Shree Rameshbhai Patel of Swashakti Project. Were 
present. The points discussed were constant eudation, legal problems, health problem importance of lilieracy etc.

A Mahila Shibir was arrange at Chotila Block fo Surendamagar District by Mahila Samakhya to celbrate 
'International Women's Day.' Group discussion was divided at 5 places and how the problem of the eath-quake 
can be solved by co-oprative efforts was discussed.

The lecturer in 'Surendranagar Jilla Shikshan ane Taleen Bhavan' had explained the delails of constant 
education programme. The section of water supply had undertaken the responsibility of solving the problem of
water,

About 160 women of 15 villages of Chotila Block had attended the Shibir. In the beginning they had kept 
quiet for two minutes and gien their offering to the dead on account of the eaith quake.

(4) Science Fair :

Mahila Samakhya Sabarkantha co-operated with District Secondary Education Department and Primary 
Education Deparment and arranged a Science Fair from 10 th to 12 th January -  2001 in 'Indar Jilla Shikshane 
ane Taleem Bhavan.' in which information about geneder and health was given.

4 Villages were 100% destroyed by earth quake. Morbi and Malia were affected areas. We visited the affeted

1. Pysical assessment and analysis of damage.
2. To give moral support to the members of the Sangh working in this field.
3. To know the immediate requirements.
The work to provide help to the needy was immediately started.
We knew the primary needs of the people and arranged them in order -
1. Immediate needs
2. Special needs
3. Needs of rehabitilation,
Im m ediate needs : Blankets, tents and food packets were immediately needed and to fulfil these

needs we had sent thte donors to the needy villaged and directed them where to hand over the relief
material. The staff of district of Mahila Samakhya society accompanied them and requested them to give 
food-packets and blanckets directly to those who were really in need. To all the 54 villages of Morbi and 
Malia Blocks o f Rajkot Districts enough quantity of food -packets and blankets was supplied bey merciful 
donors. The distribution work of tenst, blankets et. in affected ares was done by Mahila Samakhya society 
Surendaranagar in co-operation with many local non-government organisations.

Government institutes, non-government organisations, individual donors and others were getting things of 
imediate need from all the available sources and send in them, but is was a very important point to know the
things of their special need. We has shown here some special needs.

-  Nutrition ;
-  Senitary kits for Yuvatis and women
Need of pants and underwears
To satisfy these special needs, we had got help from many agencies, e.g. We had got help in kind (not 

in cash) of things from international and national organisations.
N utrition ; We could distribute 30,000 kg. nutritious biscuits in 54 villages of Morbi and Malia Blocks of 

Rajkot District. It was provided from “World Food Programme.” The special aim of this programme was to be 
useful in maintaining the standard of health of that community which deserves protection the most e.g, Children 
under the age of six years, pregnant and breast -feeding women, very much injured women and others, We believe 
that if we cannot help them in maintaining the standard of health at this stage, we will be held responsible as 
an agent of development for very serious results which they will have to bear. If the children of this area do not 
gent enough nutrition and if women give birth to babies with less weight, I.M.R. and M.M.R. will increase. In 
our programme we could help 10,400 beneficiaries for 15 days. W.F.P. had agreed to provide for 30 days, but 
as we got help of Government I.C.D.S. Programme we withdrew that proramme we wanted to seethat in normal 
condition A.W.C. would do its work and that normal lie is indicated in villages.

Non-government organisation 'Sarjan' has provided special nutritious food (fruit-juice and vegetables) ir 
bhachau and it was distributed in child care centres by Gujarat M.S.S.

We all know that pants and sanitary napkins are related to health and if women 9nd girs not use there, 
they are likely to fall a victim to all Kinds of infectius diseases of urinary system. They may acquire diseases 
pertaining to imprenation and P.I.D. anitary kils and sts of pants were distributed iun Morbi, Malia and bhuj of 
Raheja area ith help of Lions' Club of Ahmedabad non-government institute amanvaya and other donors.

