5. RECOMMENATIONS

5.1 State Level Quality Assurance Cell

Since the State Level Quality Assurance Cell under the Directorate
of Collegiate Education was defunct it was resolved to write a letter to the

Director, Collegiate Education, requesting that it is shifted to the Council.

5.2 Equivalence of Subjects

It was decided to include the Vice-Chairman of TANSCHE and the
Secretary, Department of School Education in the Equivalence
Committee of TNPSC and was agreed by all members as the best
strategy to resolve the complications in the process of establishing

equivalence.
5.3 Best College Award

It was decided to institute two best college awards one for Grade |
and one for Grade Il government colleges. It was also resolved to
institute awards for government aided arts and science colleges and self

financing colleges exclusively.
5.4 Invigilation and Evaluation

The Council decided that the government order for making
invigilation and evaluation mandatory must be  reiterated for strict

implementation. It was also decided to grant five days special OD for
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valuation of pg and ug papers to facilitate the announcement of results in

time.
5.5 Minor Research Project and Students Mini Projects

The Council increased in number the Students Mini Projects for PG
students for the year 2011-12 from 50 to 100 and the amount of grant
from 10,000/- to 15,000/- per project and granted 20 Minor Research
Projects to teachers of government arts & science colleges in Tamilnadu

to the tune of one lakh per teacher.

6. ACTIVITIES

6.1 Study Abroad Programme

Study Abroad Programme for faculty and students is a unique
programme, first of its kind in the nation to be introduced by the
Government of Tamil Nadu. This programme provides opportunity to the
meritorious, under-privileged post graduate students in government arts
and science colleges. The students under this program will experience
international exposure with greater understanding of the multiple
perspectives of international issues. Students spend a full semester
immersed in another culture and language and increase their
competencies not only in academics but also in personal development to
work in an independent world. As an initiative of this programme a
Memorandum of Understanding between Tamilnadu State Council for
Higher Education (TANSCHE) and British Council was signed and the

partnership will be for three years.

For this programme, the Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher
Education (TANSCHE), Government of Tamilnadu, India has selected
University of Edge Hill, Royal Holloway, Birmingham, Nottingham and
Sheffield Hallam for admitting students and faculties. Upon acceptance of
the offer letter from respective universities and colleges, these selected
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students and faculties were sent to the United Kingdom during their visa

period of about three to six months.

The selected students pursue their fourth semester in these

universities under student visitor visa obliging the rules and regulations.

TANSCHE sponsors every student and faculty, their tuition fees,
accommodation fees and living allowance. The Government has

accorded the administrative sanction of Rs.4.5 crores.

6.2 Creation of Soft Skills Centers

The need to make soft skills training compulsory in all the
government colleges to impart employability skills is felt and as a first
step Soft Skills Centers will be created in 30 government colleges one in
each district at the cost of 4,50,000 per center (non-recurring Rs.2 Lakhs,
recurring Rs.2.5 Lakhs) As the first programme, in collaboration with
INTEL, 15 teachers from each of these colleges will be imparted the
knowledge of how to use the computer to inculcate soft skills and they in

turn would train the students. The centers will be created in the following

6.5 Induction Training Programme for Principals

The Council conducted an induction training programme for the
newly promoted principals of government arts and science colleges in
Tamilnadu for three days from 28 Nov 2012 to 30 Nov 2012. Principals
were given training in the area of administrative and academic
responsibilities, documentation and ICT integration in a administration,

human relations management, management of campus climate, financial
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responsibilities, government and UGC schemes, awareness of rules
regulations and legal implications and creating an identity for the

institution. Fifty three principals participated in this programme.

6.6 Administrative Training Programme

e Five day administrative training was given for all the registrars and
administrative staff of all the state universities at Anna Institute of
Management.

e The Academic Affairs Centre conducted meetings of vice chancellors,
controller of examinations, directors of curriculum development cells,
chairpersons of boards of studies of various subjects, directors of
academic staff colleges, and experts in English teaching, to revise the
Choice Based Credit System with transfer of credits, to bring reforms
in examination system and to frame guidelines for curriculum

development.

6.7 Rashtriya Ucchatar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA)

The Planning Commission has proposed to make a strategic shift
in the manner the state universities are funded and supported by the
Center to make central funding available to the states which would
stimulate competition among states to excel in higher education, facilitate
mobility of students across the nation and effect more coordination,
Towards this shift the Planning Commission has chalked a programme
called RUSA (Rastriya Ucchatar Shiksha Abiyan) which is to be
implemented through the state councils for higher education in each
state.

8.5 TANSCHE Development Fund

In the 62" Council Meeting of Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher
Education (TANSCHE) it was resolved that all the Government,
Government Aided Arts and Science Colleges, Education Colleges and
Engineering Colleges shall contribute a sum of Rs.1,000/- (Rupees One
Thousand only) per annum to Tamil Nadu State Council for Higher
Education towards the TANSCHE Development Fund (TDF). On
7-7-2007 in the Special Meeting of Vice-Chancellors, it was resolved that
the Universities having 50 affiliated colleges or with the strength of 1000
students and above shall contribute 5 lakhs and the Universities having
less than 10,000 students shall contribute 2 lakhs towards TANSCHE
Development Fund.

Accordingly Periyar University, Tamil Nadu Open University,
University of Madras, Annamalai University, Bharathidasan University,
Alagappa University, Thiruvalluvar University, Bharathiar University, are
contributing Rs.5,00,000/- each every year. Mother Teresa Women's
University is contributing Rs.2,00,000/- each every year. A total amount
of Rs.42,00,000/- have been received during the financial year. A sum of
Rs.8,08,800/- have been received from the colleges for the years
2012-2013.
