Edu.-II (3) dated 07.12.99 on the subject cited above.

The Government of Haryana had fixed the norms
for recognition for private schools in the year 2003
but the norms for Govt. Schools remained the same
as fixed in 1999. To maintain the uniformity in
Government and Private Schools and keeping in view
the constraint of land in towns, the Government of
Haryana has decided to revise the norms for
Govt. Schools for up-gradation of schools at
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different stages as under:-

Fire safety measures/apparatus

It has further been decided that the new school
buildings should be designed /constructed keeping
in view the safety measures of earth quake, fire and
hygienic. It has also been decided that all the old
schools should be reviewed in phase wise according
to these norms.

It has also been decided that before finally
upgrading a school a letter of intent is to be issued
to the Panchayat Municipal Committee/ NAC where
the school is located informing that the Government
intends to upgrade the school. In case the school lacks
certain norms these may be got completed after
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which the deployment of teachers and admission of
the students will take place.
