(2) T hey shall com e in to  force on the date o f its p u b ­
lications in the Official G azette.

2. Definitions— .(I) In these regulations, unless the co n ­
text otherw ise requires. —

(a) ‘V eteriiw iy’ m eans a registered veterinary  p tac- 
tioner as defined in the Act.

(b) ‘A ct’ m eans the T’ndian V eterinary  Council Act, 
1984 (52 of 1984).

(c) ‘R egulations’ m eans the S tandard  o f Professional
C onduct, E tiquette  and C ode of Ethics R egulations.

(e) ‘C lien t’ m eans the legal ow ner of the pa tien t or
his representative, o r the person o r persons directly 
assigned responsibility o f the pat'e'nt.

(f) ‘P rofession’ m eans veterinary profession covering
all its branches, nam ely, anim al health animal 
production and technology, and shall include any 
sister profession wherein veterinary service is ex­
tended or is sought or is m ade use of, nam ely 
laboratory  anim al' m edicine, anim al experim entation  
and vaccine production,
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3. D ecla ratio n  and  o a th  by a V e terinarian .— Being ad ­
m itted  to  the profession of veterinary  m edicine. I  solem nly 
swear to use m y scientific know ledge and  skills fo r the  
benefit of society th rough  th e  p ro tec tion  of an im al health , 
the  relief o f anim al suffering, the  conservation  o f  livestock 
resources, the p ro m o tio n  o f public health , and the  advance­
m en t o f knowledge in  veterinary  science.

I shall practise m y profession conscientiously, w ith  dig­
nity, and in keeping w ith  the principles o f vetern iary  m edi­
cal ethics.

I  accept as a  lifelong ob ligation  th e  con tinuous im prove­
m en t o f m y professional know ledge a n d  com petence.

G E N E R A L  P R IN C IPL E S

4. C harac te r of the veterinarian .— T he p rim ary  ob jec t of 
the veterinary  profession is to render service to hum anity  by 
facilitating  bette r anim ’al p roduction , ensuring  veterinary  
public  h ealth  as also caring  fo r  4th e  sic’St- anim als and allevi­
a tin g  their suffering; financial rew ard  is alw ays a subordi­
nate  consideration. W hosoever chooses the  profession, as- 
sumses the  obligation  to conduct oneself in  accordance 
w ith the 'noble ideals o f serving the  dum b and  m u te  creatures. 
The veterinarian  shall be a'a up rig h t person  and  shall be 
sincere and diligent in caring  fo r  th e  sick and  m anaging the 
healthy  anim als. H e |S h e  shall be m odest, sober, a n d  prom pt 
in discharging h is |h e r duties.

HejShe shall conduct him self (herself w ith  p ropriety  in 
h isjber profession and in all actions o f h is jh er life.

5. S tandards o f c h arac te r  and m orals.— T h e  veterniary  
profession  expects fro m  its m em bers the  highest level o f 
c h a ra c te r  and m orals. Every ve terinarian  owes to  th e  p ro ­
fession and the public a  duty to  achieve such a  level. I t  
shall be incum bent on  veterinarians to  be  tem perate, in  all 
m atters o f practice o f  the  profession and  to exercise c lear 
a n d  vigorous application  o f m ind.

6 . V e terin arian ’s responsibility .— A  ve te rin a rian  shall 
m erit the  tru st a n d  confidence o f h isjh er clients, rendering  
th e ir  anim als fu ll m easure  o f service w ith  devotion. T he 
h o n oured  ideals im ply th a t responsibilities o f a  ve te rinarian  
extend no t only to  one client and the  anim als he  brings bu t 
also to  , the entire  society.

7. A dvertising.— Soliciation o f c lients by  a  veterniariaiii 
d irectly  o r  indirectly  th ro u g h  an  advertisem ent in new s­
papers, c ircular cards, p lacards, o r handbills in a m anner p ro ­
jecting  him self | herself to be  in a  position  o f superiority  
w hich h e /s h e  him self /h e rs e lf  h as no t achieved, is un- 
theical.

A  veterinarian  should no t m ake use o f o r le t o thers m ake  
use o f him  [her o r  his[her nam e as a  subject o f any fo rm  
o r  m anner o f advertising o r  publicity  th ro u g h  lay  channels 
w hich shall be o f such a ch arac te r as to  invite  a tten tio n  to  
h im |h e r  o r  h is |her p rofessional position  o r  skill o r  as w ould 
o rd inarily  resu lt in  h is |h e r self-aggrandism ent; p rov ided  th a t 
a  p ractitione  is pem itted  fo rm al announcem ent in press 
abou t the  following m atte rs  nam ely  :

( 1) sta rting  o f h is |her practice,
(2) change of type o f practice,

(3) change o f address,
(4) tem porary  absence fro m  duty,
(5) resum ption  o f p ractice,

(6) succeeding to  ano th er’s practice.