Compensation/Rehabilitation;

State Government has announced various packages of copensation for earthquake affected people/areas, Sul 
besides this help of the state many relief help camps hav been started. Mahila Samakhya Society has appointed' 
its staff to kelp the government in its various cames, to help in survey work and to help in the field and office 
work of its districts and state. Besides, a Head Officer was appointed to watch that all the daserving members 
of the society get their due compensation or not.

Our staff was helping the members of the society in providng true information of various relief on various



packages of compensation and rehabilitation, i.e. relief on death, relief on re-building house, compensation on 
domestic equipments. They help them in filling up forms for various claims and help them in sending them to 
proper place. Relief-work is still going on,

Sanitary Kits for adolescent girls
Rehabilitation : All working in social development field are related to the rehabilitation of those, who have 

failed victim to earthquake. Various agencies have various plannigs of rehabilitation. We see various methods of 
rehabilitation in M.S.S. We believe that It is better to teach the beneficiaries how to catch fish instead of providing 
them one fish everyday; and this principle provides background for impowerment and self-dependence.

In present situation we cannot tell the society to find out a direct way to get income, but with a view to 
achieving aim systematically women should be made ready to prepare te things of their daily domestic use first 
and then they would think of productive need is a better planning.

Madam Doke Molvijk, first secretary (gender development), Royal Netherlands Ambassy New Delhi, visited 
the villages of Morbi and Malia. She met the women of Sangh. A proposal of Rs. 15,000/- for every Sangh (totally 
50 Sanghs of Rajkot and Surendranagar) has been sent to Royal Netherland Ambasy, New Delhi (Rs. 15,000 x 
50). The amount will be deposited as a revolving fond of the Sangh concemed. Women of Sangh will be allowed 
to get it as an individual loan for their livelihood or useit collectively in an economical progressive activity. They 
will be trained for this. Gradually they will be capable of doing independent work. Staff of Mahila Samakhya guide 
them and control them.

Mahila Samakhya has taken 'help’ from many international and national institutions. Being associated 
with W.F.P. it has distributed 30,000 kg. extra nutrition (biscuits) in 54 villages of Morbi and Malia 
Blocks of Rajkot District to the communities, which deserve protection the most i.e. in the children 
of the age under six years, breast feeding and injured women, the number of benefieries during 15 
days was 10,400.

Sanitary kits and undergarment sets were distributted in Morbi, Malia and Bhuj. M.S.S. had got them from 
two other donors of Bombay,

-  M.S.S. has helped in providing true information regarding various types of relief for demestic euqipments 
to various members of society.

-  M.S.S. has tried hard to revive Anganvadies to make children of Gujarat healthy earlier.

-  For Sahyoginibahen Makawana (Rajkot) has got Rs. 5,000/- for bricks are donated by Samanvay as
requested by M.S.S.

Nutritious food was distributed among many injured women and children in the affected areas with the help
of Sarjan. As representatives of M.S.S. child care centre 4 representatives from even district had been at
the special Government control Room, Gandhinagar. They had visited earthquake affected areas and helped 
in sarvey work for 10 to 20 days.

Work done by Districts

1. Surendranagar

(I) They joined with A.K.R.S.R Lions' Club and Swati -  which are non-government organisations and 
helped in relief, so that blankets. Shawls and tents would not be given double.

(b) Did survey in the affected villages with the help of Sahyoginis.

(c) Mahila Samakhya did perceptible work. Its main work was to provide information. It did it upto the
village level and guided the people.



(d) Sahyoginis and D. I. U. S taff had atteneded the w ork-shop  for building earth -quake proof 
buildings arranged by non-governm ent organisations.

(7) Report of workshop on HIV/Aids camp organised by Gujarat State Aids 
control Society and Mahila Samakhya Gujarat as joint.

Special activity :

Aim : Above-mentioned work-shop was arranged to raise the standard of awareness about R. . I./S. T. 
D. and H. I. V./Aid in rural areas and othe unprotected mutlitude of population. It was necessary for R. T. I. 
and S. T. D. to inspire the common mutlitudes to behave in such a way that they would be able to maintain 
thier health. This type of awareness is a very important and unavoideable step because about 35 lac Indians are 
affected by in fection of H. I. V. and it is sucha constantly spreading disease that it has been a challenge to 
public health. It has been a threat against fandamental points of human rights and achieved progress in many fields.