H e |S h e  shall fu r th e r  n o t advertise directly  o r  indirectly  
th ro u g h  price  lists o r  publicity  m ateria ls o f m anufactu ring  
firm s o r traders w ith w hom  he | she m ay  be connected  in  
any capacity , n o r shall he |sh e  publish cases, operations o r 
le tters of thaks from  patien ts in non-professional new spapers 
o r journals; provided th a t it shall be perm issible fo r  h im /h e r  
to publish his[her nam e in connection  w ith  a  technical ex­
p e r t’s rep o rt o r publication  in  a  professional jo u rn a l,

8. Fee fo r professional service.— A  ve te rin a ry  engaged 
in p ractice |adv iso ry  servicejconsultancy, shall lim it th e

source of h is |h e r  incom e to th e  fee received fo iJ service 
rendered  to th e  client. R em uneration  received fo r  sue! 
services shall be in  the  fo rm  and am oun t specifically an 
nounced  to  th e  client a t the  tim e the service is rendered.

9. P a ten t an d  C opyrights.— A  vetern inarian  m ay  paten  
surgical instrum ents, appliances and m edicine o r copyrigh 
applications o f m ethods and procedure.

10. R unning an  O pen Shop.— (Dispensing of drugs ant 
appliances by veterinarians).

A veterinanarian  shall no t run an open shop fo r sale of 
m edicine fo r dispensing prescriptions by doctors o th er th ar 
him self.

11. R ebates, gifts and com m issions.— A  veternarian  shall 
no t give, solicit o r receive n o r shall he |she  offer to  give, 
solicit o r receive, any gift, gratu ity , com m ission o r  bonus in 
consideration  fo r  the referring  o r p rocuring  of, any client 
fo r  specialist]expert service o r  exclusive trea tm en t I advice 
thereof; n o r shall h e /s h e  receive any com in iss'on  o r o ther 
benefit from  a  professional colleague, trad er of m edicine or 
appliances o r fro m  a technologist.

12. Secret R em edies.— T he prescrib ing or dispensing by a 
ve terinarian  o f secret m edicines o r o th er secret rem edial 
agents, o f  w hich he | she does no t know  the com position  o r 
the m anufacture , or p rom otion  of th e ir use, is unethical.

13. E vasion o f Legal R estrictions.— A  veterinarian  shall 
observe the laws of the country  in regu lating  the  practice  
of veterinary  m edicine and will no t assist o thers to  evade 
such laws. H e  | She should co-operate in the observance and 
enforcem ent o f  san itary  laws and  regulations in  the  in te rst 
of public  health . A  ve terinarian  shall observe th e  provisions 
o f  the S ta te  A cts like D rugs A ct, Pharm acy  A ct, R ules and 
R egulations m ade by the  C en tra l G overnm ent, S ta te  G overn ­
m en ts o r Local Self G overnm ents and A dm inistrative Bodies 
fo r p ro tec tion  and p rom otion  of veterinary  public  health .

D U T IE S  O F V E T E R IN A R IA N S  TO  T H E IR  C L IE N T S 

A N D  PA T IE N T S

14. O bligatin  to  the pa tien t.— T hough  a ve terinarian  is 
no t bound  to  trea t cases of each and  every one asking fo r 
h isjher service, except in em ergencies, hejshe shall fo r  the 
sake o f hum an ity  and the noble  trad itio n  of the profession, 
no t only be ever ready  to respond to  the  need o f the  sick 
and in jured  anim alsibirds, bu t shall also be m indfu l o f the 
h igh  ch arac te r o f h is |h e r  m ission and th e  responsibilty  
he jshe  incurs in  the discharge o f h isjher professional duties.

15. P a tien t no t to  be neglected.— A  ve te rin a rian  is free  to 
choose w hom  he |she  w ill serve, p rovided th a t he |she  shall 
respond t0 any request fo r  his | he r assistance in an  em ergency 
o r  w henever tem pera te  public  op in ion  expects the service.

Once having undertaken  a case, a  ve terinarian  shall not 
neglect, th e  p a tien t no r shall he I she w ithdraw  fro m  the  case 
w ithout giving notice to  th e  client sufficiently in  advance, 
to  allow  h im  secure an o th er professional veterinarian .

16. T erm ination  o f service..— (a) A  veteeinarian  shall 
w ithdraw  h is |h e r  service un d er follow ing valid  reasons :—

(i) W here h e /sh e  finds an o th er veterinarian  in a tte n ­
dance.