The workshops were managed by joint responsibility of G. S. A. C, S. and Mahila Samakhya Gujarat 
Sahyoginis, who are in direct and near contact of rural public and who are the best means to carry this message 
of awareness were included in the strategy of this activity.

Detailed information was given on touble of food and nutrition family dealings, medical 
treatment, work load, change in power of decision, ownership of assets etc. As a part, of this project, a  questions 
aire was prepared by men and women over the age of 45 with co-operation of young men and women.

(7) Training Structure, Process and mou\ding ot abiWty
As a part, of Mahila Samakhya Programme, activities of literacy, health, justice, economic development 

etc. are going on by six district units in six district of the state. Sincere efforts are made to strenthen Sangh. 
Women progress from small units towards Mhasangh, Mahila Team Sangh o f Districts increase their zeal by 
constant encouragement, inspiration and guidance. Besides, State Office and District Uits Plan training on 
various subjects. Thus state office provide necessary information and knowledge to make this progamme strong 
and result oriented.

For the women of Sangh training is a process of education through experience, which serves as a guide, 
who shows way. At every stage of staff, e. g., Balsakhi Sahyogini member of District and staate team, we hage 
to plan training. Planning of necesary training for various subjects is organised by Mahila Samkhya society in 
which training for the trainer of Balsakhi, nursing training, Kutir teacher. Women of Nari Adalat, women of 
Panchayat members, sarpanch and trainer for health is included. Analytic aboility of women and staff of women 
of Sangh is developed organiged by Mahila Samakhya. They have been acquainted with navy values.Besides, 
points are dealt with various methods during training, so trainees develop various types of skills. By this method 
of ti-aining women o f Mahila Sangh have achieved good capability and skill in their fields of work. As a result, 
the targest fixed by Mahila Samakhya Society are easily attained.

Training organisd by Mahila Samakha are of a special type. Every trainee gets an opportunity to express 
his or her views in it. They get an opportunity ot exchange thier ideas and experiences too. Here, not only the 
trainee, but the trainer too goes on learning constantly.

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(9) Implementation of Mahila Samakhya Programme in Dang District
Mahila Samakhya Programme was extended up to Dang District in March 2000. Dang is a unique District 

in Gujarat. 93% of the population are Adivasi. Most of our forest productions are from this district, people roam 
in their own world and lead a free life in lap of nature. They are economically poor and as they have never been 
out from their district, their progress in life is very limited. In last 15-20 years they have made very good progress 
in the field of education and by the efforts of the government and voluntary institutes they have started going 
out made change in their lives and mode of living and have been thinking of the development of their families 
and district, The position of women is still pitiable. They have not been able to develop in many fields because 
of lack of education, labour in the forest and non-attachment with the world. Girls become educated. As awareness 
for education is trained, boys and girls progress in education. It is a challenge for Mahila Samakhya to awaken 
the women who have been living in the jungle for years at various stages and bring them out from violent problem 
of proveny and rape. We had arranged meetings with the collector and other local institutes from January 2001 
to March 2001, thought and discussed for the implementation of this programme and then did it. We started District 
unit office at Ahva-Dang.

* We appointed an assistant and started temporary office from 1st April.
* The building is rented.
* 6 sahyoginis are officially appointed in 2001. One J.R.P. is appointed on temporary base.
* Every Sahyogini was alloted 10 villages in the beginning, who started, public relation, so this programme 

has been implemented in sixty villages. They were given training for seven days.
* Except one five sahyoginis and one are graduates and post-graduates and have deep understanding in 

social works.

1. Singnificant Accounting Policies

(a) Accounting Convention
The financial statements are prepared under historical cost convention.

(b) Revenue Recognition
Income and Expenditure are generally recognise and accounted for on accrual basis except leave salary 
and pension contributions payable in respect of staff deputed by Government of Gujarat which are 
accounted for on cash basis.

(c) Fixed Assets