(ii) W here  remedies] advice o th er th an  those prescribed 
by h im |h e r  a re  being used.

(iii) W h ere  h is |h e r  rem edies)advice and instructions 
are refused.

(iv) W here hejshe feels th a t th e  illness o r the  need of 
h is |h e r service is a n  im posture  and  th a t he jsh e  is 
being m ade a  p a rty  to  a  false pretence.

(v). W here a  client is reso rting  to  th e  use o f  in tox i­
cating  drugs, m eans o f quackery  o r  w itchcraft 
against m edical advice; and

(vi) W here  com plete in fo rm a tio n 'h is to ry  concerning 
the  fa c t and  circum stances o f  th e  case a re  no t 
supplied by  a  client.

1 /. A ct o f negligence.— (1) N o  ve terinarian  shall w ilfully 
com m it cn act o f negligence th a t m ay deprive 
pa tien t o f the care th a t is absolutely necessary.

(2) A  ve terinarian  is expected to  show , such diligence
and skill in  service as w ould  be expected o f  a n ­
o th e r v e te rinarian  o f  sim ila r qualifications, ex­
perience and a tta inm ents.

(3) H is /H e r  acts of com m ission or om m ission shall no t
be judged by any non-veterinary  standards, bu t w  
those expected fro m  a  ve terinarian  of hisiher 
training, standing and experience.

(4) A  ve terinarian  shall use  any drug  p rep ared  under
standard  pharm acolog ical principles and shall adopt

18. Behaviour to  patients.

The dem eanour o f a  ve te rin a rian  tow ards h is /h e r  p a tien t 
shall always be kind, tender an d  fu ll o f  ’patience. Every  
patient shall be trea ted  w ith a tten tion , consideration  and
concentration.

19. Visit.

N otw ithstanding the fac t th a t a  vete rinarian  is n o t bound  
to  visit h is /h e r  p a tie n t/c lien t, h e /s h e  shall m ake  it a t the  
indicated hour, once h e /sh e  had  com m itted to do so. '

20. Prognosis.

(a) A  veterinarian  shall n e ith e r exaggerate n o r m inim ise
the  gravity of a  p a tien t’s condition. H e /s h e  shall 
ensure th a t the legal ow ner o f th e  p a tien t h as such  
know ldege of the p a tie n t’s condition  as w ill serve 
the  best interest o f the patient, and its ow ner 
(client).

(b) In  case o f dangerous m anifestations, o r  w hen grave
and highly com m unicable diseases are encountered  he 
shall n o t fa il to  in form  the client and those to 
w hom  th e  disease can  be of p o ten t danger.

D U T IE S  O F  V E T E R IN A R IA N S  T O  T H E  PR O FE SS IO N

21. U pholding th e  h o n o u r o f  the profession,

A veterinarian  is expected to u pho ld  the dignity and. 
h onour o f his profession.

22. M em bership  of societies.

F o r the advancem ent o f h is /h e r  profession a  ve te rinarian  
m ay affiliate h im se lf/h e rse lf  w ith  professional societies and 
contribu te  hfe|her tim e, m eans and energy to  their progress, 
so th a t they  m ay  represen t and p ro m o te  th e  ideals o f th e  
profession better.

23. Safeguarding the  profession.

Every ve te rinarian  shall la id  in  safeguarding the profession 
against adm ission to  it o f those w ho are  deficient in  m oral 
character o r  education. H e 'sh e  should  no t em ploy in  con­
nection w ith  h is /h e r  professional p ractice  any unqualified 
personnel to  trea t o r  pe rfo rm  operation  upon patients.

24. E xposure  o f uneth ical conduct.

Exposure o f uneth ical conduct on the part o f any m em ­
ber of the  p rofession  '/sh a ll1’ be done without fear o f  favour: 
The in co m p e te n t,: corrupt dishonest or unethical (conduct on, 
the  p a rt o f  any ,i member o f  the profession shall be dis­
couraged a t any cost.
25. A ppoin tm ent o f substitute;

W henever a veterinarian ..'(hereinafter mentioned, as absent 
veterinarian) requests another veterinarian, to~attend to h is /

h e r p a tie n t/c lien ts  during  h is /h e r  tem porary  absence fro m  
.practice professional courtesy requires th e  acceptance o f 
such an  appoin tm ent by th e  latter, if  consistent w i th  h is /h e r  
o th e r duties. T h e  ve terinarian  under such appo in tm en t shall 
give u tm ost consideration  to th e  interest and rep u ta tio n  of 
the  ‘absen t’ veterinarian . H e /S h e  shall no t charge e ither 
th e  p a tien t o r  th e  absent ve terinarian  fo r  h is /h e r  services, 
except in case o f  special a rrangem ent betw een them , A ll 
such patien ts shall be resto red  to  th e  care  o f th e  absent 
v eterinarian  upo n  h is /h e r  re tu rn .

26. P rofessional services o f veterinarians to  one another.

(1) T here  is n o  ru le  th a t a veterinarian  shall no t charge 
ano ther ve te rinarian  o r a  m em ber of a  sister profession  fo r 
service rendered . B ut a  ve terinarian  shall consider it a 
pleasure and previlege to  render g ra tu itous service to  h i s /  
h e r professional b ro th ren , if  they  are in h is /h e r  vicinity, o r  
to  a  veterinary  student.

(2) W hen  a veterinarian  is called fro m  a d istance to  a t­
tend  to  a  case o f a  fe llow  ve terinarian  o r a  m em ber o f  a  
sister profession, reim bursem ent shall be  m ade fo r travelling  
and o th e r incidental expenses.

(3) A  ve terinarian  called  in  any em ergency to  visit a  
p a tien t un d er the  care  o f a  ano ther veterinarian , shall, when 
the  em ergency is over, re tire  in fav o u r o f the  la tter; bu t 
shall be entitled  to  charge th e  client fo r h is /h e r  services.

(4) W hen  a ve terinarian  is consulted  a t h i ' / h e r  own resi­
dence, it is not b inding on h im /h e r  to  enquire if th e  pa tien t 
has been  u n d e r the care  o f ano th er veterinarian . B ut in  the  
in terests o f  the  p a tien t h e /s h e  shall, w hile ascertaining his- 
story, go th rough  the trea tm en t fo llow ed if any. How ever, 
it is uneth ical th a t th is in form ation  be  used to  m align  or 
instigate against, d irectly  o r  indirectly, the  ve te rnarian  w ho 
happened  to  a tten d  on th e  patien t previously. W hen  a 
ve te rinarina  sees a  pa tien t at th e  request o f  a n o th e r veteri­
n arian , it shall be  the  du ty  o f th e  first veterinarian  to  w rite 
a le tter to  the  ve terinarian  m aking the  request stating  h i s /  
h e r  opinion o f the case w ith  th e  m odes o f trea tm en t h e /s h e  
thinks p ro p er to  be  adopted.

27. (1) I f  a  ve terinarian  is engaged to  a ttend  on a patien t 
o f dystokia o r a sim ilar distress h e /s h e  shail do so. R efusal 
to  do  so under excuse of an o th er engagem ent is unethical 
excent. w hen  h e /s h e  is already engaged in sim ilar o r 
an o th er serious case(s).

(2) W hen a veterinarian  engaged to a tten d  a  serious case 
is absent and  ano th er veterinarian  is sent fo r, the  la tte r  
shall be  entitled to  legitim ate  fees; provided th a t h e /s h e  
shall secure th e  client’s consent to w ithdraw  on arrival o f 
th e  fo rm er at a m utually  consented o r logical phase.

28. W hen it becom es the •duty o f  a  ve terinarian  occupy­
ing an  official position  to  see and rep o rt on  an illness o r 
in ju ry  o r any o th er professional problem s concerning a 
patien t, h e /s h e  shall do so, bu t com m unicate to 1he veteri­
n a rian  in  attendance, so as to  give h im /h e r  an o p t;o n  to  
be  present.

siderations.

33. C onduct o f consultation .

(1) In  consulta tion  there  shall be no  p lace fo r  insincerity, 
rivalry o r  envy. A ll due respect shall be show n to  the  
ve terinarian  in  charge o f the case and  no  sta tem en t o r 
rem ark  shall be  m ade w hich w ould im pair th e  confidence 
reposed in h im /h e r  by the  client, F o r  this purpose no  such  
discussion shall, therefore, be m ade before  th e  client.

(2) A il sta tem ents to the  c lien t shall be m ade in  the 
presence o f consulting veterinarian , except as otherw ise 
agreed. A nnouncem ent to th e  client also shall be m ade  by 
the consulting ve terinarian  to  the ex ten t possible.

(3) D ifference of opinion shall no t be divulged unless both 
fee! th a t is w ould  be in the in terest o f  the  pa tien t o r  dignity 
o f the profession.

(4) I t  shall be open to  the  c lien t to  take fu r th e r  advice 
and the  consulting ve te rin a rian  w ith  th e  consen t o f the  
client m ay  consult yet ano th e r veterinarian , the  rules of 
ethics rem aining the  same.

34. C essaiton of consultation.

A ttendance o f consulting  ve te rinarian  shall cea'se when 
consu lta tion  is concluded; unless an o th er appo in tm en t is 
arranged by the a ttend ing  veterinarian .

35. T rea tm et a fte r consultation .

(1) N o  decision shall re s tra in  th e  attending ve terinarian  
fro m  m aking such subsequent v aria tion  in  the  trea tm en t as 
a’oy unexpected change or developm ent m ay  dem and; p ro ­
vided th a t a t the  nex t consu lta tion , reasons fo r  variations 
are stated.

(2) T he sam e privilege, w ith  its obligations, belongs to  
the consu ltan t w hen sent fo r  i'n an  em ergency during  th e  
absence of a ttend ing  veterinarian . T he a ttend ing  ve terinarian  
m ay  prescribe a t any  tim e; b u t the  consu ltan t only in  case 
o f em ergency or instant need. A ll trea tm en ts by  m o th  shall 
be d a te d  to  each other.

36. C onsu ltan t no t to  take charge o f th e  case.

W hen a consu ltan t ve terinarian  is called  upon  to  be  con­
sulted, none _ bu t the  ra re s t a'nd m o st exceptional c ircum ­
stances shall justify the consu ltan t taking charge c f  the  case 
H e  m ust not do so  m erely  on  solication of th e  client 
o r his representative.

37. B ar on, consulting non-registered veterinary  practioners.

N o  veterinarian  shall have consu lta tion  w ith  a  ve terinary  
practitio n er w ho is not registered. .

D U T IE S  O F  V E T E R IN A R IA N S TO T H E  PU B L IC

38. V eterinarian  as citizen.

V eterinarians as good citizens possessed of special tra in ­
ing, shall advise concerning th e  h ea lth  and  husbandry  o f 
the anim als, iin the localities w herein they dwell. T hey shall 
play their pa rt in enforcing th e  laws of the  com m unity 
(not favolving any com m unal overtones o r prejudices) and 
in substantiating ihe institutions th a t advance the  interests 
of hum anity . T hey shall cooperate  w ith  'the au thorities i'n 
the observance and  en forcem ent o f  san itary  laws and the 

laws re la ting  to  drugs poisions and pharm acy , m ade fo r 
the p ro tec tio n  of health .

39. Public health .

A  veterinarian  engaged in  public h ealth  w ork  shall en­
lighten the  public concerning quaran tine  regulations and 
m easures fo r  the p reven tion  o f epizootic, zoonotic a’nd food  
borne diseases and  intoxications and  com m unicable diseases. 
A t all tim es, the ve terinarians shall notify  th e  respective 
authoriites of every case o f com m unicable diseases under 
their care, in  accordance w ith  the laws, ru les and regu la­
tions o f the  authorities. W hen art epidcm ic prevails, the  
ve terinarian  shall continue h is /h e r  labour w ithou t regard  
to the  risk to  h is /h e r  ow n health . H e She shall endeavour 
to ensure hygienic handling  o f anim al p roducts , and wastes 
thereof and educate the  public  of food-borne diseases and 
intoxications.

40. Livestock p roduction  and technology.

A  ve terinarian  shall strive fo r  th e  bette rm en t o f anim al 
p roduction  th rough  tim ely advice /p ro p ag a n d a  o n  scientific 
m anagem ent involving econom ically viable and hygienic 
bousing, adoption  o f scientific breeding schedule, disease 

p reven tion  routines, reproductive  health  m onitoring , hygienic 
and system atic care before, a t and follow ing p a rtu trition , 
care  o f new  born, hygienic collection  of fa rm  p roducts and 
proper disposal o f an im al products and  wastes thereof.

HejShe should strive to educate  the public and paraveteri- 
n a ry  staff! personnel regarding tim ely insem ination and aspelic 
handling  during A.I. and discourage the unscientific and 
unhygienic inseminations.

D IS C IP L IN A R Y  A C T IO N

41. T he V eterinary  Council o f  Ind ia  brings to the  notice 
o f the registered veterinary  p ractitioners the  fo llo w in g :

In  m atters regarding offences and fo rm  o f professional m is­
conduct, w hich m ay  be b rough t before  the  appropriate  
V eterinary  C ouncil fo r disciplinary action, in view of the  
au tho rity  conferred by section 31 of the  A ct, the  appropriate  
V eterinary  Councils m ay aw ard  such punishm ents as deem ed 
necessary o r m ay direct the rem oval altogether, o r  fo r a 
specific period, from  th e  register, the  nam e of any registered 
ve terinary  practitioner, w ho has been convicted of any such 
offence as implies in the opinion of th e  V e terinary  Counc-I(s),
